NORTHPORT, Wash., July 2.-F. M. 
Davis, treasurer of the Northport Mill &

The cases were brought before Justice 
of Peace J. J. Travis.

Mr. Justice Wright’s Remarks In Grant­
ing the Order.

The matter of thle British America 
Corporation, Limited, came before Mr. 
Justice Wright, sitting as additional 
Judge, in the Chancery Division on 
Thursday, for hearing on several petit­
ions for the compulsory winding-up 
order. The petition of Messrs. C. and 
A. Pauli was taken first, when after 
arguments by counsel, his Lordship said, 
according to his opinion, in law hte had 
no option but to make an order. It was 
admitted that the corporation was in a 
state of apparemt insolvency, although 
it mishit under certain circumstances 
have more than sufficient to pay its debts. 
It possessed only £25,000 in cash in Van­
couver, and £157 in England. There 
wete £362,000 admitted liabilities, and 
part of these were speculative cr gamb 
ling liabilities. Under these circumstan­
ces, the creditors had an absolute right 
against the company to a Witiding-up 
order. It was clear to him tlhat a volun­
tary winding-up was not sufficient, and 
on tihiat ground almost by itself lib 
thought there should be a compulsory 
order. It was said tihiat the affairs of 
tile company required the most searching 
investigation, and tihe fullest enquiry 
which the law could give, and he thought 
there was grteat force in that contention. 
There had been prima facie the loss of 
an enormous sum of money, arod it was 
said, and with great probability, that 
that loss h!ad beén the result, or part

Infectious Tuberculosis.
A Seattle despatch to the Spokane 

Chronicle announces that as a result 
of the Considine-Meredith tragedy, 
“gambling has been closed, scores of 
gamblers and sure thing men have left 
the city, and the police are actively en­
deavoring to drive other criminals out, 
the first time a serious effort has been 
made in this direction in three years.” 
This looks „a good deal like locking the 
stable door after the horse has been 
stolen. For years Seattle has acted on 
the theory that it could increase its 
prosperity by encouraging the presence 
of thugs and thieves, gamblers, “sure- 
thing” operators and confidence men, 
who would act' as a sort of suction 
pump to the pockets of Klondikers and 
all who should wander their way with 
“wads” in their possession. The recent 
tragedy was a logical result of such a 
policy, and the people of the Sound 
city needed something startling to 
awaken them from their dream. They 
may be congratulated so far if they 
take their lesson to heart permanently. 
Their is a lesson In the occurrence, too, 
for other cities where certain people are 
possessed of the idea that a “wide 
open” policy is essential to the welfare 
of the community.^ It can never pay 
any city, even from a material point of 
view, to give open encouragement to 
viciousness.

The dry mountain air of Colorado 
has been recommended as the best 
medicine for tuberculosis for so many 
years that it is hard to believe the dis­
ease is now indigenous to the state, 
yet such is the report of the State Med­
ical society. It is explained, however, 
that the, disease was not formerly in­
digenous there but has become so 
through infection from imported cases. 
The statistics gathered by the associa­
tion show that deaths from tubercu­
losis contracted and developed in Col­
orado are at present about 13 per cent, 
of the total from that disease in the 
states and about 2 per cent, of the 
general mortality. As the disease is 
spread by contagion and as many con­
sumptives visit the state, the associa­
tion urges the adoption of scientific 
measures for the prevention of the fur­
ther spread of the disease. What bet­
ter proof of the contagious character 
of tuberculosis could be asked than 
that It has secured a foothold in Col­
orado where conditions are least favor­
able to its propagation? — Winnipeg 
Free Press.

Returning from Trail the regular train at 
6 o’clock was crowded, the extra load' being 
so great that an engine came behind as 
a “pusher.” The late extra came In two 
sections. The first was three ears and. 
arrived here just at midnight while the 
second section, also crowded, arrived at 
2 o’clock yesterday morning. Iro aB 750 
Rcsslanders went to Trail by train and 
enough to easily aggregate j,U00 travelled 
to tiie smoky city by tibe wagon road. 
Rossland was very much in evidence at 
Trail, in fact there were more people 
from the Golden City on the streets than 
natives.

The Grand Forks demonstration drew 
150 people from Rossland. Of these ab ut 
100 left on the Sunday special. The train 

delayed until the arrival of the Spo­
kane train, but when the Spokane cham­
ber of commerce abandoned the idea of 
visiting Grand F. rks the bottom appear­
ed to fall out of the proposition, and not 
over half a score of Spokane people came 
through for the holiday. The excursion 
made a fast run through to Grand Forks 
and arrived there without incident.

The weather was perfect. In Trail, by 
reason of the city’s location in the gulch, 
the heat was somewhat excessive, but 
elsewhere this was not felt to the same 
degree. So far as has been, heard, no ac­
cident of any description occurred In con­
nection with any of the several celebra­
tions.

The Rossland contingent at the Nelson 
celebration was weak. People who wished 
to leave the city followed the hose team 
and the other sporting aggregations to 
Grand Forks, whale the element which 
locked for a short trip amd a quick return 
naturally went to Trail.

At Trail Rossland was represented in 
most of the sports. In the horse races 
all thfe purses came to Sleepy Jim, a 
Rossland horse. In the free-for-all Sleepy 
Jim won two straight heats,. with But­
tons, a Trail entry, second arod Vicl, 
Rossland, third. In the first heat of the 
event Buttons led to within 10 yeards of 
the finish, where Sleepy Jim overhauled 
him and won by half a dozen inches. In 
the ladies’ race Sleepy Jim, ridden by 
Miss Gralhtum of this city, lock the hon­
ors after a close brush with Buttons.

In the baseball matches Rossland was 
unlucky. The Centre Star-War Eagle 
Savages were drawn against the Trail 
Smoke-Eaters and the first two innings 
were well contested. Then Ralph Mc­
Donald, who was in the box for the 
Savages, strained his Hand and had to, 
get off the slab. He was succeeded by a 
substitute whose delivery seemed to be 
an open book for tihe home nine. Trail 
won by 14 runs to 4. Then the junior 
teams came together and again Trail 
won, the score being 7 to 3. In the tug 
of war the team from the War Eagle 
mine had a cinch. They pulled the Trail 
strong men with an ease that elicited 
hearty applause from the spectators. The 
honors in the 100-yard dadhi also came to 
Rossland. When the event was first pull­
ed off it was won by Gns Beebe, with 
William Rcss second. The judges can­
celled the trial because some of the start­
ers had been left at the scratch, and in 
the second trial Reebe did' not run, so 
Roes took first money, with a Trail man 
second.

Tble parade with which the day at 
Trail opened was well arranged. The 
streets through which the procession 
passed were gayly decorated and the 
entire city wore gala attire. The proces­
sion was headed by a party of mounted 
men, including several returned South 
African veterans, among them being 
Sergeant Hart-McHarg and Private Rea 
of the Royal Canadian Regiment, Ser­
geant Squires of the Rdyal Canadian 
Artillery and Trooper Hicks of the 
Strathcona Horse. Later in the day Cor­
poral Murphy of the Strathcona Horse, 
whb has just returned' to Trail, was pre­
sented with the handsome gold watch, 
chain and locket that was on exhibition 
here for several days on Ewart Bros.’

brief council meeting was tile adoption on 
the recommendation of the finance com­
mittee cf several changes in the manner 
of conducting the city’s business in the 

treasurer’s department.
It was decided that J. C. Heimes, 

weighmaster, fWnk Vaughan, chief of 

police, and W. C. Archer, clerk in the 
city ball, should furnish bonds with a 
standard guarantee company for $500, 
$1000 and $500 respectively. Heretofore 
where bonds have been required from 
tjhlese officials they have been allowed 
to offer securities signed! by citizens. The 
point is taken by the council that were 
it necessary in any event to realize on 
these bonds, the fact that citizens and 
ratepayers would be mulcted might pre­
judice the city’s action. The whole matter 
is a question of expediency and business 
policy, and was carried without discus­
sion.

Thomas H. Lcfag was appointed col­
lector of arrears in water rates on a com­
mission of 21-2 per cent. The corpora­
tion is determined ten realize on those 
accounts which have been carried forward 
on ti* books.

The city clerk was instructed to publish 
a notice to the effect that all business 
licenses must be paid iby July 15 and 
January 15 respectively, falling which the 
city would take action to enforce pay­
ment.

The council adopted a clause in the 
finance committee’s report dealing with 
the matter of the school grant as follows:

This council do accept the proposal of 
the government as embodied In the let­
ter to tine secretary of tlhle school board 
dated June 18, whereby this council 
agrees to accept the trusteeship of $10,- 
000 mentioned in the first proposal there­
in, provided1 the plans and specifications 

approved by this council, and further 
that the council have a voice in the ex­
penditure of said sum in view of the 
fact that any excesses in expending said 

will fall upon this council.
The point involved in the clause is 

that the corporation declines to shoulder 
the responsibility for the financing of 
the school building unless the council is 
given such voice in the preparation of 
the plans and the work of construction 
as will enable them to guard against an 
overdraft. It is said that the school finis- 
tees are opposed to the city putting any 
string on the grant.

The only member of the council absent 
at last night’s session was His Worship 
Mayor Lalonde, who is odnfmed to the 
house with a slight indisposition. On 
motion Alderman Clute was appointed 
chairman.

YEAR.d. ment in British Columbia.
“I found an apathetic indifference,” 

he said, “among mining people In the 
cities I visited towards investing in 
British Columbia. A number of people 
complained they had lost money already 
in, worthless British Columbia mining 
ventures and1 were too cynical and pre­
judiced to think favorably of anything 
that came from this province; a great 
many were ignorant of thte mineral re­
sources, and others, especially In eastern 
Canadian cities, stated that when the 
people of British Columbia shewed tiheir 
confidence in their own country by in­
verting in thteir mineral claims, content­
ing themselves with profits from legiti­
mate mining enterprises rather ;han from 
the staking and the sale of claims, then 
they might expect to get more eastern 
capital.

“The value contained1 in the ore and 
the size of the ore bodies in Shis province 
compare very faivcrably with that found 
in thte other colonies, and I consider 
there is indeed a great future for mint­
ing here. I am of the opinion, however, 
that the industry woufol have a much 
better chance of progressing under en­
cours gmtemt from the government instead 
of being hampered from its birth, as it is 
at present, by excessive taxation. Some 
of the Australian laws could easily be 
adopted to advantage. I agree with Mr. 
Herschel-Cchem when he states that 
mineral claims are too lightly held and 
advocates a more stringent labor con­
dition attached to all holdings. If a 
greater - amount of labor had to be ex­
pended, men would be mere careful of the 
real value of the ground they staked, and 
it would have the effect of forcing devel­
opment 'and showing up a great 
amount of natural wealth that 
new lies—undter existing condi­
tions—hidden and unknown and, in 
numerous instances, shepherded by re- 
staking from year to year. If continuous 
labor was enforced, as it is in Australia, 
exemption only being granted in cases 
that justly merited it, We would not find 
the ‘wildcatter’ among us who goes out 
and stakes for position and then calmly 
spends his time around hotel offices 
hawking his location for sale.”

“Don't you think a regulation of this 
description would be a hardship on the 
prospector?”

“Nr t by any- means,” Mr. Meiklejohn 
firmly answered ; “the genuine prospec- 

V tor has every wish to develop his ground ;
it is thte ‘wildcatter who would consider 
it a hardship, as a regulation on this 
basis would bte his funeral knell. The 
Australian prospectors aie s rely against 
the man who attempts to shepherd his 
ground without working it, and they 
would bitterly oppose a change in the 
regulations which would give i>nte person 
a monopoly of nearly 52 acres of possibly 
valuable ground' under the paltry labor 
condition c.f $100 per annum expended 
on work, or the other choice of aban­
donment and restaking tihe claim with­
out any work being done. Hte would 
also figure that the demand for labor 
would be considerably ‘ decreased under 
this regulation.

Miller said: “I cut down the British 
flag on my own authority, by virtue of 
right rqsting in every American 
citizen.”

Mr. Busby’s authority for flying the 
flag is a letter from the commissioner 
at Ottawa which stated in substance 
that, as American customs officers op­
erating on Canadian soil in conditions 
corresponding to his, Mr. Busby’s office, 
were permitted to fly the flag of their 
country, he was entitled to the same 
right.

The hauling down of the flag occurred 
on Saturday, June 22nd. All day Sun­
day there was much talk in Shak- 
way over the incident, and on Monday 
morning Canadian Customs Agent 
Busby again had the flag up. Busby 
states he was informed by a committee 
that the British flag was not to be 
hoisted unless the United States flag 
was raised above it. To this Busby 
refused to consent. Then, according 
to Busby’s statement, Judge Selbrede, 
Captain Jenks, United States Marshal 
Snook and other American citizens in­
formed Busby that unless he took 
down the flag at least until they had 
some advices from Washington in the 
matter they would not hold themselves 
responsible for any action of Skagway 
people.

Busby then took down the flag pend­
ing further instructions from his de­
partment at Ottawa.

WASHINGTON, June 29.—The state 
department has not received any 
representation concerning the flag in­
cident at Skagway, where much excite­
ment is said to have been caused by 
the hauling down of a Brtieb customs 
flag raised at that point. Based on 
the press reports of the affair, the 
officials do not attach serious import­
ance to the incident itself, although it 
is recognized that thé matter might as­
sume importance if the raising of the 
flag was an assertion of British sover­
eignty over that locality. In that 
event there is no doubt that the state 
department would take cognizance of 
the matter. But as it stands, the flag 
appears to be that of the customs for 
the designation
