garian government must leave it to
the Washington cabinet to draw up
the individual legal maxims which the
commander of the submarine is alleg-
ed to have violated when sinking the
Ancona.

“The American Government also
thought it advisable to point out the
attitude which the Berlin cabinet in
the before-mentioned exchange of cor-
respondence had taken, In the highly
esteemed note the Austro-Hungarian
Government finds no support for this
course. If the American Government
should have intended thereby to ex-
press an opinion as if a precedent ex-
ists for the present case, the Austro-
Hungarian Government in order to
prevent misunderstandings, must de-
clare that it, of course,must preserve
full liberty to urge its own legal inter-
pretations during the discussion of
the Ancona case.”

The Austro-Hungarian government

numerous officers and soldiers.

The sermon of the field chaplain as
reported by the newspapers says the
news agency, was upon the theme,
“Blessed are they who do not lose
confidence.” After the service the Em-
peror was cheered by throngs of Pol-
ish and Lithuanian residents who lin-
ed the streets and cried “Long live
the Emperor.”

A military parade followed and the
Emperor personally decorated s_ol-
diers and chatted in kindly fashion
with both officers and privates.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORYHWEST
LAND REGULATIONS,

I‘HE sole head of a family, or any male
over 18 years old, may homestead a
juarter-section of available Dominion land
in Manitoba, Saskatchewan or Alberta. Ap-
plicant must appear in person at the Do-
minion' Lands Agency or Sub-Agency for
the District. Entry by proxy may be made
at any Dominion Lands Agency (but not
sSub Agency), on certain conditions.

Duties—Six months’ residence upon and
‘ultivation of the land in each of three
years. A homesteader may live within
nine miles of his homestead on a farm of
at least 80 acres, on certain conditions. A
habitable house is required except where
residence is performed in the vicinity.

In certain districts a homesteader in
good standing may pre-empt a quarter-
section alongside his homestead. Price
$3.00 per acre.

Duties—Six months’ residence in each of
three years after earning homestead pat-
ent; also 50 acres extra cultivation. Pre-
emption patent may be obtained as soon
as homestead patent, on certain conditions.

A settler who has exhausted his home-
stead right may take a purchased home-
stead in certain districts. Price $3.00 per
acre. Duties—Must reside six months in
each of three years, cultivate 50 acres and
erect a hcuse warth $300.

The area of cultivation is subject to re-
duction in case of rough, scrubby or stony
land. Live stock may be substituted for
cultivation under certain conditions.

(Canadian Fisheries.

Those of us who live inland in this
vast Dominion of ours, are apt to |
overlook the tremendous importance |
of Canadian fisheries. The report of
the Naval Service Department at Ot-
tawa, just issued, serves to brinz
home in forcible fashion the extent of
this calling. A perusal of it shows
that the total marketed value of all |
kinds of fish, fish products and ma-
rine animals taken by Canadian fish-
ermen from the sea and inland lakes
and rivers during the fiscal year end-
ed March 31, 1915, amounted to $31,-
264,631, as against $33,207,748 for the
preceding twelve months, a decrease |
of $1,943,117. This drop in value 1s
due entirely to the fact that the pre-
ceding year was one in the cycle of
four in which the run of salmon to
the Fraser river is greatest. The year
under review, therefore, was a lean
year on the Fraser, which caused the
value of the salmon taken in that dis-
trict to fall $2,863,280 below the value
for the preceding fat year. But while
the Fraser river salmon dropp:d

And then, out of a clear sky, French
and British troops began to :cin the
throng. At first the numuoer was
small; now it hias passed a trundred
thousand. It is true thiat most ot these
had gone up into Serbia; but all the
necessary commissary Sservice must
be directed from Salomniki; all the
work of debarking not only the newly
arrived troops but the 'supplies, must
be handled there, and in duplicate,
for the British have their own mach-
inery to this end quite distinct from
the French. :

Naturally there .simmply were not
enough shops in which to bake the
bread necessary for so gZreat an in-
crease of population—much less was
there enough wheat frortn which to
bake it. The same was tiue of every
other commodity necessary to life—
and still is. Serbs, refugees from their
war-ridden country, began to'arrive in
such great numbers that the Greek
government suspended the railway
service. with Monastir trying to pre-
vent this last peaceable invasjon. Nev-
ertheless, some 60,000 to 70,000 have
arrived. The population of Saloniki in
a few weeks jumped from 160,000 tO
almost a million. And jthe most rud-
imentary means of taking care of
such’ an increase are absolutely lack-
ing, even to water supply and drain-
age.
