“Comparing ships of 2,000 tons
and 16,000 tons displacement, carry-
ing 650 and 8,675 of cargo respec-
tively and taking the north Atlantic
passage as a basis we should require
to build each year 2,460 of the small-
er ships, but only 185 of the larger.

‘““The smaller ships would cost
8111,000,000 and the larger only
£46,000,000. The small ships would
use 1,550,000 tons of steel and 575,
000 tons of timber, and would con-
sume 6,750,000 tons of coal on the
outward voyage per year. The larger
ships” would absorb 1,030,000 tons
of steel and 382,000 tons of timber,
amdl consume only 1,560,000 tons of
coal.

Operations of Red Cross Vessels Reduced to Scientific
Principles; Trip From France to England Is One
~ of Considerable Anxiety

A soldier goes to the front and
comes under the enemy’s fire. Seem-
ingly in the long past, far away
among his home surroundings, he re-
members vividly the cheering crowds
ag. he left with his company, and the
eager enthusiasm of his comrades all
through the long trip up.

But once he is in the trenches
death loses little time in introducing
himself, and soon many narrow es-
capes have left the new soldier limp
and fearsome, and his wild enthusi-
asm dies. Generally he becomes
morose and apprehensive. And then
a curious thing begins to happen.

As he waxes in experience in the
gamble for the highest of all stakes,
he almost inevitably comes to the
point, sooner or later, when he finds
bimself saying, ‘“What will happen
will happen.”’ His apprehension
gradually melts away, and he be-
comes almost light-hearted. 1t was
hard for him to understand at first
why the older men, veterans to him,
were such a cheerful lot.

A good many hundreds of thou-
sands of fatalists have been turned
out in the present war. The front
trenches and perilous positions may
be regarded as factories where fatal-

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ists are made swiftly and surely.

As men they come with individual
and diversified beliefs, but as sol-
diers facing death few are they who
eventually do not come to believe
that ‘what will happen will happen.”
,and thereupon the majority cease to
worry. So regiments of men, battle-
steeled and keyed to death, march
into the trenches, to battle, laughing
and singing.

Every once in a while in France
SO many young men of a late class
are called into service, and the eager
companies leave for the front—an
impetuous, ardent lot. Each young
man as he gives a last farewell look
backward. finds himselt wondering
involuntarily what his fate will be,'
almost unconsciously it is, and thus
the first seeds of fatalism are sown.

Later his little division is on its
way up to the front line in the dark-
ness. Everywhere is silence except |
for the mixed swish of feet, while
somewhere in front of the marching
company a lone Boche star shell, one
of those that every now and then.
flash upward, breaks into a great
brilliant gleam and shows the way
ahead through the winding ditch.

To the recruits it does not seem
like war, all is so quiet, but rather
like some giant spectacle for their
own entertainment, and when the
star shell goes out the silence and
blackness seem very peaceful.

TO BAR GRAIN
FOR LIQUOR

—_——

Proposition Receiving Con-
sideration at Hands of

Dominion Government
e
Ottawa, May '8.—The question of
shutting off the supply of grain to
brewers and distillers for the manu-
facture of liquor is receiving the at-
tention of the Dominion government.
The announcement was made in the
House of Commons today by Sir

Geor_gé Foster at the conclusion of
an impromptu debate on the subject
precipitated by E. B. Devlin, of
Wright, who moved the adjournment

- fof-the House jn order to introduce<a

resolution asking for action. The
Acting Prime Minister did not indi-
cate what the view of the members
of the government was, but during
the course of an able address his
own sympathies were clearly appar-
ent.

A feature of the debate was the
announcement of Sir George that the
distilleries of Canada were running
to capacity, not in manufacturing
whiskey and other liguors, but in
making explosives.

The debate continued all after-
noon, members on both sides em-
phasizing the necessity of conserving
the food supplies of the Dominion by
eliminating wasteful use of grain in
the manufacture of liquor. The only
opposition or suggestion of opposi-
tion came from Dr. Michael Clark,
Liberal member for Red Deer, and

Kast Hastings. H. H.
servative member for Vancouver,
urged action that would not only
prevent the use of grain in Canada
for liquor manufacture, but would
prohibit its export to England or the
United States cxcept for food pur-
poses.

After hearing Sir George Foster’s
statement that the government had
the maiter under consideration, Mr.
Devlin said that he was satisfied, and
withdrew his motion.

Discontinue Grain Supply.

When Parliament opened Mr. Dev-
lin moved the adjournment of the
House to permit the discussion of his
resolution, asking the government
to take action under the War Mea-
sures Act to discontinue the supply
of grain to brewers and distillers ow-
ing to the high cost of living and the
necessity of conserving all our food
products for Canada, the Empire
and our allies,

The grain consumed in the manu-
facture of beer and whiskey in 1916,
was: Barley 2,353,273 bushels, corn
589,394 bushels, rye 123,801 bush-
els. He claimed that the Govern-
ment should practice more economy
and less waste, and there would be
less taxation on the consumer. One
way in which they could assist the
consumer was discontinuing the
grain being used in the manufacture
of liquors. It was due to the govern-
ment, he concluded, to accept and
put this resolution in effect.

RETURNED SOLDIERS.

Calgary, = May 8.—The Alberta
Veterans association, in convention
here, passed resolutions objecting to
individuals or societies. interfering
with the government of troops over-
seas, favoring ‘continuing dispensa-
tion of rum to soldiers in trenches,
and asking an amendment to the
military act that discharged men
who die from disabilities received in
active service should be granted mili-
tary funerals.

Another resolution asks dominion,
provincial and municipal govern-
ments to.delay action on public
works until termination of war so
that soldiers may be absorbed into
civil life more easily. .

Partition of
Ireland is —
Objected to

By Courier Leased Wire.

London, May 9.—The morning pa-
pers display prominently a manifesto
issued in Ireland by eighteen Ro-
man Catholic Bishops, three Pro-
testant Bishops and five chaairmen
of councils, strongly protesting
against the partition of Ireland, and
appealing to the people to sign a
protest against such a step. The
manifesto is declared to be uxpre-
cedented, in that it is the first time
that Irish prelates of the Roman and
Protestant churches have combined
for a political aim.

In some of the Dublin despatches
it is contended that the manifestc
has killed any idea of settling th~
Irish difficulty by the scparation of
Ulster. This view is disputed, how-
ever, by other commentators who
quote a striking letter sent to the
newspapers by Dr. Walsh, the Roman
Catholic archbishop of Dublin, and
one of the signatories te the mani-
festo. Archbishop Walsh says that
some peonle might wcender why il
was thought worth whiie to sign a
manifesto against partition. as they
might assume that ‘“‘the miserable
policy’’ was abandoned months agv.
He assures his readers that on the
contrary the plan holds a place in
to-day’s practical politicc and adds:

“I think it is my duty to write
this, although from information
which has just reached me, I am
fairly satisfied that the mischief is
already done, and the country prac-
tically sold.”

The conclusion drawn in some
quarters of Ireland from the Arch-
bishop’s letter, is that the National-
ist party, if not committed to some
settlement on the basis of participa-
tion, at least has been considering
such a step.

'ARE ACTIVE

(By Stewart Lyon, Special Corres-
pondent of the Canadian Press in
France).

Canadian Army Headquarters,

May 9.—The night of Tuesday pass-
ed in comparative calm on the Cana-
dian front, but to the south, round
about Fresnoy there has been heavy
fighting.
Concentrating the greater part of
a division of his trusted Bavarian
troops against the Fresnoy front,
held by a single British Battalion,
Prince Rupprecht attacked at dawn
Tuesday and carried the village. Its
overmatched defenders fought with
tenacity and stayed the Bavarian ad-
vance well to the east of Arleux. The
Canadian front to the north was
realigned to conform the new line in
the region about Fresnoy and the ar-
tillery set about its task of making
the village untenable for the enemy.
Counter battery work still en-
grosses attention on the Canadian
front with satisfactory results. The
enemy’s fire from heavy guns mount-
ed in the region of Lens has distinet-
ly slackened. He makes much use of
gas shells.

No Meatless Day

London, May 9.—Great Britain’s
‘“‘meatless day’ is to be abolished,
because it augments the demand on
breadstuffs and other substitutes,
which are less plentiful than meat.
This was announced Yyesterday by
Baron Devonport, the Food Control-
ler, in the House of Lords. He de-
clared that a diminution in the con-
sumption of breadstuffs was of vital
moment, and a main factor in the
situation, but he added;
“Provided that a call for a reduc-
tion is responded to and the efforts
of the submarine are not successful
beyond reasonable likelihood we
shall get through with a fairly sat-
isfactory balance in hand to the time
when the new harvest becomes avail-
able.”

The splendid efliciency of the Bel-
gian Relief Commission may be
judged by the fact in the first month
of their work, since the withdrawal
of the American flag, they distribu-
ted 220.000,000 pounds of bread,
20,000,000 1bs. of bacon and lard,
5,000,000 tins of condensed milk,
beans, corn, coffee, sugar and thou-
sands of tons of other commodities.
The burden of the work of distri-
bution has, of course, always been
borne_ by the Comite’ National, a Bel-
gian organization, and the above fig-
ures show how well they are carry-
ing on the great work.

- There is only one thing in the

world that could stop the work of
the Commission—Germany’s definite
pledge, backed by adequate guaran-
tees, that she would take upon her
own shoulders the feeding of this
stricken nation. Such a pledge will,
of course, never be given, or ex-
pected, and therefore the Relief
Commission, ever mindful of what
obstacles should confront it now or
in the future, will never lay down
its work of mercy, nor fail the starv-
ing women and children of Belgium
whose sole support it is. This is the
spirit that inspires every one of the
4,000 committees engaged in the so-
licitation of the world’s charity.
The German government have
given the commission the strongest
guarantees, avhich they have re-
spected, both as regards the trans-
mission and distribution of supplies.
But in ‘spite of these facilities there
ig a grave dangegr that Belgium’s wo-
men and children may yet starve, for
lack of means to buy them bread.
Will you help remove what can only
be regarded as a shameful jeopardy
in view of the heroism of that little
country? If so, send a contribution
to the neafest relief committee, or
direct to the Belgian Relief Fund,
59 St. I’'eter Street, Montreal.

EFFICIENCY IS GOOD

For the information of any hire-
lings of Kaiser Bill who may be es-
tablished in the city for the purpose
of gaining military knowledge for
the enemy, it should be stated that
Canada has not called out her last
reserves, as might seem possible
yesterday, when the streets were
filled with khaki-clad figures of
boys from twelve years up, who
thronged the thoroughfares and shed
quite a military aspect over the city.
It was the public school cadets, who
were inspected by Lt-Col. MacCrim-
mon at half past two yesterday af-
ternoon on Recreation park. The
companies from the various schools
marched through the city to the
rendezvous, with the exception of
the pupils of the Dufferin school,
who made part of the journey by
street car. There were a large num-
ber of. interested citizens, including
members of the Board of Education,
and the parents of the boys, Wwho
gathered at the square to witness
the next generation of soldiers at
drill.

The total parade strength of the
corps numbers 378, but about ten
of these were absent on sick leave,
so that 368 participated in the in-
spection, The inspecting officer had
the boys go through various manoe-
uvres, and the different kinds of
drill, and concluded his examination
by having a march past of all the
companies. He complimented the
boys on their efficiency, especially in
view of the early time at which the
inspection took place this year, one
month earlier than is the usual cus-
tom. While Lt.-Col MacCrimmon was
satisfied with the general drill, he
thought that some improvement
could be effected by more springhtli-
ness and erectness in marching. He
was of the opinion’that the- officers
were well conversant with their
work, and recommended that more
time should be devoted to drill, if
possible, than is now the case. One
half hour per week only is now avail-
able for this purpose. When his
award was- announced by Col. Mac-
Crimmon, the King George school
was in the lead with 408 points, and
accordingly will for the next year
possess the Strathcopa shield, which
is each year placed ]
school, whose cadets receive ' the
highest grading at the annual in-
spection. The balance of the award
was; Alexandra, 393; Dufferin 385;
Ryerson, 379: Vietoria, 343: Cen-
tral 330; and Kjng Edward 309. The
instructors in charge of the drilling
of the boys at the school are all
qualified lieutenants, and are allot-
ted as follows; D. L. McClellan.
Central and Victoria; W. E. Foster,
Alexandra; C. B. Baldwin, King Ed-
ward; A. McIntyre, Ryerson; J. S.
Rowe, Dufferin; W.A. Woltz, King
George. The battalion commander is
school inspector E. E. C. Kilmer,
Mr. C. L. Gamble is the cadet adju-
tant, while Mr. O. M. Stonehouse,
assistant principal of the Dufferin
school, is in charge of the drum in
struction work.

The public school cadets were or-
ganized in the early spring of 1913
when two companies were formed,
but since that time the movement
had become- ever increasingly popu-
lar, and thes trength of the corps
has now become .greatly augmented.

Captain Percy Holt and Platoon
Commanders Ronald Petts, Cecil
Foster, Monty Eagleson and Alfred
Teague demonstrated their ability
to handle a miniature army division,
displayed their intimate knowledge
of drill.

Athens, May 9.—No one contests
the integrity of Zaimis, the new
Prime Minister, and he does not lack
support. Among those most closely
in touch with the situation it is ar-
gued that Zaimis will carry on the
Government of the country decently
for a period during which our enem-
ies here will be unable to react. The
King is steadily losing his followers.
Fifty-seven officers left in one day
for Salonica recently, and the stream
is continuous. Most of the King's
followers came from the fact that he
made Athens a sort of Noah’s Ark,
where people could take refuge from
the deluge of war, but since the Pro-
visional Government has within the
last week declared that the popula-
tions of any territory henceforth se-
ceding from the national movement
will not be mobhilized, the last plank
has been hit from under the King’s
feet. It is very doubtful if any or
the rank and file would be found to
stand between him and his fate.

London, May 9.—Telegraphing
from Salonica Sunday Reuter’s cor-
respondent says:
“To-day was a great day in the
history of Salonica. A mass meeting
proclaimed the deposition of the
King and dynasty.

NERD'S PALAGE

Interesting—f)iscovefy Made
in Rome by Itahan Ar-
chaeologist

Nero, that imperial monster of vice

and crime, enjoyed many luxuries re-
markable in an age when science and
machinery were in their infaney.
. It has just been found, for in-
stance, that he rode up and down in
lan elevator between his vast palace
—the Golden House—on the Pala-
tine Hill, and the Circus Maximus,
‘where Christians were devoured by
the wild beasts and gladiators butch-
ered one another for the amusement
of the crazy emperor and the Ro-
man populace.

This discovery has just been made
by Commander Giacomo Boni, the
Italian archaeologist, in charge of
the excavations on e Palatine hill,
which was covered L. a series of
imperial palaces, the greatest of
them being the famous ‘Golden

Commander Boni says;

“In my earlier explorations under
the central part of the Roman for-
um, I found a group of twelve ele-
vators, worked by capstans, and
used for the gladiatorial shows of
Julius Caesar. I was convinced that
more powerful and complicated me-
chanical appliances must have been
employed on the Palatine, and that
these must have been on a much
larger scale, on account of the
greater difference in level between
the Circus Maximus, which we may
look upon as the ground floor of
the imperial residence and the offi-
cial parts of the palace, about 120
feet above.”

The remains of this big elevator
are neeessarily incomplete as Nero’s
palace was pulled down in ancient
Roman times to make way for other
palaces. The substructure dungeons
wild beast dens, slaves’ quarters and
other relics of the Neronian palace
were left beneath the latter build-
ings,

It was in this substructure that
the exeavators found an elevator
shaft cut in the solid yvolcanic rock
of which the Palatine hill is formed.
There were fragments of huge ropes
and grooves in the walls through
which they ran, part of the machin-
ery of a capstan made of bronze and
a huge bronze pulley.

The power for the elevator was
furnished by slaves turning the
capstan in a chamber at the bottom
of ‘the hill. A thiek rope from.
capstan was carried through a series
of pulleys to the top of the elevator
shaft, which entered the palace.
lFl‘om the upper end of the rope was
suspended a large car finished with
bronze. Further search will probably
show that several other elevators
and capstans were used to supply the
imperial wants.

Driven by Roman soldiers armed
with whips, the wretched slaves,
groaning and panting, pushed at the
capstan bars as they hauled the
bloated Nero and his degenerate
courtiers up from the frenzied spec-
tacles of the circus. To lower . the
car required, of course, less effort,
as it was only necessary to allow it
to descend slowly by its own weight.
But everybody concerned in this
task knew that his life would be
iforfeited if he jarred Nero.

Many other relics of Nero’s Gol-
den House were lakes and rivers
lshaded by dense masses of foliage,
iwith harbors and docks for the im-
perial galleys; a vestibule containing
‘a bronze colossus one hundred and
twenty feet high; porticoes three
thousand feet long; farms and vine-
yards, pasture grounds and woods
teeming with the rarest and costli-
est kind of game; zoological and bo-
tanical gardens; sulphur baths sup-
plied from thé springs of the aquae
Albulae, 12 miles distant; sea baths
supplied from the waters of the
Mediterranean, 16 miles distant at
the nearest point; thousands of col-
umns crowned with capitals of Cor-
inthian gilt metal; thousands of
statues stolen from Greece and Asia
Minor; walls encrusted with gems
and mother-of-pearl; banqueting
halls with ivory ceilings, from which
rare flowers and precious perfumes
could fall gently on the recumbent
guests.

The gilded walls were so lofty that
the colossal statue which Nero erect-
ed in his own honor, 120 feet high,
was not out of proportion. Porticoes
a mile in length like the cononnades
of St. Peter’s. led to this glorious
hall, supported by columns of mar-
ble of delicate tints, and even of
alabaster, from chambers lined with |
gold, jewels and mother-of-pearl.
Here Nero witnessed the massacre
of his victims, here gladiators fought
for his amusement, and comedians
acted for his banquets, and the or-
gies with profiigate companions were
held; hundreds of depraved artists
ministered to the vices of a thick-
necked degenerate, short, fat and
flabby, with small greenish eyes, ir-
regular fcatures and a hideous ex-
pression.

Among the more important finds
made by Commander Boni are por-
tions of the mechanism of the ceiling
of Nero’s state dining room—the fa-
mous ‘“Heavenly Hall,” described by
Suetonius. This ceiling was spherical
in shape, and cut in ivory to repre-
sent the constellated skies, and kept
in constant motion by machinery in
imitation of the movements of the
stars and planets.

Nero played upon the lyre, recited
poems, masqueraded and participated
in colossal orgies within the private
precincts of this palace, but he was
pleased to show himself sometimes
as often as twice a week to the Ro-
man populace. It was then that he
descended by the elevator just found
to his imperial box in the Circus
Maximus, where degenerate Romans
greeted as a god the insane ruler
who ransacked the world to provide
them with extravagant entertain-
ments. !
The Circus Maximus was 2,000
feet in length and 560 feet wide,
and could 'hold 250,000 spectators
on its tiers of stone benches. In
one free spectacle, lasting several
days, five thousand Christians were
thrown to the lions, and otherwise
disposed of; three thousand pairs of
gladiators were killed or maimed
and gnany thousands of wild beasts
slain. In the great chariot races
men threw away their lives reckless-
ly to furnish excitement for the
spectators.

The gilded bronze statue  of
Nero, within the Golden House pre-
cincts, has given its name *Coloss

Rome. The Emperor Vespasian,
wishing to efface the memory of
Nero, in after years changed the
statue to represent the sun-god,
crowned with rays and left it stand-
ing to mark the entrance to the new
circus he built. Gradually the Rom-
ans, preferring the name of the
statue to that of the arena, began
calling Vespasian’s place of amuse-
ment the Collosseum, and through
all the centurieg that term has been
used.
On the side of the main entrance
opposite the spot where the Collos-
sus stood are still to be seen the
traces of the bubbling fountain, the
Meta Sudans—the ‘“Sweating Goal.’
Escaping from their contests in the
bloody games without mortal hurt,
the victorious gladiators rushed out
to its cooling flood to wash {rom
arm and sword the hideous signs of
victory, and the dust and sweat ot
the sanded arena.

Nero committed suicide, and his
successor, the Emperor Otho, im-
mediately ordered extensive altera-
tiong to the Golden House. Before
they could be carried out, Otho was
.murdex'ed his own mother and his
ian then ordered the demolition of
Nero’s monstrous creation.

: Of the forty-three emperors who
lived on the Palatine hill, thirty-
tv_vo died violent deaths. No Caesar
died without either a crime againsc
or the suspicion of a crime against
him. Even Livia, the wife of Au-
gustu‘s‘ who lived to be 86 years old,
and is generally regarded as the
most brilliant empress, is accused of
hagtening her husband’s death in or-
dgr tp gratify her son, the monster
Tiberius. The daughter and the
grftnddaughter of Augustus died in
exile. Tiberius was smothered; his
son, grandson and' granddaughter
were murdered by Caligula, who
butchered his only daughter when
three years old, gave his brother a
cup of poison at the family table,
ml}rde):gd his own mother and hes
own wife. Of the sixteen empresses
wives of the Caesars, six died violent
