River and Dundas valleys. His pro=
position included three objeets;—
flood prevention, irrigation and pow-
er development. The water used for
irrigation would be conveyed to
Hamilton mountain cliff, where it
would be dropped 550 feet and pro-
duce thousands of horse-power. This
was a power which was now idle,
and its development would help meet
the power scarcity. The'taking of
this water from the river  would
cause no disfiguremeént in the stream
and there would be still enough wat-
er pass down the natural channel
for domestic purposes. The benefits
to be derived from the power and ir-
rigation schemes would more than
carry the cost of flood prevention.
He suggested that the Ontario Power
Commission be asked to investigate
this proposition of developing power
and that the Minister of the Interior
be asked to investigate the question
of irrigation. He did not know what
the cost of conservation of the water
would be, but the irrigation and
power schemes would pay for them-
selves., The power scheme would
provide from 15,000 horsepower up.
In the metropolitan distriet he pro-
posed, there were thirteen towns of
a population of over 4,000 and a
comparatively dense. rural popula-
tion.

O-’CONN'
COMES BACK|,

With Regafd to the Matter
of Eggs
——
Says Existing K Prices Are
Unjustified = .

Ottawa, Feb,  8—W. F. O'Connor,
Cost of Living Commissioner, issued
to-night an -interim report dealing
with the quantites of eggs in stor-
age on Febraary 1. He reterated
‘his opinion, expressed in an earlier
report, that ‘“‘even existing prices are
unjustifiable.”

He, maintaing that ‘“‘the payment
of an unjustifiable price by punrchas-
ers intending to resell is not justifi-
cation for the demand of an unjusti-
fiable reselling price.”’

The ipresent report deals parti-
cularly with Montreal, and states
that during the month of January
9,093 dozens of eggs were lost in that
city through spoiling. On February
1, Mr. O’Connor declares Montreal
egg operators had more than double
the quantity of e¢ggs on thand on
February 1, 1917, The report Lol-
lows:

‘““The number of \dozens of eggs
lost in Montreal through spoiling
during the month was 9,093 dozen.
the quantity of eggs on hand as on
Monftreal cn February 1 was 399,
4565 dozen. Of the companies hold-
iflg tthe quantity of eggs mentioned,
as ‘of the date mentioned, holders of
381,691 dozens ‘had reported as of
the equivalent ‘date of last year; so
that it is possible to make a com-
parison of present holdings with
those of the same date of last year.
This comparison reveals the follow-
ing conditions: The total holdings
! eggs by 'Montreal operators whio
have reported for both 1917 and 1918
‘were on February 1 of last year
177,458 dozens and on February 1,
1918, were 381,591 dozens. If the

On An Important German
Spy Captured in New
York

Liner

a German spy, coming to this coun-
try to re-establish communications
between the German spy system in
the United States and the German
Government, which had been impair-
ed by the ability of the American
intelligence officers to read existing
German codes, was reported to-night
after an inquiry at Ellis Island,
where forty first and second cabin
passengers from the Nieuw Amster-
dam were taken.

After twelve thin sheets of paper
covered with letters and figures
forming a code had been found on
the man he\was said to have broken
down and admitted that he came to
this country in the pay of the Ger-
man Government in order to. fur-
nish spies now ' operating in this
country with the new code.

The man is said to be a naturalized
American citizen of Dutch or German
origin. He is said to have confessed
that he received a large sum of money
for undertaking the mission. It was
said that the man had refused to
name the persons in America to whom
he had agreed to deliver the new
code.

Elaborate precautions were taken
on the arrival of the Nieuw Amster-
dam on Thursday to make it impos-
sible for German spies on board to

the ship. Only Government officials

the cutter to meet the ship on its ar-
rival. When the Nieuw Amsterdam
docked in Hoboken the pier was
guarded by a hundred soldiers and
marines, and two ropes barriers were
drawn between the passengers leav-
mg the ship and the persons at the
pier to meet them.

Everyone on board was thorough-
ly searched before he was permitted
to pass the barriers and communicate
with persons on land, and forty per-
sons, thirty seven men and three-wo-
men were detained and taken to Ellis
Island for a further investigation.
As the plans to take these precau-
tions were not adopted until two
days before the boat docked, it was
supposed that information regarding
German spies on the Nieuw Amster-
dam was obtained by cable from the
agents of the Allies in Holland. It
was stated, howéver, that the precau-
ions taken in the case of the Nieuw
Amsterdam would he repeated Here-
after on the arrival of every mnéutral
ship from Europe. ‘Instances of
passengers and members of the
crews of neutral ships carrymg mes-

Because a free-lance econ'omist
happens to know, or has heard of
some fellow with @ two-cylinder aut-
omobile, that does nlot warrant the
sa’d éfonomist in framing .an argu-
ment wpon the issue It is an incident
—not an average performance.

Bankers of fifteen yvears’ associa-
tion with the profession oan recall
the time when messengers were des-
patched with their value parcels

Thiz work is now done more
prompi)y, eflicienily and economic-
ally with the aid of automobiles;

Great Old-Timers in

The latz John L. Sulylivan’s most
sensational right was with Charley
Mitchell of England in old Madison
Square garden on the night of May
14, 1883. The following account oi
the mill published the following day
will interest the present generaticn
cf fight fans as well as old timers
who either saw the scrap or were
deeply interested in Sullivan’s car-
cer:

The excitement over the match be-
tween Charles L. Mitehell and Joha
L. Sullivan culminated in the pass-
age at arms at Madison Square gar-
den last evening. Fully 12,000 per-
gons were present. A twenty-four
foot ring was pitehed on a platform
in the center of the great hall. A
score of electric lights and over a
thousand gas jets shed a bright ligat
over the scere.
