Onme of the Atlantic Greyhounds Strikes
the Allan Line Steamer Corean
Twice in Dense Fog.

Halifax, N.8., Dec. 7.—The Allan Line
steamer Oorean, from New York, bound
to Glasgow, put in here yesterday in a
damaged condition,, having been in a col-
lision at sea with a big ocean liner, name
unknown. She came down on the Corean
at 12 o'clock Saturday night during a
dense fog, suddenly appearing on the port
side in & mist and dashing past like a rade
horse.

Raise the Calves and Make Baby Beef.

There is bound to be a shortage of
cattle for beef purposes in the near
future on account of the great number
of stockers sent cut of the country the
past season. In view of this fact
farmers should take steps to meet this
coming shortage.

It will pay farmers to look up a
number of good calves, if they haven’t
got them themselves. There are a
number of dairymen who never raise a
calf, but whose large beefy cows have
been served by sives of the beefing
breeds. Louvk after the calves from
these cows. Feed them we!l, force
them along as fast as they can he made
to go. Get them up to 900 or 10,00
1bs, weight by the time they are a yesr
old, and there will be good money in
them. This, of conrse, means good
feeding, but with a fair supply of milk
and plenty of good grain. it can he
done. -

Don't try to do this with steer calves
from a daivy sive. They will probably
give vou an equal weight, but the
butchers will not give you equal
money.

Many farmers did not get as many
feeding cattle this fall as thoy wanted
to, because they were too scarce. The
quality of those offered and the price
combined made it so that the margin
for profit was very narrow. Why not
feed good calves? Once the calves get
a good start, can eat bay, and lick
meal they do not require such a large
quantity of wilk as is usually fed.

all drains had to be laid out and  built
under the gnpervision of a compelen
man, appointed by the gov t
In many cases that be knew of, the
cont of the work had been returned to
the farmer in less than five years by
the increased yield, and at the end of
20 years the incipal and interest
would be paid k to the lenders.
The advant of this sy would
be far more beneficial to the farmers
of this country than in Scotlind, as
here every man owned bis land and
got the full benefit of any improve-
ment, whereas in the old country the
land was worked by tenant farmers
who had to repay the loan and at the
expiration of their leases: $he landlord
would ask for an increasedgpent on ao
count of the inoreased value of the
land underdrained, for which the ten-
ant had already paid.

In reply to questions, Mr. Robert-
son said that in draining » side hill he
always put the drains in diagonally in-
stead of straight down the hill, as by
that means he was able to catch all
the water from springs. He also gave
his plan of draining a field with no
natural outlet. He saok a pit-hole in
the lowest place and carried side
drains from the upland down into it.
One 6 inch tile drain leading trom
this pit to an outlet would carry off all
the water not absorbed by the pit-hole.

Mr. Andrew Elliott of Galt was
next introduced and spoke on the cul-
tivation of corn for ensilage and the
building of silos and feeding milch
cows. The Reporter listened very at-

| tentively to Mr. Elliott’s remarks and

came to the conclusion that while he
was a good practical farmer in his own
section, he was fully five years behind
the farmers of Leeds county in the
raising of corn for silo or feeding pur-
poses. For instance, he r ded
the sowing of corn with a grain drill,
stirring the ground with an ordinary
barrow until the corn was six inches
high, then usiog a common cultivator
and finally going through the field
with a hoe.
