GASOLINE TAX ANNOUNCED

Announcement of a new schedule of
motor vehicle fees for the Province of
Nova Scotia and of a three cent per
gallon tax on all gasoline used in motor
vehicles, both to become efféctive Jan.
1, 1926, was made in an official state-
ment issved by Hon. Percy C. Black,
Minister of Highways. last night.

It is also announced that for “the
greater protection of the general public,
it has been decided to license all opera-
tors of motor cars”’. In connection with
the latter, which also becomes effective
at the opening of the New Year, it is
pointed out that the owner of a motor
vehicle, or one other designated by
him, will be given a license without fee
for 1526,

With the imposition of the gasoline
tax, from which, the statement says,
“farmers, fishermen and others using
gasoline for purposes other thap driving
a motor vehicle will be exempt”, the
government has been enabled to make
a reduction’ in the motor- vehicle fees
charged previously. The principle of

if their stories are to be depended upon these institutions are cer-
tainly most unlikely to benefit either physically or morally those who
are confined therein.

We submit that it is the dutv of the state not to take revenge
upon those who violate the laws of the land, but to use such meas-
ures as will cause them to change their manner of living and fur-
nish an example likely to be prcductive of a beneficial influence
upon others. Having this purpose in view it is the duty of those
entrusted with the public affairs of the community to guard the in-
terests of their constituents by seeing to it that expenditures are
kept as low as may be and that public institutions so far as is pos-
sible be made self-supporting as well as efficient. We believe that
a thorough revision of existing conditions and the establishment of
a prison-farm or similar institution, properly conducted, in which
the inmates might be able to employ their time to advantage in the
support of themselves and their families, and at the same time ac-
quire habits that would improve their moral condition and make
