Dollars.

deal, which has now been closed out with a

| loss to its organizer and icipants of sveral
million’ dollars. This deal originated more

than a year-ago with James R. Keene and
Jesse Hoyt, who associated with them Perry
H. Smith, George L.Dunlap, Nathan Car-
with, Z. G. Simmons, and Judge Howe
The last-named five were allowed a quarter
interest in the syndicate ; Hoyt had a quar-
ter, and Keene a half. The New ‘i’ork
end assumed the entire directio& of
the deal. Angus South,  Milwaukee,
ganged his speculations by  theirs, and
an , agreement was finally arrived at
whereby, though he was not to share in the
groﬁts of the syndicate, he was to be gnided
y its directors. At one time the syndicate
had bought sixteen million bushels of wheat,
They proposed to close out the deal last May.
but the attempt did not realize their expecta-
tions, -and they decided to postpone it until
June, and by renewed purchases to force up
the price and then unload. For & time it
looked as if this would succeed, but Hazel-
ton, Hoyt’s partner here, began sélling right
and left, and the market slid away. Now
almost all their wheat has either been shipped
or sold, and the Chicago owners of one-quarter
interest in the deal find themselves each from
$250,000 to $300,000 out. What Keene’s loss
is cannot be calculated. < Smith’s loss'is esti-
mated at from a quarter to half a million.

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THE WATERING PLACES.
Girlish Beauty Improved by M m
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. PRODUCE.

Since yur last report there has been a percep-
tible fall in Liverpool quotations, with the pros-
pect of a further decline within the next few
days. ‘Flour, on the 11th. was quoted at 12s. ; on
Tuesday it was 11s. 6d. Spring wheat within the
sanio time fell 2d., red wheat 7d., white wheat
1d., club 2d., corn 1d., and cheese 2s. On the

Under the heading of “ The Foreign Market,”
the Chicago Inter-Ocean speaks as follows :—

“ The continued prosperity of the country for
the coming year depends very much upon its
success in finding a market for its surplus of
wheat. Butitthermsoninxottho!fmdm!’ek-
graph is to be accepted without reserve, there is
noqu&ﬂonutotho ability of Americans and
Canadians to sell their wheat in England at less
than the minimum cost of producing wheat
there, The Telcgraph observes that the price at
which wheat is now selling, 43s. 6. per quarter,
or $1.38 per bushel,is ‘just a little lower than
the minimum cost of producing wheat in
England,’ and that American wheat is pro-
duted at ‘ an average cost all over the United
States’ of 20s. per quarter, or 62} cenls per
bushel, allowing 10s. per quarter ‘for cost of
transit to Liverpool—a very liberal allowance
—we see, says the Telegraph, ‘wbat mar-

States, nor to any great extent east of Illincis,
and the cost of transyportation from the farms in
the far Western States to Liverpool is usually
more than 10s. per quarter, or 3lc. per bushel.
The rate at this time is 12jc. by lake and canal
from Chicago to thjs city, and 19c. hence
to Liverpool, besides elevator charges here
and at Buffalo. But there must still
be added the cost of transportation from
the farms to Chicago, and the elevator
and other charges there. Rates are high just
now, and 31 cents will rarely cover all the cost of
transportation to Liverpool from the farms
whence comes nearly all the American and Can-
dian’surplus for export. The average cost of
moving the wheat that is actually exported,
from the farms on which itis grown to Chicago
or some other Western port of shipment, is pro-
bably as much as 15 cents per bushel ; and it is
for this reason that direct shipments of grain
eastward by rail from the nearest railway station
to thé farms haveé increased so much more rapid-
1y than the shipments from the principal West-
ern markets.”

The American grain markets remain nomin-
ally unchanged. Occasionally there is a slight
flutter upwards, but a day’s transactions bring
the'figures back to their old places. Considering
that new grain will soon be moving, the prices
remain high. Receipts of wheat at Milwaukee,
accord ng to reports, are very small, and-with
moderate shipments. Old No.2 is in fair de-
mand at that place, the prices ranging from 89}
to 8%jc.

In the home market business is light, with few
transaetions.  Speculators in grain feeling as-
stired that figures must come down, and they
are, therefore, holding off. Another, anda prin-
cipal cause for the inactivity displayed, is that
the stocks in sfore are merely nothing. On the
16th the total stocks were :—Flour, 225 bbls.; fall
wheat, 4,970 bush.; spring wheat, 8,767 bush.;
