Cambridge, Mass., Jan. 10—A 
straight anti slender tail has been 
discovered behind the nucleus of Hal­
ley’s comet, according to a dispatch 
received at the Harvard Observatory 
to-day from Prof. E. B. Frost, of the 
Yerkes Observatory. The tail is a 
faint one as yet, about ten miles in 
length, and has an angle of 00 degrees.

Halley’s comet may now be seen 
through small telescopes like faint 
nebulae. The tail, however, is too 
faint to caught by anything except a 
highly sensitized photographic plate. 
Tire comet is in the western sky in the 
early evening, but later in the week 
the moon will become too bright to 
permit a sight of the celestial visitor.

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THE BRiTuH CONTEST

The intelligent elector in Great Brit­
ain and Ireland in making up hi-, mind 
as to how he shall cast his ballot is 
not likel^ to forget the manner in 
which the House o ' Lords has treated 
some of the most important measures 
for the improvement of the people 
which have passed tin* House of Com­
mons, Leaving aside the budget and 
the education bills, there is a list of 
measures which the peers either re­
jected cr mangled in the four years 
the liberals have been in power. One 
of the first of the government bills to 
be thrown out by the Lords was olio 
establishing the one man one vote 
principle, such as is in force in New 
Brunswick. In 1807 the peers rejected 
two reform bills which were loudly 
demanded by Scotland, the Seotish 
small landowners bdl, and the Scot 
tish land values bill. In the same 
year the Irish evicted tenants bill was 
mutilated so that its value was im­
paired. In 193S the Scottish bills were 
again rejected. Last year the' Irish 
land bill was mutilated in its passage 
through the upper house. All these 
measures passed the House of Gom­
mons with huge majorities, • but the 
peers as tories and landlords either 
rejected them entirely or altered them 
so they could not accomplish the 
work for which they were intended. 
It is no wonder the democracy of 
Great Britain tails for drastic action 
in the direction, at least, of limiting 
the powers of the hereditary chamber.

SUDDEN DEATH OF
DR. JAMES HANNAV

The Well-Known New Brunswick Wri­
ter Found Dead in His Room Wed­

nesday Morning His Career.

Dr. James Hannay, editor, his­
torian, poet and distinguished lit­
erary man, was found dead in his 
room in the Pugsiey building, St. 
John, early Wednesday morning 
by the Jaiutress, Mrs. Warren, 
who called with his breakfast. Dr. 
Hannay has not been in good 
health for several days and as he 
was unable to go out Mrs. Warren 
has been taking him his meals. 
When she appeared this morning 
she was shocked to find him dead 
on the floor.

Dr. Hannay was born in Riclii- 
bucto. Rent County, N. B., April 
22. 1842. His father was the Rev. 
James Hannay, minister, at Richi- 
bucto, < f the Established Church 
ol" Scotland. His mother was Jane 
Salter, member of a family long 
settled in Hants County, Nova 
Scotia. >

Deceased was educated in Scot­
land and St. John. In 1866 he 
was ca led to tlie New Brunswick 
bar. From 1867 to 1875 lie was 
reporter of the Supreme Court, 
during which time lie published 
two valuable volumes of law re­
ports F om 1863 onwards lie 
«as an active journalist.

Dr. Hannay lias had a distin­
guished literary career, publishing 
several volunmes of a very impor­
tant character, besides dealing in 
the press with historical episodes. 
When quite a young man, he wrote 
poems over the signature of “Sal- 
adin” for the St. John Courier and 
other newspapers, which attracted 
the attention of a wide and cul­
tured circle of readers. Over his 
own name he published at inter­
vals the ballads of Acadia, an 
apostrophe to the River St. John, 
a number of sketches of the early 
forts in New Brunswick, and 
several spirited tales in Stewart’s 
Quarterly, 1867-72. He was tlie 
author of numerous ballads and 
minor poems, short stories, sketches 
and lectures. In 1875 he published 
the “Captivity of John Gyles,” with 
notes. His elaborate and scholar­
ly ‘History of Acadia”—the best 
work on the subject—appeared in 
1879 from the pressof J. & A. Mc­
Millan, and Sampson, Low & Co., 
London. In 1888 he wrote “Story 
of the Queen's Rangers,” one of 
the Loyalist regiments in the war 
of the Revolution. A History of 
the War of 1812” was his next 
serious work, and it was followed 
by “The Life and Times of Sir 
Leonard Tilley,” published in 1897. 
He wrote “Wilmot and Tilley” in 
tlie “Maker of Canada” series. Last 
year Dr. Hannay brought out his 
Ballads of Acadia, and only last 
month his long promised and val­
uable History of New Brunswick 
was publ ished.

At 8t. Matthew's Presbyterian 
church, 8t. John, on Sunday, the 
past or Rev. J. J. McCaskill stated 
that neither the social nor political 
systems of modern times were based 
on the principles of love and charity 
taught by Christ.

His sermon was, in part, as follows: 
“The ancient prophets were not sooth­
sayers prepicting events, but religious 
leaders pointing out the true national 
ideals. Their religion might be de­
scribed as an ethical patriotism. It 
was deficient on the side of beauty 
and on the side of truth. To ascend 
into the hill of Jehovah ethical right­
eousness-was essential. Conduct for 
them was the whole of life. Today 
we believe that God is large enough 
to include beauty and truth as well as 
conduct. 8cienôdand art are more 
than mere handmaids t@ morality 
The men who toil and plan to beautify 
our cities, and are building with God, 
if they are building honestly, not op­
pressing the workman in his wage or 
turning aside the ppor from bis right. 
The scientists who sift out truth from 
error are doing as much as the moral­
ist to lead us to the hill of God. Ig­
norance of truth, disregard of beauty, 
as well as moral turpitudes, will suffer 
God's displeasure.

“But a religion will is an ethical 
patriotism merely is far in advance of 
ours today, which may be described 
as material patriotism. We arc- daz­
zled by the hope of the material great­
ness of our country in days to come. 
It has vast resources of wealth which 
time will develop beyond all computa­
tion. But the only safe foundation 
upon which to build society and the 
state is that of social righteousness. 
Jesus enlarged the early conception of 
God by insisting that God was not 
Jewish, but a universal Father, and 
that men should live as brothers. The 
reconcilliation between Judaism and 
Christianity would come quickly if 
once the teachings of Jesus became 
the axioms of Christian conduct. To­
day neither oui social nor political 
systems rest upon the principles of 
love olid charity which He- taught. It 
is commonly said that the Jews re­
jected Jesus. They did so. in a sense 
in which they rejected the teachings 
of their earliest prophets; but the 
question may well be asked, “Have 
Christians accepted Him?” Our 
national ideals must he these which 
seek for relief from all oppression, and 
for righteousness and justice in all 
social relations."
