LEAGUE OF NATION S
WON’T STOP WAR

Such is Opinion of Distinguished Canadian Just 
Returned from Germany—Says Germans 

are a Shattered People
Halifax, Mar. 1—The White Star 

Liner Lapland, Avith Iaa’o thousand re­
turning officers and men of the Cana­
dian Expeditionary Force and a large 
number of civilian passengers, most 
of Avhom are proceeding to Nexv York 
docked this morning after an unevent 
ful passage of eight days from Liver­
pool. '

Among the distinguished soldiers 
returning on the Lapland Avas Colonel 
C.W. Peck. V.C., D.S.O., M.P., for 
Prince Rupert, Avho is proceeding to 
Ottawa on special leave for the pur­
pose of attending the sessions of the 
house, as the representative of Skeena 
B.C. Colonel Peck stated that he in­
tended meeting his regiment, the 16th 
Canadian Scottish Battalion, at the 
port of disembarkation, upon its ar­
rival in the spring, accompanying it to 
its destination. Colonel Peck x\-on the 
V.C. on the second of September, 1918 
in the second battle of Arras, Avhen 
accompanied by his pipers, he led his 
battalion in person before Cambrai, 
breaking down a resistance of mach­
ine guns that had defied the whole di­
vision. The pipers were all killed. 
His D.S.O. was won at Vimy Ridge, 
and a bar was added for Avork done in 
August of last year. Colonel Peck 
was mentioned five times in despat­
ches and wears of course the ribbon 
of the V$J4-15 star. He went overseas 
as a captain with the thirtieth bat­
talion. This is the first trip to Cana­
da since the outbreak of the Avar. He 
is a native of Albert County, New 
Brunswick.

Major Sir Andrew McPhail, Profes-

. sor of the History of Medicine at 
j McGill University, and editor of the 
j University Magazine, f§ returning af- 
I ter tAvo years spent Avith the ledical 
i staff of the second division. Sir And- 
j rew stated that he left the Cologne 
bridgehead on January 9. It is his 
opinion that the Germans are a shat­
tered people and know that their idols 
are fallen. He thought it probable 
that the Rhine Avould "be held indefin­
itely, and that the Huns would be left 
to AAork out their own salvation. He 
stated that very little Interest was be­
ing taken in the peace conference in 
England, and hat the opinion prevail­
ed that the League of Nations would 
keep the peace, so long as the nations 
were disposed to keep it and no long­
er. The League that could not protect 
Belgium Avas not likely to be any 
more effective in future, with Hotten­
tots and Chinamen added to it, said 
the Major. As for the contrioutiop 
made by the United States, Sir And­
rew said nowhere was appreciation of 
the American effort so high as in the 
army, which alone knew the magni­
tude of the services rendered and the 
difficulties overcome. The unrest in 
England was merely the reaction that 
had come to the country after being 
bathed in blood for -four years. The 
people were face to facet with a new 
economic system. In tlflHM gone by 
the- whel* woeH.sroahartyfrgmand 
and dumped on her shores food, raw 
material and more, or less finished 
goods.

SUFFRAGETTES EJECTED
FF.OM BOSTON JAIL

Boston, Feb. 26—Three of the suf­
fragists who were sent to the Charles 
Street jail because’•they refused to 
pay fines, imposed as a result of a 
demonstration while President XXril»on 
was in that city on Monday, were for­
cibly ejected from the jail alter T. 
H. Howe had paid their fines of $5 
each. The state laws provides that 
prisoners must be released immediat­
ely after fines are paid.

When Sheriff Kelliher announced 
that their fines rad been paid they de­
clared they would not leave their 
cells. Two deputies were summoned 
lor each suffragist and the women 
were carried out, struggling and 
screaming and placed upon the side­
walk.

The three women announced that 
they would consult an attorney if an 
Injunction could be brought to res­
train the Sheriff from accepting pay­
ment of their fines without their con­
sent.

Mr. Howe, who paid the fines, is 
unknown to the women.

Edible Fish In Bosporus.
Dr. William XX7. Peet, who recently 

returned to the United States from 
Turkey, says that there are 80 va­
rieties of edible fish in the Bosporus. 
During normal times great wagonloads 
of these fish were carried through 
Constantinople. A fish 20 inches long 
often sold for the equivalent of five 
cents. The poor were thus able to 
obtain food for very little money. To­
day a similar fish is sold for ten times 
the usual price. “This is not because 
there are fewer fish in the Bosporus,” 
said Doctor Peet, “but because there is 
no longer an adequate supply of fish­
ermen."

ROYAL WEDDING 
AT WESTMINSTER

London, Feb. 27—Princess Patricia 
of Connaught and Commander Alex­
ander R. M. Ramsay, R.N., were mar­
ried at Westminster Abbey at noon 
today. No other social event since the 
outbreak of the war has created such 
public interest. Crowds assembled 
early in the day along the route over 
which the Princess drove with her 
father, the Duke of Connaught, from 
St. James’ Palace to Westminster 
Abbey.

The ceremony was performed by 
the Archbishop of Canterbury, as­

sisted by the Dean of Westminster 
and other noted eccleciastics, in the 
presence of King George and Queen 
Mary and a great assemblage of 
members of the Royal Family, distin­
guished officials of the British and 
foreign governments, and friends and 
visitors from abroad.
