In American Medieval Days.
E, ------

yWhen one hears the medieval 

Ohuroh spoken of, he naturally con- 
olndes that reference is ms *' t-> its 
oxistenoe in some "part o' ild 
world, since this western 'continent, 
and, more particularly, that part of 
it which we now inhabit, was not 
christianized until that j period 
known as the Middle Ages had 
drawn to a close. And yet there 
are not lacking evidences, which not 
a few people nowadays accept as 
trustworthy and convincing, that 
there existed a Medieval American 
Church, though, unfortunately, the 
records thereof have either perished 
in large part or lie hidden in places 
where they have so far escaped dis­
covery. It may be reserved for 
some searcher in the archives of the 
Vatican, or some driver into the old 
Norse manuscripts that are to be 
found in many places in the Scan­
dinavian peninsula, to bring to light 
documents that will corroborate the 
belief, entertained by not a few in­
dividuals, that four hundred years or 
so before Columbus sighted the isle 
of San S lvsdor, and six centuries or 
thereabouts in advance of the com­
ing to New England of the first 
European colonists, Catholic mis­
sionaries had made Christianity 
known to the aborigines of the Vin- 
Iand—for that was the name which 
they gave to that portion of New 
England that they are believed to 
have evangelized—and had succeed­
ed in establishing the Church there 
in those medieval days. The dis­
covery of the Vinland—which all 
authorities agree in locating on our | 
New England coast, and which Mr. 
John Riske, the historian, ventures 
to place between Cape Ann and 
Cape Cod—was made about the 
same time that Christianity was in­
troduced into Greenland ; and as it 
was from that Arctic land that the 
Vinland received the missionaries 
who are believed to have labored 
there, it may not be uninteresting 
to review the establishment and 

history of Greenland’s

the country, and, after the fashion 
then prevalent in Europe, erected 
schools beside the Churches. When 
a see was erected at Garda, in 1164, 
the Catholics resident in the Vic- 
land, which was regarded as a col­
ony of Greenland, inasmuch as a 
Greenlander had first discovered it, 
nataraly became part of his flock, 
and his see was itself made a suffra­
gan of the archdiocese ofDrontheim 
in Norway. As far as has yet been 
ascertained, the Vatican archives 
show no dirait allusion to the 
Church in the Vinland, though in­
direct reference to it is believed to 
be found in a bull issued by Pope 
Nicholas III., in 1279. It was the 
custom then, it appears, for metro­
politans to visit personally their 
suffragan dioceses and collect the 
Peter’s pence therein. The Arch­
bishop of Drontheim asked Rome to 
allow him to appoint collectors in his 
stead for the diocese of Garda, seeing 
that it would require a long period 
of time for him to visit Greenland, 
during which his own flock would 
be deprived of their chief pastor ; 
and, in compliance with his request, 
Pope Nicholas III., in 1279, dis­
pensed him from the obligation of' 
making a personal visit to Green­
land and authorized him to delegate 
others “ to collect the tithes and 
products of the communes, as well 
in the diocese of Garda as in the is- 
landsjand neighboring territories.” 
This latter clause is believed, and 
certainly not without plausibility, 
to refer to the Vinland among other 
places.

In an interesting paper which he 
contributed some time ago 'o the 
Catholic University Bulletin, Bishop 
Q’Gorman of Sionx Falls speaking 
of these Peter's pence collections, 
said : *• What products collected
in these various collections, or w hat 
shares of them came from the Vin­
land, we oao only conjecture.

What was the cause of this 
total extinction of the Greenland 
Ohuroh is a matter of conjecture. 
Some attribute its destruction to the 
attacks of the Skraellm^s, a fierce 
tribe that swept d-wn upon the 
southern oolorflStiï^fr&fi the North, 
overpowered and massacred them; 
Otherhs declare that Catholic Green­
land was depopulated by the “ Black 
Death,,,j that fearful scourge which 
wiped out whole lrads in its pas­
sage across them. The last bishop 
to reside at Garda was Monsignor 
Andreaeson, early in the fifteenth 
century, though the title was after­
wards held by prelates appointed to 
the see, who resided in Europe. 
About the. middle of the fifteenth 
century the few Catholics left in 
Greenland, having no prelate nor 
priest, petitioned the Pope to oome 
to their spiritual relief, and there is 
on record a letter written by Niohn- 
las V. to the Icelandic prelate?, in­
structing them to send missionaries 
to Greenland. This letter for some 
reason or other failed to have th$ 
effect for which it was written, and 
again the Greenlanders implored 
Rome’s Popes Innocent VIII. 
and Alexander VI. both interested 
themselves in the colonists’ behalf, 
and the' latter Pontiff named a Bene­
dictine monk bishop of Garda in 
1492, the very year that Columbus 
crossed the Atlantic on his success­
ful voyage of discovery. This prelate, 
however, never took possession of 
his see, and when some year later 
Archbishop Erie of Drontheim, at 
the instigation of the Holy See, 
undertook to restore communi­
cations with Garda, be was pre-| 
vented from so doing by the fell 
spirit of the Reformation which 
then swept over Scandinavia. Thus

We publish in another column 
what Mr. Laurier and his organs 
are pleased to call the “settle­
ment” of the Manitoba School 
question, agreed upon by the Fed­
eral and Manitoba Governments. 
We trust our readers will peruse 
it carefully. If they do they can­
not fail to be convinced that it is 
no settlement at all. This is the 
only conclusion that any one, 
giving the matter intelligent and 
conscientious consideration, can 
come to. In the first place all 
will agree that no settlement of a 
question can be said to be amic­
able and satisfactory, to which 
those most deeply interested have 
not been parties, or concerning 
which thev have not been consult­
ed. NowTthSt is exactly what 
has happened in the case under 
review. The minority in Mani­
toba are the aggrieved party in 
this school controversy. They 
have been ruthlessly deprived 
by the Provincial Government, of 
the educational privileges accord­
ed them by the terms under which 
that Province became a member 
of the Canadian Confederation. 
They have fought their case 
through all the courts of the land, 
till the highest judicial tribunal 
in the realm decided in their fa­
vor, and declared they had a just 
cause of complaint and were.en­
titled to a redress of their griev­
ances. The right of appeal to the 
Federal Parliament was decided 
in their favor, as is well krown 
to all who, during the past year 
or two, have given any attention 
to the matter. The blank r.efusa' 
of the Manitoba Government to 
obey the remedial order made up­
on them by the Federal authori­
ties ; the introduction of the re­
medial bill into the Dominion 
Parliament, by the late Govern­
ment and the manner in which 
the opposition, the present Gov­
ernment, prevented the consum­
mation of remedial legislation, and 
the part this question was made 
to play in the Federal elections, 
are matters with which onr read 
ers are thoroughly conversant. In 
brief, Mr. Laurier opposed the re­
medial bill, introduced by Sir 
Charles Tupper, on the ground 
that it did not afford a sufficient 
redress of grievance to the min­
ority ; that if he were entrusted 
with power he would go further 
and obtain for the minority great­
er privileges. than those antici­
pated by the bill in question By

from his own Province of 
Quebec a sufficient number of 
ollowere to place him at the head 
f the Government of Canada, 
.et it not be forgotten that, inde- 
iendent of Quebec, the Conserva-

'rovince of Manitoba, the one 
lost interested in this quéstion, 
lected a majority of tupper sup- 
ortere, thus endorsing remedial 
igislation. Mr Laurier coming to 
ower under such circumstances, 
i was the most natural thing in 
he world to expect that he would 
vail' himself of the earliest op- 
FOrtunity of fulfilling his pro- 
aises, of obtaining for his com- 
latriota and co-religionists their 
all constitutional rights, in the 
aatter of education, by remedial 
egislation. if necessary.

Now, let us see what use Mr. 
jaurier has made of the power 
laced in his hands, in regard to 
his matter. One would expect 
hat the Premier would in the 
ret place endeavor to obtain 
rom the Green way government 
he best terms possible, and would 
hen consult the minority through 
heir proper representatives', toas- 
ertain whether or not séch 
arms as he could obtain from the 
rovineial authorities, would be 
cceptible to the minority. This is 
he only logical sequence of 
is pre-election utterances, were 
e actuated by truth and honor in 
laking these statements. This 
ourse, Mr. Laurier has not follow- 
d, hence it must be concluded 
hat he never intended to carry 
ut the pledges he made before 
he election, and that he attained 
ower through deceit and du- 
licity. Mr. Laurier wanted a 
linister of the Interior for his 
lovernment, and Mr. Sifton, a 
lemb^r of the Manitoba Qovern 
lent, and one of the strongest op- 
onents of granting a redress of 
rievance to the minority is avail- 
ble for the position. This gen- 
leman wanted a constituency, 
nd the electors of Brandon, who 
iad returned the execrable Dalton 
IcCarthy at the general election, 
ffer to send him to Parliament 
irovided the school question were 
ettled to suit them. Of course, 
t will be understood that any 
ettleroent that suits them, suits 
)alton McCarthy, and what suits 
)alton McCarthy is opposed to 
he rights of the minority. Mr. 
jaurier enters into a compact

with Mr. Green way and makes 
such an arrangement as is perfect­
ly satisfactory to Dalton McCar­
thy and the people of Brandon, 
but never consults the minority ; 
they are not taken into account 
at all. Then he sends, his dark 
angel, Tarte, to Winnipeg to rati­
fy the infamous conspiracy. We 
think we have shown conclusively 
that what we said at the begin­
ning of this article is absolutely 
true ; that the arrangement made 
between Mr. Laurier and the 
Greenway government, is no set­
tlement of the school question, 
inasmuch as it does not redress the 
grievances of the minority, and that 
they were not as much as consulted 
concerning the arrangement. No 
wonder the Archbishop of St. 
Boniface should ask ; “ who in 
this country is entitled to so dis­
pose of our rights, and in what 
name and on what principle of 
the constitution does he do it ?”

Wehav , in the foregoing, gone 
over grour I previously traversed 
by us, and have reiterated some 
former statements ; but we wish 
our readers to have before their 
eyes, in bpef, the several steps 
leading up to the infamous be­
trayal of his compatriots and co­
religionists, by Mr. Laurier. An­
alyze the “ settlement,” as pub­
lished in this issue, and see what 
it means In the first place, the 
statement is made that legislation 
shall be passed at the next ses­
sion of the Manitoba Legislature 
embodying the changes set forth. 
Of course this simply means that 
that same Legislature, when it 
thinks proper tray sweep away 
these amendments (even if they 

‘were of any consequence), for po­
litical purposes. No secret is 
made of this fact ; for the Bran­
don Mail says: “Our idea is to 
see it settled by the Provincial 
Legislature without concurrent 
legislature at Ottawa, so the* the 
Province will of its own‘accord 
have the power to make modifi­
cations again when the country 
is ripe for them.” We have here 
ai assurance that Mr. Greenway 
and bis friends in Manitoba have 
no notion of allowing themselves 
to be prevented from cal'ing up 
this, to them, profitable source of 
agitation, if found necessary at 
any future time, The whole 
matter of the so-called “ settle­
ment” may be reduced to two 
propositions ; a half hours’ re'igi- 
ous instruction, under certain 
conditions, and the employment 
of a Catholic teacher in schools 
where there is an average of at 
least twenty-five Catholic chil­
dren. So far as the religious in­
struction is concerned, it is not a 
concession to Catholics ; but is 
open to all denominations. As 
regards the employment of Catho­
lic teachers, so far as the country 
districts are concerned, it amounts 
to .praotioally nuthipg)' ao it ia-s1
together likely that where there 
are twenty-five Catholic children 
it is a Catholic district, and at 
present, such a district is 
not prevented from hiring such 
a teacher. As to the towns, the 
new arrangement would pos­
sibly give one Catholic teacher in 
a school employing five or six 
teachers. The friends of Green­
way and K -Carthy well know how 
worthless a -e the apparent conces­
sions ; for the Brandon Mail al­
ready referred to, calls them “ un­
important deviations” from the 
present system. The “ conces­
sions” amount to nothing more 
than was offered to,and refused by, 
the delegates sent to Winnipeg by 
tbe Conservative Government last" 
winter, which we pointed out at 
the time to be worthless. This is 
proven by the fact that one of 
Greenway’s ministers was over­
heard chuckling to a distinguished 
friend that “ we’ve got Laurier to 
agree to precisely what we offered 
the Commissioners last winter.” 
This, then, is what the great Lau­
rier has done for his countrymen ; 
this is what his “ sunny ways” has 
effected ; this is how he has safe­
guarded the rights of the minority ! 
Of course this arrangement does 
not interfere with the minority’s 
right of appeal ; it does not effect 
the power possessed by the Dom­
inion Parliament to pass remedial 
legislation. We may, consequent­
ly, expect that the question will 
be heard of again.

The attitude of certain news­
papers regarding the arrangement 
under review, is the strongest 
proof that the minority have been 
completely betrayed by Mr. Lau­
rier and his friends. The Orange 
Sentinel has this to say on the 
matter : “ Notwithstanding the
rumors to the contrary, we believe 
that the Manitoba school question 
is practically settled, and on terms 
that will be acceptable to the peo­
ple of Manitoba and Protestants 
of Ontario. The principle of na­
tional schools will be maintained 
throughout, and the concessions 
that have been made to the min­
ority are not thought to be of such 
a character as to excite opposition 
against them. The indications are 
that Mr. Laurier has kept his 
gledge to the people of Ontario. 
If he has offended his compatriots 
in Quebec in the settlement, that 
is a matter which the Protestante 
of Ontario need not take to heart 
He probably sees a way to placate 
them. The public should remem­

ber that he has not attempted co­
ercion ; he has not destroyed the 
national schools of Manitoba ; he 
has kept his pledge to Ontario. 
The electors of this Province and 
the people of Manitoba are to be 
heartily congratulated on the out­
come of the negotiations.” We 
notice, too, that our local morning 
organ is quite pleased with the 
arrangement. It had many nice 
things to say of Mr. Laurier and 
Mr. Tarte, and printed cuts of 
these worthies. Of course the 
organ has no other reason for ex­
istence than to stir up the cess­
pools of bigotry. Whenteferring 
to the question it carries its disen- 
-genuousness and duplicity so far as 
not to state the actual facts of tbe 
matter. It constantly endeavors 
to impress upon its readers that 
the minority are asking for special 
privileges. Now, anyone honest 
enough to learn the actual facts of 
the case knows that the minority 
are not asking for any privileges. 
They are simply asking that the 
political thieveg of Manitoba re­
store to the minority the constitu­
tional rights of which they have 
robbed them. It would be too 
much to ask the scavengerialjorgan 
to make this statement of facts ; 
for we must remember its motto 
is that “ this is a Protestant coun­
try.” That being so, of course, 
Catholics, in its estimation,have no 
rights here which the majority are 
bound to respect. Laurier’s course 
regarding this question may be 
summed up in a few words. When 
the question first loomed on the 
political horizon, he saw in it the 
possible means of acquiring that 
power which he despaired of attain­
ing in any other way. With 
this object in view he entered into 
a conspiracy with the Greenway 
Government to exploit the ques- 
t:on for all it was worth. Having 
attained his object, he sets at 
nought the demands of justice ; 
stifles the voice of conscience; casts 
religion to the w:nds ; in a word, 
subordinates everything to the one 
object of strengthening himself in 
power. He shamefully betrays 
and/sells the rights of those whom 
he promised to protect. The 
word “ Traitor" should be branded 
in indelible characters on his fore­
head, so that all may know this 
is the man who bartered away the 
dearest rights of his countrymen 
for power and pelf.

A Montreal Merchant writing 
from Toronto says : f“ Sir—I have 
been in Toronto for a few days, and 
have been in and out among the 
wholesale dry goods houses.

The Sohool “ Settlement ’

Ottawa advices of the 20tb announce 
tbe following as the official announce 
ment regarding the *- settlement” of 
the Manitoba School question, as given 
out by the Premier, on that date :

1._Legislation shall be introduced and
passed at the next regular session of the 
legislature jol Manitoba embodying the 
provisions hereinafter, set forth in 
amendment of the Public Sahool Act, for 
the purpose of settling the educational

fneetions that have been in dispute in that 
'rovinoe,
2,—Religions teaching to be conducted 

as herein after provided (1)—-If authorised 
by a resolution passed by a majority of 
sohool trustees, or (2) if a petition he pre; 
seoted to the board of school trustees ask­
ing for religions teaching and signed by 
the parents or guardians of at least ten 
children attending the school in the case 
of a rural district or by the parents or 
guardians of at least 25 children attending 
the sohool in a city, town or village 

3.—Snob religions teaching to take 
place between the hours -of 3.30 and 4 
o'clock in the afternoon and to be conduct­
ed by any Christian clergyman whose 
charge includes any portion of the sohool 
district or by a person duly authorized by 
enoh a clergyman or by a teacher when so 
authorised.

4.—Where so specified in engh resolution 
of the trustees, or where so required by 
the petition of the parents or guardians, 
religions teaching daring the prescribed 
period may take place only on certain 
specified days of the week instead of on 
every teaching day.

5.—In any school in towns and cities 
where the average attendance of Roman 
Catholic children is forty or upwards, and 
in villages and rural districts where the 
average attendance of each children is 
twenty-five or upwards, the trustees shall, 
if reqqirbd by the petition of the parents 
or guardians of such number of Roman 
Catholic children, respectively employ at 
least one duty certificated Roman Catholic 
teacher in each school. In any sohool in 
towns and cities where the average at­
tendance of non-Roman Catholic children 
is forty or upwards, and in villages and 
rural dietrites where the average attend-

6. —Where religious teaching is required 
to be carried on in any sohool in pur­
suance of the foregoing provisions, aqd 
there are Roman Catholic children and 
non Roman Catholic children attending 
school and the school room acceommoda- 
tion does not permit of ths pupils beiug 
placed in separate rooms for the purpose 
of religions teaching, provisions shall be 
made by regulations of the department of 
education (which regulation the board of 
school trustees shall observe) whereby the 
time alloted for religious teaching shall be 
divided in such a way that the religious 
teaching of Roman Catholio children shall 
be carried on during the prescribed period 
on one half of the teaching days of such 
month and the religions teachings of non- 
Roman Catholio children may be cat tied 
on during the prescribed period on'one 
half of the teaehing days of each month.

7. —The department of education shall 
have the power to make regulations not 
inconsistent with the principles of this act 
for the carrying into effect the provisions 
of that act.

8. —No separation of the pupils by re­
ligious denominations shall take place 
during the secular work.

9. —Where the school accommodations 
at the disposal of the trustees permits, in­
stead af alloting different days of the week 
to different denominations for the purpose 
of religions teaching, the pupils may be 
separated when the hour for religious 
teaching arrives and placed in separate 
rooms,

10;—When ten pnpi'a in any sohool 
speaking the French (or any other lan­
guage other than English) as their native 
language, the teaching of such pupils shall 
be conducted in French (or such other lan­
guage) and English upon the bi lingual 
system.

11,—No pupil to be permitted to be 
present at any religious teaching unless 
the parents or guardians of such pupils 
may desire it. In case the parents or 
guardians do not desire the attendance of 
the pupils at such religious teaching, then 
the pupils sha|l fie dismissed before the 
exercise or stall remain in another room.

Word was received at St, John, N. B., 
yesterday that Lieutenant-Governor Fra­
ser had died at Geneva, Switzerland, 
whither he had gone a short time ago, for 
tbe benefit of his health.

The St. Lawreooe coal trade has now 
closed and the figures show that Montreal, 
Sorel, Quebec, and Three Rivers took 706, 
457 tons of Nova Scotia coal against 
636,519 in 1896. The foreign coal, which 
amounted to 88,000 tons in 1895, decreased 
by 2,000 tons.

Mr. John D. Burns, commercial trav­
eller of Halifax, well known in this city, 
was married at the cathedral of the Im­
maculate Conception, St. John, N. B. on 
the 17th inat., to Miss Eveieen M. Eoslow. 
Mr. Burns is a prominent member of the

cions event, and wish him and Mrs Burns 
a happy and prosperous married life.

Thr Monteal Star pnplishes an inter­
view with George E. Bunder, an old miner 
of thirty years experience who has been 
in every mining camp on the Pacific coast. 
He thinks British Columbia offers the 
greatest inducements of them all. He 
says the permanency is unquestioned now, 
as the deeper down the mines are opened 
the richer the veins. He says that larger 
mines will be obliged to have their own 
large redaction works, and which will em­
ploy, directly and indirectly, anywhere 
from two hundred to a thousand men each. 
He thinks Roseland, within fifteen months 
will have a population of 25,000.

Friends of Hon. Mr. Tarte in Mon­
treal have been asked why the Minister of 
Public Works was ever indiscreet enough 
to take an action against W. A. Grenier 
of La Libre Parole. “ I will tell yon how 
it happened,” said a personal friend of J. 
Israel ; “ You must adroit that Tarte is 
no fqol and would never have gone into 
this law suit had he not been forced to do 
so. It was either crush Grenier or get 
out of the cabinet.” “ Explain, please.” 
•* Well, that is easy enough. Sir Oliver 
Mowat came into the ooqnoil room with a 
copy of the alleged libel in his hand and 
there and then told his Quebec colleague 
that an explanation would have to be giv­
en the public, and if Mr. Tarte was libel, 
led the libeller most be brought to time. 
Mr. Tarte consulted the premier, with the 
remit that the Minister of Public Works 
had Grenier arrested and then ran away 
to British Columbia.”

Before the Tynesdale Geographical 
society at Newcastle-on-Tyng, last 
Friday evening, Sir Donald Smith 
read an interesting paper on '< The 
resources of Canada.” A striking 
feature of his address is his apparent 
adoption of the Zollverein idea of the 
secretary of state for the colonies, 
Joseph Chamberlain, and the predic­
tion that it will soon be carried into 
effect . He says it is gratifying to the 
colonies to observe the growing feel­
ing everywhere in favor of closer com­
mercial relations in the different parts 
of the empire. He added that the 
idea that members of one family 
should trade together on slightly bet­
ter terms than with outsiders, does 
not seem to he an unnatural proposal, 
and asserts that everything points to 
some arrangement of that kind in the 
most distinct future, if found practi­
cable, which he says : “ I firmly be­
lieve it will as it will be beneficial to 
the colonies and to the empire, and 
we must appreciate the great services 
of Mr. Chamberlain there anent." 
Referring to the Pacific trade com­
munications, jBir Donald Smith said : 
“ They are still in their infancy and 
never can rapidly develop until they 
have direct telegraphic communica­
tion ” The Canadian high commis­
sioner further remarked that tbe great 
necessity for Canada is more people, 
particularly large and small capitalists, 
farmers and domestic servants, and he 
urged that it was better for English 
farm laborers to go to Canada, instead 
of passing a more or less miserable 
existence in the congested English 
towns."

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Horseless Carriages

The rsther.imposing start of horseless 
carriages from the Métropole hotel, 
London, reported on the 16th. by cable, 
was originally proposed to take place 
on Oct. 24th. It was postponed, how­
ever, owing to objections on the part of 
the Surrey County Council. That body, 
like some of the other County Councils, 
opposed the passage of the Act of Par­
liament which became law on Satur­
day, and which now allows the new 
style of carriage to travel along ordin­
ary roads at a reasonable speed. What 
this speed is to be exactly "appears to 
be a matter which it is,still within the 
capacity of the County Councils to set­
tle . The matter was debated by the 
County Council of Warwickshire a 
week or two ago, and it was .evident 
that much antagonism to the new ve­
hicles existed. One of the members 
called them “diabolical machines,’’ 
and there was a disposition to place the 
rate of speed at a prohibitive slowness, 
The reason of the opposition is not far 
to seek. The introduction of motor 
carriages is sure to affect the price of 
horses, to say nothing of a falling off in 
the demand for feed and litter. But, 
however unfortunate this may appear 
to be for the agriculturist, these things 
generally right themselves, Motor 
cars we are told have come to stay, and 
though England has by no means come 

the front in the matter, the gather­
ing of Saturday last shows that there is 
a disposition to be in the running with 
other countries. The introduction of 
motor care may affect horse-breeders 
for a time, but it may in the end be a 
benefit to farmers, who may even come 
to using gasoline motors themselves 
for bringing their products to market, 
Then, again, /the change is sure to 
come so slowly as not to interfere with 
the general prosperity of the clasees 
concerned. With regard to the pitch 
of excellence at which horseless carri­
ages have arrived, it would seem that 
much in the way of improvement yet 
remains to be done. In an interesting 
article in its November issue relating 
to the subject, the Canadian Engineer 
expresses the opinion that much yet 
remains to be done before the horseless 
vehicles can be considered a universal 
road carriage. It intimates that the 
application of a proper regulating gear 
for speed and the necessity of some 
plan for accumulating and applying 
power for an emergency still present

problems to inventors. Theee will no 
doubt employ thousands of busy brains, 
and there will be the usual failures of 
the many and success of the few which 
as a rule mark the development of 
revolution in means of traffic. Thr 
motor cycle or carriage is only one 
branch of that evolution in locomotion 
which haa been one of the salient char 
acteristics of the present century. 
Meanwhile the horse as a noble and 
ornamental animal will not go out of 
fashion. He drew the chariot of Queen 
Boadices, and he will probably draw 
the chariots of wealth and beauty, if 
not of business, for many a century 
yet.—Mail and Empire.

On Wednesday evening last, about 
seven o’clock, ee the eteemer St. Lawrence 
waa approaching her dock, on her return 
from Pictou, there was a strong southerly 
wind blowing and the tide was high. In 
consequenoe of these oontingenoies she 

s driven against Poole’s wharf, causing 
considerable damage to her, and necessi­
tating the landing of her paaseogers there. 
She ran right over the piles at the end of 
the wharf and tore her sponsors, and in 
towing her off her guard waa also torn off. 
After being freed from the wharf she pro 
needed to her own dock, It will be re­
membered that the new steamer “ Prin- 
oeas,” for this route, had arrived on the 
very morning of the day on which the ac­
cident occurred ; so that, bad bo accident 
occurred to her, the St, Lawrenoe’eould 
have gracefully retired from a long and 
honorable service. The inspectors of
bolls and boilers arrived here on Tbunday 
night, and the “Princess” was prepared 
for her route as qoiokly as possible- The 
mails were ordered round by Point du 
Cbeoe for Thursday and Friday, and on 
Saturday the “ Princess ” made her first 
trip betweeo here and Piéton, arriving 
on return about 8 o’clock, She ie now 
making daily trips.

Archbishop O’Brien, of Hill fax, be­
ing interviewed, said : I can only re­
peat a remark I made abont four years 
ago, after the first decision of the privy 
council on this same Manitoba school 
qoestion. On my return from the Pa­
cific coast, I was asked if I thought 
the question settled until justice had 
been done. Many laughed then, bat 
in view of the latest decision of the 
privy council, fewer Will laugh today 
when the remark is repeated. The 
Fabianlike policy of delay in giving ef­
fect to that decision wrecked one gov­
ernment i the cynical injustice of this 
so-called settlement will assuredly 
wreck another. Yee, doubtless the 
government press will make a great 
flourish, but the writer, even aided by 
large headlines, will deceive no one, 
not even himself, into the belief that 
tbe sober sense of a majority of Cana­
dians will permit them to become 
traitors to our constitution, or will ac­
cept aa a settlement of a grave oonsti. 
tntional question, thla feeble compact 
of incompetent expediency."

During the course of an interview, 
Sir A. P, Caron, among other things, 
said : “ At first glance, it appears to 
me to be a complete surrender by the 
Dominion government of the rights of 
the minority in Manitoba, more spe­
cially when yon regard the question, 
aa I have always done in my speeches 
in parliament and ont of it, as a con­
stitutions} one, I rely upon the jodg, 
ment of the judicial committee of the 
privy council for a full recognition of 
the rights of the minority, It is cer­
tain that Mr, laurier has secured less 
for the minority than the deputation 
sent by the conservative government 
to Winnipeg last March as a last at 
tempt at conciliation, endeavored 
to secure. (The statement made 
by Mr. Laurier and hie friends 
in Quebec during the last papnpaign 
was6 that the remedial legislation as 
proposed by the late government was 
not acceptable because it did not give 
to the minority the fall extent of their 
rights, The liberals tfben they paipe 
into power were to insist npon each a 
settlement that would restore to the 
follest extent the rights of the minority. 
It was said, for ingtanpe, that our bill 
did not provide for 'financial means to 
support tbe schools which we proposed 
to grant to the minority- under the re­
medial bill. Barely the people of Que­
bec will not accept the present settle­
ment without aban4<mlU| the rights 
which minorities have under oar con­
stitution and which they have fonght 
for.” “ Will the settlement be accept­
able to the clergy ?” “ How can it be 7” 
replied Sir Adolphe. MHow can they 
accept a suggested settlement which 
infringes on the constitutional rights of 
the minority as confirmed by the high: 
set tribunal in Rlngland. II that Judg­
ment has decided that Manitoba had 
not interfered with their rights, the 
church would not have instructed the 
people to go against that decision, and 
now if the church were to accept this 
suggested settlement it would he practi, 
cally telling the people to abandon the 
rights which have been adjudged to 
belong to the minority by the judicial 
committee.” What do yon think of the 
ontlook ?” the correspondent asked. 
“I am quite prepared to venture the 
opinion,” Sir Adolphe remarkod, “ that 
we have not heard the last of this ques­
tion. It is probable that a remedial 
bill will be introduced into parliament 
next session by an independent mem-: 
her. Qf coqrse, yon will Understand, 
that this agreement between Mr. Lau­
rier and Mr. Greenway does not effect 
in any sense the jurisdiction of the Do­
minion parliament. The remedial or­
der was not carried ont by Manitoba, 
hence parliament became seized of ju­
risdiction to des} with the case and 
that power still remains. How is it 
likely that this settlement can be satis-, 
factory to people most interested ” 

Were they consulted during negotia­
tions?” “Bo far as I can learn they 
were not. The people who apparently 
were consulted were Mr. McCarthy, at 
least so he says, and the committee of 
Brandons liberals upon whose decision 
Mr. Bifton consented to become minis-, 
ter of interior. Theee two authorities 
can hardly be placed in the category 
of being perfectly disinterested by 
those who have taken a prominent 
part in fighting for the rights of the 
minority. The fact of Mr. Bifton ac­
cepting a federal portfolio seems to in­
dicate that the prime object of the set­
tlement was to satisfy his friends and 
followers and to completely Ignore the 
constitutional rights of the minority. 
Yon well remember that only a few 
months ago Mr Bifton was stomping 
Haldimand and declaring that the 
school system of Manitoba should not 
be interfered with. Do yon suppose 
that Mr. Bifton would have become a 
colleague of Mr. Laurier’s had be not 
gained hie point in the matter ? Mark 
my words, this settlsmsnt, which has 
been promised with each a flourish of 
trnmpsie, will neither satisfy tbe Catho. 
lie minority in Manitoba nor the people 
of the province of Quebec.”

HEWS OF THE WEEK.

Responding to the toast of the col­
onies at the Maitei; Cullers’ annuel 
banquet at Sheffield last Thursday 
night, Sir Donald Smith, who «ras 
warmly received, demurred at the idee 
thet the colonies must initiete 
schme for closer trade relations with 
England. The matter, he said, was 
of such great importance to the em­
pire that it would not be unbecoming 
that Great Britain approach the colon­
ies ofTtbe subject.

The United States Ambassador, 
ayard, gave the prizes at the 

echanica’ Institute at Burnley, Eng­
land, on Friday night last. Mrs, 
Bayard was also present. After re­
marking that there was no just and 
reasonable cause of difference between 
Great Britain and the United States, 
and dwelling upon the affinity of the 
two nations, Mr. Bayard spoke on in­
dividual effort, pointing out Benjamin 
Franklin as an example. He believed, 
be said, that when he returned to the 
United States there would not be a 
capful of wind in the political sky, nor 
the faintest cloud to disturb the 
friendly relations of Americans and 
Britons.

The Boston Commercial Bulletin 
has circulated the following petition 
among the wool firms in active busi­
ness in Boston : “ We are of opinion 
that unless the Dingley bill, as a mea­
sure of temporary relief, is passed by 
the present senate at once, the Ameri 
can markets will he flooded with 
foreign wool and woolens, and busi­
ness improvements retarded by the 
excessive supply. We respectfully 
call the attention of the finance com­
mittee of the senate to this commercial 
condition.” The petition has been 
signed by all but four of the fifty-nine 
firms in the city, and of the four only 
one has expressed the belief that the 
bill should not pass.

Montreal advices of the i8th say 
that it is stated there on good auth­
ority that the Laurier Government has 
decided to ask authority from parlia­
ment to purchase the Bay des Chaleurs 
railway and extend the line to Gaspe 
Basin, and work the same as part of 
the Intercolonial system. Various 
rumors are also afloat concerning the 
proposed road along the south shore 
from Point Levis to Montreal, some 
stating that the I. C. R. will also be 
extended to the commercial metropolis. 
Others believe the new government 
will guarantee a sufficient bond issue 
to enable the Atlantic and Lake Su­
perior Railway Co. to build it them­
selves.

A Minister on Molokai.

Rev. Doctor Wheeler, a Protes­
tant minister, of Pomona Valley, 
Cal., recently returned home from 
an extended visit to the Sandwich 
Islands. In conversing with a re­
presentative of the California press 
the other day, he spoke thus of the 
place made hallowed by the labors 
of the lamented Father Damien. 
« The part of Molokai occupied by 
the lepers,” said Doctor Wheeler, 
“ is about three miles long and 
three-quarters of a mile wide, and 
contains about 15,000 acres. The 
Pacific Ocean beats upon the shore 
on three Sides, and a huge precipi­
tous range of cliffs outs off the 
view on the fourth side and makes 
escape impossible. The climate is 
always soft and balmy. Bananas 
and oranges grow wild. The is­
land is bettor managed under the 
Dole administration in the new Ha­
waiian republic than when the 
monarchy was in power. The san­
itary conditions are better, and bet­
ter houses and food are provided for 
the wretched people, who ai.e never 
to leave the island and seldom to 
eee their friends and relatives. The 
Homan Catholic Church has done 
more than any other denomination 
in the way of alleviating the lot of 
1,240 residents of the leper colony. 
Everybody knows of the saciifice 
made by the' late Father Damien, 
who went to Molokai in 1874, when 
he was a young, healthy and finely 
educated priest, to make his home 
among the lepers and to die there. 
The good that Father Damien did 
in Mclokai can hardly be express­
ed. Even in the midst of pain and 
helplessness through the literal rot­
ting away of bis hands, he went 
about daily visiting the diseased and 
dying and cheering the lepers. 
There are in the li per colony now 
two Roman Catholic priests, who 
have cheerfully accepted the risk of 
disease and given up their lives 
to comparative imprisonment be­
cause they were inspired by Father 
Damien’s example. Besides, there 
are six Catholic Sisters from New 

( York and Pennsylvania, who went 
to the island last winter to live 
there until released by death, be­
cause they think that it is their 
mission to minister to the girls and 
women at Molokai.

The best known man at Molokai 
since Father Damien died is Charles 
E. Dutton. His life of self-sacri­
fice is scarcely known outside of 
Hawaii. He was once an officer 
in the United States army, and was 
born and raised in Columbus, O. 
He inherited a fortune and travelled 
abroad. A dozen years ago he be­
came converted to Christ and re­
solved to give his life to following 
as closely as possible in his Mas­
ter’s steps. He board about Molo 
kai and the people sent there to a 
living death, and he went to Hon­
olulu, then to Molokai, knowing 
that he could never leave the bland 
if he once made his home there. 
The physician who accompanied 
me introduced me to Mr. Dutton, 
who is known by the Kanaka lepers 
as the ‘ Good White Mm.’ He is a 
quiet mar, tall, unusually well read 
in the old standard literature, and 
especially Oflurch history. He 
says he knows he has incipient 
leprosy, for he feels the character­
istic numbness at times in bis feet 
and fingers, and has the fearful 
headaches that the lepers usually 
have at first, but he prefers not 10 
speak about it. He lives in a little 
five-room cottage on the outskirts 
of the leper settlement, and has the 
place we-1 furnished. H has- a li­
brary of sevettl hundred brake, 
and a great quantity of engravings 
that he picked up in bis travels. 
One room at bis home is lined with 
shelves, and there are enough bo> 
tlee and cans and boxes of medicines 
to stock a country drug s ore. He 
has dozens of medical works and 
dictionaries. His whole life is de­
voted to the amelioration of the 1 t 
of the lepers and teaching them the 
blessings i f Christianity. Since I 
paw and knew what that man Dut­

ton is doing for the Master’s cause, 
my heroes of ibe world have been 
very much- altered. He sits with 
the sick and the dying ; he curses 
them, studies tbeir distress and ad­
ministers medicine for relief ; he 
•beers them and plans pleasures fqj 
hem. He says his heart has been 

mrst moved by the score of Kanaka 
boys end gills in Molokai, who 
have been transported to the island 
rd vail ly believe that some day 

they may go back to their fathers 
?tiU mother» and sisters and broth­
ers. He flans games for the lit 1; 
fellows, but they are so badly crip 
pled and disabled by their progte - 
»ing leprosy that it is hard to find 
any game in which ill may partici­
pa e. Baseball, foot bel1, and such 
physical sports are out of the ques- 
ion with the unhappy children. 

Every mornirg be puts on a blouse 
and overalls and goes down to what 
he calls his workshop, a small frame 
bouse with a veranda, around which 
are arranged a number of benches 
and some disbpms filled with warm 
vater. Miserable, decrepit lepers 

come hobbling in until the benches 
>re filled. Mr. Dutton, with true 
«ligious courage and sympathy, 

bathes the leprotic sores in the pans 
,f water and applies fresh salve and 

bandÿges. He cheers this one, 
gives a flower to another, helps an­
ther to an easy chair for a long 
rest and does all that he can to 
make their existence easier to bear. 
A Cincinnati woman has presented 
him with a large music-box, and 
whilst he is attending to these poor 
people, some of them without much 
or any feet at all, this music-box 
plays wel zee by Strauss—a strange 
piece of sarcasm.

1 have been asked many times 
since I was aT. Molokai as to how 
much physical pain the lepers suf­
fer. I believe there is compara- 
ivdy little pain about the disease. 

Several lepers, who bad lost part of 
their anatomy, said that the nerves 
ire first deadened as the disease is 
contracted, and that the 1 iss of. a 
foot or a hand is not painful. The 
Hawaiians are a peculiarly happy 
juvenile race of people, and what 
would be an unbearable calamity to 
Americans is taken with resignation 
by them. The only oases of suicide 
at Molokai among all the 5,000 peo­
ple wbo have been there first and 
last have been of white people. 
The lepers have all the company 
they want. They keep moderate I t 
busy all the time, and they sing 
ana tell stories by the hour. They 
have meat, bread, poi, plenty of 
cli thes and bedding, churdhes, a 
reading-room and good homes. 
They have organized a band of mu­
sicians among them, and some are 
quits good performers. The Catho­
lics have erected several plain pa­
vilions, like hospital wards, with 
kitchen and dining-room attached. 
The Sisters try to induce the leper 
girls to occupy these quarters, de­
signed for their comfort, and they 
re comfortable. But as a usual 

thing the girls would rather enjoy 
perfect freedom of the separate pri­
vate cottages than be under the 
rules and restriction of the Church.”

An Unexpected Vindication of 
the pmeados.

Stranger things have happened than 
that the Turkish massacres in Ar­
menia should prove to be the strong­
est vindication of the crusades of the 
Middle Ages. Of late years it has 
grown to be the fashion to heap all 
manner cf ridicule on these extraor­
dinary uprisings of the Christians of 
Europe in the eleventh, twelfth and 
thirteenth centuries. The Crusaders, 
we are told, were fanatics, or at best 
mere enthusiasts. Peter the permit 
was a madman. St. Bernard was a 
fiery zealot. Richard the Lion-heart­
ed was a barbarian. St. Louis was a 
religious maniac, Godfrey de Bouil 
Ion, though a brave knight, was a 
mere adventurer, and the stupendous 
undertaking — the crusades them­
selves—were .conceived in folly and 
carried out in a soit of religious frenzy. 
This is the modern notion of the 
Crusades. Strange to say, just when 
we are most disposed to adopt the 
view so characteristic of our material­
istic age, we are suddenly disabused 
of the folly of these modern notions 
by the self-same Turkish atrocities in 
almost the self-same region. The 
parallel between the ancient situation 
and that of our own days is startling. 
The sacred places are indeed redeem­
ed from the sacreligious hand of the 
Saracen, but the decendents of the 
fierce and cruel Turks who tortured 
and persecuted the Christian pilgrims 
are engaged in a savage persecution 
of the descendants of those same 
Christians. The persecutors are the 
same. The victims are the same. 
The foul massacres are the same. It 
is the Turk persecuting the Christian 
to-day as it was then. And now as 
then the hapless victims look in vain 
to the Christian powers for relief. 
But now as then the Christian powers 
are too busily engaged watching one 
another to lend an ear to the cries of 
the slaughtered Armenians. The 
same rivalry, the same jealousy, the 
same distrust, hinder the European 
rulers from combining against the fer- 
pcious followers of Islam. No one, 
nation, now as then, dare undertake 
alone the chastisement of the Moslem. 
In spite of the appeals that have been 
made so repeatedly to the nations of 
Europe and to the United States, 
there seems to fye no hope from any 
of them or from any combination of 
them. Meanwhile the Turk ruthlessly 
plunders and slaughters the Armenian. 
It is already beginning to be apparent 
that relief must come net from any 
single nation nor from any league of 
nations ; but that if it comes at all it 
must be from a movement indepen­
dent of all governments and wholly 
unfettered and unshackled by the en­
tanglements of existing governments. 
In a word, it must be precisely what 
the Crusades were—a spontaneous 
movement of Christianity not confined 
to any particular country, but drawing 
freely from every country. As before 
the time of Urban II. the Roman 
Pontiffs appealed in vain to the rulers 
of Christendom in behalf of the suffer 
ers in Palestine, the Christian world 
to-day pleads in vain with England, 
wish Russia, with America. There 
seems to be no hope from any side 
but in an appeal to the people, like 
that of Peter the Hermit. Mr. Stride, 
a writer in thç November Forum, 
strongly advocates this view of relief 
for the Armenians, tfe suggests a 
v luntary popular uprising of indivi­
duals—an organization, military in 
character and purpose, non-national

and disinterested ; and as a basis for 
such an organization he advocates a 
revival of the Knights Templars and 
Hospitalers of crusading times. 
Whether the suggestions of Mr. Stride 
will ever be put into execution or not, 
it is evident that they seem at present 
to be the only remedy for the massa­
cres in Armenia. It would certainly 
be a novel sight to see Catholic and 
Protestant enlisting side by side under 
the standard of the cross to make war 
upon the crescent in behalf of hu 
inanity. It certainly would be a 
cause in which Protestant and Catho­
lic alike could forget their religious 
differences and meet on a common 
ground. Hitherto the Catholic has 
been forced to resist the march of the 
crescent unaided and alone. But 
whether or not the suggestion be put 
into practice, the very couception of 
it as a remedy for the Armenian 
troubles is the best answer to the 
modern villtfiers of the Crusades, and 
shows that those wonderful uprisings 
of the Christian masses in the Middle 
Ages were not “the wild, visionary and 
fanatical movements which the nine­
teenth century materialist would per­
suade us they were, but mat they had 
their rise in solid reason and intense 
humanity, as well as in a lofty chivalry 
and deep religious fervor.—Standard 
and Times.

Catholics and the daws.
Father Yorke le?ture-l in Metro­

politan Hall, San Francisco, re­
cently. IJe was introduced to the 
audience by Rev. Dr, Jacob Vieto, 
rabbi, as follows: “The question 
may be asked of us : Why, as Jews, 
do we stand shoulfer to shoulder 
with the Roman Catholic at this 
time ? We stand shoulder to shoul­
der with any sect that was experi­
encing any difficulty in practicing 
its religious creed in iis own way 
and according t > its own light. I 
will tell yon why the Jew stands by 
the-Roman Catholic ; I will tell yin 
why : Not only from the pure dic­
tates of his heart, which will always 
detest religious persecution. The 
Jew, I hope, is beyond all things, 
grateful.” He related how in the 
eaily portion of the sixteenth cen­
tury, when the princes of Europe- 
were seeking to despoil and!destroy 
the Jew every occupant \of the 
Papal chair had declared that no 
Jew should be persecuted and that 
his property should be protected. 
He told how Gregory X. defended 
the Jew and vouched for the un- 
truthfulness of the charge that the 
Jews drank human blood and ate 
the heart of a child at the cejebra- 
s.on of the -Passover feast ; how 
Archbishop Werner, of Mayecce, 
defended lue Jews from tbetcharge 
of child murder, when no one else 
dared raise hand or voice in their 
behalf ; how Innocent IV. secured 
for the Jew the privilege of being 
allowed to retain -bis Bible and Tal­
mud when all the nations were 
against him ; how Innocent Vll. 
gave a refuge to the Jews when 
they were exp. lied from Spain ; 
how Pins IV. removed the bqdge 
which up to this time, all Jews, as 
related of Shylock by Shakespeare, 
were compelled to wear to indicate 
that they were Jews, and how 
Henry L, Archbishop of Mayence, 
and Clement IV. had given protec­
tion to the Jews. Continuing he 
said : “ In view of all these kind­
nesses showered upon oar race by 
the supreme power of the Catholic 
Church, how can we do otherwise 
than stand in and say that there 
shall be no icligions test in 
tire country ?” He referred to 
the anti-Semitic agitation in Ger­
many, and remarked : “ Those who 
were responsible for that were not 
Catholics.” After a tribute to the 
broad spirit of toleration that he 
said marked the treatment of other 
sects by the Catholics, he intro­
duced Father Yoike.—Exchange.

Writing for the Age of Steel, Mr. 
Woodrow aptly says : f‘ A boy may 
be kept at school so long as his father 
can pay for his books by carrying a 
hod, or his mother keep him in decent 
clothing by scrubbing floors or knitting 
mittens, but if bis heart is not edu­
cated with his head and his conscience 
with his memory, a knowledge of 
arithmetic and skill in penmanship, 
the date of Bunker Hill and the area of 
Like Michigan are no guarantees that 
he will not use his education in put­
ting the finishing touches to as con­
summate a scoundrel as ever baffled a 
Pjnkerton, or crossed the threshold of 
Sing Sing. So far as education goes, 
there are rascals that understand geo­
metry, can discourse on the sciences, 
and can give the distances of the sun, 
moon and stars, as easily as a railway 
conductor can punch a mileage book. 
We have thieves that are npioher ig­
norant' nor in need of threfe meals aT

day. Vagrants that could sleep at 
home in clean sheets and on the down 
of geese, are to be found in every 
highway. Criminals that slay with 
bullet, knife or bludgeon, without the 
temptation of a plugged dime or the 
excuse of self-defense, are rubbing 
their noses against the iron bars of 
prison cells. Hoodlums that glory in 
being ‘ toughs,’ and would as soon 
ride in a patrol wagon as in Pharaoh’s 
chariot, that break windows, scald 
dogs, and terrorize quiet neighbor 
hoods, are probably thicker on Am- 
er.can soil than on any other spot on 
the crust of the planet There is evi 
dently a dropped stitch in the stock­
ing somewhere. We'have all thejeduca 
ti mal facilities for making bright men, 
and possibly may have, more of such 
than any other nation, but—and here 
the shoe pinches and the dark cloud 
on the horizon of the future shows 
itself —we produce more criminals to 
the per centage of population than 
history bas ever yet put on its black 
slate.” The vital defect in our na 
tional educational system is the lack 
of moral training in our public schools. 
Character is neglected. The young 
are not taught to distinguish right from 
wrong, they are not accustomed to act 
according to a set of well-defined 
principles, they are not instructed on 
the Biblical gxiom that ‘‘ the fear of 
the Lord is the beginning of wisdom.”

One of the favorite arguments em" 
ployed by the opponents of parochial 
schools is that those institutions do 
not afford the children wbo attend 
them an opportunity of becoming ac­
quainted with the many pupils who go 
to the public schools, and with whom, 
in after yeair, they will be brought into 
social or business relations. The 
public schor ls are represt nted by such 
individuals as great amalgamating in­
stitutes, wherein all children, rich and 
poor, stand upon the same footing and 
mingle with each other without reserve 
or distinction. The New York Sun 
evidently does not look upon the pub 
lie schools in that light. In a recent 
editorial on the subject it said that, in 
the cities, at least, we seem to be get­
ting back, in our public schools, to 
something akin to the situation that 
existed in olden times, when wealth 
monopolized education. “ The poor,” 
it adds, “ are being shut out of our 
schools, not merely by their poverty, 
which compels them to go to work at 
an early age, but by disregard of their 
wants and by vicious social customs 
respecting dress and appearance, . . , 
This vanity may be exhibited in the 
lower schools as well as in the higher, 
and sometimes becomes so conspicu­
ous at commencements that school 
authorities are compelled to prohibit 
extravagant dressing. . . . That 
this condition should not be permitted 
to exist is obviouf, for no mental edu­
cation can compensate for the lack of 
moral training which such a custom 
proclaims There are, of course, 
many causes contributing to an in­
crease in the number of illiterates, but 
extravagance in the conduct of 
schools, and especially public schools, 
is one of them, and it is a contribut­
ing cause that may be removed, and 
ought to be removed because of its 
pernicious effect upon the character 
of pupils.” This is not the first time 
that similar declarations have been 
made about the public schools, and 
such statements coming from such a 
paper as the Sun ought to put an end 
to the absurd assertions that the pub­
lic schools are the only ones in which 
pupils meet on a common ground 
and where no distinctions prevail— 
S. H. Review.
