It is the music of which Edward 
Hntton writes in the foregoing 
words that it is to take place iu 
all Catholio churches of the music 
that was written by secular com­
posers .

And now, what is this Gregorian 
music, this u plain chant ” that in 
alone to be used in the churches ?
Let tbe greatest authority on plain 
chant anawer. He is the Rev. 
Albert Mellet. SS..S. T. L.,a French 
priest who was educated by tho 
Benedictines at Solesmee, who has 
been giving a coarse of lectures on 
plain chant at the School of ex- 
pression, in Boston, who is about 
to deliver another series of lectures 
on the subject before the New York 
College of Music, and who is now 
training the choir of St. John’s 
College, Brooklyn. This is what 
he says in the preface to his 
“ Grammar of Plain Chant : "

“ According to such good judges 
as Ch. Gonnod, O. Bellaigue, K. 
Hnvemans, the Gregorian chant 
* * * is not only the liturgical 
music of tbe ohnrob, but is also 
the only mnsio always worthy of 
tbe chuicb,

“ In many musical compositions 
written nowadays for the Cbnroh 
very little religious effect is looked 
for and still less is obtained. To 
give vocal or instrumental artists 
an opportunity of making a hit 
seems to be the main end of tbe ' 
composer.

“ Quite different, indeed, was the 
purpose of tbe bishops and monks, 
who from tbe time of St. Ambrose 

to tbe fifteenth aad sixteenth 
contnriea, wrote oor liturgical mef 
odies. They wished to work ont 
masterpieces af art and of piety, and 
very often they fully succeeded. 
The meaning and the expression of 
beantifnl words were pat into relief 
and the same effect, a sanctifying 
one, was aimed at by the compos­
ers of the air as well as by the 
composers of the words.

*• In order to appreciate Gregor­
ian melodies let us remember that 
we are in tbe ohnrob, and that we do 
not need to strain our voice to its 
utmost to be heard by Almighty 
God."

11 It will be noticed that Father 
Millet speaks of melodies. Many 
people are asking if plain chant is 
melodions. It ia in this very 
respect that it differs from the 
modern mnsio ; it is all melody. 
Harmony had no place in it, ex­
cept in the most austere way ; 
it consists of tune», sung in unison, 
sometimes by priest and choir 
antiphonally, somely, sometimes 
by different parts of a choir, alter. 
Dating with each other and with 
tbe priest. And it is melody of 
snob transcendant beauty that every 
great composer ficrn Bach to Wag­
ner has drawn upon it for themes 
as upon a great storehouse.

Gregorian music differs from mod­
ern in this, that it has no measure, 
no rhythm, no time of its own. 
The measure is that of the words to 
which it is sang. The accentuated 
note is always that on which the 
accented syllable of the word is 
being sang. The rhythm depends 
solely upon the rhyttm of words. 
When tbe wmds are prose, as in 
the Gospels, it becomes a sort of 
recitative; when the words are 
poetri, as in the great hymns, it 
emphasizes the rhythm. A “ Credo’’ 
become; a march of crusaders chant­
ing the articles of their faith ; a 
“ Kyrie Eleison " becomes truly a 
cry to the Lord lor miroy ; a 
“ Sane us *’ becomes the anthem, as 
It were, of angels singing around 
the throne of God in Heaven. Tho 
music and the w rds belo' g to 
each o'hor. abaduuly and utmis- 
lakably.

It is stated from Ottawa that 
the Federal Government have 
purchased the Canadain Eastern 
Railway of New Brunswick, for 
$800,000. This railway extends 
from Gibson on the St John 
River opposite Fredericton to 
Chatham, with two or three short 
branches, 136 miles in all. It 
was built and owned for the most 
part by Gibson, the New Bruns­
wick cotton King, The good 
will of Gibson in elections in York 
County is very essential for Gov 
ernment success. It is said $1, 
000.000 were asked for the road 
last year, and the proposition 
was made to do duty in two 
Provincial elections and one Fed­
eral contest.

It is stated that there will be 
four commissioners for the con­
struction of that part of the 
Grand Trunk Pacific which is to 
be built by the government. By 
the original plan the number 
was to be three. It does not ap­
pear why the change has been 
found necessary, but probably 
there has been the same reason 
for it as for the engagement of 
a railway expert to assist the 
other commission of which Mr. 
Blair is the head. The reason for 
this addition to the Blair com 
mission was that two of the three 
men appointed to apply the rail 
way law did not know anything 
about railways and did not know 
any law. These were political 
appointments and it was neces­
sary to engage some helpers who 
could do the work. It may be 
the same with the railway con­
struction commission.—St. John 
Sun.

There it is 
customary to recognize the voters 
as being a part of the machinery 
which pronounces on any great 
question. The Laurier Govern­
ment, however, are above con 
stitutional usage and propose to 
lock the door after the horse is 
gone. Mr. EL F. .Clarke sub­
mitted an amendment to the 
G. T. P. bill calling upon 
the Government to go to the 
country on the measure, but 
the Liberals showed their fear of 
fair criticism by voting the re­
solution down. Mr, Clarke’s mo­
tion which was only defeated by 
a majority of 19 was as follows :— 

“ That the bill be not now read 
a second time, but that it be re­
solved :

“ That the bill is intended to 
ratify and confirm agreements 
providing for the construction of 
a Transcontinental Railway sys 
tem, a large portion of which is 
to become the property of a rail 
way corporation to whom the 
remaining portion is to be leased 
for fifty years on terms burden­
some to the country.

“ That under the proposed 
agreements Canada must incur 
enormous obligation while the 
obligation assumed jby the other 
guarantor is comparatively small,

“ The House believes that be­
fore commiting the country to 
such enormous obligations the 
Government ought first to sub­
mit to the people the whole ques­
tion and especially the question 
whether Canada should not rather 
assume the entire obligation and 
thus own and control the entire 
proposed line of railway from the 
Atlantic to the Pacific.”

The Minister of 
Customs refused time and again to give 
the opposition information in regard- to 
large expenditures of money, and added 
insnlt to injury. Bat the bluff did not 
work and Mr. Paterson had to make a 
complete and unconditional surrender. 
It would be well for the Liberal papers 
that delight to talk of the weakness of 
the oppoeition to take these facts into 
consideration, and remember, that if 
the Conservatives are weak, the Liberals 
must be still weaker. At every stage 
the opposition haa won out and Con­
servatives in all parts of the country 
may well feel pronnd of their repre­
sentatives.

The Minister of Customs, Hon. 
Wm. Paterson, was given a lively 
time of it this week by the op­
position. Mr. Paterson ordered 
his deputy commissioner of cus­
toms to write campaign literature 
for the Liberal party, and Mr. 
John Bain did his best to damage 
the cause of the Conservative 
party in Political Pointers Nos. 1 
2 àtid 3. Mr. Paterson, indeed, 
thinks it is a proper thing for 
an official, paid by the govern­
ment to serve all classes of Can- 
adiaqs, to devote his time to 
abusing about half of them.

In the course of the debate on 
the Grand Trunk Pacific deal, 
some warm passages took place 
between the two parties. Sir 
Wilfrid Laurier was forced to 
tender an apology to Mr. E. B. 
Osier for certain coarse remarke 
used by the Premier. This was 
the second explanation offered 
by the Liberal leader, as to the 
employment of abusive language 
during the past few weeks.

On an amendment that the 
government appeal to the country 
on the G. T. P. scheme before 
committing Canada to such a large 
expenditure, the Liberals were 
only able to 'muster 19 majority. 
The same neglect of parliament­
ary duties that has characterized 
the Liberal members since the 
$150,000,000 bill was introduced 
was responsible for the close 
call on this occasion.

The next day the Premier took 
his followers to task at a party 
caucus and lectured them sev­
erely. This had the effect of 
increasing their majority to 44 on 
the following night, but it is 
self-evident that many of the 
votes were given without the 
Liberals knowing what they were 
voting for.

It is a matter of regret that, 

although this country is about to 
assume enormous liabilities in 
connection with the building of a 
transcontinental railway, Canad­
ians are receiving scant consider­
ation at the hands of the railway 
company which is to benefit so 
much from the new road. The 
Grand Trunk has a number of 
surveyors working along the pro­
posed line but sad to relate they 
are all Americans. Canadians 
are shut out from earning any 
of the money which this country 
must eventually pay. The in 
justice of the situation has been 
brought to the attention of the 
Government .on more than one 
occasion but those in power refuse 
point blank to interfere in any 
way in behalf of the many cap­
able young Canadians, who at 
considerable expense and by hard 
work had taken courses in engin 
Bering. Why should they be 
ignored for foreigners who come 
from a country which refuses 
absolutely to allow Canadians to 
accept positions from this side of 
the border. Where is the much 
vaunted Labor Bureau ? In the 
United States the thing would 
not be tolerated for a moment. 
The facts of the case seem to be 
that the Government is helpless 
in the matter because the Grand 
Trunk must be allowed as much 
latitude as it sees fit to take. 
And the railway is to be called 
the " National Transcontinental ! 
If it is “ National ” the Govern 
ment should at once put an end 
to the disgraceful treatment of 
our own young men.

DIGRADING TER CIVIL SERVICE.

Ayear ago Hon. Mr. Patereon asked 
Parliament to vote a sum sufficient to 
enable him to appoint • deputy com 
misaioner of customs. It was explained 

the House that the commiseioner 
was so over worked that an assistant 
was indispensable. The Conservatives 
offered no objection to the appointment 
and Mr. John Bain, Mr. Paterson’s 
private secretary, was given the poai 
tion. The salaiy was fired at $2,800 
Bnt a beantifnl state of affiirs lue 
resulted. Mr. Bain never ceased to be 
the private secretary of the Minister of 
Customs. The enormous amount of 
work that was awaiting the assistant 
commissioner vanished into thin air as 
soon as the salary was voted. More 
over, Mr. Patersoo had the bad taste 
to order Mr. Bain to write campaigo 
literature and the resalt is a ssrles of 
attacks on the Conservative party 
known as “ Political Pointers Noe. 1, 
2 and 3. The work of the department 
was allowed to stand over while the 
oppoeition were being abused by this 
civil servant. Considering that Mr. 
Paterson has dismissed more em­
ployees since 1896 for political partisan 
ship than any other minister, the 
sitoation stands oat In the worst 
possible light. Mr. Bain had no right 
to pen the matter which is to be used 
against the Conservative party at the 
next general election, and Mr. Patereon 
is gnilty of a worse offence in ordering 
his employee to violate his oath of 
office. It is a degrading spectacle to 
see a man, who has himself turned men 
ont of office for trivial offences, com 
milling and ordering to be committed 
acts of partisanship far more serions 
than those for which heads of families 
were turned adrift. Mr. Paterson 
spent thousands of dollars to find prê­
tait» for dismissing officia'a from his 
employ, and he now appears in the role 
of one who has ordered a public servant 
to ont-Herod Herod. It is a delightfnl 
spectacle. Mr. Bain should be die 
missed from the service, or Mr. Pater­
son, if gnilty of forcing his secretary to 
write the pamplete, should be left at 
home when the next opportunity 
offers.

The ridicnloos information brought 
down in the House of Commons by Sir 
Wilfrid Lanrier, in order to bolster np 
the Grand Trunk Pacific scheme, is 
daily becoming more and more an ob­
ject of ridicule, and no wonder I On 
the very page of a work relating the 
experiences of Rev. Esther Albenel 
from which the Premier gleaned the 
one new argument he offered this 
session in support of his pel railway, is 
found the following :

“ On the 19th we arrived at Makan- 
omirkic—that ie, ‘the hears’ fishing 
piece I * It ie a flat region with very 
shallow water, and also extremely rich 
in fish—smell sturgeon, pike and white- 
fish having their haunts there.

London, May, 4—The Chefoo corres­

The Japanese landed troops and at­
tacked and captured New Chwang, 
the Russians falling back to protect 
the railway.

St. Petersburg, May 4—A report 
received by the Emperor from General 
Knropatkm of the same date states 
that from three thonsand to four thou- 
sand men were killed in the Yaln 
River fight.

Port Arthur, April 4—The crews o' 
more Japanese fireships which wer. 
sank yesterday morning while attempt­
ing to bio ck the chscnei, tried to save 
themselves by boals which they put 

it to sea. The majority were killed 
by the Rnsaian machine guns and 
rifles. The survivors were picked np. 
At daybreak a number of Japanese 
were seen clinging to the meets and 
funnels of the sunken vessels and 
were rescued by the Rnssienfl. Thir­
teen wounded Japanese have>ince 
died. The Russians supplied the survi­
vors with food and clothing and the 
wounded were taken to the hospital 
ehi p.
LONDON DELIGHTED WITH JAP’S VICTORY.

London, May 4—The latest despatch­
es received here confirming the com­
pleteness of the Japanese victory on 
the Yaln could not have given greater 
satisfaction in Tokio than they have- 
done in London. The editorials in the 
morning papers ring with admiration 
at the success of General Kuroki's 
strategy in a manner indicating that 
Great Britain had been in consider 
able donbt of the capacity of her ally's 
troops when matched against the 
Russians and, despite the lack by 
Japan of good cavalry to follow np her 
victory, it ie believed she will speedily 
drive the Russians out of Feng Huan 
also.

Few farther details have yet been 
received, bnt it seems that the Japan 
ese Imperial Guards fought with con- 
spicuous bravery and snitained the 
brant of the fighting, losing heavily. 
Some accounts speak of bayonet 
charges.

It ie evident that the Tapanese suc­
cess is largely due to the superiority of 
their artillery, the Russian guns being 
too light.

The Japanese victory has caused 
complete surprise in the Eoropean 
cspitsle, and is expected to lead to 
difficulty in Russia's effect to raise s 
loan.

8L Peterebnrg, May 5 —General Kash- 
talineky's official report shows that 
the Russians lost forty officers, includ­
ing a Colonel and two thousand men.

The magnitude of the Russian looses 
had an almost stunning effect on the 
authorities, and upon all around. Tbs 
general grief is mitigated only by the 
satisfaction of the bravery displayed 
by the Russian troops.

London, May 5.—The opinion gains 
ground here thst the Japanese have 
at last effectually blocked Port Arthur. 
There is no official Japanese report 
on the snbject, but the Tokio corree 
pondants are very positive regarding 
the matter, and describe the determin­
ation with which the enterprise was 
taken.

St. Petersburg, May 6.—With Vice 
Admiral Togo hovering in the immedi­
ate vicinity of Port Arthur, and 
transports loaded with troops lying at 
Aitswo, northeast of the stronghold, 
Russia braces herself for the impend­
ing conflicts with the foe, when she 
will again play a defensive role, this 
time it is hoped with better success 
and therefore with less loss of life 
than in the engagement on the Yaln. 
The War Commission sat until 2 
o’clock this morning and at its close 
annouoced that there was nothing 
to communicate. It ie known, however, 
that the Emperor haa been informed 
of the presence of the Japanese fleet 
off Liao Tnng promontory and the 
appearance of transports at Pitsewo 
The landing ie expected to take place 
at Pitsewo and it is anticipated that 
Togo's battleships squadron will bom­
bard Port Arthur in order to prevent 
the garrison from sending reinforce­
ments by railroad to the troops oppos- 
ng the Japanese there. Neither the 
Admirality nor the War Office believe 
that the disembarkation of the Jap­
anese oan be stopped as the guns 
of the Japanese croisera could com­
mand that point of landing, but after 
the Japanese are on shore then the 
Russians will strike, and the officeis 
here say that they will strike hard.

London, May 6.—Viceroy AlexiefFs 
departure from Port Arthur is inter­
preted here to mean that the place 
is in danger, The Japanese prepar­
ation for landing is considered as 
confirming the belief that Pott Arthur 
is sealed np probably by some sunken 
ship which the Russians failed to 
locate.

The report which has reached here 
from Europe that General Kuropatkin 
the Commandet-in-Cbitf of the Rmsian 
troops in the Far Ese', ie persmally 
leading 20.C00 men from Liao Yang to 
Teng Wang Cheng, is welcomed as good 
news on the theory that the more ag­
gressive the Russian campaign becomes, 
the more speedily will the Japanese 
find victory.

St. Petersbnrg, May 7 — Jepamee 
troops are swarming by thousands 
across the narrow neck of Liao Tunc 
Peninsula Railroad, and telegraph 
commuoicalion is cat. The Russian 
Gibraltar is isolated and left on its own 
aecu-ity. All this the Russians seem to 
accept with great stoicism. These 
events have been anticipated since the 
outbreak of the war, and the authorities 
appear to be relieved now that the blow 
has fallen. They assert thst the fortress 
is impregnable and amply provisioned 
to stand a Beige for a year and that it 
can hold ont untH the time comes to • 
lieve it. According to official infor .• - 
»tion the landing of troops from s'xty 
transports/began simultaneously at 
Pitsewo And Cape Terminal on the 
morning of May 5th. The force is 
estimated to be between thirty-five and 
.forty thonsand men.

What force the Russians will bs able 
to bring njj to resist the invaders can 
not be stated definitely, the etrengte of 
the army on the penisnla of Liao Tong 
having been kept a secret.

An important advantage accrues to 
the Japanese in establishing themselves 
at Pitsewo. From there radiate roads 
connecting with the railroad at Yang 
Titien directly west to south, with 
Sanchelipen and Kinchow stations on 
the railway nearer to Port Arthur, 
north with Kaiping and northeast 
through Takushan with Feng Wang 
Cheng.

This makes it difficult for General 
Knropatkin to concentrate a formidable 
force against General Kuroki whose for­
ward movement is not yet reported.

Despatches from Tokio telling ot cele­
bration over the sealing of Port Arthur 
it ia stated, are premature, official ad 
vices establishing beyond question that 
the attempt of Vice-Admiral Togo, May 
3, to seal the port failed.

The absence of prees despatches tell­
ing of the fight on the Yaln, is practically 
explained by the mortality among the 
correspondents. Three of the Novoeti’a 
correspondents are missing and it is be­
lieved that they were killed, while the 
Russ lost one of its correspondents 
The other journals are wiring to ascer­
tain if their representatives are alive.

Port Arthur. May 5.—The Japanese 
displayed desperate oarage in their 
fireship attack on the night of Tuesday. 
The ships as they approached were 
divided into three groups, all heading 
straight for the entrance of the harbor 
While still far from the aboie they ran 
on the Russian mines, and they were 
under a murderous fire from the Russian 
batteries. Three torpedo boats follow 
ed the fireships to pick up Ibe crews of 
the latter.

When the first fireship foundered ihe 
crew clambered np the the mast, cheer­
ing for the Emperor of Japan aa they 
went down. From the masthead ol the 
second vessel as she began to sink her 
crew waved lanterns to indicate her 
course to those astern. Their small 
boats though soon riddled did not raise 
the white flag.

A Japanese sailor, who came ashore 
at Electric Hill, when summoned to 
surrender sprang forward with 
revolver in his hand and died fighting. 
Another Japanese sailor who was palled 
out of the water tried to throttle him- 
salt with hie necktie.

Gyangtse, Thibet, May 4 —A report 
has just been brought by a mounted in­
fantry dispatch rider that the farther 
side of Karo Pass, on the direct Lhasa 
road, is strongly held by Thibetans, 
some of whom were drawn from the 
late garrisons of the Gyangfse fort. Our 
reconnoitering party, after crossing the 
summit of the pass and descending a 
shoit way, saw the road barred by 
wall and suddenly a heavy fire'from 
jingals and Eoropean rifles opened, the 
ballets striking the ground all aronnd, 
bnt causing no casualties. The numbers 
of the Thibetans are estimated at 1,500 
and their position may threaten onr 
line of communication witli Khangma.
