Fairplay to our Colliers.

(In the House of Commons
on the 4th inst. the question
of fairplay to the owners of
sailing vessels, belonging to
this Province, engaged in the
eoaling business, was taken
up by the energetic Qpposi-
tion members from Queen’s,
Messrs McLean and Martin.

Murder Most Foul.

A foul and evideutly usprovoked
murder took place near the village of
Miscouche on “unday night last
The victim was J seph D. McMillan,
about twenty five years of age, son of
the late Daniel M=Millan, formerly of
Keosiogton, Qut jatterly of Miscouche.
Mr. McMillan lived with his mother
on the homestead farm, about a balf
mile south of the Miscouche railway
station.  He has several brothers and
sisters, but they are al] away, most of
them married and settled. A foster
brother and a cousin lived with bhim
and bis mother. He was well known
and was a prosperous farmer ; he was
popular and well liked and it was
thought he had ng gpewies. Stella
Mc[onald, = young woman, lives
with her aunt, Miss Qatherioe Gillis,
whose farm is opposite the McMillan
farm. Alonzo Docherty, about twenty
years of age, living at Miscouche, had
been paying some attention to Miss
DcDonald, who, it Rppeats, did not
caye mych about him.
