We allow sueh a principle of iu'tiorpr:tn-
tion of some passages, especislly when
we speak of the prophesies of our Lord
about the fall of Jerusalem. There are
two events referred to there : the fall of
Jeruralem and the final judgment of the
world. So it is little wonder that they
should talk of an inner and spiritual
meaning. However, we need to be put
on our guard against great errors, abom-
inable heresies,which some have insisted
upon as spiritoal inte ions. There
isalways & deep and imner meaning to
the Word of God, but, after all,
the best interpreter is the Word of God
itself. However my life may appear to
demonastrate the spirit and truth of God’s
Werd, it will not do for me to 8::1 my-
self up inst the Word of , and
say that I have by the Spirit a special re-
velation beside the Word of God. As
the centuries roll by mere and more em-
phatic we demand, more and wore sc-
tual and practical we find iv: “The
Bible, the Bible, the religion of Protest-
anism;” and there, by the of God,
we must stand. The Bible is more than
s mere etymology, and more than s
mere history ; but etymology and history
aid us in the interpretation of the pase-
ages. If we would fully understand the
particular passage now under considersa-
tion, we must see the snap of Peter’s
eye, we must have some idea of the
man as he spoke. And to haye a pro-
per idea of the appearance of that man,
and the scorn of that indignant spirtt,
we must have some idea of the circum-
stances. Our crucified and ascended
Lord had been at Jerusalem, and the
apostles who then stood by Him did not
shrink in the time of danger, or leave
bscause there was trouble.  They stood
by, an apoetolic phalanx, and they held
to their appointed work to go and spread
the Gospel. Philip had gone to Samaria,
and he there stirred up the consciences
of the people, and Peter had followed on
to comfort and instruct the brethren.

On this page will be found a clear synopsis
of the business done at the Conference, day by
day, and on the first page will be seen a gnamt
and touching article by our special contributor
“Ajax,” who took in some of the proceedings.
A few notes are also given here, to serve as a
sort of introduction to the final list of stations.

The Conference on the whole was a most
pleasant and successful one. The town was
most inviting looking, and the umbragequs
trees lining our broad streets, under the genial
and fructifying influences of a June sun grate-
fully put on yet more leaf each day until the
admiring visitors took their leave. The hospi-
tality of the people of Goderich was favorably
commented upon. There was no visible friction
in the Conference between the various bodies
forming the Methodist union. Dr. Aylesworth
said it was one of the happiestconferences hehad
atended in thirty years, and many of the happy
brethren said “Amen !”

THE ORDINATION CEREMONY.

The ordination, which ceremony took place in
North street church on Sunday morning, was a
solemn and attractive service. To the people of
Goderich it had a peculiar interest, as two of the
candidates for the ministry had been stationed
in Goderich, and the third had relatives in this
neighborhood. The sermon by Rev. A. Carman,
D.D., General Superintendent, who preached on
the occasion, was vigorous and practical -(See
our report of it on page 2.) The platform was
tastefully decorated with flowers, the choir was
a large one,the building was packed to the doors
until neither ingress nor egress could be had by
way of the aisles, and a hush almost as deep as
that which once prevailed in Heaven for “the
space of half an hour,” rested on the assembly
as the hands of five of the “elder” brethren
were laid on the heads of the three candidates for
the work of the Gospel. The young men who
took the ordination vows were: John H. Car-
son and G. F. Salton, each of whom have served
one year®h Goderich, and R. C. Burton. They
all enter the work with a hopeful record.

Dr. Griffin, president of the Conference, grows
old handsomely. He is rather of fuller habit
than when we knew him nearly a score of years
ago, and his wavy hair is now silvered. His
face was made to wear a smile, yet he can be
quite severe at times. His rather drawling tone
is just the vehicle to carry the quaint humor and
irony which bubbles forth continually from him.

D. C. McDowell, ex-president, is a man who
appears to take life seriously. He is rather spare
in build, but full of vigor. He is a good man.

T. M. Campbell, the new secretary, needs no
description. He isaman throughandt rougl], and
is one of the most earnest and useful ministers
in the conference.

J. W. Holmes, ex-secretary, is an Irishman by
birth, descent or education, for “his speech be-
wrayeth him,” He is above the middle height,
and wears a sandy beard thin at the sides. He
is a good preacher, and a capital man of business
at a conference. To know him is to respect him.

Shrewdness and good-nature unite in the ex-
pression of Dr. Aylesworth’s dark eyes. His
auburn hair falls backward ‘in luxuriant curls,
and his appearance is striking and commanding.

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LETTER ON OIL.

A Second Sketch of Petrolia and
Its Oil Trade.

The Tanking Described--The Water Sup-

ply—The Balldings—-A Namesake of

**Ye Editor.,”

From Our Own Correspondent.

The most of the work of excavating
and kerbing underground tanks has been
done under the supervision of a man who
from his youth has been engaged in that
special line, and at the early age of six-
teen years he began contracting cn his
own behalf, with sometimes a garg of
thirty men under him. During the past
few years he has utilized about two mil-
lion feet of lumber in kerbing fully
thirty tons of nails in the same ‘work.
When “‘tanking” is done by steam, as is
generally the case, some sixteen men are
required to kee» things moving, ten or
tweve men filling the buckets and the
others emptying, and t < look dowa into
one of these tanks tu. 'y feet across
and of an unpleasant depth, is envugh to
make ordinary mortals careful of their
footing, and fill them a desire to with-
draw as enrly as convenient without be
traying that nervousness which men dis-
like s0o much 1o give way to, or exhibit.
The cost of excavating these tanks is
from twenty-two to twenty-five cent per
barrel, so a nine thousand barrel tank
would take about two thousand dollars
to complete it ready for the receptien
of the crude. The process of

‘“‘REFINING AND TREATING"

is rather too intricate to describe from
beginning to end, but the mode of con-
verting the crude into refined is on much
the same principle as that by which dis-
tilled water is made. Large *‘‘stills” boil-
er shaped, are filled with oil in its crude
state, and beneath each still is & hot fire
of tar or gas, that in time causes a ‘‘light
vapor” to arise, which 18 run off into
tanks, constituting the chemical known
as ‘‘benzine,” which is, however, subject
to further processes of purification be-
fore it is brought into general use.  Af-
ter the light vapor passes off from the
crude, & heavier vapor ia formed, which
is carried off from the stills through iron
pipes to the ‘‘condenseis.” These are
long wooden tanks, box shaped, filled
with cold water, threugh which the iron
plpes run, containing the vapor, and the
latter is by this process again restored to
liquid form taking the name of ‘‘refined
0il.” Before it can be placed upon the
market for sale, it has to be subjected to
other courses of treatment in order to
make it safe to handle, and non-explos-
ive, up to a certain temperature. It

takes about three barrels crude to make [P

one barrel refined oil. Refined is at
present inactive, car lote 14} cents per
gallon, according to report for the week
ending May 13.

FIGHTING FIRP.

It is no doubt thought by many, and not
without apparent good reason, that the
oil region would be a veritable hot bed
for the production of ‘‘fires,” but strange
to say it is very seldom we are visited
by anything in the shape of an exten-
sive blaze. Our refineries do quite often
get ablaze, and send forth dense volumes
of slate colored smnoke, which in the
daytime presents a magnificent appear-
ance against the light colored heavens.
We have two steam fire engines in town
and one hand engine, two fire halls and
two compantes, and judging by the
manner in which they reach the scene
of a fire and subdue it, one naturally
concludes that no small amount of effi-
ciency has been arrived at by the mem-
bers of our protectors’ corps. Besides
this our refineries have appliances of
their own ; which on the first alarm are
immediately brought into use, and in
more thangone instance have done good
service in extinguishing what might
otherwise have proved a very distruc-
tive conflagration. On the American
side, that is, in the Pennsylvania oil re-
gion, much more danger from fire is in-
curred, owing to their tanks for storing
crude oil being constructed above instead
of under ground, and thunder storms
accoimpanied by lightning are cften the
cause of much serious loss and damage,
in setting ablaze the cuntents of their
tanks which are only too easily ignited.

For our apiritual advantage and well-
being we have churches of all the leading
denominations, three beinz situated on
“‘the flats,” lying between the east and
west end and which are watered by Bear
Creek. This stream at times seems to
possess considerable of;the ‘‘bull”element
the way it raises things in general during
the raifly season, completely encircling
all the churches, oocasionally to the
depth of two or three feet, with thuse
situated oun the lower portion of the hol-
low. Aptly or iraptly these flats have
been called “‘The Valley of Dry Bones,”
on account of tne number of dead
Christians who congregate there Sunday
after Sunday to worship. The reflection
is not very encouraging, but with new
blood in our pulpits, (of which four were
but recently vacant) we may expect a
waking up amongz those dry bones, and a
livelier interest wmanifested in things
spiritual.
