The following letter,published in Wed­
nesday’s Globe,gives the other side of the 
shield on the so-called “ office hog ” 
question, and shows up the Toronto 
World in its true light. The Star won’t 
copy it this week ;
To the Editor of the Globe.

Sir,—I perceive in a newspaper issued 
in your city, under a pretence of advo­
cating a more equitable distribution of 
the fees accruing to certain offices, a 
series of disgraceful personal attacks up­
on our Local Government, in the persons 
of the Hon. Meiers Mowat and Rose. I 
shall not at present enter upon the prim­
ary matter farther than to atate that if 
the convenience of the people were con­
sidered many of these inequalities would 
disappear. In Huron, for example, if 
the registry fees were divided, with of­
fices placed at Exeter and Bruneli, the 
income would be ample for their incum­
bents, the coet to the people would be 
no greater, while the convenience and 
advantage to the community would be 
largely increased.

But to recur to our subject. The men 
of Huron take pride in the Hon. A. M. 
Rose. He served us long si treasurer 
without a flaw in the record. Hie finan­
cial ability wae utilized on many occa­
sions. Let me instance one. When the 
surplus wee distributed, in connection 
with the settlement of the municipal loan 
fund, he took exception to the amount 
awarded to Huron, and, proceeding to 
Toronto, proved to the satisfaction of 
the Government that, according to their 
own basis of division, we were entitled 
to more, and thia county received $60,- 
000 additional, for which it had to thank 
the business ability of it* treasurer. The 
services of Mr Rose haye well recom­
pensed the county for any salary he ever 
received, and if he haa made an honest 
competence it is the more credit to him­
self.

And, sir, has not Mr Ross’ career in 
the Legislature been a creditable onet 
As platform speaker, as debater, aa Pro­
vincial Treasurer, has he not filled his 
position to the entire satisfaction of the 
Liberal party ? Take another instance. 
Alter hia accession to office, investiga­
tion convinced him that in the settle­
ment made at Confederation between 
the Dominion and the Provinces our 
claims had been overlooked. He brought 
the matter up in the House In 1884, 
showing that $2,800,000 more should 
have been credited to Ontario. What 
was the sneering retort of Mr Meredith ?

Don’t you wish you may get it l" But 
it was endorsed by the Government, and 
pressed upon the Dominion with such 
force that they yielded the claim, the 
amount woe placed to our credit and this 
Province draws $140,000 of interest an­
nually, largely as a result of Mr Roes’ 
business capacity and financial ability.

And, after each services as these, be­
cause the Government have recognized 
his business ability, integrity and atten­
tion to matters of detail by appointing 
him to a position where these qualities 
would be utilised fo the general good, 
they are set upon by this miserable 
scribbler in.the World, who hse the au­
dacity to claim that certain eectioni of 
the Reform party are in accord with hia 
yiewi on the matter. I think, sir, there 
is not a man worthy of the name of 
Liberal who will not justify the action 
of his leaders in thie regard.

• And this same sheet holds Mr Mowat 
up to ridicule and obloquy because his 
son was appointed sheriff of Toronto, 
which action was taken at the request of 
the party leaders, of a large number of 
the leading citizens of the city irrespect­
ive of party, and of a resolution passed 
by the County Council requesting each 
action to be taken. That resolution 
was moved by Mr Clendenan, a life-long 
Conservative, and hie words did him 
infinite credit. He said, although 
opposed to Mr Mowat politically, he 
recognised the fact that he had given 
hie time and talents to the services of the 
country at a nominal remuneration, and 
that some provision of this kind should 
be made when opportunity offered. 
And what have Mr Mowat’v services 
been worth to this Province.'

“He is such a charitable man ; he 

gives so much tojeharity,” cries the ad­
miring world of the rich man whose 
name figures conspicuously in works of 
charity, or heads the list of subscribers 
to some philanthropie scheme. I wish 
the world, so ready to laud the ostenta­
tious giver, would pause and reflect upon 
the meaning of true charity. It* mode 
of action comes from the lips of God 
Himself : “Let not thy left hand know 
what tby right band doeth and again, 
it is a charity described as humble and 
not puffed up. Is the ostentatious 
charity ot the rich man the charity of 
which God spoke, and which He so dear­
ly loves ? Will this so-called charity, 
which wins so much applause from the 
world, find the same approval from 
above ? It is certainly not a charity 
which “hides its light under a bushel,” 
and the left hand is certainly well aware 
of what its fellow is doing, especially 
when it signs those big check», the 
amount of ahioh will figure in tomor­
row’s papers. And when the charitable 
rich man sees those four or five figures 
which the world will so admire, what 
are his thoughts ? Is his heart filled 
with gladness that he was able to aid in 
some undertaking which will mitigate 
the sufferings of humanity,or puffed with 
pride at the encomiums his charitu will 
win from the world ? Let his cwo heart 
answer the question. There rosy be 
different kinds of charity, more or less 
worthy ; but there is but one form of 
perfect charity, and that is given with 
sacrifice anu self-denial. Sometimes, at 
the bottom of that list which is headed 
by the millionaire’s name, is a very small 
sum given by a poor widow. No one noti­
ces the little pittance, perhaps the name of 
her who gate it is forgotten, but it is 
written on high where the millionaire’s 
name has no place ; for that little was 
given for “sweet charity’s” sake, aot to 
win approval from the world, and meant 
for the giver some sacrifice, a voluntary 
self-denial in a life which knew bat little 
save hardship and suffering. Do not 
look for true charity among the rich, the 
prosperous, and the happy, but seek it 
amid the poor and suffering. You will 
be obliged to seek it, for it is not blazon­
ed to the world like the rich man’s char­
ity, When one of earth’s favored ones 
is overtaken by misfortune, hie world 
sits in its dainty drawing-rooms and dis­
cusses it until the novelty wears off, when 
he and it are forgotten. If he be wise, 
he will seek neither help nor sympathy 
from them. The world of wealth and 
fashion recognizes no such thing as suf­
fering upon its surface, no matter how 
many hearts ache and break beneath. 
You must bring to it a smiling face, and 
when misfortune comes ask from it 
neither help nor sympathy, but sink 
quietly out of sight, and rest assured you 
will be unmourned end unlamented. But 
among the poor there are both sympathy 
and help for misfortune—true sympathy 
from hearts which have their own heavy 
burdens ; help cheerfully, ungrudgingly 
given, though the givers have but little 
and can ill afford to give. You will find 
true charity ameng the poor in the hand 
they hold out to the weak and sinful.

That rich woman goes to the club, where 
she is chief in some great philanthropic 
scheme to relieve the suffering and sin­
ful. She is known as the charitable Mrs 
So and So who does so much good ; who 
Is president of this club aud that club 
for the relief of suffering humanity ; who 
subscribed so generously to the Home 
for the Fallen; who was so Indefatiga­
ble in getting up a bazaar to buy a sum­
mer resort for the sick children of the 
poor, or the charity ball for a new hos­
pital ; but in the eyes of heaven she is 
only the woman who turned away In 
scorn from the poor, lost creature who 
asked her charily, and, finding it not, 
sank back-into the dark abysa of sin, 
the doors at which hunger, suffering and 
scorn had opened to her. The poor 
have no tine societies and no money, but 
they have kind, tender hearts and a 
hand ever ready to raise the weak and 
sinful. And, my lady of wealth, In your 
dainty silks and laces, who shrink back 
lest your skirt touch that poor unfortu­
nate, look closely into your own life and 
see if it be as stainless as that woman’s 
of poverty who raises up her sinful sis­
ter from the gutter and shrinks not when 
the poor head is bowed in shame and 
penitence upon her breast. And when 
one day you and she stand before the 
judgment seat of God, which will weigh 
heavier- your money,ostentatiously given 
or her words of kindness, of gentle pity, 
before the God who said to the fallen 
woman, “Go and tin no more?” I once 
read of a very rich man who had the 
reputation of being very miserly and un­
charitable, because he refused to give to 
public charities. But, when he died, 
’twas found he had spent the greater 
part of hia income in privately doing 
charity in relieving the suffering 
and wants of the poor. And I am sure 
a “God bless you, sir,” from the lips of 
poverty was sweeter to him than all the 
applause the world could give, and the 
God of charity could not turn a deaf ear 
to such a blessing. — Emma Howard 
Wight in Catholic Mirror.

SHERBROOKE (QUE ) THE SCENE OF 
A TRAGEDY.

The Body of James Moir, e Montreal 
Merchant, Found Floating in the St. 
Francis—Was It Accident, Suicide of 
Harder?

Montreal, Aug. 27.—The body of Jamei 
Moir, a Montreal merchant, was found last 
night floating in the St. Francis Rhrer at 
Sherbrooke. Mr. Moir was at one time 
prominent in business circles as a member of 
the firm of Forrester & Moir, but some 
years ago he lost heavily in gold mining 
speculation and retired, going to Chi­
cago, where he became an insurance 
broker. A year ago his wife died 
and he returned to Montreal aud 
resided with his brother, Arch. Moir, 
when it was noticed that symptoms 
of incipient insanity were developed. On 
Aug. 12 Arch. Moir with hie family and the 
deceased went <b Portland Harbor, Long 
Island, to spend the vacation. On Aug. 20 
the deceased was missed. When night came 
and he did not return Mr. Moir became un­
easy and a search was at once instituted but 
without- results, although telegrams were 
sent about the country and railway depots 
and placards with the description of the 
deceased. It is not likely that it will ever be 
known what was the object of decease* 1 in 
going to Sherbrooke, whether he was acci 
dentally drowned or whether he took his own 
life in a fit of despondency. Mr. Moir was to 
years old.

200 BASKETS OF PEACHES.
Jut’e Entire Crop Will Amount to 

Only that Amount.
.N Conn., Aug. 28.—Forty years

agw the Connecticut peach orchards were the 
finest in the world. The fruit was as fair as 
that of California, and a great deal 
more delicious. So immense was the 
yearly crop that the market was sur­
feited and farmers turned their hogs 
into the orchards. Then came “theyellows,” 
an inexplicable disease that killed every tree 
in the state. After that few peaches grow 
in Connecticut, until a dozen years ago fruit 
growers began to set out new orchards and 
learned to deal with the disease.

They couldn’t cure it and at the end 
of three years it invariably kills an or­
chard ; but they set out new trees each 
year, and in the second and . third year, 
before the yellows attacked the orchard*, 
the growers had two big crops. Then 
they let the trees perish. In this way the 
prestige of Connecticut peaches was revived. 
But this year more ill-fortune has befallen 
the peach men. The trees didn’t bear at all, 
and the crop is a total failure.

A big fruit grower at New London said a 
day or two ago that the crop in Con­
necticut will l»e less than 200 baskets. 
As there is no Southern crop the out 
look is dismal enough for preservers. 
In New York and New Jersey the yield will 
be smaller than in many yean before, and 
the California supply will not hold out be­
yond Sept. 1.

But the export will 
not be so great since the acreage sown this 
year wa^nearly 3,000,000 acres less and the 
estimated yield has been lessened by over 
7,000,000 bushels. If our export of barley to 
the United States for 1890 bears the same 
proportion to the whole crop as did that of 
last year we will only send 3,000,000 bushels 
there and that can be marketed before the 
new duty takes effect.

HURON SIGNAL.
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CANADA'S CVRSE.
The eyes of the farmer. In Huron are 

now well opened to the fact that the 
policy of Restriction has been one ot 
great injury to them. The prices of 
commodities grown by them have not 
increased, and the cost of almost every­
thing which they consume has been 
greatly augmented. The “ tall chim­
neys ” which were to have sprung up on 
all sides have not yet reached to diziy 
heights, and the “ home market” for 
garden truck has failed to materialize. 
The -'exodus” has not become a thing of 
the past, but is working overtime at 
present, with a promise' of increased ac­
tivity in the time to come—in fact, it is 
the only movement amongst the people 
where much "capital is being freely 
invested.

In the light of all of this is it any won­
der that a feeling of anxiety exists in the 
hearts of many who, in 1878, believed 
the principle of High Tariff would be for 
the betterment of the country, and voted 
into power a party which had pledged 
itself to the policy of Restriction. Since 
the inauguration of the N. P. in 1879, 
this class of the community has been 
watching for the promised good times 
which come not, and has been vainly 
hoping that the roseate anticipations of 
the past would be realized. The indi­
vidual members have eagerly scanned the 
records of the business world, and sought 
in the market quotations something upon 
which they could base a claim that could 
be construed into a realization of their 
old-time prophecies; but their eairer anxi­
ety has availed them naught, and at last 
they have grown heartsick and weary of 
hoping against hope, and have come to 
the conclusion that their waiting has 
been in vain—that they have been 

Dropping buckets into empty wells.
And growing old drawing nothing up.

But if d«appointment has been the 
portion of the farmer—and it undoubted­
ly has— what can be said of the lack of 
success,under the benign influence of the 
N. P., which has come upon the manu­
facturer Î We In thie part of Ontario 
know that its influence bas been baneful. 
In Goderich today there la not a solitary 
business which has not been materially 
injured by the policy of Restriction, and 
we can name several which were choked 
to death by it. So patent is this fact to 
every resident of our town of ordinary 
intelligence—Grit or Tory—that if a vote 
were taken tomorrow to perpetuate the 
present condition of affairs or to place 
Annexation to the United States In iti 
stead, the alternative would receive a 
large majority—if not almost an entirety 
el the vote cast. There was a time when 
to speak of Annexation in this section 
would be looked upon as a crime deeetv"

ng of the extreme penalty ef the law ; 
today, thanks to the policy cf Restric­
tion,It is e common topic, and the diacua- 
aion generally ia favorable to the Annex­
ation feeling. At the present writing we 
cinnot name a man of influence or prop­
erty in the town who ia opposed to clos­
er relations to the United States com­
mercially, if not politically. If there 
are eneb, their voices have not been 
heard,

And as in Goderich so it is all over the 
Province. Canadians who love their 
country and its institutions have been 
forced by the trade policy to loose their 
moorings and seek a warm welcome in a 
strange but more prosperous land. And 
not only have individuals left ns, but 
some of the manufacturers who shrieked 
wildly for Protection have been com­
pelled to take a portion of their capital 
out of their Canadian business and invest 
it in manufactories in the United State*. 
Reform concerns have also been con­
strained to act in the same way, and the 
result has been the lose of a large 
amount of capital and business energy to 
Canada. The Gurneys have established 
an American business at Boaton, so aa to 
get at the 66,000,000 market on the 
other side ; Tackett & Co., of Hsmilton, 
have set up a factory at Danville, Va. ; 
Waterous, of Brantford, has put capital 
and business energy into a branch busi­
ness in Minneapolis ; and Watts, of 
Brantford, ia represented by an estab­
lishment in Buffalo. And to they go. 
Canada is given the go-by, and simply 
and solely because under the policy of 
Restriction it does not pay to invest cap. 
itsl in business here.

These facts stand out boldly before 
the eyes of the electors, and no amount 
of flag-waving or loyalty shouting can 
hide them. We are now on the eve of 
another Dominion election, and the 
question of the hour should be, whether 
the injurious trade policy which has ob­
tained for the past eleven years will be 
further continued, or whether a more 
patriotic course—one more in accordance 
with the traditions and history ef the 
Mother Land—shall be adopted. The 
subject is one which it were well for all 
to examine closely, and if an earnest and 
honest consideration be given to it we 
feel assured that the verdict at the polls 
will be decisively and unequivocally :

“Tear the Commercial Barriers 
Down."

Mr Rudyard Kipling, the novelist who 
has so recently sprung into fame, hts a 
trenchant pen, and can use it upon oc­
casion with good effect, as witness the 
following criticism of United States 
papers : “American journalists are re­
sponsible for publications which are ■ a 
lively and perfect image of a purposeless 
hell. With infinite pains and the ex 
penditure of a vast amount of money, 
they produce day by day newspapers that 
ought to move a man to despair. It is 
not amusing to read again and again at 
breakfast in the papers from Chicago, 
Cincinnati, New York and the rest, 
coarse and ill-conaidered attacks on Eng­
land, her Queen, her court, her customs 
and everything that ia hers.” Those 
who have occasion to read American 
papers will appreciate how much of truth 
there is in the author's somewhat vigor 
ous statement.

We take the above from the Toronto 
Empire, and if there ever was a strong 
exemplification of Satan preaching right­
eousness it is contained in the extract, 
There is not a more bitter and vindictive 
sheet seainst England in the United 
States today, than is the Empire against 
the American Republic, and the strong 
denunciation of Mr Kipling against the 
American tail-twisters is equally appli­
cable to the flag-wavers and loyalty 
howlers of which the Empire is a past 
grand master, the World is a senior 
member, and our own Star is a junior. 
If the tail twisters of the States and the 
loyalty-howlers of Canada were massed 
on the frontier and allowed to fight out 
their differences, a l’outrance, the peace­
ful and well-disposed people on both 
sides of the line would have content 
ever after. Or could the mat 
ter not be satisfactorily settled by a duel 
between Frye, of Maine, and Denison, 
of Toronto, in which both of these 
fishwives would be locked up in a dark 
room until one or both had bèen talked 
o death? In their case the jaw-bone of 

the ass would be mightier than the sword.

States, I would not know from my ex­
perience of the people here and their 
manners and customs that I was not in 
my own country,” laid JudgeTuckir, of 
Dallas, Texas, to the writer during the 
past week. “ There ia a greeter differ- 

” continued he, “ between Texas 
end the neighboring Staten then there is 
between Texet end Ontario, and our 
modes and methods chord more with 
yours than with, perhaps, any State in 
the Union, We have a large number of 
Canadiens in our State, and they in varia, 
bly make good citizens. They come to 
us with a good school education, with 
the energy which it developed in the 
bracing air of Canada, and with generally 
a sound moral training ; and the result 
Is, of courte, good citizenship, and pros­
perous careers.” Continuing he (aid, 
11 We are glad to have Canadians come 
amongst ne, for the reason that being 
brought upon this tide of the Atlantic 
they are more in accord with our notions 
than immigrant» from Europe. Every 
State in the Union has its quota 
of Canadians, and what I say of those 
whom I hive known in Texts stands 
gold for the Canadians in other States.”

The above is the opinion of a well- 
known Texte Judge, who has been 
summering in Goderich, and whose fav 
orable opinion of the Canadians whom 
he met in his own State has not been 
changed by hia residence in Canada this 
summer. He represents the intelligent 
opinion |of hie State with regard to the 
anficable relations that should exist be­
tween Ameriosns and Canadians, and 
has no sympathy with the discordant 
element on either aide of the imaginary 
line. He believes, as The Signal be­
lieves, that closer commercial relations 
between the two countries would be for 
the material benefit of both, by the de­
velopment of latent local enterprise, and 
cites the progress of the city in which he 
lives as a precedent. When he took up 
hia residence in Dallas some seventeen 
years ago that place was almost on the 
frontier of civilization, and during an 
Indian scare was used as a refugee cen 
tre for people who fled to escape the 
savage onslaught. In 1880 it had 10,- 
000 inhabitants, and* the State on the 
West of it began to increase and multi­
ply in population. The opening up of 
the State caused the city to progress, and 
after ten years 1890 finds in Dallas a 
population of 60,000 souls as againtt 
10,000 in 1880.

The same result would undoubtedly 
follow in Goderich were the great trade 
of the South and West opened to us. In 
ten years there is not a town in Huron 
that has increased 500 in population, and 
there are a number which have decreas 
ad. If all have not decreased in num 
hers they have in live men and business 
enterprise. Live [men* do not jstay in 
commercial cemeteries where the most 
noticeable features are monuments of the 
past, sacred to the memory of former 
achievement!. The stagnation of the 
list ten years has been the natnral iarne 
of the trade policy which was inaugurat­
ed in 1879,and has been as destructive in 
its influence as a continued blight of 
crop, or a chronic pestilence. The open 
ing up of a larger market would again 
give ns the use of the great Lake water­
way with our neighbors, which has been 
closed to us during all these years. It 
would also stimulate our railway enter­
prise and encourage local trade. The 
outcome to Goderich would undoubtedly 
be au increase in wealth, population and 
prominence a« a business centre.

This ia what The Signal wants to 
see, and if it is disloyal to advocate it, 
then we are disloyal.

While they pro­
duce largely the same articles and are com­
petitors for the market, their trade with 
each other is larger than with any other 
nations. Canada consumes more of our food 
than we consume of theirs. It produces1 
metals that we do not, and has immense 
stores of nearly all the metals within con­
venient distance to our coal, our furnaces' 
and rolling mills. It seems unnatural to have 
any commercial barrier petween us.

“The aretynents for free trade between 
Canada and the United States are almost arf 
strong as they are between the saveral states ■ 
of the Union.

“The coal of Nova Scotia finds its besti 
market in New England, while the coal of 
Ohio and Pennsylvania finds its largest ex­
port market in Canada, and the coal of 
British Columbia is the chief reliance for all 
the Pacific states. In this condition of affairs 
it is absurd for either country to levy a duty 
on coal carried from one to the other. i

“So the article of fish is the 
cause of constant disturbance of friend­
ly relations between the two countries, j 
as the fish migrate constantly back; | 
and forth in the waters of both. The ex-' 
elusion of our fishing vessels from the ordi­
nary rights of hospitality in Canadian ports 
is the reason why we levy high rates ou 
Canadian fish. So a simply fair arrange­
ment to admit fish free, or at% very low rate 
of duty, upon reciprocal relations as to the 
admis*ion of fishing vessels into the ports of 
the two countries would cure this sore. ' 

“I could name articles by the score 
where both countries would be benefited 
by a free exchange of products and 
commodities, but it is difficult to 
make any adjustment without having pre­
vious conference. Reciprocity treaties are of 
doubtful expediency at best, but reciprocal 
legislation with the power in each to recall 
seems the best way to increase that exchange 
of commodities between the two countries.1 
The amendment I introduced looks to such a 
conference and I believe will be productive 
of advantage, not only in cultivating friendly 
feeling but in increasing trade and com­
merce.”

The following is the text of Senator Sher­
man’s resolution : ; !

"Whenever it shall be certified to the 
President of the United States that 
the Government of the Dominion of 
Canada shall by law or regulation ad­
mit free of duty into all ite ports coal mined 
in the United States he shall make proclama­
tion of that fact and thereafter while such 
law or regulation is in force coal mined in 
the Dominion of Canada shall be admitted 
free of duty into all the ports of the United 
States. '

And whenever it shall be duly certified to 
the president of the United States that the 
Government of the Dominion of Canada has 
declared a desire to enter into suçh commer­
cial arrangements with the United Stales as 
will result in the complete or partial removal 
of duties upon trade between Canada and the 
United States he shall appoint three commis­
sioners to meet those who may be designated 
to represent the government of Canada to 
consider the best method of extending the 
trade relations between Canada and the 
United States and to ascertain on what 
terms greater freedom of intercourse be­
tween the two countries can best be secured, 
and said commissioners shall report to the 
President, who shall lay the report before 
Congress. And the necessary expenses of 
the commissioners appointed by the Presi­
dent, including their compensation at the 
rate of $10 a day each for the time necessar­
ily employed in said duty, shall be paid out 
of the appropriation for the collection of the 
customs revenue.

I have now been here font months and 
have seen some of the country, and come 
to some conclusions as to how it looks to 
an Ontario man. Bioax City, where I 
live, is one of the most bustling and 
wide-awake little cities to be found any­
where, It it fully equipped with numer­
ous street-car lines, rapid transit rail­
ways, &c. Built on a series of bluffs, 
there is a great deal of energy displayed 
fn grading the heights and hollows to 
•treet grades. There are numerous beef 
and pork packing and canning establish­
ments, and the visitor will remark that 
the odors from these places are none of 
the eweeteet ; in fact, they smell worse 
than an oil refinery. The wholesale 
houses are large and important, and do a 
very large business West, South and 
North from here. Eight lines of railway 
centre here, and there is now being built 
a splendid Union Station—also large ter­
minal storage buildings. On getting in­
to

THE STATE OF IOWA,
which we entered at Dubuque, you ail. 
be struck by the numerous and extensive 
corn cribs built at the different stations, 
mostly full of corn in the ear ; also you 
will observe the very large droves of cat­
tle and hogs, showing that you have en­
tered the coin growing country thaï 
beats the world. Odly enough, the 
price of farming lands is low ; I a nr in­
formed that you can buy excellent land 
within twenty miles of Sioux City for 
$15 to$ 20 an acre,which would strike me 
as being very cheap considering its great 
fertility, of which there can be no doubt. 
The price of city lots here, however, 
more than makes up for the lowness of 
farming lands. Residence and business 
property is being sold and bought in this 
city at the most extravagant pricea. 
Many and large buildings are in process of 
erection, and tile city presents a scene of 
the greatest activity in that line.

THE CORN PALACE FOR 1890 
is being built at present, and takes the 
time and attention of an army of work­
ers. It will present a tine appearance 
and is a first class attraction to draw 
crowd. The Missouri River separates 
Iowa from Nebraska. It is navigable 
here and for one thousand miles above, 
more or leas, but it presents a very poor 
appearance. The water is very muddy 
The river is wide at high water, but at 
other times, and that is most of the time, 
there is far more dry sand bar than wa­
ter to be seen. During high water it cuts 
into one bank and deposits at tho other 
so as to change its course. At some 
points it is said to have shifted four 
miles in a season, at any rate it cuts new 
channels in the above mentioned sand 
bars so that it is difficult to tell where 
there is water deep enough for a boat to 
float. Trees are continually undermined 
andjwashed in, and float down stream 
until they get aground on a shallow spot, 
and these form snags which are danger­
ous.

THERE IS ONE BOAT
running between Sioux Cityand Bismarck 
this sesson. and that is the first boat on 
the river fot some years. It is one of 
the most antiquated kind of stern 
wheelers and a Goderich man would 
laugh to see it. Iowa is a Prohibition 
State. Owing to a decision of tho courts, 
liquors were held to be legally salable in 
original packages, and were so sold for 
about two months this summer. X re­
cent amendment to the law, by Congress, 
has spoiled the plea, and the original 
package people have all closed their 
places of business, to the manifest im­
provement of the peace and quietness of 
the city. Evidently the Io"aris are 
sharp enough to see that money and time 
wasted on liquors do not conduce to the 
prosperity of the population of thr State.

The recent daily rains in Oklahoma have 
freshened the pastures and softened tbti 
ground so that farmers are all at work sowing 
turnips and potatoes for their winter’s use or 
preparing the ground for planting wheat anl 
rye. The agricultural outlook is so much 
bolter that some of the men who have t>een 
trying to sell their claims have taken them 
off tho market,

Threo-quartors of the town of Kineslilma, 
Russia, has been destroyed by fire. The 
damage is estimated at 300,000,000 roubles.

WAS IT A FAKE?
Doubt Thrown Upon the Story of Attempt­

ed Wrecking on the Central.

John 
Busch, a reputable citizen of 322 Central- 
ivenue, this city, made a statement t-j-night 
which tends to show no obstruction was 
placed on the track.

Nobody 
said an thing about an obstruction on the 
track.

Camphor in various forms is frequent 
ly recommended fi r cold ill the head, 
although Dr Georye Johnson aud otheia 
long since indicated the delivers attend­
ing the use < f concentrated alcoholic 
solutions. The following method of ap­
plication is suggested in a Swiss pharma­
ceutical journal, and certainly has the 
merit of simplicity : A jug is half tilled 
with boiling water into which a teaspoon- 
ful of well-powdered camphor is thrown. 
A funnel-shaped paper cap is then 
placed on the top ot the jug, and a hole 
toru in it just fitting the no»ç, The 
camphorated sleam is inhaled through 
the none for ten or fifteen minutes, the 
inhalation being repented, if required, 
every four or five hours. It the patient 
rveolutey persists with the Inhalation 
in spite of its unpleasantness, it 
is said that three repetitions will al­
ways ifl'eet a cute, however severe the 
coryza may te.

In severe cases of bowel and stomach 
trouble it is often difficult to find food 
that can be retained in the stomach long 
enough to nourish the patient, or that 
does tint act as an irritant. Now, there 
is snmethii!g"calli:d mutton custard which 
is both healing and nourishing. It has 
been used in critical cases with the most 
gratifying resultsr. The materials of 
which is made are one quart oi 
milk, two ounces of mutton suet, a stick 
of cinnamon about five inches long, and 
one tablespoouful of flour. The suet 
must be freni the kidney •; sweet and fre. 
from all tough membrane. Shred it 
very fine and put it in the double boilei. 
with the cinnamon and mille, reserving, 
however, a gill of the cold milk. Cook 
fur one hour, aud then strain. Return 
to the double boiler and place on the 
fire. Now mix the cold milk with the 
flour, and stir into the hot mixture. 
Cook for ten minutes. Give the patient 
as much of this as he will willingly take, 
say half a pint every four or five hours. 
Keep the patient warm and quiet. 
Une other point in the care ofthe 
sick. When one is suffering from neural­
gia in the head, put him in a warm bed. 
Make a brick very hot and cover it with 
several thicknesses ot flannel. Fold a 
coarse, thick cloth and place it ou the 
pillow. Lay the brick on and thia wet 
thoroughly with rum. Rest the most pain­
ful part of the head or face on the brick 
and throw a blanket over the patient, 
covering the head. Keep covered in 
this way until the pain ceases. When 
the blsnket is rehtoved, wipe the mois­
ture from the head, face and neck, and 
then bathe in alconol or rum, to prevent 
the taking of a cold. Another remedy is 
to make salt very hot by straining it 
over the fire in a ftyirg-pan ; then pour it 
into a bag, which should be securely 
tied. Have the patient lie down and 
cover him well. Feace the bag of hot 
salt on thatfpart of the head or face 
where the pain is located. The salt will 
retain the heat a long time. This method 
is much easier than the first, but it will 
not relieve one so quickly nor so thor­
oughly.

Peterboro, Sept. 1.—A gentleman return­
ing from a mineral prospecting tour gives 
the particulars of a remarkable case of 
tenacity of life. William Preston, a stalwart 
farmer, aged 68 years, of Guilford, Halibur- 
ton County, on J une 29, went into the dense 
wood around his residence to look for his 
cows. Not returning, a diligent but unavail 
ing search was made, and he was given up 
for lost.

The Central Strike Investigation.
New York, Sept. 3.—The State Board of

ago, in the course of which Lee alluded to the 
watering of the company’s stock, intimating 
that someone was making a good deal at 
money and that he and the other men ought 
to have some of it

In renly to a question by Mr. Pryor wit­
ness said he did not discharge Lee. Before 
the talk about stock watering Lee made cer­
tain demands on behalf of some of the men 
and they were refused.

Superintendent Voorboes testified that he 
had nothing to do with the discharge of any 
of the 78 men. He was out of town for three 
weeks before the strike.

Master Mechanic Buchanan testified that 
in discharging Lee he did so by order o? 
Vice-President Webb and had no knowledge 
of the causes for his discharge. Of the 78 
men he knew the cause of discharge in tw4 
only—Malloy and Conway. Malloy was dis­
charged for obtaining a pass under false 
pretences. Conway was discharged for 
neglect of duty; he absented himself without 
leave and was several times late in the morn­
ing and at noon.

Trainmaster J. W. Steven, testified that 
he had never told any employes of the com­
pany that he must either leave the Knights 
of Labor or leave the road.

The board decided to adjourn until Friday 
at 10 a.m., when it will meet in Albany. A 
large number of witnesses will be examined 
them They are mainly dismissed employes 
of the Central Railway.
