Before the war there were 
only two recognized ser­
vices, the Navy and the 

l Army; it has brought in- 
* to being a third, for 

which, having no other, we will coin 
a name, the Aviatory. The immense 
importance of this last has not yet 
been fully appreciated by laymen, its 
true purpose and usefulness being 
subordinated somewhat in their minds 
to its spectacular nature. Yqt in the 
battles raging on the West front the 
aeroplanes of either side play a part 
little less essential than that of the 
guns for whom they find targets and 
whose shells they direct.

The contest for supremacy in the 
air between the Germans and the Al­
lies has been a ding-dong one, involv­
ing a rapid and extraordinary de­
velopment. which is yet proceeding, 
in speed and fighting qualities of fly­
ing craft. As between the British and 
Germans, the former have always had 
the advantage in personnel, but this 
avails little against mechanical su­
periority. This Superiority the Ger­
mans seem for long to have claimed in 
the possession of the Fokker and Al­
batross types of aeroplanes, but they 
have now been distinctly outclassed 
by theiE British competitors. Yes­
terday's news of their striking vic­
tory in the air over the German squad­
ron is only one of numerous recent 
proofs that we have once more the 
ascendancy in this important element; 
its signiTTcatice is bound to be under­
estimated. It is also a vindication of 
the work of the Army Flying Corps 
which has lately been so bitterly as­
sailed by the Northcliffe organs in the 
Press and by Joynson-Hicks and Pem- 
berton-Billing in Parliament. The 
confutation of their charges was com­
plete and humiliating; to quote Joyn­
son-Hicks’ own words: "I really think 
1 shall confine myself to playing mar­
bles after this inquiry."

Newfoundland should have an 
especial interest, in military aviation, 
having responded so well last year to 
the call for aeroplanes. That agita­
tion undoubtedly gave a great stimu­
lus to efforts in England in this direc­
tion, though many of the theories then 
advanced, such as H. G. Wells' idea of 
destroying Essen by a fleet of aero­
planes, have since been dismissed as 
fanciful. But if, and when, the Al­
lied advance in France becomes a fact, 
a vitally important factor will be 
their control of the air which, for the 
present at least, seems to be assured.

It is probable, by the way, that be­
fore long we shall take a more direct 
and practical interest in aeronautics. 
The advent of peace is certain to see 
the dream of trans-Atlantic flight 
rapidly transformed to sober reality. 
In such case our geographical position 
will almost necessitate our being made 
a stopping-off place, or half-way sta­
tion, between Europe and America. 
The idea is yet only 'in nubibus’ (ap­
propriately enough!), but when it 
does materialise the consequences to 
us may be important and far-reaching.

The Governor, Newfoundland:
LONDON, June 20.

The following account of the pro­
ceedings of the Economic Conference 
will be published here to-morrow:—

Representatives of the Allied Gov­
ernments have met at Paris, under 
the Presidency of M. Clementel, Min­
ister of Commerce, on June 14th, 15th, 
16th and 17th, 1916, for the purpose 
of fulfilling the mandate given to 
them by the Paris Conference of 
March 28th, 1916, giving practical ex­
pression to their solidarity of views 
and interests, and proposing to their 
respective governments appropriate 
measures for realising this solidarity^

They declare that, after forcing on 
them a military contest, in spite of 
all their efforts to avoid the conflict, 
the Empires of Central Europe are 
to-day preparing in concert with their 
allies for a contest on an economic 
.plane, which will not only survive the 
rc-establishment of peace, but will at 
that moment attain its full scope and 
intensity.

They cannot, therefore, conceal from 
themselves that agreements are being 
prepared for this purpose between 
their enemies, which have the obvious 
object of establishing a domination of 
thè latter over the productions and 
markets of the whole world, and of 
imposing on other countries an intol­
erable yoke.

In face of so grave a peril the re­
presentatives of the Allied Govern­
ments consider that it has become 
their duty, on the grounds of neces­
sary and of legitimate defence, to 
adopt and realize from now onward 
all measures requisite, on the one 
hand, to secure for themselves and 
for the whole of the markets of neu­
tral countries, full economic indepen­
dence, and respect for sound commer­
cial practice, and on the other hand 
to facilitate the organization on a 
permanent basis of their economic 
alliance.

For this purpose the representa­
tives of the Allied Governments have 
decided to submit for the approval 
of those Governments the. following 
resolutions :—

MEASURES FOR THE WAR 
PERIOD.

(1) Laws and regulations prohibit­
ing trading with the enemy, shall be 
brought into accord for this purpose.

Î2) The Allies will prohibit their 
own subjects and citizens and all 
persons residing in their territories 
from carrying on any trade with , the 
inhabitants of enemy countries, what­
ever their nationality, by enemy sub­
jects wherever resident, or by persbns, 
firms and companies whose business 
is controlled wholly or partially by 
enemy subjects or is subject to enemy 
influence, and wiiose names are in­
cluded in a special list.

They will prohibit importation into 
their territories of all goods originat­
ing from enemy countries.

(3) They will devise means of estab­
lishing a system enabling contracts 
entered into with enemy subjects, and 
injurious to national interests, to be 
cancelled unconditionally.

(4) Business undertakings owned or 
operated by enemy subjects in the 
territories of the Allies will all he 
sequestrated or placed under control; 
measures will be taken for the pur­
pose of winding up some of these un­
dertakings and of realising their as­
sets and proceeds, such realisation 
remaining sequestrated or under con­
trol.

In addition to the export-prohibi­
tions necessitated by the internal sit­
uation of each of the Allied countries, 
the Allies will complete measures al­
ready taken for the restriction of ene­
my supplies, both in the Mother 
countries and in the Dominions, Col­
onies and Protectorates:

(1) By unifying lists of contraband 
and export-prohibitions, and particu­
larly by prohibiting export of dll com­
modities declared absolute or condi­
tional contraband.

(2) By making the grant of licenses 
for export to neutral countries, from 
which export to enemy territories 
could take place, conditional upon the 
existence in such countries, of control 
organizations approved by the Allies, 
or in absence of such organizations, 
upon special guarantees, such as lim­
itation of quantities exported, super­
vision by Allied Consular Officers, etc.

TRANSITORY MEASURES FOR THE
PERIOD OF COMMERCIAL, IN-
DUSTRIAL, AGRICULTURAL AND
MARITIME RECONSTRUCTION OF
THE ALLIED COUNTRIES:
(1) The Allies declare their com­

mon determination to ensure the re­
establishment in countries, suffering 
from acts of destruction, spoliation 
and unjust requisition, and decide to 
join In devising means to secure the 
restoration to those countries, as a 
prior claim,- of their raw materials, 
industrial and agricultural plant, 
stock and mercantile fleet, or to as­
sist them-to re-equip themselves in 
these respects.

(2) WHEREAS war has put an end 
to all treaties of commerce between 
the Allies and enemy Powers, and 
Whereas it is of essential importance 
that during the period of economic re­
construction, which will follow the 
cessation of hostilities, the liberty of 
nbne of the Allies should be hampered 
by any claim put forward by enemy 
Powers to most favored nation treat­
ment, the Allies agree that the bene­
fit ot this treatment shall not be 
granted to those Powers during a 
number of years to be fixed by mu­
tual agreement among themselves. 
During this number of years the Al­
lies undertake to assure each other 
so far as possible, compensatory out­
lets for trade, in case consequences 
detrimental te their commerce, re­
sult from the application of the un­

dertaking referred to In the pi seeding 
paragraph.

(3) The Ajlies declare themselves 
agreed to conserve for the Allied coun­
tries, before all others, their natural 
resources during the whole period of 
commercial, industrial, . agricultural 
and maritime reconstruction; and for 
this purpose they undertake to estab­
lish special arrangements to facilitate 
interchange of these resources.

(4) In order to defend their com­
merce, industry, agriculture and navi­
gation against economic aggression 
resulting from dumping, or any other 
mode of unfair competition, the Allies 
decide to .fix, by agreement, a period 
of time during which the commerce 
of the enemy Powers shall bd submit­
ted to special treatment, and goods 
originating in their countries shall bd 
subjected either to prohibitions or to 
a special regime of an effective char­
acter. The Allies will determine, by 
agreement, through diplomatic chan­
nels, special conditions to be imposed 
during the above-mentioned period on 
ships of enemy Powers. The Allies 
will devise measures to be taken 
jointly or severally for preventing 
enemy subjects from exercising In 
their territories certain industries or 
professions which concern national 
defence or economic independence.
PERMANENT MEASURES OF MU

. TUAL ASSISTANCE AND COLLA-
BORATION AMONG THE ALLIES:
(1.) The Allies decide to take the 

necessary steps without delay to ren­
der themselves independent of enemy 
countries in so far as regards raw 
material and manufactured articles 
essential to the normal development 
of their economic activities. These 
measures should be directed to assur­
ing the independence of the Allies, not 
only so far as it concerns their 
sources of supply, but also as regards 
their financial, commercial and mari­
time organisation. The Allies will 
adopt such measures as may seem to 
them most suitable for carrying out 
this resolution according to the na­
ture of the commodities, and having 
regard to those principles which gov­
ern their economic policy. They may 
for example» have recourse either to 
enterprises, subsidised, directed or 
controlled by governments themselves, 
or to grant financial assistance for the 
encouragement of scientific and tech­
nical research and the development 
of national industries and resources, 
to customs duties or prohibitions of 
temporary or permanent character, or 
to combinations of these different 
methods.

Whatever may be the methods 
adopted, the object aimed at by the 
Allies is to increase the production 
within their territories, as a whole, to 
a sufficient extent to enabl^'them to 
maintain and develop their economic 
position and independence in relation 
to enmey countries.

(2.) In order to permit interchange 
of their products, „the Allies undertake 
to adopt measures for facilitating their 
mutual trade relations, both by the es­
tablishment of direct and rapid land 
and sea transport services at low 
rates, and by the extension- and im­
provement ot postal, telegraphic and 
other communications.

(3) The Allies undertake to con­
vene a meeting of technical delegates, 
and draw up measures for the assimi­
lation, so far as may be possible, of 
their laws governing patents, indica­
tions of origin and trade marks. In 
regarding patents, trade marks and 
literary and artistic copyright which 
have come into existence during the 
war in enemy countries, the Allies 
will adopt, so far as possible, identical 
procedure to be applied as soon as 
hostilities cease. This procedure will 
be elaborated by technical delegates 
of the Allies.'

WHEREAS for the purpose of their 
common defence against the enemy, 
the Allied Powers 'have agreed tc 
adopt a common economic policy on 
the lines laid down in the resolutions 
which have been passed, and Whereas 
it is recognized that the effectiveness 
of this policy depends absolutely upon 
these resolutions being put into op­
eration forthwith, representatives of 
the Allied Governments undertake to 
recommend to their respective Gov­
ernments to take, without delay, all 
measures, whether temporary or per­
manent. requisite for giving full and 
complete effect to this policy forth­
with, and to communicate to each 
other the decisions arrived at to at­
tain this object.

FRENCH’S TRIBUTE TO KITCHEN­

ER.
LONDON, To-day.

Field Marshal Viscount French, 
Commander of the armies of the Unit­
ed Kingdom, eulogized Kitchener in 
the Lords to-day after Lansdov/ne had 
spoken of the great loss the country 
had suffered in the death of the War 
Secretary. Referring «to the time 
when he was in command of the Brit­
ish forces on the èontinent, French 
said Kitchener never spared any1 ef­
fort to supply all his demands. There 
had been many difficulties in provid­
ing men and material in view of the 
unexpected magnitude of the demands, 
but Kitchener had faced these prob­
lems with determination and endur­
ance. The debt which Britain owed to 
Kitchener, he continued, was ex­
pressed in the manifold armies which 
were defending British interests in all 
parts of the world. He continued: It 
would be idle to pretend that for the 
past two years I have always seen 
eye to eye with the late Field Marshal 
but such diversion of opinion as oc­
curred in no way interfered w’ith na­
tional interests, nor did it ever shako 
my confidence in Kitchener's will 
power and ability to meet the heavy 
demands I had to make.

RUSSIAN OFFENSIVE.
PETROGRAD, To-Day. 

j On the northern flank of General 
Brusiloff’s front the Austrian resist­
ance has been considerably stiffened 
by the arrival of a large number of 
German reinforcements and has suc­
ceeded in checking the Russian drive 
between Lutsk and Kovel, which is 
directed against Vladimir Volynski 
and aims at destroying the Austrian 
communications between Kovel and 
Lemberg, but in- spite of violent Aus- 
tro-German counter attacks, one ot 
which broke through the Russian 
lines, the latest reports are te the ef­
fect that the -Russians have again re­
sumed progress in this sector after 
taking the usual toll of prisoners. On 
the southern flank the Austrians have 
been unable to check even momentar­
ily the Russian advance toward Kolo- 
mez and toward the final Dniester for­
tification of Halich. General Planger, 
the Austrian comm'andcr, is apparent­
ly paying the penalty for having too 
long delayed his retirement from 
Czernowitz. General Letchitzky s for­
ces are pressing their flank attack, 
and further north have reached a 
point on the Zlota Lipa. some miles 
northwest of Czernowitz. Russian 
military critics consider it unlikely 
that the Austrians will be able to hold 
the Zlota Lipa line, but will be forced 
hack on Halich. Separate Russian 
movements are now showing strongly 
centralized tendencies. There are 
three converging lines of advance, the 
common objective of which is Lem­
berg. The first of these lines is ap­
proaching Vladimir Volynski, the 
second Brody, the third Halich. The 
capture of any one of these towns 
would place the Galician capital in a 
position of grave danger. The total 
number of prisoners is 170,000.

CARRANZA’S DECISION AWAITED.
WASHINGTON, To-day.

The issue of war or peace with 
Mexico hung in the balance to-night 
awaiting General Carranza’s decision 
as to the course he will pursue. Offi­
cials here believed that 48 hours 
might bring a clear understanding as- 
to what the immediate future has in 
store.

UNHAPPY IRELAND.
LONDON, To-day.

The Irish situation occupies much 
space in the morning papers which 
express varied opinions regarding the 
seriousness of the new Home Rule 
crisis. The Daily Telegraph express­
es the belief that all present difficul­
ties will he adjusted. The Daily Ex­
press takes the opposite «view, and 
says David Lloyd George's Home Rule 
negotiations seem likely to be wreck­
ed. The Unionist members of the 
Cabinet have reached the conclusion 
that the proposed settlement would be 
no settlement. During the past few 
weeks the state of Ireland has been 
■worse than for a long time past. There 
i= open disloyalty and the belief oi 
the Unionist members of the cabinet 
is that it would be unthinkable to sur­
render to open disloyalty now. The 
Times says the difficulty should be ap­
proached in the spirit that puts war 
first and foremost and every other 
eonsideration out of night. The 
scheme, like every other scheme of 
Irish Government, is open to endless 
objections, but it marks a definite 
advance from the principles upon 
which representative Irishmen hither­
to have been able to agree; it has 
made considerable progress hi 
land. __________ _

Sea bathing is merely & dip 
P, Ah.e, çtqeati.. ,Continued., battling, i#, 
salt water unrelieved by the fresh 
sponge is very bad for the skin.

In summer a warm, not hot, bath at 
night is most cooling and the bath 
in the morning should bp- only a 
quick sponge with ' cool, not hot, 
water. The woman who dresses in 
the middle of the day or just before 
dinner and bathes then, should nut 
bathe just before retiring also. The 
quick morning sponge and the mod­
erate afternoon or evening bath are 
quite sufficient for each twenty-four 
hours.

Memorial Service for 
Lord Kitchener.

A Vast Crowd in St. Paul’s Cathedral,
Including the King, Queen and the
Dowager Queen Alexandra.
London, June 13.—Great crow-ds 

lined the streets to-day in the vicin-v 
ity of St. Paul’s Cathedral and stood 
for hours in - the rain, awaiting the 
arrival of King George, Queen Mary 
and Dowager Queen Alexandra for the, 
memorial services for Field Marshal 
Bari Kitchener.

The doors of the Cathedral opened 
shortly after 10 o'clock and the vast 
building was rapidly filled with peo­
ple who were fortunate dnough to 
have tickets. Thousands of appli­
cants for admission have been refus­
ed and it was stated that a building 
three times the size of St. Paul’s 
would not hold the army officers who 
wished to attend the services. It was 
announced that the service would be 
practically divested of any military 
ceremonial. -No troops lined the 
streets through which the royal party 
was to pass and there was no guard 
of honor.

A feature of the service was the 
part taken by the band of the Royal 
Engineers and the drummers of the 
Irish Guard, of which corps Lord 
Kitchener was honorary colonel.

The "Dead March” was played by 
the band and the drummers, and af­
ter the" benediction the guardsmen 
were scheduled to sound the “last 
post.”

I naddition to the service in St. 
Paul’s the memory of the dead sol­
dier was honored by a ceremony in 
Westminster Abbey, while a third 
service was held in Canterbury Ca­
thedral.

German-Constructed Field Fortresses 
of Steel and Concrete, Supposed Im­
pregnable, Taken by Assault.
London, June 13.—All the special 

dspatches from Petrograd remark on 
the fine work of the Russian artillery, 
to which the recent swift advance is 
mainly attributed. They contend that 
the Russian advance proves that the 
German-cpnstructed field fortresses of 
steel and concrete, which were sup­
posed to be impregnable, can be taken 
by assault, despite all the latest scien- 
tifis devices. The incomparable Rus­
sian guns and mining, says one cor 
respondent, made short work of five­
fold fortified lines.

It is reported that in some places 
where the Austrian preparations were 
most elaborate, the Russians captured 
ttvelve lines of entrenchments in rapid 
succession, while armored motor cars 
supplement the .^oavalry in pursuit 
of the retreating forces. The pursuit 
was facilitated by the excellente of the 
roads which the Austrians had con 
structed for their own transports.

Northwest of Tarnopol the Russians 
employed gas reservoirs captured from 
the Austrians, overwhelming the* en­
emy with his- own poisonous fumes.

Lutzk was surrotinded by nineteen 
rows of entanglements when the Rus­
sians received the order to storm the 
Place at dawn on Wednesday. The 
issue hung in the balance until noon, 
then a breach was made in the Aus­
trian position. The town of Imbno 
say the dispatches, was almost de­
molished by the Russian artillery , fire

(Connet Island to Head of Salmon- 
ier)—Fifteen traps and 60 dories and 
skiffs with 20 boats are fishing. Pros­
pects are very encouraging, but bait 
is scarce, there being not much caplin. 
There are good reports, but opera­
tions are hindered by scarcity of bait.

War News,
Messages Received 

Previous to 9 A.M.
ST. PIERRE BULLETIN.

PARIS, June 20.
On the right bank of the Mease the 

Germans attacked three times our 
positions northwest of Hill 321. All 
their Attempts were shattered by our 
machine-gun and curtain fires. Heavy 
bombardment in Vaux, Chapitre Wood 
District, and also in Chattancourt sec­
tor on the left bank of the Meuse. In 
Vosges a German raid on an advanced 
sap of Michelbach district, south of 
Thann, failed.

RUSSIAN TROOPS CROSS THE 
SEHETH.

LONDON. June 20.
A Russian semi-official reports that 

General Pflansen’s army has been cut 
in two and is in precipitate retreat. 
This seems fo be borne out by a Rus­
sian official statement that the Rus­
sian troops have crossed the Sereth.

MORE REPRISALS.
LONDON, June 20.

The policy of a ship for a ship was 
advocated at a meeting of the London 
Chamber of Commerce to-day. It was 
advocated, despite the provisions of 
international law, that enemy steam­
ers in the possession of the Allies 
should be held as hostage for dam­
age to our shipping, thus offsetting 
any advantage otherwise accruing to

the enemy. The proposal was refer­
red to a committee.

NEWFOUNDLAND AFFAIRS DIS­
CUSSED.

LONDON, June 20.
Referring to his success in placing 

the 3 million dollars Newfoundland 
3 year 5 p.c. gold bonds in New York, 
before sailing for this side, Sir Ed­
ward Morris. Premier of the Colony, 
said that the terms were very satis­
factory. The Legislature had author­
ized payment of 5% per cent, interest. 
Regarding Newfoundland’s attitude 
toward the past war problems, Sir 
Edward declared that the Colony will 
be ready to fall into line with any gen­
eral policy for unification and solid • 
itying of the Empire from the stand­
point of trade and defence. During 
his stay of several weeks in this coun­
try, Sir Edward will visit the colony's 
contingent on the western front, as 
well as the one in training in Scot­
land. Newfoundland was making a 
special effort to raise more men for 
the Naval Reserve in order to replace 
some of the losses in the Jutland 
fight. The Premier expressed pride in 
the fact that Newfoundland for the 
past quarter century contributed vol­
untarily to Imperial defence by Jxain 
ing Naval Reservists, the vote for this 
purpose in the legislature invariably 
being unanimous. The loan just rais­
ed will be applied partly to paying ad­
vances made by the British Govern­
ment, covering the Island Colony’s 
war expenses, and partly in complet­
ing the Government’s railway pro­
gramme.

MINING AND ARTILLERY ACTIV­
ITY.
LONDON, June 20.

A British official issued this evening 
says the principal feature during the 
last twenty-four hours lias been the 
mining activity combined with some 
bombardments by both sides. In Loos 
sector we exploded two enemy mines. 
Our mines are believed to have been 
fired with good effect against a hos­
tile gallery. A hostile mine destroyed 
a short length of our trench last 
night. In the same sector our troops 
surprised and bombed a large hostile 
working party, inflicting numerous 
casualties. There also has been some 
artillery and trench mortar activity 
about Angres and Vimy. Otherwise 
the day passed quietly.

After receiving the ballot papers 
the voter shall go into one of the com­
partments and with a pencil, there 
provided, place a cross in the divis­
ion containing the name of the candi­
date for Mayor, and the six candidates 
for Councillors, for whom he intends 
to vote, thus—X.

The voter will then fold each ballot 
paper, so as to show a portion of the
