BANK MERGER.

entered into by the Bank of Nova Sco-
tia and the Bank of Ottawa, whereby

that the Bank of Nova Scotia shall
exchange four of its stock for every
five shares held in the Bank of Otta-
wa. A striking feature about this
union is that although the combined
banks have nearly 300 branches they
meet at -omly eleven places ‘and
these are large centres. ‘The amalga-
mated banks will have a paid-up cap-
ital of about $10,000,000; reserve and
undividéd profits, $17,000,000; depos-
jts, $178,000,000; total assets, $234,-
000,000. Notices are being ‘prepared
and will be mailed to the sharéhold-
ers within a day or two. The Minis-
ter of Finance has consented to the
amalgamation.

W h at propor-
tion of his in-
come should a
man save? ¥
We fell to dis-
cussing that the
other day and, of
course, ran up
against the inev-
itable and wholly
unsatisfying * an-
swer,— “That de-
pends on circum-
stances.”
Of course, one
might make the
answer—"All you
possibly can;” but I do not think that
is either satisfactory, or true, as peo-
ple would translate it so differently.
How Some People Would Translate It.
There would be the people Wwho,
after they had paid for all-the things
that they owed to their standing in
life—the right kind of an apartment,
the proper schools for their children,
the kind of a car that wouldn’t com-
promise the' husband’s reputation of
gsuccessful business man, a thousand
dollar dentist to straighten Dosie’s
teeth, and a little bungalow (with
two baths) at a respectable summer
place,—couldn’t possibly save at all.

And, on the other hand, there would *

be the people who would translate
“all you possibly can” to mean the
need of squeezing their lives dry of
all pleasures and comforts and all
education advantages.

If you'know any way to help bol-
ster up that which is so weak in most
of us—the will to save; and the pa-
tience to prefer some deferred en-
joyment—for goodness’ sake, pass it
on!

Reconstruction & Labor

A case
which had to be dealt with in one of
the cities of the Canadian West a few
weeks ago serves to show the cexten-
sive provision that must be made to

| reinstate the men in civil life. Two

young men had returned from the
sodliers’ settlement board. Oae of
these who before enlisting had been
a8 farmer on being informed tnat he
was entitled to a -piece of land and
money, was well satisfied. The other,
a harness-maker, who had given up
his business to go to war, came back
to nothing, and in appearan~: before
the board found there was no assis-
tance for him. This s only one of
the. many cases showing the absolute
necessity of devising a system cof cash
credit for men whose busineésses have
gone to pieces by their absence at
the war, just to the same extent as
provision is made for ‘those who go
on the land. There will b2 many
such who will come back to notling.
At whatever cost, it is essential that
everything be done for thess m-n.

‘While tight collars are ruinous to

1the contour and usually to the poise

of the head, high ones destroy the tex-
ture and color of the skin and accom-
plish this all the more rapidly if the
collar is tight as well ‘as high.

The muscles of the .neck become
shrunken and the skin- flabby and
dark, often splotched §n color. If
one finds it necessarysto wear high
collars, to business, the collar should
be loose, and not over two inches in
height.

Before retiring the neck and throat
should be thoroughly bathed, and if
the skin sags, another treatment is
required. This consists of a bandage
of cotton gauze applied after an as-
lavender
cologne.

The bandage is tied at the top of
the head and absorbs the stringent
lotion. If worn all night a skin food
must be patted into the neck first and
allowed to absorb, but when the
stringent bath, with or without the
banadage is applied in the morning,
the skin food comes last and is used
to plumpen the neck.

No, the Manufacturers’ Record has
not yet heard that the war is over, nor
has any one else who knows the situa-
tion. A temporary armistice has been
signed, but within the last few -days
a dispatch has come from Germany in
the course of which it is said:

“There is a ceftain feeling here that
Peace is not yet assured and that Ger-
many may be forced to renew the
fight. Such feeling can be removed
only by preliminary peace. Until it
shall be removed it will be impossible
to change the munition factories back
to normal uses.” .

Commander Foch does not think
that the war is yet over, because, so
reports say, he has given Germany an
ultimatum in regard to the possibility
of further invasion unless the terms
of the armistice are complied with, and
the United States Government an-
nounces that it proposes to keep 1,-
250,000 veteran American soldiers in
Europe. .

CODFISH.—The market

was the subject of a discussion by ex-
orters last Thursday, and at the meet-
ing certain recommendations were
made with the object of sacuring a
stabilization of prices, and preventing
a dangerous slump. Both Italy and
Greece need fish badly, but consumers
in these countries are not able to pay
high prices, consequently without
financial aid from their Governments.
Italian and Greek importers are not
in a position to accept drafts against
Bills of Lading, and shipping on con-
signment, in the present unsettled
condition, commercially, would be
poor business for our exporters. The
coming thre months are the best for
fish consumption in Europe and with
a careful study of conditicns, an
exercise of care and a harmony of
action, Newfoundland shippers have
the situation in their own hands, as
Southern European countries are
wholly dependent on our fish for their
supply. Prices locally at present
are:—Lahrador Soft Cure, $11. Hard
Cured Shore, No. 1., $14 to $14.50.

COD OIL. —The Market for both
Common and Refined shows no signs
of activity. The fermer keeps grad-
ually going back, a normal quotation
of $170 per ton, being made last week.
With the renewal of industrial op-
erations which need this quality, the
prices may steady. Refined is not in
any demand at $2.30 per gallon, and
there is a prospect of this figure de-
clining still further, when Norwegian
competition opens.

HERRING.—With the complete
close of the seasons figshery, ‘t is esti-
mated that thé total catch s about
40,000 barrels)'which is away below
that of last year. There is nothing
special to report in the price
line locally while in the New
York market no established price
has yet been made on Scotch
Pack. Local prices are given at $22 for
Scotch and $7.50 to $8.50 for Splits.

PROVISIONS.—The only item of in-
terest in the flour gituation is  the
promise of the Food Control Board to
lift the Substitute regulations on the
1st of next month. Prices of Standard
are unchanged, viz., $14.35 io $14.50
wholelgle, and these are likely to re-
main unaltered for some time, yet
Pork and Boef are being quoted whole-
sale at following rates: Mess and
Short Cut..Clear $50 per barrel: Ham
