Performing Diver-s
Accidental Suicide.

On Monday, January 11, 1841, Sam­
uel Scott a diver front the United"'

many in the West prior to the 
beginning of the war in 1914, 
namely conquest and expansion 
The “peaceful penetration” of 
"the United States by Japanese 
immigrants and students has 
been regarded by the states­
men of that country as par­
ticularly menacing in view of 
the fact that Japan is not 
always punctilious with re­
gard to the sources from 
which valuable information may 
"be received during peace time, 
and the host of laborers and 
others landing in the Western 
States of the Republic are look­
ed upon in these states as no­
thing more or less than spies, 
whose business it is, not only to 
acquire a knowledge of Ameri­
can trade, industry and manu­
factures, but to discover gov­
ernmental plans in relation to 
military and naval matters ând 
report the-same to the Foreign 
Office at Tokyo. It is well 
known that young Japanese of 
the highest rank have taken 
menial positions with officers of 
the navy and army in order to 
determine the policy of the 
United States with regard to 
future purposes wherein the 
Empire of the Rising Sun may 
be concerned. Others have se-

can be learned of them is that 
they are each of 32,000 tom 
displacement, With a speed Of 
twenty-four knots, their mabl 
armament consisting of eight, 
fifteen ifich and sixteen six inch 
guns. With an eye to possibili­
ties Japan has token possession

Thee# State lotteries existed", 
with intervals, from that titos till the, 
beginning of the nineteenth century,1 
when the whole affair had become 
such an abuse, that an Act of Parlia­
ment was passed rendering all such 
proceeding* illegal. Besides the enor­
mous prizes Which were Occasionally 
offered and given, there were smaller 
•nes of top pounds. It is said that ; 
the toit and dissolute after winning 
one of these-prizes became more idle 
and dissolute than ever, whilst those 
who drew blinks, reoklessly " sold j 
their goods in order to get money to 
buy fresh ehanees. offices similar to 
those of onr stockbrokers were dotted 
all over the City, their proprietors 
negotiating, chances and re-purchaâ-6 
ing tickets for numerous clients, 
many of, them being of the fair sex. 
The difference between these State 
lotteries and the more recently sug­

Edlitor Evening Telegram.
Dear Sir.—The snow storm df the 

past few days has given the city an­
other object lesson of the need for ence-- 
“preparedness." I refer particularly 
to the blocking of some of the main 
streets by large snow banks caused 
by “ground drift," which could apd 
should be prevented. It is the duty of 
the Municipal Council to keep the 
streets within the city limits <ipen 
for traffic, tile comfort and health of 
the people in obtaining supplias, 
medical assistante, etc., also the 
protection of their property against 
fire, demands that the streets be kept 
open.

A visit, to the Western end Of Le- 
Marchant Road will convince one and 
all that the time has now comq to 
devise means tor preventing the 

.blockade of that important thorough­
fare, which is the main highway for 
the larger portion of the city. To­
day, a' snow bank at least 12 feet 
deep covers the full width of the 
road and all traffic is stopped. It 
will .be necessary for the Council to 
spend a large amount ot money to 
open up thie road so that the fire de. 
partaient and regular traffic can get 
through, otherwise if the town is 
menaced by a possible conflagration, 
houses located within the “blocked" 
açea have no fire protection.

I would respectfully suggest that 
the Municipal Council "study the 
situation as it pertains to this and 
other streets such as Military Road, 
Aliandal.e Road, etc.,- and plan." to 
erect temporary snoy fences (such 
as are used along the railway line) 
during the month ot December. If 
such a fence was erected on the 
northern aide of LeMarcbant Road to 
stop the ground drift off Buck- 
master’s Field, I believe the trouble 
would.be greatly minimized and" pro­
bably cured qptU the property .rp-
