Dear Sir.—For some time ’{ have
heen seriously considering the fish sit-
auation, and I am convinced that it is
time that we should come to some
decision regarding supplies for the
coming season. Last spring we were
somewhat incensed because the mer-
chants in St. John's refused to sup-
ply without security or the cash down.
‘We see the mistake of taking any sup-
plies for the fishery, when a good
vovage does mnot square accounts.
‘When schooner owners, having 90
quintals per man, cannot clear enough
to pay the cook’s wages, the condition
of affairs is not good enough in my
epinion. I supplied my men this
spring on the most conservative lines
and only one could pay his account,

although they had 100 quintals per
man and I myself did not make one
dollar. For years I have prosecuted
the Labrador fishery, but now I realize
I have come to the edge of the preci-
pice and visualizing the chasm into
which we must fall, I call upon all ,
planters, supplying men, ﬂshermen,’
owning schooners or rooms, to join |
with me and give up the voyage the
coming: season. I admire the action
of our United Fishermen in trying
to make conditions better. If we can
get some reduction in taxation and a |
guarantee from our exporters of $5|
for Labrador and $7 per quintal for[
shore fish, I would try the fishery|
again. But should we go rishing again
we must have standardization of fish,
and we must be more careful in thef
curing of it.

Half of our fishermen |
don’t care how they make their fish i
as long as they get it off their hands.
It is time that we, as fishermen, real-
ized these things, and cured our fish |
in a better manner. I would urge

The Mystery y
of the Herring.

The departure of the herring
from many of their former
habitats along the Newfound-
land and Labrador coasts has
given rise to much speculation
and conjecture, and many and
varied are the reasons advanced
for the forsaking of home
waters by this fish which once
schooled in millions in the bays
of the Colony and in the deep
arms and bights of Labrador.
In these days it was only child’s
play to shoot a seine and make
a haul of a thousand barrels,’
and thus for days there wouldl
be employment for all in the cur-
ing and stowing away of these'
valuable and deliciously edible
fish, Discussing Science .and
Herring fisheries, a recent issue
of the London Times advanced
this opinion:

“The recent disastrous failure of
the herring fishery is attributed to
an alleged change in the currents
of the North Sea. There are many
instances of a sudden desertion of
waters which herrings have fre-
quented for centuries. In the fif-
teenth century the Baltic herring
at Scania—the foundation of the
wealth and naval power of the
Hanseatic League—suddenly ' fail-
ed. A century later the Bohuslan
fishery in Sweden failed, and the
waters remained unvisited for sev-
enty years. From 1871 to 1873, and
again early in this century, the
ghoals deserted Loch Fyne, affd in
1890 and several successive y
the winter shoals deserted the
of Fundy. The gunfire of the Battle
of Copenhagen, was thought to
have driven herring from the Bal-
tic. In 1835 the decision of a Prot-
estant-Irish rector to take tithe of
the fishing was alleged to have re-
pelled the fish from the coast of
Catholic Ireland; in these modern
days the Shetlanders have a theory
that whaling stations drive off the
herrings. But the- problem is too
complex to be resolved"by.a.p.y sim-
ple and immediate sequence -. of
cause and effect. It is a complex
problem for science to solve if she
can.”

Only the
fact remains that the herring
were in these places for centur-
ies and centuries and all at once
disappeared. It is, as the Lon-
don Times remarks, a complex
problem for science to solve if
she can.
