Heavy Gale.—The Sarnia Observer 
says : During Saturday night and Sun­
day it blew a heavy gale from the north 
west, preventing upward bound vessels 
from going into the Lake, and causing 
the downward bound to make all speed 
to secure the shelter of the river and bay 
opposite our Town. On this account 
there was quite a fleet in our harbour 
on Sunday morning, the number of ves­
sels in sight from any of the docks num­
bering from sixty to seventy. One ves­
sel, the Butcher Boy, was driven ashore 
near Sand Beach, on the Lake Shore, 
and quite a number sustained more or 
less injury to their rigging and spars, 
causing them to lay over a day or two for 
repairs.

For the West.—The Leader says : 
On Tuesday evening a large number of 
cattle and sheep went west—the greater 
portion for Guelph—by Grand Trunk 
Railway. They were purchased in the 
eastern section of the province, and ap- 
pear<xi to be in good condition.

Fire in Caledon. — On Saturday 
evening last the bmfa of Mr. W. McLean, 
lot 20th, first concession of Caledon was 
completely burnt down. The building 
contained 500 bushels of wheat, besides 
peas, hay, waggon and harness, which 
were all destroyed. There was no insu­
rance on either the barn or its contents.

Commerce of Galt.—The Galt corres­
pondent of the Hamilton Times says :— 
Galt stands the first commercial town 
on the list for Ontario, And though ten of 
them have a large number of traders, it 
far outstrips them all in amount of capi­
tal, having invested $l,021,c00 ; an 
amount of $85,000 in, advance of Peter- 
boro, the second on the list ; $260,000 
more than Brantford, and $513,000 more 
than, or nearly double, that of Guelph.

The Government of Ontario.—The 
Leader, which, we presume,must be taken 
as authority in the matter, says it is ex­
pected that the first session of the Leg­
islature of Ontario will open about the 
second week in December, The Legis­
lative buildings in Toronto will not be 
ready for occupancy before that time. 
This would be a sufficient reason for de­
lay if there were no other. But it is in­
dispensable that the Canadian Parlia­
ment meet before the Local House 
of Assembly.

Shooting Affray in Galt—We learn 
from the Reformer that on Sunday even­
ing last a quarrel occurred in Galt which 
came near termina' ‘ g fatally to one of 
the parties. Two young men disputed 
about a girl, when one drew a pistol to 
intimidate the other and fired into the 
sidewalk. While attempting to reload, 
his rival endeavored to wrest the weapon 
from him, but the one in possession of the 
pistol fired, and the ball grazed the side 
of the other’s head, cutting it severely.— 
If this be true, and the wound not inflict­
ed by a stone, as another report has it, a 
life came near paying the penalty of 
rivalry.

Eramosa Fall Show.
The Eramosa Agricultural Society held 

their Fall Show at the Centre Inn on 
Tuesday. The weather was all that 
could be wished for—genial and pleasant 
—and in consequence there was a very 
large turnout of people from all parts of 
the Township. The horses, stock, Ac., 
were exhibited^ a field close to the Inn, 
and the grain, dairy produce, &c., in the 
Town Hali. •

The Show this year was one of the 
largest and best that has been held in 
Eramosa for a long time, and the whole 
arrangements were excellent and well 
carried out, for which the efficient Secre­
tary, Mr. Swinford, and the Directors, 
deserve great credit. In the class of 
horses the show was very fair. Brood 
mares and colts were not altogether up 
to the mark, but in the other classes, 
especially working and carriage houses 
and hackneys, the display was very credit­
able. Mr. J. S. Armstrong’s team of 
working horses, which got the third prize 
at the County Show took the first, and 
Mr. Peter Armstrong’s team, which was 
awarded the first at the County Show got 
the the third. There was not a very 
large show of stock, but generally the 
animals shown were superior. Messrs. 
Wm. and Edw’d Tolton and Mr. Charles 
Head had well-bred and well conditioned 
aged bulls. Mr. Alex’r Stewart showed 
a splendid one year old bull, which was 
greatly admired. His large size, fine 
points, and purity of breed make him a 
most valuable and desirable animal. He 
took the first prize. His cow, which also 
took the first prize, is a very sujîerior 
beast. Mr. Geo. Dickieson was t1 ■; only 
exhibitor >f Galloway stock. The bull 
he showed is a very lair specimen of that 
breed. Some heavy well trained working 
oxen were shown by Messrs. John Dick- 
icson and J. A. Armstrong, and wording 
steers by Messrs. W, S. Armstrong and 
John Grieve. A very nice heifer was 
exhibited by Mr. J. W. Armstrong. We 
miss<?d the very superior stock belonging 
to Messrs. L. and J. Parkinson, these 
gentlemen not exhibiting any stock at 
the Township Show this year. For the 
same reason the show of sheep was not 
so good as in former years. Still some 
of the animals in the different classes 
were very good, and did credit to the 
breeders. The principal exhibitors were 
Messrs. IS. Kerr, J. McKerlie, Edward 
Tolton, Thomas Waters and Clias. Head. 
There was but a small show of swine. 
We noticed a very superior Berkshire 
boar belonging to Mr. John Currie, which 
was brought in too late to be entered for 
competition, but which we have no doubt 
would have taken a first prize.

The display of wheat and grain was 
very fair. Roots were excellent, the tur­
nips and potatoes being much better 
than were at the County Show. There 
were 24 entries of turnips, and 17 of po­
tatoes. Mr S. O’Brien had a fine lot of 
potatoes, which would have gained a 
prize, but being short in quantity wer*> 
ruled out. There was a splendid shov. 
of apples, equal in every respect to those 
exhibited at the County Show. Eramo­
sa has always been noted for raising 
first-class fruit, but the specimens shown 
this year are, in our opinion, superior to 
any we have yet seen. Of fall apples 
there were 27 entries, 24 of winter, and 
5 collections of apples. The butter was 
also a very attractive show, the quality, 
colour and make up of the different speci­
mens being all that could be desired.— 
The competition was also keen in this 
class, there being 14 entries of salt, and 
28 of fresh butter. The show of bread 
was excellent there being 11 entries in 
this dp . The loaf exhibited by Miss. 
Phin, which took the first prize, was 
beautiful in colour, and in all respects of 
first class quality. There was a much 
better show of fulled cloth than at the 
County. Mr. John Johnston got the first 
prize for a piece of excellent stuff, firm of 
texture, and made of very fine wool. His 
blankets were also awarded the first prize. 
The home made and factory flannel of 
Messrs O’Brien and Abbott was also of 
superior quality .Messrs John Harris & Co, 
of the Rock wood Woollen .Factory, ex­
hibited a pair of factory made blankets. 
They were not entered for competition, 
but the judges gave them great praise, 
and indeed they deserved it, for whether 
we regard the fineness of the wool, or the 
excellence of tiie texture and finish, they 
are very superior, and do very great credit 
to the Messrs Harris’s skill. There was 
not a large display of ladies work, but 
what was shown was very good. Some 
beautiful specimens of needle work were 
exhibited, and the specimens of raised 
raised worsted work was greatly admired.

There was not many implements shown. 
An iron plough of excellent pattern and 
good finish, also a well made pair of 
harrows, were,shown by Mr. Wm. For 
sytli. Mr. Wm. Torrance als > exhibited 
an iron plough, and one of his turnip 
drills, which are so well known, and so 
highly appreciated by all farmers who 
have tried them.

The show on the whole was much 
larger than it has been for some years in 
Eramosa, passed off successfully, and to 
the satisfaction of all. The Judges in 
the different classes were:— Horses, 
Messrs. C. J. Buckland, Guelph ; H. Mil- 
loy and .John Awrey, Erin. Oattle, sheep,

THE CARIBALDIAN FORCES 
MARCHING ON ROME.

PLAN FOR SETTLEMENT OF 
THE ROMAN QUESTION.

(midnight DESPATCHES.)
Vienna, Oct. 8.—The Emperor Fran­

cis Joseph has concluded to make no 
change in the existing Concordat, and 
negotiations with Rome for the purpose 
of making a new Condat have been 
abandoned.

Augsburg, Oct. 8.—King William of 
Prussia arrived in this city to-day on » 
tour through South Germany,

London, Oct. 8.—Despatches from the 
East report that a sanguimuy ««flH 
had taken place on the Turkish frontier 
between the Montenegrins and the Turks.

Biarnitz, Oct. 8. —The Marquis De 
Moustier, Minister of Foreign Affidrs, and 
Chevalier De Nigrie, Italian Ambassador, 
arrived here just before the trouble» 
broke out in Italy, and have since been 
in constant consultation with the Empe­
ror. It is said that the following plan 
for the settlement of the Roman question 
has been agreed upon : Italy to take pos­
session of the Roman Provinces ; Pope 
Pius IX., to remain in Rome and retain 
the Government of the city until his 
death, when the temporal power of the 
Pope shall cease.

Florence, Oct. 8 —Officers of the Pa­
pal forcée engaged at Baguaria, claim 
tliat they gained a victory in that battle; 
that seventy of the enemy were wounded 
and one hundred and ten made prisoners.

LATER.
The volunteers of Garibaldi are march­

ing upon Rome from every direction. 
The Florence press urge the government 
to anticipate them, and occupy the city 
with national troops. The report gained 
currency that the American Minister, 
Hon. Geo. P. Marsh, demanded the re­
lease of Gen. Garibaldi, on the ground 
that he was a citizen' of the United 
States.

A Steamship Burned at Sea.
The steamship Tioga, of Philadelphia, 

while on her way to that city from New 
Orleans, caught fire on the morning of 
September 27, and was completely con­
sumed. Three of the errw were burned 
to death. There was a large number of 
passengers on board, who, with the rest 
of the crew, were rescued by the steamer 
Rapidan. At two o’clock on that morn­
ing the commander of the Rapidan dis­
covered a vessel on fire about five miles 
distant ; he bore down towards her, and 
found she was the Tioga, of Philadelphia. 
Boats were sent to her assistance and the 
passengers taken on board the Rapidan. 
Capt. Morse, ot the Tioga, says that about 
one o'clock on the morning of the 27th 
the engine suddenly stopped. The first 
and second officers were on deck at tlu 
time. They went below to ascertain the 
cause of stoppage, and found the ship on 
fire In half an hour an explosion was 
heard in the engine room, when it was 
found that the steampipe leading from 
the main boiler to the donkey engine had 
exploded, killing the engineer, a coal 
passer and the oiler, who had been work­
ing at the donkey engines in order to get 
a stream of water upon the flames. Four 
boats were lowered and passengers and 
provisions transferred to them. This had 
scarcely^been done when the Rapidan op­
portunely appeared and took the passen­
gers on board. The baggage and other 
effects of the passengers were taken out, 
and at hall-past seven o’clock theTioga was 
abandoned. The cargo was chiefly sugar 
although there was some cotton on board.

In this respect, it must not be forgotten 
that Quebec and-Ontario stand in a very 
different position from Nova Scotia and 
New Brunswick. In the Maratime Prov­
inces, the Local Governments arc but 
the continuation of their old Provincial 
Governments with limited powers, 
whereas with us the two Local Legis­
latures are new creations under the new 
constitution. This peculiarity and its 
consequent necessity for frequent div­
ision of such departments as had to be 
divided &c., &c., has given some color 
to the groundless complaint about the 
interference of he General with the Lo­
cal Governments ; hut when the Govern­
ments are respectively organized, with­
in their own spheres, and the old accounts 
settled between them, we shall see them 
working along smoothly enough without 
even the appearance of the one interfer­
ing in the affairs of the other.

In 
everything relating to actual life and the 
practical conduct of .public affairs, the 
Italian hero is a mere child ; is more 
Don Quixote than like Washington.
