Aslong
as the health of tha Town was good
no remark was made, but now that
typhoid fever is so prevalent, we
think that something ought to be
done in getting these back lanes,
cess pools and other places of im-

purity thoroughly cleaned. The back
lane that runs from Quebec to Mac-

donnell street in rear of Wyndham
Street is in a very filthy state, and
the combination of smells that eman-

ates from some of the cellars and
back yardsabout Day’s block would
leadk one to suppose that everything
possible was bemidone to encourage
typhoid and all other kinds of fevers.

We trist that the Board of Health
will at once wake up to 1ts duty, and
see to the immediate purxhcatlon of
all such places of uncleanness.
