$20,000 to the Clifford extension ; Nor- 
nanby proposes to give $25,000 to each 
Company, and have a junction at Ayton.

On Wednesday last Dr Baird of Paisley, 
had his left hand severely injured by the 
bursting of his gun. Part of the thumb 
was tom off, and the bones of the fingers 
laid bare.

Dr F H Wright, who was a member of 
the graduating class of the Toronto Uni­
versity last spring, has been appointed 
resident physician of Victoria Park 
Hospital, London, England.

The Goderich Sigual announces the 
death of Chas. Widder. Esq., Commis­
sioner of Inland Revenue and Crown 
Land Agent. He was one of the oldest 
residents of Goderich.

At the late Rifle competition between 
the five companies of the Waterloo Bat­
talion at Galt, the Hespeler company 
through Sergt. Evans carried off the 
Battalion prize and one of the members 
of that compahy won the medal.

Strike in Chicago.—Four thousand 
bricklayers went out on strike in Chicago 
on Friday, lor eight hours a day. The 
carpenters’ strike continues, with no 
prospect of settlement. The city is quiet 
notwithstanding the large numbers of 
unemployed persons on the street.

The demand for domestic servants is 
increasing every day, #and the supply 
seems to be decreasing proportionately. 
In some localities in the upper Ottawa 
country girls are offered $20 per month 
(says an Ottawa paper), and veiy few can 
be had even at that rate. The trouble 
appears to be that they get married al­
most as soon as they go there.

The Berlin Telegraph says that an 
elderly woman named Grant, wife of Mr 
James Grant, blacksmith, at Winter 
bourne, dropped dead on the street in 
that village on Sunday last. She was ad­
dicted to the excessive use of ardent 
spirits, and had been on a continuous 
spree for the previous six weeks, from the 
effects of which she had been so ill on the 
day previous to her death as to require 
the attendance of Dr Pasmore.

The last official returns for the 
Ontario and Quebec Banks show that 
during August they held in New York 
and other places out of the Dominion 
fonds to the amount of $10,725,813.

Have wo a Board of Health.
We have a dim recollection that 

last spring a Board of Health was ap- 
pointed by the Town Council, which 
was supposed to devise and enforce 
sanitary regulations as they might 
deem necessary for the preservation 
of health. This Board seems to have 
gone out of existence altogether, for 
it has showed no sign of vitality for 
months past. There are several places 
in this town in a most disgracefu 
state, and have been allowed to re­
main that way all summer. As long 
as the health of the Town was good 
no remark was made, but now that 
typhoid fever is so prevalent, we 
think that ‘ something ought to be 
done in getting these back lanes, 
cesspools and other places of im­
purity thoroughly cleaned. The back 
lane that runs from Quebec to Mac- 
donnell street in fear of Wyndham 
Street is in a very filthy state, and 
the combination of smells that eman­
ates from some of the cellars and 
back yards about Diy’s block would 
lead- one to suppose that everything 
possible was being done to encourage 
typhoid and all other kinds of fevers. 
We trust that the Board of Health 
will at once wake up to its duty, and 
see to the immediate purification of 
all such places of uncleanness.

Notes on the Guelph Central Exhlbi- 
' ttou.

Amongst the many advantages result­
ing from the establishment of such an 
Exhibition as has just been held, not the 
least prominent to fanners and others is 
the great facilities it affords for the pur­
chase and disposal of stock. An im­
mense business was done in this respect 
during last week. Purchasers were pres­
ent from nearly all portions of the Do 
minion, and in considerable numbers 
from the States. Indeed, we heard it as­
serted that the transactions were much! 
more numerous at the Guelph Central 
than at the Provincial at Hamilton. 
Many of of our noted sheep-breeders were 
cleaned out of everything disposable in 
that class of stock, and breeders of stock 
from a distance did not hesitate to say 
that their trip to Guelph had been, in a 
pecuniary sense, most profitable. We 
were only able to gather but a compara­
tively small list of the sales made, which 
we subjoin :—

Mr John Miller, Pickering, sold one im­
ported shearling ram, to Messrs. Heal & 
Clarke, Ohio, a shearling ram to Mr.

, Beveral ewe lambs, also a Durham two 
' year old heifer to go to the County of 

Bruce, a Durham cow to Mr. Thos. Hen­
derson, Guelph, and two bull oalves, Mr 
Whitelaw’s sales this fall already mount 
up to about 81,060. Mr. James Anderson 
sold 4 shearling Southdown ewes to Mr. 
Rivers, of River ston. and has been offered 
8160 for the Durham bull, “Darling 
Bake,” which has been refused. Mr Evan 
McDonald, Guelph, sold 2 Cotswold ewe 
lambs for $47 the pair, and a Cotswold 
JHtm lamb for $45 to Mr. James Wright. 
Mr John Thomson, Brock Road, sold 9 
shearling Cotswold ewes to Mr. James 
Wright, at $11 per head. Messrs. J. & 
B. McQueen, Pilkington, sold their 2nd 
Çrlze Durham bull calf for $250. James 
Main, Trafalgar, the extensive pig breed­
er, sold a large ntûnber of his exhibited 
animals. Mr. Jos Parkinson, Eramosa 
sold a Leicester ram lamb for $40, ldo $30 
one do. $20, 1 do. $16,1 do. $14, and a 
shearling ram for $20. Mr. Charles 
Symon, Acton, sold one Leicester ram to 
Mr. John Mason, Princeton, and one 
shearling do to Mr. John McMahon, 
Drayton. Mr. Thos. McCrae, Guelph, 
sold 2 Cotswold shearling ewes, two do. 
ewe lambs and two do. shearling ewes. 
Mr A. Simpson Sold a Berkshire boar and 
do. sow .to Messrs It. Watt & Sons, Pal­
merston. Robt. Ford, Limehouse, a 
Berkshire sow to Mr. Alex. Gow, Guelph. 
We also heard that Mr. J. Gerrie, 
sold a matched span of team 
horses for $700 to a lumberer in 
the States, and that Mr. Hector 
McCaig, Beverley, has sold his team, 2nd 
piize agricultural class, to a lumberer in 
the Ottawa district for $400.

As considerable curiosity has been 
evinced to learn the attendance at the 
past exhibition, would state that 22,107 
tickets were taken at the gates ; this, of 
course, includes members tickets, which 
will foot up' somewhere in the vicinity of 
one thousand.

We have no doubt that the hostile'pro- 
cedore of the Grand Trunk Company 
acted injuriously on the attendance at the 
Exhibition, as in spite of the promises 
made by certain of its officials, and on 
the faith of which the Directors of the 
Exhibition made a public announcement 
that return tickets, at a e'ngle fair, would 
he available on the G. T. R. as far east 
as Kingston, at least for exhibitors, and 
westward from Toronto for both visitors 
and exhibitors, full fare was charged 
at many of its stations. Such faithless 
conduct cannot be too widely disseminat­
ed, or too vigorously condemned, and re­
flects the utmost disgrace on the manage­
ment of a line, towards the construction 
and maintenance of which Canadians 
have been required to sacrifice so much.
