N. Gibbs, mem 
her for South Ontario, who has been 
hanging round Ottawa for some time, 
has been appointed Postmaster Gen­
eral. The Hon. Mr.JJampbell vacates 
that office, and has been appointed 
to the Bureau of Minister of the In- 
teriJv. The other appointments are 
not positively announced, but it is 

• definitely understood that Mr. Masson 
member for Terrebonne, will become 
M in ister of Milit ia in place of the late 
Sir <ieo. Cartier, and that Mr. Stewart 
C mpbell, of fiuysboro, N. S,, will be 
appointed President of the Council.

Taking- advantage of the power of 
thought, which annihilates time and 
space, which can in a moment bound 
back into any century of the past, or 
away to any portion of the world how­

The golden glory of an autumn day 
had spent itself on the vast forests and 
mighty prairies of Kentucky, and the 
shades of evening were fast gathering 
and deepening over the stillness of the 
impressive solitude, as three men lay un­
der a tree at the edge of an extensive 
clearing. They lay there to rest after a 
long day of arduous wandering, and 
meant to pass the night on the spot, for 
it afforded all the shelter which could be 
had in the locality, and was better situ­
ated for safety and protection than any 
place they had seen since the descending 
eun had warned them that darkness ap­
proached, and that they must, bivouac for 
the night.

The place was far distant from any 
white settlement. The country around 
for a great distance still lay in its state 
of primitive wilderness—gloriously rich 
in beauty and fertility, but unpossessed 
as yet by the sons of industry, who would 
in time people and cultivate it, and turn 
to account its splendid possibilities of 
wealth and blessing.

the night under the tree just within the 
fringe of the forest, lie-pose and safety 
were by no means assured to them.- 
Dangers possibly lurked near which it was 
necessary vigilance should detect and 
guard against. They therefore lay in the 
deep shadow of their bivouac listening to 
every sound, and ready to act on the de­
fensive should attack be made upon them 
either by man or beast.

Thcr.reclining forms were, as we have 
said; three in number, and, lying motion 
less, could not be seen in the increasing 
darkness for no gleam of watch-fire lit the 
gloom, lest its light or smoke should be­
tray them to cunning Indian eyes, 
whose near neighbourhood they had x ea- 
son to suspect, for they had come upon a 
fresh trail that afternoon, and- the ex­
perience of one of them had discovered it 
to have been made by a party of red men 
on the war path.
