In the
matter of providing such aceommoda-
tion the people of Rockwood deserve
great credit for their enterprize and pub-
lic spirit. And they have given proofof
this not only as regards their annunal ex-
hibition, but in the erection of a large,
substantial, and haudsome schodl house,
which is adjacent to the show ground,
and also in putting up a d
Town Hall, which is fcund to be & great
convenience for public gatherings.

But to the show. The weather was all
that could be desired, and the turn-out
of people was most gratifying to all con-
cerned. The entries were also very
numerous—being close on 1,800 ; but
the active Secretary, Mr. Thos. Harris,
and his efficient aseistants had them all
posted in good time, o that the Judges
got early to work. 1Lé Bociety have
adopted the right moihod to mgke their
show a good and successful one,"in "hav-
ing it open to all competitors—come from
where they may—and in proof of this we
may say that there were exhibitors from
Eramosa, Erin, Nassagaweya, Esquesing,
Nelson, Guelph, and other places. There
wae a very good turn-out of horses—
though in some of the younger classes
we should have liked to see more of them
and of better quality. The same remark
is made by nearly all judges at our town-
ship shows in this county, and compari-
sons, not 4t all complimentary to Wel-
lington, are made between the horses
shown here and those that we meet with
in other counties — especially Waterloo.
There was, however, a fine turn-out of
carriage and buggy horses, and roadsters,
and great interest was taken in the trials
of speed in the ring. There was also
keen competition in thee class of hack-
neys, and for the special prize given by
Mr. Farrish for the best trotter.

There were some very superior animals
in the Durham class of cattle, and in this
department scarcely uny distriot show
that we know, would come up to it. We
have ouly to re’cr to the prize list for
the names of wo:l-known farmers, who are
noted for keeping good stock. The same
remark will apply to the grades, which
were numcrous, and all in the best con-
dition.

Sheep made a splendid show, being
behind the Guelph Central only in num-
bers and variety. Itwill be seen that Mr.
L. Parkinson took the special prize for
the best pen of five sheep.

There wag a good average show of pigs,
but many of them being kept in the wag-
gons it was hard to get a good sight of
them. There was an excellent collection
of poultry, ard we are gladito notice that
increased interest is being itaken in this
important branch of farm industry.
As regards grain, we believe the dis-
play was better than we had at the Con-
tral. The wheat was excellent, and the
same may be said of the peas and bar-
ley. The oats were not so good, and
some of that shown did'not seem to be
half filled. Potatoes were in great abund-
ance, and the samples were very superi-
or, both as regatds size and quality.
There were 26 entries for Early Rose
alone. The turnips were even better
than the potatoes, and the petiti
was very keen. In Swedes alone there
were 35 entr.es, and 12 of other kinds.
There was a very good collection of ve-
getables, and considering the dry sum-
mer, it was surprising to see them so
large and well grown.

In dairy produce the competition was
very keen, and knowing the excellent
quality of butter made by ‘the industri-
ous matrons in the district, we may well
suppose that the judges had no easy
task. There were 24 entries of salt, and
28 entries of fresh butter. In cheese
the competitign was not near so keen,
but the quality was excellent. There
was an extraordinary display of bread—
as mnuch we believe as would have fed
the pultitudedn the grounds. Some of
the ﬁ)‘r\ves look®d most tempting.

In the. class of fruit we may gay that
we have never.seen a better difiplay, and
the judges were profuse in their praise
of many of the samples. Apples were in
almost  endless variety, but what sur-
prised us more was fo see the many
samples of excellent well grown pears,
and two good. samfiples of grapes. Of
bottled fruit, entered for the Messrs.
Harris's special prize, there was a sples-
did collection in fite preservation.

We canmot trush ourselves to speak
at length of the great variety and excel-
lence of the ladies’ work, From the
finest crochet to the mammoth quilt,
every deseription of ladies’ work was well
represented, and many of the specimens
were really models of taste and samples
of rare skill in this class of work. The
seed and flower wreaths deserve 'all
praise for their beauty of design and
finish,

The collection of plants and flowers in
pot, cut, and in bouquet, was far ahead
of what 'is generally seen at & district
