to find how little British Columbians 
seemed to understand the immense 
extent of the fisheries of this prov­
ince and the urgency of providing 
quickly for an efficient fishery patrol 
to prevent the depletion of the rich 
fishing grounds by poaching vessels 
from United States ports. He sug­
gested that a fleet of small gasoline 
vessels with two parent vessels, tug­
boats of the type of the Wi liam Jol- 
lifïe or the Lome, be provided and 
the coastline patrolled in districts, say 
of 60 miles in length to each vessel, 
the patrol craft going over the area 
in which they work t|ree or four times 
a day and reporting to the vessel en­
gaged on tbe adjoining area, similarly 
as the British coast guards meet at the 
extremes of their territory.

Captain Logan said “It-is surprising 
to me to find in talking to different 
people bn this subject how scant an 
idea they have'-of the extent of the 
fisheries of this province, and of their 
value. Many seem to think that we 
have few food fishes, and that the in­
dustry does not amount to a great 
deal. Very fed seem to realize the 
value of our fisheries. They are far 
in excess of those of Newfoundland, 
which furnish employment to so many 
fishermen, not only exceeding the lat­
ter in extent but also in quality of 
the fish. The fishermen pn the east­
ern coast fish mostly for clod, while 
here there is one of the finest assort­
ments^ food fish in the world.

“Take a catch made on the basis of 
five cents per pound—a low price-^- 
in view of the fact that a catch of 50,- 
000 pounds is common, in fact catches 
to four times that amount have been 
made by^ steamers, the gross value of 
a fishing catch runs from 2,500, and 
a fishing catch runs from $2,500, and 
times a year the owners will earn 
no small amount. «

“Two hundred vessels is a low esti­
mate of the number of alien fishing 
craft which come into British Colum­
bia waters, and the majority of these 
poach on the British Columbia fishing 
grounds.

SAN FRANCISCO, Nov. 15.—Devotion I one 
to two natural children, whom he re­
fused to abandon through years of ad­
venture in various parts of the world, 
led to the arrest here today of John R. 
Swann, wearer of the Victoria Cross, be­
lieved to be a' fugitive wanted by the 
British government for murder commit­
ted in Bloomfontein, South Africa, in 
December, 1901. Swann is also accused 
by the police here of having killed two 
men in Alaska three years ago.

Papers found in Swann’s possession 
show that John R. Swann was a mem­
ber of the British Royal Marine Artil­
lery, enlisting from Kirkshire, Scotland, 
and that- after repeated mention for 
bravery in the dispatches to the home 
government he was awarded the Vic­
toria Cross.

A police circular, printed at Johannes­
burg, also found among Swann’s effects, 
gives a description of a man wanted for 
murder, and offers £1,000 for his arrest.
The description, according to the police, 
fits Swann in the minutest detail, the 
most definite marks of identification con­
sisting of tattoo marks on various parts 
of the body. A full-rigged ship, describ­
ed in detail as covering the back of the 
right hand, did not appear, the hand 
showing a recently finished design of 
the Union Jack. A microscopic examin­
ation made at the bureau of criminal 
identification showed that 
design had been

closer examination showed traces of the 
outlines qf the ship still existing. Other 
tattoo marks, described minutely in the

even in paying a good price to the Do­
minion for these lands. British Co­
lumbia’s proposals in these matters are 
now before the federal departments 
directly concerned, from which answers 
are promised at an early date.

LiONDON, Nov. 13.—Affairs in Per­
sia have reached a stage which prom­
ises further encroachments upon the 
kingdom’s independence . by Russia 
and Great Britain.

Since their agreement dividing the 
country into two spheres of influence 
these two nations appear to have 
worked in harmony in the direction, of 
gradual absorption. s

If1 Russia enforces her ultimatum 
by Occupying a part of the north. 
Great Britain is likely, to take a cor­
responding step in the south.

Russia's ultimatum, which was pre­
sented to the Persian government 
more than a week ago, declared that 
unless apologies were made for the 
alleged Insult to M. Peteroff, the Rus­
sian vice consul, on the occasion of 
the seizure of the property of Shu-Es- 
Sultaneh, the premier, and Persia 
made other reparation. Russia would 
occupy two of the provinces'ln the 
north.

East week the Russian troops in 
the north, it is said, were' augmented 
by strong reinforcements. At the same 
time two regiments of Indian troops 
were landed at Bushire, a seaport city 
on the Persian gulf, nominally to 
guard British consulates in the south 
although there is no apparent need for 
such a force!

•LONDON, Nov. 14.—The Express 
states that tfie armored cruiser 
Aboukir leaves Malta about November 
26- and it is stated she has been sold 
to the Canadian Government.

The Aboukir is an armoured cruiser 
of the Cressy class, which includes six 
vessels, the Creasy, Sutlej, Hogue, Bac­
chante, Euryalus and Aboukir, 
displacement is 12,000 tons and the 
complement carried 700 rank and file. 
On the waterline the cruiser, has a 
length of 454 feet Her beam is 6914 
feet and maximum draught 28 feet. 
Built by the-Fatrfield Shipbuilding and 
Engineering Company the Aboukir was 
laid down in November, 1898 and was 
completed in 1902 and refitted in 19ue. 
She made a speed of 21.6 knots an hour 
on her. trials. The cost of the vessel 
was $4,000,000.

The Aboukir is armored with a six 
inch belt of Krupp steel amidships, two 
inch belt at the bow and five inches at 
the bulkheads. She has. deck protec­
tion of three inches of Krupp steel and 
the protection to the vitals is given 
with six inches of Harveyized steel at 
the barbettes, six inches a tthe turrets 
and with five inches of Krupp non- 
cemented steel armor at the twelve 
casements, and twelve inches at the 
conning tower, the total weight of the 
armo» being 2100 tons.

The armament consists of two 9.2 
guns, twelve 6 inch, twelve 13 pounders, 
three 3 pounders, two maxims and two 
submerged torpedo tubes. She fires 
one 9.2 and four 6 inch guns ahead and 
the same astern, and has a broadside 
of two 9.2 and six 6 inch guns. The 
big guns are manoeuvred by hydraulic 
gear, and she has electric hoists for 
the six inch guns. The fire control 
platforms were fitted in 1905-6.

The machinery consists of two sets 
of four cylinder vertical inverted triple 
expansion engines, with two screws, 
and she has 30 Belleville boilers. The 
designed horse power, with speed of 
21 knots is. 21,0()0, the coal consumption 
being between 16% and 17 tons per 
hour at full speed and 1314 tons at a 
speed of twenty knots with 16,000 horse 
power. The wood fittings are non-in­
flammable. The hull with 
weighs 7840 tons.

GERMAN PROSPECTOR
KILLED BY NATIVES

The steamer Marama brought news 
of an island tragedy from the Bis­
marck archipelago. Last month a pros­
pecting party, under the command of 
Captain Broepter, left Rabaul to ex­
plore the country to the northward of 
Friedrich Wilhelmshaven. The crew 
consisted of four whites and 20 natives. 
They set sail In an inter-island schoon­
er, and travelling down the coast Cap­
tain Broepter and another European 
left the vessel for the purpose of mak­
ing a survey. They landed in a boat 
and proceeded several miles up the 
river. There they were suddenly set 
upon by natives, who showered poison­
ed arrows around them, and Captain 
Broepter received fatal injuries. His 
companion made his escape on a log 
and drifted down the river, only to find 
that the schooner had disappeared. It 
is feared thfct the vessel foundered, 
with all hands, in a storm. German 
officials have set out with a punitive 
party, consisting of Dr. Stevens and a 
body of native police, to investigate the 
matter.

“The Moroccan war scare was at its 
height, and not only the British offi­
cers, but the Suva population knew that 
Germany was taking a big band in the 
North African question, and the reason 
of the unannounced visit of the cruiser 
was not at all clear. The Cormorant 
was soon making signals, which, of 
course, the landsmen did not under­
stand. They were responded to by the 
British vessels, and flag messages were 
exchanged for some time. At last the 
German cruiser was seen heading for 
the sea again, followed by the Govern­
ment steamer Ranadi, and the Suva peo­
ple were more puzzled than ever.

“It was gleaned from official sources 
later on that the Cormorant 
preached Suva and requested 
thoritites to be allowed to send and re­
ceive some important communications 
through by cable to and from Germany. 
The British officers did not relish the

Bank Clerk’s Suicide

HALIFAX, N.S., Nov. 13.—With a 
bullet wound in his right temple, G. W.

THE HOME GARDEN

With the advent of the bulb catalogues ,'Jj 
come thoughts of winter and how to brighten 1 
our homes in which so many hours will probab- |
ly be spent. Having derived much interest and 1
pleasure from this form of gardening myself, | 
I hope a few words may be a help to others. | 
No one with any love for flowers need be 
daunted, for by adhering to a few simple p 
rules success is practically assured.

First, order with your bulbs the fertilized 
fibre, charcoal and oyster-shell, it is about 3s.
6d. the bushel, then proceed to fill any pots, 
basins, cups or glasses you may have; they J 
may be glazed inside no hole at the bottom. m 
The compost does not stain and cracks do not -i 
signify. Small earthenware milk basins, about |
7 inches across and 5 Inches or 6 Inches deep, |
to be got in country towns for 2d. each, look 
charming with Daffodils ; an old copper lustre 
jug minus handle which I planted with five 
Snake’s Head (Fritillaria Meleagris) left little 
to be desired when “in blow,' as the Warwick­
shire folk say. The depth of the jug lent 
itself well to Fritillaria, as they should be 
planted 5 inches deep. These flowers, being 
rather uncommon, usually evoke interest and 
speak of Oxford to all who know and love the 
water meadows there in which they flourish ; 
the sight of them there is a never-to-be-for- 
sratten joy of a true Nature lover. Plant large 
bulbs such as Hyacinths and Narcissus, half 
covered in fibre, smaller ones entirely covered 
about 1 inch or their own depth and Freesias 
rather deep. Plant firmly, pressing the com 
post well down. To attain even height in le 
and flower, plant the five, or any number 
bulbs you wish, of the same weight as m 
as possible. Having planted them keep/ 
watering once a week will usually b' 
sufficient. When the fibre looks dry am 
on top it is a sign water is needed. Vv 
filling the bowels with compost leave half a«. 
inch from the rim free to allow of watering 
without making a mess.

Place the planted bulbs in a spare room in 
a dark corner, and when thev are about three- 
quarters of an inch up above the fibre gradu­
ally brin? them into more light, then sunlight. 
Beware of leaving them too near windows in 
times of sharp frost. I say spare room in the 
early stages merely to avoid dust and fires, as 
a warm room brings them up so fast, causing 
the foliage often to grow limp and the flowers 
noor and delicate. For those who have green­
houses with the damper air and more ever, 
t*—'Hire the case would, of course, be quite 
different.

Fresias, the sweetest of all winter flowers 
in perfume. splendid results, but not un­
less they are carried into the greenhouses when 
about 4 inches high. To a beginner I advise, 
for Tulips, Artus, (red), Grisdelin (pale pink) 
and Canary Bird (yellow) ; Hyacinths Charles 
Dickens both pale pink and pale blue), Mary 
(dark blue), La Belle Blanchiseuse (white), 
and Yellow Hammer (yellow) ; Jonquils, 
sweet scented; ümperor and Queen of Spain 
Daffodils ; any Crocus, S cillas and Grape Hya­
cinths do well. There are, of course, many 
others. All these I have proved for many 
years. Single Hyacinths thrive much better 
than double ones. Roman Hyacinths seldom 
fail, and giy& the quickest results in bloom, 
Snowdrops' and Anemones do not force well, 
at least I have not been clever enough to suc­
ceed with them. ^

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A paper bag of thin, tough paper is need­
ed. Manila sacks as used by grocers are em­
ployed almost exclusively, the two to six 
pound sizes most commonly; the four, five and 
six pound sizes being most serviceable for tree 
fruits. They should be large enough to loosely 
cover the flowers without cramping. A grade | 
known as “Rawhide" has given especial satis­
faction to the United States Department of 
Agriculture. The sack may be tied, wired or 
pinned upon the branch ; being careful to ga­
ther the bottom edge closely around the 
branch.

Ordinarily they should be removed as soon 
as possible after danger from outside pollina­
tion has passed. If left upon the limb the foli­
age and fruit are more apt to become diseased, 
and plant lice are especially liable to do 
harm. As long as there is danger of a frost, 
however, leave the sacks on. I prefer to re- 

them immediately after the petals have 
dropped from the. tree and to spray very thor­
oughly with Bordeaux mixture and an arsenite. 
Some workers find it an advantage to leave the 
bags on apple and pear crosses for three weeks, 
or until the first brood of codling moths has 
gone. If manila sacks are fastened on with 
the label wire, they may be merely torn open, 
not removed. The bags are best left on grapeà* 
until the fruit is ripe.

To prevent depredations by birds and to 
catch any fruits that drop prematurely, crossed 
fruits may be covered with mosquito netting 
sacks. This should not be done until the fruits 1 
approach maturity. I

When pollination operations are conducted 
on a very large scale and complete accuracy 
is not absolutely necessary, it is sometimes 
expedient to dispense with sacks altogether. 
Professor N. E. Hansen writes : “I am getting 
away more and more from using sacks. I try 
to avoid removing the stamens, but apply the 
pollen early enough so there is. no danger from 
self-fertilization.”

The Percentage of Successes
This is extremely variable and depends 

upon many factors, including the skill of the 
worker ; but the results of several men are in­
teresting as indicating about what may be ex­
pected. Seven, men of considerable experience 
place their average of successes in crossing

successful method of storing grape pollen : 
Gather flowers in midday when the dew has 
gone, and clip off the anthers. Place these in 

very clean tin box, which is three- 
quarters filled." Set the box in a warm room 
where there are no draughts, but do not allow 
direct .sunlight to fall on the anthers. Every 
half hour put the lid on the box and shake it 
violently. All the pollen should be out in two 
hours. Winnow out very gently all anthers 
and everything but the pollen ; then set the 
pollen in a sunny room, but not in direct sun­
light, for two hours longer. Close the box 
and paste a strip of paper all around the crack 
of the; cover,.making it air tight. Place the box 
in a dry room, where the temperature does not 
rise above 80 degrees or fall below 65 degrees.

In most places the ground Is covered with 
a fairly heavy growth of n\oss, and this 
condition, along with the nature of the soil, 
is responsible for the soil holding an excess 
of moisture, which does not drain well na­
turally. Although the settlers reported that 
they had had very little rain for weeks, 
the ground was quite wet and soft where 
the land had not been improved.

Pre-empted Land

The land in the district Is practically 
all taken up by pre-emption and pur­
chase. Very little development wojk. 
has as ÿet been accomplished. The 
chief reasons for this have been the 
lack of transportation facilities and 
lack of capital by the settlers. x There 
is room for the investment of a large 
amount of capital in the district for de­
velopment purposes, and it should yield 
good interest. The amount of road 
work being done in the district has af­
forded the means of assisting the set­
tlers until they brought their places 
Into condition to bring them sufficient 
monetary returns. The cutting of ties 
is also giving employment to a number 
of the settlers. It is expected that some 
of the large land owners will do ex­
tensive clearing in the near future, 
thereby providing èrpployment for a 
number of men. With these facts in 
view, it appears that a man, with little 
capital, going into the district should 
be able to tide himself over until such 
time as his farm was in a condition to 
support him. By clearing up a small 
area and getting it under cultivation 
immediately it should only be a year or 
two until good returns would be forth­
coming. It is reported there is a plen­
tiful supply of water to be had at a 
reasonable distance, providing it was 
required for irrigation purposes, 
should not be necessary for ordinary 
fruit-growing or farming under upper 
soil treatment. On the whole, the dis­
trict looks most promising. With the 
introduction of the right kind of set­
tlers and with sufficient capital for ex­
tensive clearing purposes, the district 
should advance rapidly.

There is some benc'fi land on the side 
of the valley, which contains little sur­
face soil, being mostly a gravel bed, 
and it is questionable whether this will 
prove satisfactory for agricultural pur­
poses, especially where cultivation, is 
necessary, or where irrigation water is 
not applied. The prospective purchaser 
or pre-emptor should examine the soil 
closely, both surface and subsoil, as the 
general appearance of the surface soil 
is no indication of what lies beneath or 
of the value of the land for agricultural 
purposes.

One of the first steps to take In the im­

provement of this land will be a thorough 
system of drainage. Good, deep. open 
ditches" will be the most satisfactory 
method, as, besides giving good drainage, 
they would aerate the soil to a limited ex­
tent.

There was a large gate­
way in the middle of the long white wall, 
so I walked boldly towards it expecting every 
moment to be turned back or even be arrest­
ed. However, nothing of the sort occurred 
To my astonishment not a soul was to be 
seen. Under the archway on one side a guard 
room, on the other a smaller one with a divan 
and table evidently for the officer on guard ; 
and both were empty. Where were the sol­
diers? The great courtyard was deserted and 
presented no particular interest. A line of 
well-built stables told me that the place was 
a cavalry barracks—without men or horses.
I retired as I had come, unmolested ; but out­
side the gate the sound of hoofs coming from 
the direction of the town made me hesitate.
A moment later an officer and four men gal­
loped up and dismounted. The officer, a 
young 'man of about thirty, showed none of 
the shabbiness of the ordinary Turk. Not a 
speck of dust on the well-fitting dark blue 
uniform; not a stray or buckle out of place.
I looked and wondered. But the men—what 
a contrast! No smartness here. Their clothes 
had been patched and repatched, till not a 
shred of the original uniform remained; only 
one wore what had once been boots. And still 
they are splendid soldiers, and because of 
their rags and unkempt appearance one is 
forced to admire them all the more. With 
tlie exception of a few important garrisons, 
the Turkish soldier hardly ever receives any 
pa)x Each man gets two loaves of bread a 
day, and in order to have a few pence for 
their other needs, they generally sell one of 
them. At Tripoli I often saw them standing 
in rows in the market place, each with his 
basket of bread in front of him, doing bus­
iness like the ordinary bàkërs. But to return 

< to my story. The officer salaamed politely 
and remarked in excellent French that he 
must ask me not to remain where I was, as 
forëigners were not allowed to approach the 
barracks. For a moment I was about to com­
ply with his request, but the situation seemed 
so amusing that, at all risks, I felt I must 
confide in him. So I réplied that I had been 
so surprised to find the place deserted that 
I had already examined the whole of it. The 
quiet laugh that greeted this statement re­
lieved my mind considerably. “Ah,” he said, 
“what is the use of hiding the truth from 
you Europeians? You find out everything. 
These barracks were built for a thousand men, 
and I am here with only twenty.” He went on 
to tell me that he had only been a few months 
in Tripoli, having been banished from Con­
stantinople for some reason which he himself 
ignored. “Will you go back?” I asked. “Inch 
Allah,” (if Allah wills), was the reply. “Nearly 
all of us are here for the same reason, and 
hardly anyone can hope to see the Bosphor­
us again.”

A New Gospel Voice From Egypt
pel according to the Egyptians.’ Origen also 
refers to the same gospel and so does Jerome, 
the latter adding that it contained 
heresies. Epiphanius took the same view and 
wrote concerning the ‘corrupt and preposter­
ous sentiments’ of certain parts of the gospel. 
In some immaterial points it contradicted the 
canonical writings.

“It is known that the Church in Egypt was 
founded in the second century, but this gospel 
(assuming it to be identical with that just dis­
covered by Hunt and Grenfell) is believed to 
have antedated the actual foundation of the 
Church and to have bçen written very early in 
that century, before the formal introduction, 
of Christianity into North Africa. Up to the 
present time, "nothing has come to light among 
the fragmentary relics to show the attitude of 
this long-forgotten and repudiated gospel on 
the miracles and the resurrection. The first 
seeds of Christianity were sown in Egypt in 
apostolic times, and it is recorded by some 
cient historians that Peter founded the Church 
of Alexandria and several other churches. Tra­
dition says that Mark went to Egypt on a gos­
pel mission. Long before the time of Christ, 
that country was a seat of philosophy, and 
when the new religion appeared, it quickly 
supplanted the old.

“Although the reports concerning the new­
ly found ‘gospel’ do not state the language in 
which it was written, it was probably the Cop­
tic^—a compound of old Egyptian and Greek.”
