In fact the Queen
City is proverbially favored in missing the
heavy brant of wind and rainstorms, frost
and snow. ;

In Nova Scotia the probability is that the
snowstorm will turn to rain to-day, as much
higher temperature is anticipated. This was
the-case last nightin New York, the New
England Stages and Boston.

This-last-mentioned city had a most ex-
traordinary meteorological experience yes-
terday. ' The thermometer stood at zero and
snow fell in the morning. As the day pro-
gressed the cold moderated and towards even-
ing it became warm. At 10 o’clock last
night the mercury was 40 degrees above
zero, an almost unparalleled fluctuation in
12 hours. Such an aberration is puzziing to
any save practical meteorologists, but such
was the state of rapid variation and pressure
in various districts of North America that
rmg kind of weather might be predicted.

1d Probs was, however, fully assured last
night that the storm to-day will be more
severe over Kingston and Quebec than it was
yesterday over Toronto.
