1. That the telephone wire which it is
claimed the Williams cutter passed over
in leaving the premises was down on
Friday, Dec. 15,and not Thursday, Dec. 14,
and that consequently the murder could
not have been committed before Friday.

92, That notwithsianding the storm which
raged on Friday electric cars were running
in King-street to Scholes’ Hotel on that
night, and that MacWherrell's story to the
effect that he went to Scholes’ Hotel on that
night, met two men and purchased thehorse
and catter from them is not inconsistent.

3. It will be admitted by the defence that
MacWherrell made the journey along the

Hanock Rennick, the Spadina.avenue
(Toronto) grocer, at whose place Williams
and his wife called when they visited To-
ronto on Thursday, Dec, 14, was called.

Rennick purchased some butter and geese

Wit.-
nees swore that neither of the purses found
in the Williams house after the murder,
and produced, was the one that Williams
had.

Yesterday the Donahues, father and son,
testified that they saw the prisoners with
the missing rig at 3 p.m. Friday in the
Danforth-road. William Tobin, a restaur-
ant-keeper at 134 York-street, Toronto,
swore to-day thatat 10lo’clock the samenight
MacWherrell and Walker came to his place
within 20 minutes of each other. Mac-
Wherrell wore a pea jacket and dark trous-
ers with a stripe. Both were very wel.
They — stated that they had been
down to Little York looking
for & job, and the only work
offered them was ‘‘shoveling fog.” The
prisoners slep?, at Tobin’s that niil;t,.

Where the Horse Was Stabled Friday
Night.

It is claimed that on their return from
Little York with the horse and rig the
prisoners stabled it at the Armory Hotel in
West Market-street and then proceeded to
Tobin’s. John Mecllraine, the hostler at the
Armory, was put in the box and told how a
man resembling MacWherrell had about 10
or 10,30 Friday night driven into  the
Armory stables with a horse and cutter
which ~resembled very much the Williams
colt and democrat, since shown to him.
Saturday morning the same man came for
the rig and took it away with him. 4

Identifying Missing Articles,

The most damaging evidence against
Walker was brought out when the crown
proceeded tu prove that a pocketbook
and pistol sold by Walker on Friday, Dec.
15, belonged to the murdered couple. James
(’Hara, o former hired man for the old
couple, swore that he saw the pocketbook
produced in Mrs. Willisms’ possession three
years ago. She had itin her hand mending
it at the time. Mr. Robinette: Do you
come here and swear after three years that
this is the same pocketbook you saw Mrs.
Williams mending?—A. 1 do, sir.

In corroboration of O'Hara Thomas
Blake, aged 14, of 19 Bishop-street, Toron-
to, swore that he saw the prisoner Walker
near the Union Station. at 5.30 on Friday,
Dec. 15, and bought the pocketbogk pro-
duced from him for 10 cents. He identified
the pocketbook by the stitching on the
edge, where he had mended it. This looked
like a coutradiction of O’'Hara’s testimony
that Mrs. Williams did the stitching until
the witness poiuted out a second
place which had  been  stitched.
Then Mr. Robinette took Tommy in hand
and got him to admit that the stitching in
both places looked as if all the punctures
had been made by the same needle and as it
the same thread had been used, although
the stitches were dissimilar. It was also
Koulble, Tommy admitted, that he might

ave mended both tears; but, he added, he
did not remember mending the second tear.
When Walker gave the young newsboy the
pocketbook he told him not to show it to
angone.

To prove that Walker did not have the
pocketbook for any length of time Detective
Slemin was called and swore that on Dec.
11 he searched the prisoner and he did not
have the pocketbook., He remained ia jail
until the forenoon of Thursday, Dec. 14,
and did not have the pocketbook when he
left. Neither did he have a revolver when
h; was arrested nor when he was discharg-
ed.

Whalker's Story,

Detective Slemin then read Walker’s
story to him after hia arrest at Havelock.
Brieﬂg it was to the effect that he had met
MacWherrell, who was known to him as
Maguire, in & York-street hotel Thursday
night, Dec. 14, between 9 and 10, and in
accordance with an appointment
then made met him again  Fri-
day pight and then went to Tobwn’s
and had tea and went to bed,as sworn to by
Tobin. MacWherrell told him that he had
a chance to buy a bay horse, and the next
morning the two went to the toligate near
| the Woodbine, met the man and got the
! horse. Walker corroborated the story of
the Donahues as 1o he and MacWherrell
calling there Friday, and also stated that
he had taken the rig to George Buchard’s at
Little York the following day, as to visit-
ing the Little York dairyman again on Sun-
day, also on Monday. On the latter day
Buchard gave him the rig and he brought it

over to MacWherrell, the latter having in-
formed him Sunday that he had found a
purchaser for it through an advertisement.
A few hours later Walker said he again
saw MacWherrell at the Union Station,
when the latter said he was going to Buffalo,
Then the crown brought forward a new
witness to prove that Walker tried to con-
vey to MacWherrell the drift of the state-
ment he had made to Slemin, and that it
corroborated the detective’s testimony.
A Cipher Communiention,

Turnkey Shaw of the Brampton Jail
gave some startling testimony. When he
produced a portion of a newspaper which
he had found in Walker’s possession, and
which was believed to have been intended
as & means of communication between the
{ two while in jail, both prisoners cagerly
craned forward theirnecks. The witnessswore
thatthe paper,which was partially blank, was
oniginally in the possession of MacWherrell
and was passed by him to Walker. It then
contained these letters pricked with a pin
in the paper and then retraced with a pen-

This, the Crown inferred, was a secret
cipher known to the two prisoners, consti-
tuted, in fact, a query by MacWherrell to
Walker as to what information he had sup-
plied the police. The blank space below was
filled in by Walker with this reply in lead
pencil, the writing being positively identi-
fied by several witnesses:

The reply never reached MacWherrell.

The interruption in the chain was here
resumed by producing testimony with
respect %o the pistol. William Moody, sr.,
awore early in the day that when the

His description
tallied with the desoription given by Harry
Morris of » revolver he bought from the
risoner Walker st 7 p.m. on Saturday,
ec, 15, at his uncle’s second-hand store in
York-street, Under police regulations
second-hand stores have to keep a record of
all pistols purch ,and young Morris

ro&ced the record book showing that
c"slkor under the name of Kinsey had sold
the pistol for 25 cents on the date named
and had given his address as 134 York-
street, which is Tobin’s restaurant.

C. A. Fitch, of the Attorney-General's
Department, testified that while the pri-
soners were en route to Cooksville from
Toronto, - the prisoner stated that he
never had a revolver, *Because you found
» cartridge, you think I had a revolver,”
said Walker, reterring to the fact that
when searched at Havelock a cartridge was
found 1n his pocket.

Walker's Damagiog Admission,

A young man wearing & conservatory on
his coat and who said his name was
William Henry Mulcahy said that he had
a conversation with Walker about 3 o’clock
in the afternoon of Monday, Dec. 18, the
day the murder was heard of. Walker
read the account of the murder in the paper
and then remarked: ““If me partner doesn’s
get out he may swing for it.”  MWalker also
said he was going outof thedity to see if
he could make some money.

The bringing of the Williams horse and
cutter to George Buchard’s at Little York
by MacWherrell and Walker, the stabling
the iden-
tification of the cutter by acksmith
Brotherson from a description in the news-
papers as that of the missing Williams rig,
the conversation between Llewellyn Davis
and the prisoners; and the purchase of the
horse by Butcher Jobn Lowry of Parla-
ment-street from the prisoner MacWherrell
was once more described by tnese several
witnessess, all of whom identified the ac-
cused or either of them, Their evidence
established as true the statement given by
Walker to Slemin at the time of his arrest.

When Walker was searched by Slemin
the officer found a memorandum book in
his pocket from'which a leaf had been torn.
Walker stated that the leaf was torn out
by MacWherrell, who wrote ugon it &
message which ho sent back by Walker to
Buohard atter the horse had been sold. This

fac simile of the other pages in Walker’s
memorandum book. Buchard swore that
he received the slip of paper from Walker.
The Crown rests its case to-night, after
lacing Mrs. Stapleford of Woburn, Scar-
oro, st whose house MacWherrell lived
for 11 months, leaving on Nov. 24 last,
when he was paid §78.25 due him as hired
man. He returned on Monday night, Dec.
11, wearing a peajacket, a frieze overcoat
and a pair of new trousers. After dinner
on Wednesday, Dec, 13, MacWherrell again
took his departure, wearing - the same
clothes, He expressed his intention of
going to Toronto.
This agrees with John Cory’s evidence
that he met MacWherrell in Fitzgerald’s
Hotel, in York-street, at 8.30 that evening,
when McWherrell told him be had come
in from Scarboro. McWherrell again
returned on Des. 21 and remsined
at Mrs, Stapleford’s until he was arrested.
When he returned Dec. 21 he still wore the
pea-jacket and the overcoat, but his new
pants had disappenred. The object of this
evidence was to show by . inference that
MacWherrell’s pants were blood-stained
and that he destroyed them.
A sensation was created when Mrs.
Stapleford swore that a few hours after
MacWherrell returned on Dec. 21 be said
to her little boy in her presence: ‘‘There’s
an old woman killed and they say I killed
her.” The boy replied: *“You didn’t kill
ho\? d}d you?” and MacWhoerrell, answered
“No.’
For the first time the pipe found by High
Constable Hurst in the Williams’ house
came into prominence, Mrs. Stapleford
swearing that when MacWherrell returned
on Dea. 21 he had a different pipe to that
he took away with him.
Mrs, Stapleford identified the ‘‘crop” of
the riding whip produced as belonging to
MacWherrell, ie had the crop when he
left on Dec. 13, and when he returned on
Dec. 21 he took the knob out of his pocket
and she put it on the shelf. She gave it to
& World reporter on Dec. 26.
John Cory, the hired man, who has been
in jail since the inquest, will be discharged
to-morrow. He will be paid his witness
fees, which will give him a small start in
life again. George Death of the Lake Shore-
road has offered him employment, which he
may accept.

DOWNTOBUSINESS AT 0TTAWA

GORGEOUS SCENE AT THE OPENING
Or THE HOUSE.

The Speech From the Throne Brief and
Mesty—~Disoussion on the Address To-
Day—Thirteen Notices of Motion Given,
Including Two on the Separate School
Question,

OrrAwA, March 15.—Never before, with
the single exception of the session of 1879,
when Her Royal Highness the Princess
Louise was present, has Ottawa witnessed
#0 brilliant an opening of Parliament as the
one which took place to-day. Although the
weather was unpropitious, the sky overcast
n}d threatening rain and the wind keen
apd chilly, Parliament Hill was almost
entirely covered with the vast crowd which
thronged to see the show and pressed in so
much on the guard of honor from the
Governor-General’s Foot Guards that it
was almost hidden from view. From the
windowsof the Parliament building just
one black mass of heads could be seen.
The people packed so closely together
that moving about was impossible,
and it was onl with iffieulty
that the four-in-hun! containing His Ex-
cellency and the escort from the Princess
Louise Dragoons, which accompanied it,
could make their way to the main tower,
where His Excellency alighted, without
crushing some ot the eager spectators who
crowded into the roadway. o such crowd
has bsen seen in® Parliament-square before,
with the single exception named. Fully
ten thousand people must have been pre-
sent, and hearty cheers were given for His
Excellency as he drove up.

‘Inside the scene was one of unusual bril-
lisncy, The handsome red chamber of the
Setate was arranged in the wsual manner
for opening, the Senators’ ‘desks being re-
moved and benches and lounges substituted,
while the floor was occupied by chairs for
the invited guests, Every chair was filled
and every inch of standing room was occu-
pied.

A Brilliant Scéne,

either see or hear anything. The atten-

There were moremembers than could get into
thespace lugpond tobereserved for the Com-
mons, and there were many complainte that
thef general public was allowed to crowd
intg. vhis space to the exclusion of the mem-
bers. The galleries were jammed almost to
suffocation, the crowd consisting mostly of
Iadjes, and altogether the attendance far
exazoded that at any previous opening,save
that of 1879, known as *““The Princess’
year.”

Promptly at 3 o’clock Mr. Speaker
White took his seat in  the
Commons and read prayers. Scarcely
‘had'the ccho of the last’ amen died away
upon the air when the three time-honored
whacks announcing the arrival of a messen-
ger fiom His Excellency resounded through
the Chamber, and on the Speaker giving
permission for the admission of the messen-
ger, the gentleman ushei of the black rod
entered and, after his three justly celebrat-
ed bows, delivered the ysual message thav
His Excellancy the Governor-Genersl de-
sired the immediate pttendance of the
House in vhe Senate Chumber.

Aon Expert in Bows,

The bows of Black Rod are as fine and fin-
ished a performance us ever. Age has
thinned his once luxuriant locks and
time has dimmed the brijghtness of his once
proud and haughty glnnce, but neither time
nor age appears to have any effect on the
suppleness of his back, nor to im air the
graceful flexibility of hiy body. His bows
are expansive, but they are the finest of
their kind, and no one who has seen Black
Rod step backwards and bow himself out of
the Commons Chamber, after delivering
his message, could have the heart
to -grudge him his salary. The
members of the Commons gave vent to
their admiration by ‘& hearty round of
applause led by two Cabinet Minister and
one prominent member of the Opposition,
who was feeling unusually good, and then
trooped out after Mr. Speaker to the
Senate Chamber, where such of them as
could get in listened to the following
Speech from the Throne read by Lord
Aberdeen in a clear voice which was easily
heard in every part of the chumber:

of this Dominion; nor need I refrain from
assuring you that I have been deeply im-
pressed by the heartiness of the reception
accorded to me as Her Majesty’s viceroy
and representative, a rcception which has
once more manifested the loyalty, the cor-
diality and the public spirit of the Canadisn
people.

The dncrense of Trade,

My predecessor was able to express grati-
fication to you last year on an increase in
trade and on the continued progress of the
Dominion. It is gratifying to me to ob-
gerve that the expectation which was then
formed, that the volume of trade durio
the then currens year would exceed that o
any year in the history of the Dominion,
has been fully realized and that Canada’s
rogress continues with every mark of sta-
ility and permanence.

It may observed with satistaction
that a large proportion of this increase is
shown to fmvo been due to an extension of
our commerce with Great Britain.

CanadajSpared the Panics,

It is a cause of thankfulness that our
people have been spared in a very great
degree from the sufferings which have visit-
ed the populations of some other countries
during many months past, and that while
the commercial depression prevailing abroad
could not put affect the activity of business
in the Dominion, we have been free from
any extensive financial disaster or wide-
spread distress,

The revenues of the year have been ample
for the services which you provided for,
and have met the expectations on which the
appropriations of last year were based.

Harmony With the United States,
The peaceful conclugion, by the award of
the arbitrators at Paris, of the controversy
which had prevailed so long with respect to
the seal fisheries in the Pacific Ocean and
the rights of British subjects in the
Behring Sea has removed the omly source of
contention which existed between Great
Britain and the United States with regard
to Canads. Thereis every reason to believe

that Her Majesty’s Government will obtain
redress for those Canadian subjects of Her
M:’juty who were deprived of their property
and liberty without just cause while the
controversy was in progress.

The Tariff Revision,

At an early date & measure will be laid
before you having for its object a re-
vision of the duties of customs with a view
to meet the changes which time has effect-
ed in business operations of all kinds
throughout the Dominmion. While my
ministers do not propose to change the
principles on which the existing enactments
on this subject are based, the amendments
which will be offered for your consideration
are designed to simplify the operation of
the taritf and to lessen as far as cau be
done, consistently with those principles
and with the requirements of the treasury,
the imposts which are now in force,

An Insolvency Bill

There will also be laid before you a
measure on the subject of bankruptey and
insolvency which will, it is hoped, make
more adequate provision than now exists on
that subject for the increasing trade and
commerce of the country, and for the great-
ly espanded trade between the several pro-
vinces of Canada.

Ocean Steamship Lines,

Measures will also be submitted to you
making more effective provision for our lines
of steam communication on the Atlantic and
Pacific Oceans;

For improving the law with regard to
Dominion lands and with regard to the
management of Indian affairs;

Also a bill respecting joint stock com-
panies;

Another with respect to the fisheries,
and several less important 'measures
which experience has suggested with
regard to various matters under your con-
trol.

Gentlemen of the House of Commons !

The public accounts will be submitted to
you at an early date, and also the estimates
of the expenditure wkhich has been con-
sidered necessary for the ensuing year.
Hon. Gentlemen of the Senate !

BLOWN 0 DEATH IN CHURCH -

P

4 BOMB PREMATURELY EXPLODED
LY A SWING DOOR,

The Explosive Was Intended To Be
Thrown Among the Worshippers—The
Miscreant Struck On the Arm By the
Door and Horribly Mangled — His .
Identity Established,

Paris, March 15,—At 2 o'clock this
afternoon a bomb was exploded in the
Church of the Madeleine. One person sup-
Egud to be the author of the explosion was

illed and several others were injured. The
police made one arrest.

The Anareh Disembowelled,

The Abbe Le Rebours, who is attached
to the Church of the Madeline, was stand-
ing near the inner swinging doors when the
o)&ploalon occurred. His version of the
affair is this:

The man carrying the bomb had passed
through the main entrance with the stream
ot wouhi]:ferl who were pouring into the
church and was about to pass the swinging
doors. He had his hends in his coav
pockets, One of the doors, released by a per-
son passing through, rebouunded and struck
the man on the arm, The blow upon his
arm caused him to jerk his hand from his
pocket and with it came the bomb which

-{tell upon the floor. Then came the ex-

plosion which hurled persons nearby in all
directions,

The body of the man who had carried the
bomb was found' lying just outside the
swinging door. His clothing had been torn
into shreds and his entrails were protruding
from a great hole in his abdomen,
the most of which had been
blown away and was scattered about the
space in the ' lobby, while the walls, the
floor snd the clothing of many who stood
near were bespattered with blood and frag-
ments of the man’s flesh. Upon examination
of the horribly mautilated body a number of
nails and bits of iron, with which the bomb
had been charged, were found imbedded in
the flesh and in the cavity of the abdomen.

The man was miserably clad and had few
articles in his pozkets. Upon the bedy
was found a pocketbook which contained

The Trolley to Supplant the Canal Horse,

The experiment last year of using the
trolley on the Erie Canal is considered suc-
cessful enongh to warrant a company going
into the business in earnest. An electric
company has just been granted a fifty-year
permit by the New York State Department
of Pablic Works, authorizing the construc-
tion of an electric plant along ths lines of
the state canals, whereby boats may be
propelled by the trolley or other electric
systems. The permit stipulates that the
company shall not charge for usg of such
power by the canal boatmen at }\mca ex-
ceeding $20 per electrical horse power for
each season of navigation, It is claimed
that at vhis figure electricity will be 50 per
cent. cheaper than mule power.

Farmer-General Dryden is Annoyed at
the Agrieultural College Expenditure
Being Criticised—The Fee Comminssion
Not Yet Appointed, But Will Heport
nefore the House Rises,

In the Legislature yesterday Mr. Mere-
dith presented three petitions from the
city of London in favor of the single tax.

Mr. Biggar introduced a bill to amend the
Municipal Act and it was read & first time.

The foMowing bills were read the third

time and passed:
Respecting the Railway Debenture Debt

ot the Township of Flos.
Respecting the Beechwood Cemetery

Company of the city of Ottawa.

The Budget Debnte,

Hon. Mr. Dryden resumed the budget de-
bate. Having remarked that not one item in
the Treasurer’s statement had been disput-
ed, he said he rose particularly to refer to
the unfair and unprecedented criticisins
which had been made regarding his depart-+
ment and especiglly the expenditures on
the Agricultural ~ College. He was
asked to point to results. In reply
he pointed to the victories obtained
at the Chicago Fair in live stock, grain,
dairy products, vegetables, fruit, honey,
ete.  In every case the farmers generally
of Ontario were found to be vhe peers of
those who came from older and wealthier
partsof the globe. And the achievements
of our farmers in the markets of the world
were most remarkable, All these re-
sults were largely dug to the educational
prop;{nndu conducted throughout the pro-
vinee by the officers of the much-maligned
Agricultural College. In order to obtain
the valuable services of qualified experts
good salaries were indispensable, and
pew and important  services per-
formed by the college rendered
sn incresse in expenditure inevitable.
One hundred young men were attending the
dairy school. The experimental plot had
been increased from three or four to some
50 acres. Complaint was made regarding
high salaries paid, but at Ottawa the chief
official, Prof. Saunders, was paid $4000 a
year with a house. Prof. Robertson, who
gou §2000 at Guelph, received st first $3000
at Ottawa and $5000 now. Three other
professors at Ottawa received $1400 with a
free house. 1f they were to keep at Guelph
all the best of their men they must pay
somewhat proportional salaries.

Mr, Preston (referring to Prof. Shaw):
It is said that you drive the best men
away.

Mr. Dryden replied that they had
suffered no loss in connection with that re-
moval. Every bright man ‘that they had
sent round with the traveling dairies had
been attracted to the United States,
whenee President Mills had had an offer of
$4000 a year. He was firm onf one point—
e would never sacrifice efficigncy to secure
a cheap-Jack sort of economy,

The expenditure fon the ¢ollege in 1893
amounted to $22,113, while (the same ex-
penditure at the Ottawa institution, with
pot so large a farm, was $42,735. Their
rovente was $4240 the samé year and the
revenue at Ottawa was 32503, :

Why the Attendance Is Small,

The attendance was the subject of com-
plaint, but this would never be what it
ought ta be so long as this college, both in
the ]:'loun and in the country, was kept in
the ~ political. arena for political pur-

Still the attendance was
incuninflyeuly, and more farmers’ sons
were at the college this year than had ever
before been the case. The fact was that
the students were
complained that he was attacked continu-
ously and frequently simply because he was
a farmer.

The Fee System Must Go,

Mr. Wood (Hastings), having made a few
remarks concerning the ‘*‘surplus,” the
existence of which in a business sense he
denied, moved, seconded by Mr.Clancy,
the following smendment: That in the
opinion of this House the present mode of
appointing and paying by fees registrars
of deeds and other county officials js un-
satisfactory and should be changed; and
that the appointment of all the said
officials, whose sslary or remuneration is
provided in the whole or mainly by fees
in the locality for which they are appoint-
ed, should be vested not in the Executive
ot the Province, but in the people, either
directly or through their municipal bodies.

He quoted from a Globe article in de-
fence of the fee system and condemnation
of the tactics of the Opposition, and ob-
served that this matter had been brought
up in some shape or other at every session,
and that it had constantly been opposed by
the Government and its supporters, Three
years ago he had moved a similar motion,
and at the behess of the Attorney-General,
it was voted down. Now, however, the
elections were approaching and a commis-
sion regarding this matter was promised.
The average net receipts of the sheriffs of
Toronto, York, Cardwell, Simcoe, Elgin,
London and fssexi were about $4000
a year, and in a number of other
cases $1055 a year. Eight registrars,
including Toronto, received a net income of
$5842 & year, others $1013 a year. In the
smaller offices the registrar was obliged to
do part of his work, but in the larger offi-
ces'the work was done by clerks at low
salaries of $1 a day or thereabouts, or by
deputies at $3 a day, Fight county crown
attorneys received net §720 a year, eight
others $1250, «ight others $2120 and eight
others $3000 a year. Their offices were
also furnished by the county, which was
compelled to build according to Government
regulations, and were supplied with books,
heating, etc. And yet - the Attorney-
General said that there was no disparity in
the payment of these officials, The facts
were exactly the reverse, He charged that
the official returns concerning the incomes
from these offices had been mani-
pulated, and instanced amongst others the
east and west riding of York in connection
with which the gross income Was given as
§4047 and experses were placed at §5706.
The county was paid $2147 and the net in-
come of the registrar appeared as only
21084. Did anybody believe that this was
true? And yet these hgures were presented
to the House with the authority and with
the avowed endorsation of the Inspector
appointed by the Government for this pur-
pose. The gross income of the registrar of
North York was reported to be $2353, ex-

enses $854, and net income $1499. The
reu the gross income the larger the net
revenue!

Great
stress was laid in that report on the fact
that he had supervision over all the work
done in his office. They had no hope of &
remedy by this Government, but they
would soon appeal to the electorate,
where sham commissions were valueless and
where the caucus whip was worthless, and
they bad no fear of the result, when the
whole case of the Opposition vs. the Gov-
ernment would be tried on its merits, and
on its merits alone.
Mowat Defends the System,

Sir Oliver Mowat began by complaining
that no notice had been given of the inten-
tion to move this amendment.

He denied that the change in system pro-
posed would effect a very great saving, and
affirmed without any hesitation that if
these officials were paid reasonable salaries
and what they ought to get, instead of a
saving of $250,000 there would be a loss to
the public snd no gsin atall. He had

there was at other offices. And with in-
crease of responsibility and work there
should be increase of pay. In one case a
sherift had through a singl8 mistake lost one-
half of his income, and & mistake could in-
volve even a greater loss; consequently the
income must bear some proportion to the
risk. There were various causes for un-
eveness in disbursements. And it should
not be forgotten the State law required that
all these returns should be made under
oath.

Nothihg Wrong in the System,

Hon. Mr. Ross pointed out that lawyers
anddoctors were paid by fees, Andthere was
nothingin the world wrong io the fee system.
The Americans elected these officials, and
how many of them were defanlters for large
amountsi They paid for their positions, and
recouped themselves by heavy robberies. He
warned the Opposition dgainst the conse-
quences that would result from Americaniz-
ing Canadian institutions. This was the
second and the worse, and essentially much
the more dangerous, attempt in thas direc-
tion. Thesystem of election-by the people
would be mosy injurious. No complaints
had been made specifically against these of-
ficials appointed by.the Government. He
did not believe that the movement had popu-
larsupport. The Government were strong-
ly opposed to the elective system.
They had been thinking over it
for a long time, and they were
going to appoint & commission to find this
out, or 8o these hon. gentlemen said. .

Taxation of Gas Malos, Ete,

A numerous deputation connected with
the electric, telephone and gae interests of
the province waited upon the Government
yesterday sfternoon to protest against
legislation in the line of Judge McDougall’s
decision in this city re assessment of gas
mains, It will be remembered that this
gave the city the right to tax the mains in
the streets. 1t was stated yesterday that
this would be settled in the courts of
appeal. J. K. Kerr, Q.C, read a memo-
randum on the subject.

On the average throughout the province,
the return will not perhaps exceed 3or 4
per cent. Some companies psid 6, 7 and 8
por-cent. Contracts had been entered into
with manicipalities. Since 1882 munici-
palities could expropriate their property at
the then cost, or they could compete
with them. There should be distinct legis-
lation on this point aud their position
should be confirmed. Judge McDougall’s
decision was contrary to the general under-
standing of the law, and would be tested on
appeal in a particular case. It would not
be unreasonable to assess the income of the
companies ot(];usl to the dividend declared
on the profits available for division, but
Lg. Kerr wis not authorized to make that
offer.

SOHOOL BOARD ANXIOUS 170 SPEND
MONEY ¥OR BUILDINGS.

It Will Take $364,188 to Tench the Young
fdes This Yesr—The Drill Instructor
will st1ll Command His Little Army—
Myrs, MeDonell BSpores 8 Point—No
Change in Salaries.’

The most important session of the year
as far as the School Board is coneerned is
over. The long-talked-of question of
salary reductions is over and the officials in
the employ of the Board slept more sound-
ly last night than they have for three
months hitherto. A great amount of busi-
ness was handled, a great amount
of wuseless talk was indulged in,
the ssesion was protracted until nearly mid-
night, but the reports d through the
fiery furnace almost untouched, and they
stadd now practically as they came from
the several committees. Each report was
dealt with clause by clause; each one re-
ceived more or less adverse criticism, but
there will be few changes from last year.

The World of yesterday placed the
amount to be requested from the City
Council at $365,000, and when the board
adjourned last night the sum they had de-
cided upon was $364,188. This is after the
(Jovernment grant of $25,000 and balance
from last year now in the treasury of the
board $7000 was deducted.

One Office Abolished,

The office of superintendent of drawing
has been abolished, also that of principal of
city Model School. Mrs. Arthurs who held
this latter position will be employed as a
teacher with little or no reduction in her
salary.

The office of drill inspettor has not been
abolished as was reported.

The Night School Committee report recom-

wended the closing of night Bthools eight

days earlier this year to enable the care-
takers to decorate schools during Easter
holidays was adopted.

Trustee Hodgson gave notice of motion to
introduce s bylaw compeling all contractors
\for school work to pay union rates of wages
to all men employed on those works.

Trustee Fraleigh asked for o committee of
three to enquire into the healthtulness, ete.,
of the Smead-Dowa system of heating, etc.
Trustee Douglas asking the City Council
to submit & bylaw to the people as to
whether or not the pupils of the public
schools should be supplied with blank books
and supplies free of cost.

Resignations Accepted,

The report of the Management Com-
mittee was the first to be dealt with and
passed with no oppostition. It recom-
mended that the resignations of Miss
Storms and Miss Davis be accepted, that
Miss E. 8. Hinde, Miss M. A. Pyke, Miss
. M. McKay, and Miss Hope be given six
months’ trial as teachers and that Miss
Pyke be assigned to Victoria-street school.

The Supply Committee’s report was
mostly in reference to the tenders for sup-
plies. They bud been divided among three
firms, but some mistakes had been made by
the tenderers and the tenders will have to
be readjusted by the Supply Committee
and roported at the next meeting of the
board.

Peace reigned while the Propert
mittee’s report was sent through,
fun commenced in esrnest when
Finance report was reached.  The
first clause reports in favor of
the city providing§funds by issuing de-
bentures or otherwise for the erection of
school accommodation reported by the
Property Committee snd adopted by the
Board, to the extent of $76,000. No grant
for this purpose has been made by the City
Council for three years, and the trustecs
clsim that the overcrowded condition of the
schools compl them to furnish increased ac-
commodation, The Board will spend $12,-
000 on repairs and $6200 for night schools.

COBBAN COMPANY MAKE ANOTHER
OFFER FOR THIS 8ITE,

fnspector Awde is Considered the Righs
Man in the Right Place, and Care-
taker Eiliott’s Head is Safe--The Lease
“of a Portion of Hanlan's Island to the
New Ferry Company,

At the meeting of the Property Commit-
tee yesterday afterncon a communication
was read fi the Cobban Manufacturing
Company asking the committee to consider
their applicatign for the lease of block Cin
the Esplanade, comprising two scres of
ground on the|water front between Bay and
York-streets, which they wish to rent for a
nominal sum for the purpose of erecting ®
factory there.

Ald. J. E. Thompson supported the ap-
plication very strongly, pointing out
that if the city refused them
the lease the company would pro-
bably leave Toronto .and locate their
factory elsewhere. He spid that the city
had also lost the chance of getting several
large factories here by their short-sighted-
ness in this way, and if they lose the Cob-
ban Company it will throw 200 men. out of
employment. |

Ald. Sheppard thought it would be very
foolish for the city to fqnt this valuable
property for the small sym of §1200 per
year, when it is really worth many times
that sum,

Chairman Crawford pointed out that the
property is not in the possession of the city,
s there is at present ai lawsuit going on
over it, and that furthermore thmb[ecz
is before the Board of Works, No action
was taken,

The question of leasing the water-covered
land in the rear of the hotel at Hanlan’s
Point to the Toronto Ferry Company, for
the purpose of extending their capacity for
amusements, was taken up. The form ot
the lease drawn up leases the proper&{,
which consists of G} acres of land, mostly
under water, to the Ferry Company for §50
per year, the city to retain the right to
tunnel through it at any time without com-

nsating the company for any work done. If,
Ez'ever, any buildings put up by the com-
pany are damaged the city will either com.
pensate the company or restore the build-
ings. The lease was confirmed subject to
City Counsel Meredith’s approval,

A petition was received from the retail
cigar and tobacco dealers of the city asking
that no reduction be made in the license tee
for the sale of tobaccos, The grocers have
been agitating for 8 reduction of
the license, but the  tobacconists
think that grocers should be kept out of
the business as much as possible, and do
not want the license reduced. The com-
mittee agreed with them and referred the
matter to the license department with their
ap'grovnl.
