Mr. N. B. Howden, whose critical ill. , 

ness was referred to in our last issue 
passed away early on Friday morning in 
his fifty fourth year. Mr. Howden had 
been in failing health for the past year 
with heart trouble, and a few days before 
his death contracted a severe attack of 
pneumonia which his weakened consti­
tution was unable to withstand. Al­
though not unexpected the sad news cast 
a gloom over the community in which the 
deceased had been for years a prominent 
figure.

He is survived by his 
widow, formerly, Miss Sarah Craig, of 
the fourth line Warwick and one son 
Chester H. at home. W. J., Thomas and

"Ealmon Fed to Dogs.
When 1 was in Alaska, says a wri­

ter in The Travel Magaxme, salmon 
wore just beginning to ruo, and at 
Bliff the first drying establishment 
was seen. Mets are used and are 
placed in the eddies of the stream and 
the curing is done in rude shacks in' 
which a slow fire called “smudge” is 
burning. The smoke greatly assists in 
the process.

It was a matter for surprise to me 
that a fish so highly prized for food 
should be put to so common a use as 
feeding dogs. There is not a cannery 
on the Yukon, the entire catch being 
prepared by drying for the above 
purpose. But when it is rememtiered 
that dog-teams are to be fed dur­
ing the long, weary months of 
winter, the value of salmon may 
in no wise be lessened, but the 
respect one may have for the dog gen­
erally increased. It is probably safe 
to say that during the few weeks in 
which the salmon are running, thous­
ands of tons are prepared in this way

Professor James Hendrick, B. Sc 
of Aberdeen University, has been 
■carrying out investigations as to the 
preservation of eggs by waterglass,

‘ and the composition of the preserved 
eggs', says The Ayrshire Post. He 
gives the result of his labors in an ar­
ticle in The Journal of Agricultural 
Science.” In ordinary practice it is 
only necessary to preserve eggs for 
qhort periods, but Mr. Hendrick has 
proved that they can be preserved for 
two, three or four years, with very 
little change in their consumption. 
Eggs preserved in waterglass have a 
nice appearance as the shells are very 
clean and fresh looking after the water- 
glass is wiped off. Even those which 
bad been several years in the fluid had 
* fine fresh appearance. The con­
tents of the eggs do not shrink owing 
to evaporation. Eggs kept in the 
waterglass for a few months could 
hardly be distinguished in appearance, 
flavor, and smell either raw or cook­
ed, from eggs three or four days old. 
Of course, as tho eggs got older a dis­
tinct change was found, but it took

The government will go to the coun­
try with an appeal for the supremacy 
of the peop'e in all matters of legis­
lation. Whether it will include the 
entire abolition of the House of Lords 
in its policy, or the restriction of Its 
powers that will make it a mere regis- 
lering body for the will of the Com 
mons, remains to be seen. It would 
be a good thing for the cause of 
representative government through­
out the world if the government 
adopted the former policy. Outside of 
Great Britain, especially in the British 
colonies and the United States, the 
example ol the mother country has 
been slavishly followed in the organi­
zation of their legislative bodies. The 
province of Ontario was the first, or 
among Jthe first, to break away from 
the old dual chamber plan. The 
single chamber form was so successful 
that it has been extensively copied by 
other provinces, and it is now doubt­
ful whether the dual system would be 
adopted by any of the territories on 
entering upon the sisterhood of self 
governing colonies. There is no logi­
cal ieason that can be advanced for 
creating two sets of legislators to re­
present and carry out the will and 
wishes of one set of constituents in 
countries where the people rule through 
an elective parliament.

A By-law to provide for drainage work in 
the Township of Warwick In the County 
of Lambton, and for borrowing on the 
credit of the Municipality the sum of 
$614 40 for completing the same. 

Provisionally adopted the 11th day of 
February, 1907.

Whereas, Robert Wilson, one of the par­
ties interested and assessed for the con­
struction of the Leach Local Drain, has 
petitioned the Council of the said Township 
of Warwick to have the said Leach Drain 
repaired.

And, whereas thereupon the said Council 
has procured an examination to be made by 
0. A. Jones being a person competent for 
each purpose, of the said drain and the 
mesne suggested for said repair of said 
drain and of other lands and roads liable to 
assessment under the Municipal Drainage 
Act, and has also procured plans, specifica­
tions and estimates, of the drglnage work 
ito be made by the said 0, A. Jones, and an 
assessment to be made by him of the lands 
and roads t» be< benefit ted by snobrepair of 
the said Leach Drain aid of other lands aid 
roads liable fer-oontribatioo therto, stating 
aa nearly ar*e can the proportion of bene­
fit, outlet liability and injuring liability, 
which m hie opinion will be derived or in­
curred in consequence of each drainage 
work by every road and lot, or portion of b 
lot, the sfid assessment so made being the 5 
assessment hereinafter by this by-law en- ‘ 
acted to be assessed snd levied upon the 
road and lots or parte of lota hereinafter in . 
that behalf, specially set forth and de-fj 
scribed and the report of the said C. A. 
Jones in respect thereof and of the said 
drainage work being as follows ;

Ghntlrmhn In compliance with instructions 
received from your Honorable Body I have made »n 
examination of the Leech Drain lots 5 to 11 inclusive, 
concession 6, S.E.R.. of your Township and would 
recommend its being repaired as .it is considerably 
filled in since its la* repair.

I would also rec/*m,end improving tbe lower por­
tion across tbe easterly } of lot 5 and extending it a 
short distance into the drain on the northerly side 
qf the Grand Trunk Railway right of way. The

Death of a Bosanquet Pioneer.
After an illness of less than a week, with 

la grippe, James Johnston, the well known 
fruit grower and pioneer of Bosanquet, 
passed away at liis home Lake Road last 
Thursday evening, yth inst. Mr. John­
ston was bom at Skipness Argylshire, 
Scotland, Nov. 26th 1829, and while yet a 
lad came to Bosanquet with bis father’s 
family. A few years later he went to 
Indiana, where he worked four years for 
John McPherson, a former Bosanquet 
settler, who then owned the lake shore 
farm, only seven acres of which was 
cleared. On his return to Bosanquet he 
purchased the place from Mr. McPherson, 
and has since resided there. Fifty years 
of patient toil, and intelligent methods 
have converted the bush farm into one of 
the fittest homesteads in Lambton and 
where stood the forest there are now in 
full bearing hundreds of fruit trees, 
“Fair as a garden of the Lord,” and 
forming probabbly the best orchard in 
Lambton, the products of which are 
marketed at home, in the North-west and 
in Great Britain. Besides the homestead 
of 100 acres Mr. Mr. Johnston has pur­
chased at different times 300 acres in 
Bosanquet, 100 in Brooke ard 100 in Som­
bra. Mr. Johnson served four years in 
the Bosanquet council and was for many 
years a Justice of the Peace but some time 
ago retired from these public offices, to 
give his whole time to personal affairs.

On March, 186I, Mr. Johnston was 
married, in Warwick township, to Miss 
Jane Campbell, who was born in Scotland 
in March, 1827, daughter of the late John 
Campbell, of Warwick, and was a school 
teacher in her younger days. Mrs. John­
son was trained to pioneer life, and has 
been her husband's best assistant and 
counselor for the past forty-six years of 
happy married life. Like her husband 
she is a member of the Church of God 
and has brought up her children in the 
fear and admonition of the Lord. Ten 
children blessed this union, of whom 
eight are still living, viz ;—John of Som­
bra ; James Arch., now visiting in Scot­
land ; Daniel and Colin at home ; Olive 
at home ; Mrs. Ellen Vance, of Forest, 
and Mary at home. Daniel is well-known 
as President of the Forest Fruit Growers 
Association and lecturer on fruit culture.

Deceased is also survived by two broth­
ers, Hugh of Bosanquet, and Duncan in 
Manitoba. Four brothers are dead, Don­
ald who died 25 years ago, and John, of 
Plympton ; Alexander of Bosanquet, and 
Arch., of Iowa, the three last named hav- 
died within the last nine months.

Besides this visit of the Dreadnaught, 
England through the Admiralty's late de­
cision, will send her first cruiser division to 
Hampton Roads for the opening celebration 
of the Jamestown Exposition. The vessels 
comprising this division are the Good Hope, 
Antrim, Argyle, Devonshire, Hampshire 
and Fexburgh. These ships will probably 
give England a stronger representation in 
the naval manoeuvers in Hampton Roads 
than any of the other foreign powers that 
are to participate.
