CONSIDERS SUCH TRANSACTIONS TO BE

Mr. Wm. Waghorn, of Newport, Ont., purchased from the Singer Co. a machine which they represented to be a Gen-
uine New York Singer. After using ita short time he discovered that the machine, instead of being a New York
Singer, was really manufactured at Glasgow, in Scotland, and differed in several respects from the original
New York Singer. He then returned the machine. The Company sued him for the amount due on it. Judgement
was given in favor of the defendant. The Company applied for a new trial, and the following is the final judge-
ment against them.

THE PLAINTIFFS APPLY TO SET ASIDE THE NON-SUIT ENTERED, AND FOR A NEW TRIAL.

The evidence at the trial showed that what the ‘defendant expected to purchase and what the
Plaintiff’s Agents professed to sell him was a Genuine New York Singer, which, both the plaintiff’s
agent and the defendant understood was the machine made at or near New York.

The facts were that the machine sold was not, nor was any part of it made at New York. The
iron work was made at Glasgow, and the wood work in Indiana. It was different in many respects
from the machine made at New York ; which latter had a better reputation than the Glasgow ma-
chine.

On these facts I have no doubt that the plaintiffs could not succeed, and I think the non-suit was
properly entered. S ; . : . .

On the application by the plaintiffs for a new trial affidavits were filed, showing that manufactur-
ore sometiiies made articles with names as Trade Marks of places different from the place where the
article was actually manufactured.

This does not effect the case in question. Here two machines differing from each other are made :
one near New York, the other at Glasgow ; and the machine made at Glasgow differing from, and
as some witnesses say, inferior to the one made at New York ; and with not as good a reputation
as the New York machine is passed off by the plaintiffs as a New York made machine. Such a
transaction cannot be upheld, and from the affidavits filed in reply to the plaintiff’s application, it
seems that the plaintiff’s agent, Mr. Kester, has now removed from his sign, the words:—“ New
York ;" so that it is probable that his agents will not, in future, sell the Glasgow machine as a New
York one. It will be observed that the plaintiff’s corporate name is not the New York Singer
Manufacturing Co., but the “ Singer Manufacturing Company. It would seem, therefore, that when
the agents of the plaintiff’s sell their Glasgow made machine as Genuine New York Siugers, that
they do so for the purpose of

. MISILEADING THE PUBLIC,

and inducing them to believe that they are buying the machine made at New York, which has a
better reputation than the Glasgow machine.

OUR SUNDAY SCHOOL WORK. IS IT KEEPING

PAGE WITH THE TIMES 7

In attempting to discuss the question as
to whether our Sanday school work is
keeping pace with the times, it would
seem necessary for us, first of all, to ascer-
tain at what pace the times are advancing,
or whether they are advancing at all
There might be found to exist a difference
of epinion among uson the point. The
ablest writers who contribute to the lead -
ing reviews and other literary periodicals
of our day, sccm to arrange themselves in
antagonistic groups on thé question as to
whether the times are getting better or
worse, advancing or rctrograding. The
optimists take the most cheerfnl view of
human affairs, regarding the age as stead-
ily moving forward along the line of im~
provement; whilst the pessimists, adopt-
ing the mournful views of Heraclitus, the
weeping philosopher, are disposed to think
that the times are regenerating as rapidly
as human depravity and the national policy
will permit.

Whilst few of us it may be fairly pre-
sumed, hayve much sympathy with the
dismal views of this latter class of think-
ers, yet we may be allowed to express
some doubt as to whether the times in
which we live are making as rapid advance-

ment as some sanguine persons are disposs | s«

ed to imagine. That marvellous progress
is being made in many departments of
human activity, capnot for a momeat be
denied. Artis unccasingly bringing to
light new and aseful inventions, and disco-
veries of great value to our race follow
each other in rapid succession in the
realm of scientific investigation. Progress
seems to be indicated by the increase of
population and by the accumulation of
wealth. Of the making of books there is
no end, and the treasures of knowledge are
opened fully for the benefit of our race.

Yet, notwithstanding all these admis-
sions, there is room for doubt as to wheth-
er we are much in advance of our fore-
fathers in sterling intelligence, sound mo-
rality and genuine piety. Modern boasting
of ‘‘advanced thought” is little less than |
a compliment to the growing looseness of
the age in relation to the most important
doctrines and practices connected with the
welfare and destiny of humanity. The so-
called “advanced thought’’ of Germany is
but rationalism in disguise; and the
¢ advanced thoaght” of America is simply
unblushing infidelity.

‘Such considerations perplex usnot a
llittle in our endeavor to answer the ques-
tion before us. 1t may, indeed, fairly be
asked whether it is desirable tbat our Sun-
«ay school work shou'd keep pace with the
times? Or we may be pained in discover-
ing that in many respects our schools are
too closely following in the wake of our
:age which is making haste at the expense
of thoroughness, and concealing its supers
ficiality by imposing display.

That our Sunday school work is as com-
pletely adapted to the times as the greatest
usefulness and success would seem to de-
mand, may indeed be seriously questioned.
In some respects our schools appear to be
quite abreast of the times, if not a little in
advance of them. No institution of our
age has access to cheaper, more varied or
;more excellent literature than the Sunday
.school. W are almost amazed at the va-
xiety and endlessness of periodical litera-

the judicious mcthods of teaching
usnally ptirsued, and there would seem to
e wnothing lacking to make
that' our Sunday schools are, for the most
part, about the best equipped institutions
of the day. It is to be deeply regretted,
however, that these remarks are applicable
to a comparatively small number of schools.
Too many have neither literature, good
arganization, nor good methods of instruc-
tion. This leads us to consider wherein a
large proportion of our schools are behind
the times, or rather below the standard to
which they should aspire.

1. The methods of instruction are in too
many instances sadly defective. Teaching,
as well as preaching, may become inceffect-
ive from what old Dr. Johnson would call
sheer antiquatedness. The classic adage,
¢ tempora mutantur et nos mutamur in
illis,’—the times change and we change
with them—is just as applicable to Sunday
schools as to other institutions. With the
changes in the tastes and ideas of the
people, there comes a necessity for chang-
es in our methods of operating upon the
‘popular mind. Old systems of instruction
gradually lose interest and efficiency, and
new ones are imperatively demanded. The
method of teaching pursued twenty or
thirty years
young people together for a single month.
Greater variety and attractiveness are
needed at present.

The term ‘¢school’’ should have its full
meuning when applicd to our system of
Sundyy instraction. A school is a place
for training, discipline and development, a
place in which the pupil advances step by
step to the highest intellectual attain-
ments. The Sunday school should like-
wise be a place for thorough training in
moral and religious studies. There should
be no superficiality in this training. It
should be as bLroad and deep as are the
foundations of eternal truth.

Many Sunday schools seem to aim at
hittle more than merely to get boys and
girls into classes for an hour or two each
Sunday, to keep them out of mischicf, or
to afford a little variety to the young peo-
ple on the Lord’s day.  Passages of Scrip-
ture are read, a few disconnected questions
are asked, a few amusing anecdotes are re-
lated, and the bell rings to clos: the com-
paratively unprofitable performance. The
clasges learn nothing, and what is far
worse, they lose what little interest they
ever had in Bible subjectz. The oot of
this evil we should now examine.

2. Many 8. 8. teachers are either entirely
disqualified for teaching, or are very un-
faithful in preparing themselves for their
work.. The laws of our land require cer
tain qualifications on the part of those who
undertake to teach grammar, arithmetic or
book-keeping ; but it would seem as it
qualifications are never dreamed of in con-
nection with those to whom are entrusted
the welfare of the souls of our children—
their moral and spiritual culture for tim:
and for eternity. It is painfully obvious
that a great many Sunday school teachers
are too little qnalified for the important
position they occupy. Necessity scems to
compel persons to teach, who are them-

sclves unacquainted with the subjects

which they seek to present to their classes. |
This, bowever, is the least objectionable |

¢. The most lamentable

¢t in our S. S. teachers is their lack of
faithfulness in  preparing themselves for
the proper discharge of their duties. Itix
no uncommon thing to hear from the lipx
of the teacher the candid admission that he
orshe hast as much as looked at the
passage of Scripture selecte d for stady
When the hour for Sunday school arrives
the teacher s-izes a lessen leaflet or prnted
list of questions and hurries to  the class
Having no acquaintance with the lesson,
and consequently but little intsrest in it,
he has nothing prepared to communicat
to the class or to awaken interest in his
pupils. The time drags heavily as he
mumbles “over a few dry questions and
elicits equally dry answers. The ring of
the bell, which closes the wearying exer
cises of the hour, brings u sense of pleasant
relief to both the sorely puzzled teacher
and the widely yawning pupils.

To keep abreast of the age our Sunday
schools must have teachers who are wide
awake and. earnestly devoted to their
work as instructors.  Sincere followers of
the Lord Jesus Christ, they should also be
diligent students of the sacred Scriptures,
They should feel their responsibility as
those to whom are entrusted the moral and
spiritual wellsbeing of their classess. We
believe that teachers’ meetings, presided
over by pastors, would conduce greatly to
needed improvement in the qualifications
of 8. 8. teachers.

3. More thorough study of thc Bible
should be encouraged among the pupils
As arule Sunday school examinations do
not compare favorably with those of our
secular schools. The reason is obvious.
Children are obliged to prepare their les-
sons in geography and in English gram-
mar. Thus they soon become fairly ac-
quainted with these branches. But we
believe that the great majority of children
and young people who attend our Suaday
schools never think of sucha thing as
attempting to study the Scripture lessons
assigned them. The result is that they
learn comparatively nothing in the Sunday
school, and it is humiliating to see the
amount of fignorance they display in au
ordinary review or examination. At the
cular school a pupil is made to feel keen-
ly the disgrace of being ignorant in the
common branches of education; but in
the Sunday school the pupil feels not the
least shame at being unable to tell who
Isaac’s father was,or where Jesus was born.
Itis only a Sunday school-—and this isonly
the Bible : these are the cousoling excuses
under the shelter of which they take re~
fuge. Let our children be impressed with
the idea that it is far more disgraceful to
be ignorant of the plain traths of the
Bible, than to be ignorant of the rules of
arithmetic or the principles of Grammar

4. Tmprovement is nceded in our B. 8.
Libraries. In not a few schools there are
no libraries at all ; in others a few inferior
books are made to do duty for a year or
two. One of the most pleasing features of
our age is the rich and varied literature
which has been brought within the reach
of all classes of society. A little discrimi-
nation and a few dollars are all that are
necessary to furnish our Sunday  schools
with an ample stock of valuable and’ suit.
able books.

We occasionally meet with persons who
are opposed to having any books in the
Sunday school but the Bible. They main-
tain that other books tend to divert the ats
tention of the young from the proper sub-
jects that should occupy their thoughts on
the Lord’s day. Such persons remind us
of the anecdote of Caliph Omar, who said
that if the writings of the books in the
Serapion library agreed with those in the
Koran they were useless, and if they did
not agree with the Koran they were mis-
chievous ; so that in any case they ought
to be destroyed. We cannot agree with
this summary and destructive logic. Use-
ful books not only lend additional attrac-
tions to the 8. school but afford profitable
reading to young people during the days of
the week, taking the place of more danger-
ous literature that is certain to find its way
into houses in which geod boeks have not
taken precedence.

Our Sunday school libraries are entircly
too inadequately maintained. A spirit of

The expense of procuring suitable
books is now comparatively trifling. A

|1y astonishing. For about $2.50 & library
‘uf lifty-two really excellent volumes of
| choice literature for young people may be
had. Surely no school should be allowed
to be lacking in this respect,when supplies
can be obtained on such favorable terms.

A higher ideal of the Sunday school
should be cultivated in the popular mind
Our schools should be regarded as having
all the dignlty and importance of theolos
| gical institutions. Such indeed they are,
| but neither teachers nor pupils seem to be
aware of the fact. We have reason to hope
that the day is not far distant when a suit-
able course of training will be decmed as
essential in the Sunday school teacher as
in the teacher who seeks to qualify him-
sclf for our secular schools. Pastors will
find a new and pleasant sphere of useful-
ness in giving regular courses of lectures
to the teachers of their Sunday schools on

Mcanwhile we have much to encourage

SLEDGE JOURNEY EVER MADE—

THE LOST EXPLORERS,

THE LONGEST
RELICS OF

:prorp, Scept. 23.—The members
wklin search party, under Lien
IFrederick Schwatka, of the Upited States
Army, were picked up by Capt. Michacl
Baker, of the bark ¢ George and Mary,”’ of
dford, at Depot Island, on the st
t, they having returned from their
sledge journey to King William Land on
the 4th of March of the present year. The
ledge journcy was the longest ever made
rough the unexplored Arctic region, they
been absent eleven months and
four days. During that time they travels
led 2,819 geographical or 3,251 statute
miles—the ouly sledge journey ever made
that covered the cntire Arctic winter.
They made a complete scarch of King Wil-
linm and the land adjacent to the main-
land, travelling over the ronte pursued by
the cPews of the « Erebus” and « Terror”
apon their retreat toward Black’s River,
and while so engaged buried the bones of
all remaining above ground and erccted
monuments to their memory. Their re-
search established the fact that the records
of Fraunklin's expedition are lost beyond
recovery. A large quantity of relics of
Sir John Franklin's expedition have been
gathered from each spot where the graves
were found, and a few tokens were select-
ed that may serve to identify those who
perished there. They brought the remains
of Lieut. John Irving, third officer of the
« Terror,” which were 1dentified by a
prize medal found in his opened grave.
No material sickness occurred during their
absence.
