And when
we bought cloth for nice clothes', it was of
a good quality and lastea well, So, al-
though my family was so large 1 did no
more sewing than many a women with &
smail family does now, who uses much of
the cheap-goods that are now manufac-
tured. Oh, no, there were no
lawn and . cheesecloth
those days.’

The quality of goéds purchased for a
family certamly determiuoes the amount of
sewing Lhe house.wife must do, If a good
cambric dress lasts as long as two calico
dresscs, then the use of the latter makes
double the amount of sewing that the
cambric would,

Une of my dcquaintances attended a big
sile of cheap lawns in Gne of the large
cities, and she bought a large supply at a
very low price. They were very pretty
when new, and she made her little girle’
summer dresses of them. There was a
great deal of work in making so many,
and the following summer not one could
be used | Some of them soon wore out,
aod those left over were so faded as to be
unwearable. The blue all washed ont,
and the black and brown faded to dingy
yellow, Had she purchased a betier class
of goods —something of strong texture and
fast colors—and so made the dresses that
the ekirts and sleeves could be lengthened
to correspoud with the growth of the
children, tbey would easily bave lasted
two seasons, aud a great deal of labor have
been saved. T receutly learned from ene
of my neighbors an ingenions way of fixing
sleeves to make them longer when desired.
She cuts them from oue to two

longer than needed, aod the surplus length
is placed inside the rcam at the top,
When the sieeves need lungtheniog, they
bave only to 'be taken ont and lowered,
Last summér I purchased two gingham
dresses, paying ten cents a yard for one
and filteen for the other.

There is no poorer cconomy in house~
hold management thau to buy a cheap class
of dry-goods, Good material lasts longer,
labor is saved in the making, aad the
pleasant satisfaction ¢f wearing clotbhing:
of a good quality is nosmall consideration.
Wheb the newness and freshness wear off
a cheap dréss, its beauty is gone. Itshows
its true nature, and usually gives a very
dowdyish air to the wearer,

When there are & namber of children
in the family it is a great «conomy of time
aud money to use good material in making
their clothes, and a8 the older ones out-
grow them travsfer them to the youanger.
There are mothers who think their girls
must have two or thrée chianges of going
out suits. Aond as they are not able to
afford so many of good material they get
inferior goods so as to make upthe number.
Several changes are indispensable forsum*
mer but for winter one suit of good quality
is sufficient,

A lady I once knew, who was weaithy
and stylish, bad twin girls who were'twelve
years 0ld. ‘Every winter she imade a nice
suit of good material for each of them, and

Our Fisheries.
The Fisheries Report for the year
1887 bas just come to band. The de.
¢ states the reason of delay to
be owing to the late date at which it
was ahlé to obtain the statistical
tables. The total value of the fisheries
of Canads, for the year 1887, is com-
puted as follows:—

In regard to Nova Scotia the report
otates : —

«The total value of the fisberlies in this
Province falle short of Jast year by $35,-
578.77. This is due to the low prices which
ruled in the spring, and can is no-wise be
attributed to scarcity of fish,

All brancher of the deep-sea fishery ap~
pear to be in a healthy state. There is a
slight decrease in the number of quintals
of dried cod, but this is more than made
up by the increased catch of pollock and
haddock .

The salmon fishery is apparently in a
satisfactory tion, and there are good
grounds for expecting that this king of
fishes will ere long be as plentiful as ever
in the waters of Nova Scotia.

While & faliing off is noticed in the
number of canned lobsters, there is & large
increase in the quantity shipped alive or in
shell to the United States markets. As
the Tospector expresses it in his report:
+¢ This trade is fast assumiog large propor-
tions, yield fair profits, and is not so ex-
haustive to the fishery, as no lobsters can
be shipped under ten inches and a half in
length. During the fall and winter
mounths, good pricesare obtained for them.”
There is no doubt but this is the trade of
the future.'’

The following ie a synopsis of the
Overseers’ Reports for this County:—
Overseer W, T. Carty, ot Tupperville,
ssys ‘' the catch of fish in Bay of Fundy
s8 exceeding tbat of last year both in
quantity and quality. Herring were
p'entiful ontil lobster fishing commenced,
when they struock off the coast, It is the
universal complaint that lobster fish~
fug is ruinous to the herring fishery, and
d that lobst fishing be
probibited for two years, as that would
test the grounds of complaint on the part
of herring fishermen, and would give
small Jobsters a chance to grow. The in-
babi above Lawr n complain of
Dot getting salmon and shad, Before the
fishway can be of any service the dam at
this place muet be made tight., From
Round Hill to. Paradise, in tidal waters,
moge salmon, bass and shad were caughbt
than last year.”

Overseer W. M. Bailey, of BRound Hill,
says ** fewer veess€¢ls were employed in the
the fisheries in his district than last year.
The same is true of the pumber of boats
snd number of men employed. This was
troe more particularly of the boat fishermen
in the vicibify of Digby Gut, who all
made Jarge catches of scale fish, The
bersing fishery on the bay shore was fairly
successlul~=better than for some years—
but the nets had to be set tarther from the
sbore, which makes it more expeunsive.
There was & véry larze catch of lobsters,
but this industry is in danger of being used
up on accoant of over-fishing and takine
80 mavy spawning and swall sized fi~h. "
Mr. Baily urges the Department to increase
the geuge up to the Awericao standard.
Some of the lobster dshermen use large
quantitics of gurry for bait and frequently
leave their traps down for days togetber,
thus poliuting the waters aud driving oft
the herring. ['he herring fishery has fallen
off inside the basin, not s0 much on ac-
count of a scarcity of fish, as because a
nuomber of weirs were not built last season.
Those which were Luilt on the south side
did very well, notably, Ditmare’, Pordy’s,
Spuer's and Vroem's ; the two last being
deep water weirs, Herring are a very
timid fieh, and tke least voise will drive
them off shore. Mr. Bailey says that if the
law in reterence to driving for bait s not
more. strictly enforced 1n the Basin, the
valuable berripg fishery will be ruioed, for
as the cold weather approsches the fish
keep in deep water in a halt sluggish
state, anc will only rise to the torch, avd
a8 driving is usually at the first ebl, the
tide Jets thew out into the bay without
powerio i1eturn. Mr, Bailey reporis a
large increase in salmon, notably in
Round Hill Brook , which begins now to
feel the ¢ flects ol the fishway placed there
some five or six years ago. He has lived
tbere all bis life and never before has he
seen so many salmon in the brook, bat
owing to heavy freshets very few fish were
taken, . A great many were caught at
Lequille Brook, There is anotber brook
about three miles from the town which at
one time was a fine fishing river, but vwing
to its being over-fished, is not frcquented
Ly salmon now. Were it re:stocked from
the hatchery it wounld soon become valu-
able as it bhas a gravel bottom and runs
far into the interior of the County,

be far better for the committe to patronize
country uewspapers than lose their good
will, Newspaper meu are peculiarly con-
structed , — Truro Guardian.

Instead of the ordinary dif-
ference between the time of rising, reach-
ing sometimes nearly toan hour, this woon,
at the time of the autumual equinox, to
those in high 'latitudes rises fot several
days in succession with an interval of only
» fotr minutes, thus really giving much
moré moonlight than at any other season
of the year, 'In the earlier deye, when
labor was scarce, and the interruptions to
the gatbering of the harvest from heavy
rains were frequent, the blessing of a full
moon rising within the' same hour for
three successive days was beartily appre~
ciatéd by those in northern latitudes, and
the simple-minded puvasants, not under-
standing astronomy, supposed it was a
direct intervention of the Deity in his
favor, This obly occurs at this peried of
the year. ‘The’ oan-ﬁ‘nlnr‘o_ppuiu to
the sutt when she is full, she is full in
the signs of Pisces and Aries in September
and Octol these being opposite to Virgo
and Librs, which are occupied by the sun
in that sesson.

Roasted w0 Death.

A terrible affair ocourred at s place
called Catamount Siding some 12 miles
from Moncton, N, B., on Wednesday
evening of last week. Mr. and Mrs.
Calvin Dobson lived at the place

.named in a log shanty. About eight
o’clock, Mr, and Mrs. Dobson went to
psy a visit to a neighbor, leaving tbeir
three children, aged respeotively five,
three and one year old in bed, the two
latter asleep and tke first, a boy awake.
The parents left a lamp upon the table
partially turned down, and fesring the
children might get up und goout,locked
the door., It is thought the boy got up
to turn up the light. In attempting to
do so it is supposed he upset the lamp
and set the place on fire. Two men
walking by about this time saw the
dense smoke coming out of the build
1ng and ran up to effect an entrance,
but the flames had obtained such head
way they weére unable to enter, and
only sueceeded in bresking the door in,
which ‘made 'matters worse, as they
could not enter, and the ingress of air
made the fire burn all the more fiercely.
We copy the remsining acoount verbatim
from the Transeript: —

¢ But it was io the rear window that the
saddest sight of ull was witnessed. There
are a number of housés near by, and some
eight or ten people had ‘gatherédd on the
spot, but it was found utterly impossible
to reach the house, owing to the intense
heat given by the dry logs. Io the ‘win-
dow could be seen thelittle boy, vainly ens
deavoring to force his way from.

his frantic screams for aid being smothered
by the cruckling and roaring of thr flames.
He was seen there but a moment, wheh the
flames seized vhis. ‘clothes, aud with a
smotbered cry he fell back a lifeless forw
from the window. By the light of the
flames in the interior, of tbe  building
could be seen the partlv cbarred bedies of
the two younger children, the infant lying
in the cradle and the other on the - bed,
exactly as they bad been left by their
paients but a few minutes before, , They
bad been smothered so suddenly as to be
unable to stir _ from their ~ positions,

Among the spectators of these harrowing
scenes were Mr. and Mrs, Dobeon, who
bad hurriedly left their neighibor’s house
on hearing of the fire. Mrs, Dobson was
almost frantic at the sight, and fainted
several times,

1t was all over iu less than an hour, and
nothing remnined but a pile of ashes and
charred timber to mark e spo¥where the
house had once stood. {T'here being bo
walter, 1t was of course altogefher out of
question to attempt to save the ' building.
Those who first witnessed the fire did all
in their power:to effect.an entranee ' and
rescue the children, but those who have
wnuuwwl a cabin of dry logs entirely
wrapped'in flames know the fearful odds
with whicb they had to centend,

THE CHARRED REMAINS

of the children were found on Thursday
morning and taken to the house Hf Theo~
dore Somers. The extremities and breasts
were completely burbed away, leaviog
nothing but the intestings and portions of
the trunks. ‘The scén¢ when the mother
viewed the remains of 'her children was a
most aflecting one.” She tooE the body of
the youngest child in “ber’ arme, when it
broke to pieces and féll to the ground Toe
remaiue were &1l enclosed in the same
coffin and buried in the Catamount ceme-
tery, Deacon bhepplrd Somers conductibg
the burial Bervice of Yhe Baptist church,
A large numbet of ‘people from thé ' sur-
rounding country’ 'were present. 'The
parents are heart broken at the result of
locking thé children® ¥t thé  house, and
they have wincere'sympathy of alf in’ then
terrible oﬁl cuou b .

Letter’ From Rev. J. Clark,

Haviog just returned to the Annapolis
valley after a year’s residence. in England,
perhaps a few words from my homely ' pen
may pot be pnacceptable to your readers.

The spring was unusually backward and
cold, and the summer.was far from suwm-
mery. Cloudy skics and (teque‘t raing
characterized the season. he oldest
inhabitapt “.end all -his vensradle relatives
fail to remember one. so dull,  Haying
was very, tedions aud uucertain work, and,
withal, late. "The price, of fodiler rose
atesdxly in the market ; a good deal of hay
was got up 1o poor condltlou and some
was actually lost through ﬂoods. The grain
crops wcre uopromising, Some of the
fields were be bning to show signs of
+ gmut " —a colouy dreaded by the farmers.
During the second week ‘in Aungust there

were some bright warm days, and tbena

made & great change in .some districts,
tinging the waving green with tints of
gold, On the 20th of that month harvest
fairly commenced, and the prospects be-
came somewhat brighter, and many began
to hope that if fine weather continued, the
crops might not #i11 very far below the
average.

The dullness of tha season, while it did
not materially lessen the quaotity of the
small fruits, seemed to impair their flavor.
In the neighborhood where I was staying,
car loads of green gooseberriea were
shipped off to the larger towns every - day,
and fetched a good price,

The apple crops bave been small, One
farmer told me that although be bad an
orchard of 29 acres, be should only be
able to gather two or three bushels, There
is, therefore, likely to be a good market in
the old couatry for Nova Scotia apples this
geason. As freights are goiag ap, ' the
steamship owners are calculating upon
higher rates, and the shippers will do well
to make the best arrangements they can,
and that at an early date, to get their
apples carried over at as low a figure as
possible.

In looking over some Nova Scotia apples
last spring it occurred to me that there
might be an improvement in one particular
in putting up the fruit, About every
third or fourth apple was picrced ag with a
pail. At first, I thonght tbat there might
be some nails entering the barrels through
the hoops ; but no, none were to be found.
A closer examination showed that some of
the apples bad rather long aund tough
stalks, and as these were pregsed or shaken
nmnst the neighboring fruit, they forced
an entrance, and left their stabs  behind
them. A litlle care in plucking off the
largest stalks would remedy this evil, snd
improve the sale. J. CLaRk.

REGISTERED LETTERS HEREAFTER CAN BE PRE-
PAID BY ORDINARY POSTAGE STAMPS.

Orrawa, September 18,—It s underes
stood that the postmaster-general has de-
cided not to emforce. in the future the
regulation under which it has been requir-
ed that the reglatration charge made in
the eage of registered letters should be pre-
paid by a epecial registration stamp.
Hereafter, therefore, any letter posted for
registration, bearing upon it ordinary posr~
tage stamps of 'sufficient amount to cover
the charge for registration, in addition to
the postage charge, may be registered and
sent forward to its destination. The change

flege appeared s0 uochristian’ and selfish
that he wondered it bad not long since led
to violent retaliation, If the President
bad by proclamation withheld\ the like
privilege from Capadian ﬁshin}\ versels
the evil, he believed, would have been
ected, but the Presidentinstead
of ‘exorcisifg the ‘powers which he bad
upder the Act of March 3rd;- 1887, bad
asked Congress in his retalla.ion message
for power to suspend s commerce which
had awounted for .the last six. years to
$260,000,000. No wonder the 'sudden
change of base excited surprise in both
countries and wus regarded as a mere
political movement. The President’s pro-

Hulifax was founded fn 1749 the next
year after the close of the war between
Englaod and France, as the result of which
Nova Beotia by the A i& Chspelle came
finally Into the hands of the English.

The Smallest Screws in the World.

The smallcst ecrews in the world are
made in a watch factory, There can be
no doubting that assertion on any score.
They are cat from steel wire by machine,
but as the chips fall down from the knife
it looks as if the operation was simply cut-
tiog up the wire for fun, One thing I8
certain, no screw can be seen, and yet
a screw is made every third operation.
The fourth jewel wheel screw #Pthe next
thing to being invisible, and to the naked
eye it looks like dust. With a glass, how-
ever, it is secu to be asmall screw, with
200 threads to the inch, and with a very
fine glass the threads way be seen very
clearly. These littloacrews are 4-1,000th
of an ioch in diameter, and the heads are
double the size. It is estimated that an
ordinary lady's thimble would bhold 100,000
of these tiny little ecrews. About 1,000,
000 of them are made & nonth, but no at«
tempt is ever made to count them, It is
determinéd by the number, 100 of them
are placed on a very delicate Lalance, snd
the number of the whole amount is deter-
mined by the weight of these. All of the
small parts for the watch are counted in
this way, probably fifty out of the 120,
After beinyg cut, the screws are hardened
and put in frames, about one bundred to
the frame, heads up. This is doue very
rapidly, but entirely by sense of touch in-
stead ot sight, o that a blind man could
do just ag well as the owner of the sharpest
eyes. The heads are then polished in av
automatic machine, 10,000 at a time. The
plate on which they are polished is covered
with eil and a grinding compound, and on
this the machine moves them rapidly by
reversion motion, until they are fally
polished, — Analyst.
