HISTORY OF THE BRITISH AND
FOREIGN BIBLE SOCIETY.

Thus happily favoured by Provi-

dence in the selection of its earliest
and principal officers, and in the
harmony which prevailed in its mis-
cellaneous Committee, the Society
applied itselF to its important labours
with increased animation and hope.
The first thing that demanded their
attention was a careful revision ofthe
laws upon which the Society was
founded, and by which its future
operations were to be regulated, as it
wasjustly deemed most desirable at
the outset te obtain as complete a
code as possible, and te guard the
institution at once against abuse .and
objection.

The simple magnificence of the
object contemplated by the Society,
and the liberality of its principle- and
plan, recommended it to the n'otice,
and in general to the hearty appro-
bation, of Christians of all classes and
communities. Manythereforejoined
it, and engaged actively in its opew. -
tions.

Three considerations occupied the
principal attention and solicitude of
the Committee; the care of the Se-
ciety's funds-the improvement Of
its general interests-and the prose-
cution of enquiries directed to the
accomplishment ofits object, the cir-
culation of the Scriptures. For the
purpose of securing these ends in the
most effectual manner, different sub-
Committeeswereappointedto manage
the several departments of practical

business; and te these were consign-
ed distinct and specifie duties. Aà
admirable plan, inwhichtheprinciple
of the " division of laboura eapplied
to eminent advantage.

It was ·soon resolve&to- obtaiù a
regular and competent supply of the
Holy Scriptures int the English,
Welsh and Irish languages; and the
answers to enquiries made in other
countries pointed eut the- necessity
of providing them ih foreign lan-
guages also. The account , of a,
Chinese manuseript of theNew Tes-
tament, in that tongue, among the-
curiosities in the. British. Museum,.
led the Committee-to a consideration
of the. propriety of publishingr it f
the benefit of the milHions of that
country; but some difficulties occur-
ring which tlhey were net theni able-
te remove, the idea was relinquish&
for the present,

The first foreign language into-
whichk any part of the sacted Scrip-
tures was translated at the expense
of the British and Foreign Bible So-
ciety was the"Mohawk, for the use or
the Indians of the six naions iri
Upper Canada. Soon after the for-
mation.of the Society, Captain John.
Norton, a Chief among these Indians,
under the title of Teyoninhokarawn,.
visited England partly withr the. de-
sign of serving in the British army,
but principally with thatof obtaining
a confirmation of the Grant under
which bis Indian brethren occupied
the Grand River settlement, feU into
a connexion which gave hie mind,
originally intent on the general wel-
fare of his Tribes, a more decided
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direction towards their moral and re-
ligious improvement. Under this
impression, he was advised to employ
his intervals of leisure, in translating
the Gospel of St. John into the Mo-
hawk dialect; the current language of
these confederated nations. The rea-
son for making choice of this Gospel
was, that the Mohawks were already
in possession of the Liturgy of the
Church of England, select pârtions of
the Old, and New Testaments, and
the entire-Gospel of St. Mark, tïans-
lated by Captain Brant; it appeared
therefore desirable to furnish the'm
with ihe means of adding to their
stock:of religious knowledge an ac-
quaintance vith the sublime doctrine
contained in the Gospel of St. John.

The people for whose use -this
translation was intended were-origin..
ally five nations, the OndowagaAs or
Senecas, the Cayeugas, the Onon-
dagas, the Oneidas, and the iMo-
Aaiohs, to which the Tuscaroras were
afterwards added. To these, which are
Protestants, and , settled in Upper
Canada, we may add the Caghnawa-
gues, themselvesMohawks, who were
convërted to-the Róman Catholic re-
iigion, and led to Lower Canada by
the French Missionaries;· and the
Hurons or Wyandots, who are also
Roman Catholics, and inhabit near
Detroit;. they have also a village
near Quebec.

" The Mohawks, .and the Six
Nations in.general, were the old and
steady allies of Great Britain. The
incorporated Society for propagating
the Gospel, sent a mission amiong
them in 1702, the 'lirst year after its
incorporation; and had, by the bless-
ing of God,.the satisfaction of bring-
ing over many to the faith and prac-
tice of Christianity.

" These confederated Indians en-
tered into an alliance with the English
immediately after the latter became
possessed of -the province of New
York, in the seventeenth century.
Their decidedadherenceto théBritish

interest during the American war,
made it expedient for them to aban-
don their ancient settlements, and re-
move to Upper Canada, when the
independence of the British Colonies
was acknowledged by this country.
' Such was their attachment to our
common Sovereign, whom they con-
sider as their Father, and such their
predilection in favour of our nation,
that they cheerfully submitted to this
ineonvenience rather than remain in
their native country, when under a
foreign jurisdiction.' At the time
when this translation of St. John's
Gospel was suggested for their benefit,
the: number settled on the Grand
River, thougli much reduced by
various causes, some of which it was
the object of Captain Norton's nego-
tiation to remove, anounted to at
least 2000 souls. The total· of the
Confederacy, (including the Caghna-
wagues, and Hurons orWyandots, who
professed the Roman Catholic reli-
gion,) was computed to exceed 8000.
Add to this, that the dialect of the
Mohawk was intelligible to certain
other of the Aborginal Tribes; and
that -a very encouraging disposition
had been shown to receive religious
instruction.

" Captain Norton appeared to be,
in every respect, qualified to execute
the projeeted translation. He was a
man of great natural acuteness and
much reflection ; and united -with a
strong sense of religion a'n-ardent de-
votion tothe interest of his Tribes.
His knowledge of the English lan-
guage, which was familiar to him
from bis childhood, had been improv-
ed by two years of education in Scot-
land; and that of the Mohawk, in
which dialect he had served as In-
terpreter to the British army, had
been matured and perfected by long
residence in the Grand River settle-
ment. To these general qualifica-
tions were added an extensive ac-
quaintance with the Holy Scriptures,
and an increased conviction of their
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importance, derived in great measure
from that intercourse which lie had
been led to cultivate with men of dis-
tinguished piety, and of religious as
well as general information."

Tvo thousand copies of this trans-
lation were immediately printed in
Mohawk and English. Part of theni
were consigned to the care of Cap-
tain· Norton; and under his direc-
tion copies were furnished to differ-
ent stations in Upper Canada, and in
the Ohio and Oneida county.

Mention was made, in their
conversations, of an Evangelical.Cler-
gyman, a man devoted to his duties.
In the course of their conversation
respecting that individual, Wilber-
force said, "I Well,. do yon know, I
think lie carries things a great deal
too far." Milner replied, "I think
you would form a different estiniate
on this subject, were you carefully to
peruse with me the whole of the New
Testament."--" Do you think so ?'
said Wilberforce: "well, I will take
you at your word, and read it through
with pleasure." They were both ele-
gant scholars; and I believe it was
the -Greek Testament which they
read. However, they perused the

whole ofthe Nev Testament,asthey
travelled togetlher to Nice; and the
effect of that single perusal of- ob
part of the records of Revelation waä
so blessed to Wilberforce, that he bel
came revolutionized-he beicame- a
new man; 'and the witty, songstpe
the joy and, crown of DondaÈter, ra-
ces, became tie Christiah senato'
and the abolisier of- thd< slave ttade.
We -must doàibtless attribute -this
chàngê to the agency'of the one holy
and eternal Spiritî yet'it is equally
certain that the change'was. wrought
through the instrumentality -of that
blessed book, which .itisoui -high
and delightful privilege to beý united
in circulating. -And- I woufld -point
to this circumstance, as in itself sui-
oient to! prove that ail Seriptre ie
given by inspiration of God. : Idedd
I know not if there be any thing morè
important, than the noble 'testimony
which this Societyr has:sd-lBng borne,
in the face of ail the eavils ofinfideli-
ty, that the Holy Scriptures aire dî-
vine in their authority, true vithottt
arty mixture-of error in tleir'contents,
and calculated to rendei- those, who
corne under the power of ihe tr'uth
which they delineate, thoroughly fart.

DO I BELIEVE THE BIBE?

There is, probably, a mnuéh greater
amount of praétical unbelief, even a-
mong Christians, than ,e.areýgener-
ally aware. What would betl;e fee-
ings of thit father and other,, on
discovering that. their çhildrer arp
asleep, while. the dwelling .around
tlem is wrpped i flames ?,,Yet,they
know that these same children are
living in a.condition, wliere, accord-
ing to the Bible, théwrath of o4
abideth on theïa, and they are every
moment' exposèd io the hr~rors cf
eternal death ; yet they live on fron
day to day, pe-haps in a state of oalm
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serenity, unmoved with regard to the
spiritual condition of their children.
If they truly and heartily believed
the Bible, could they do this? There
is a method of receiving truth ab-
stractly, without coming into com-
munion with it, or viewing it as a
living reality. This seems to be the
fault, in the manner in which we re-
ceive the Holy Seriptures; otherwise,
how can we account for the amazing
apathy which prevails, in regard to
the soul-thrilling truths there reveal-
ed ? What would be the feelings and
conduct of the Sabbath School teach-
er, if he were to go before his class,
ivth a lively apprehension of the fact,
that they are standing upon the brink
.of eternity, and if unconverted, ex-
posed every moment to the awful
doom of the finally impenitent. And
how would ie labor, if ie truly and
beartily believed that "they that sow
in tears shall reap in joy; and he that
.goeth forth and weepeth, bearing
precious seed, shall doubtless return
,again with rejoicing, bringing bis
§heaves with him?" And how would
he pray, if his soul could take hold
with full confidence upon the won-
.derful promises God has made in re-
gard to the prayers of bis children ?
If there is any prayer which the
church ought unceasingly to make, it
is, " Lord, incrNase our faitb."

• It was mentioned in our last num-
ter that the Comnittee had resolved
within theéshortestpracticable period,
to place a copy of the Sacred Volume
in every family in Lower Canada
willing to receive it.

No sooner was this determination
announced than several friends to the
cause offered their services to act as
Agents for tÈe Society in their res-
pective neighbourhoods. Their offers

ave been accepted as far as it was
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possible to supply them with Bibles
to carry the intention of the Society
into effect. Captain Maitland having
offered to explore the Eastern Town-
ships and other parts of Lower Can-
ada during the summer months, his
offer vas thankfully accepted by the
Committee, and lie is nov on his
journey for this purpose. Some ex-
tracts from the letters that have been
received from him will shew the pro-
gress he is making in the work.
From "Stanstead plains, Sd June,"
he writes:-

"It is with much pleasure I inform you
that, through the Lord's blessing, I arrived
here safely on the night of the 31st uit., and
after visiting several of the Christians of this
place favourable to the present efforts now
making, in the Bible cause, was present at
the County meeting, held in the Congrega-
tionalist Church on the lst instant. Dele-
gates from the different Townships attended,
and it proved a most interesting meeting. A
feeling of Christian cordiality seemed to per-
vade al present. It Is Indeed some comfort,
and no inconsiderable one, to inow that this
cause can and does unite members of
every sect of Christians. Oh! that they
were more united in every plan for the furj
therance of Christ's Kingdom. Let us, how.
ever, thank the Divine Disposer of allhearts,
that there is at least one verdant spot and
sunny isle, where (Christians can assem-
ble together and forget those petty.jealousies
which, alasi keep back and prove stumbling
blocks to many.

" The Society here bave been enabled to
make such active and successful endeavours,
that they do not at present require any assis-
tance from the Montreal Committee; indeed
they hope that if It please the Lord to for-
ward His work in the Townships yet un-
visited by the Agent, they wil have funds
wherewith to aid us in the general supply of
the destitute parts of the Province.

"1 The address of the Rev. Mr. Seely,
the Agent for the Society, proved very inter-
esting, and much information of the most
cheerir.g nature, particularly shewing the
necessity and use of prayerful perseverance
in the Bible cause, was afforded. Rev. Mr.
Baldwin, of Barnston, folloveu; and in
moving the different resolutions, Captain
Maitland, Montreal Agent, Rev. A. O. Hub-
bard of Melbourne, Mr. Hibbert, Mr. Hayes,
Mr. Armus, and Rev. L. Sabine, addressed
the meeting."
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From Sherbrooke, the Captain
writes under date of 8th June:--

" The Agent for distribution called upon
me yesterday, te state thut he should, in the
course of four or five days, te entirely out,
both of ours and American editions. Mr.
Norris says that many persons prefer te buy
one Bible and Testament, that it will be ai-
ways necessary te have seme of every kintd,
as aise a few of De Sacy's French Bible, and
a few French Testaments. He has nearly
completed the Township of Ascot, and states
that he has been -well received, even by those
who valued not the Word of life; he seems
to be impressed with the necessity of setting
before those, who receive the Scriptures of
Trath, the great value of the purchase, or
boon; he aise gets subscriptions, but net I
fear te any great amount. It is my present
purpose, with the approbation of the Con-
mittee, te cal a County Meeting in about
three weeks, to stir up the people te the work,
and te endeavour te keep up an interest,
which I fear bas never been very great here,
and is ready te die. The Agent speaks of
the work already done, having created an
apparent beneficial effect, by causing many te
read the Scriptures who have hitherto ne-
glecteti te de se. Ho is very anxions te have
Testaments for the chiltren, as many ofthem
are very earnest te have one of their own,
and have brought their little savings, eagerly
seeking to be possessed oftlie treasure. He has
experienced some opposition from the Priest,
and one boy who had been very desirous ofa
Testament, was made te burn that given!
''he price, however, is under sixpence.

"We had a meeting, though not a i:rge
one, at the School-house at Hatley Village,
where Mr. Seely, Agent for Stanstead,
preached. I meet with great kindness and
cordiality from al persons; I trust it is for
My Master's sake.

Application has been made to other
bodies connected with our Society,
or engaged in the distribution of the
Bible.

The Lord Bishop of Montreal, and
the Society for Promoting Christian
Knowledge, &c. express theirpleasure
at the movement of this Auxiliary;
they will supply members of the
Church of England with Bibles, when
destitute. The Presbytery of Que-
bec have been applied to, but no
answer has yet been received.

The following is fron the Quebec
Society:-

" The proposal of the Montreal Bible Se-

clety, for a combined effort to supply the
whole Province with the Seriptures, having
been taken into consideration at a speclal
meeting of the Committee of the Queboc
Bible Society, held last night, I have great
pleasure lu furnishing you with the folloving
copy of a Resolution which was, after deliber-
ation, unanimously passed:-

Resolved, Thatthis Committee receive with
much satisfaction the communication made
by them by the Rev. H. Wilkes, and Cap.
tain Maitland, in behalf of the Montreal
Bible Society; and that they are desirous of
co-operating cordially with the Montreal So-
ciety in al such measures, for the attainient
of the important end proposed, as may appear
te be advisable after the Committee shall have
obtained further information on the subject.

" I may add that aSub-Committee was at
the saine time appointed to-mnake further en-
quiries, te correspond with the Montreal
Society and others, and te report such a plan
as might seem best calculated te secure the
most extensive circulation of the Sacrcd
Word. As a commencement of this Sub-
Committee's labours, I would beg leave te
request that you will favour them, at your
convenience, with such information as yon
maay meet with in your approacbing tour
through the Eastern Townships, ant as may
tend to put them ia possession of correct
views of the general wants of the Province,
and of the probable extent of the efforts that
nay be required te supply them.

aid in our power by gratuitously collecting
and furnishing information, raising funds,
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and distributing the Seriptures in the several
sections of country in vhich we respectively
labour. Any further communications from
the Coinnittee we shall be happy to receive
through the Chairiman of our District.

Stanstead, County Bible Society.

Agreeably to a previous public
notice, a meeting of the Stanstead
Branch Bible Society, and of Dele-
gates from most of the Townships in
the County, was held at Stanstead
Plain, on Thursday, the lst of June,
for the purpose of forming a County
Bible Society. Selah Pomroy, Esq.
ivas called to the chair, and Phineas

-ubbard, Esq. vas appointed Secre-
fary of the meeting.

The meeting was opened with
prayer by the Rev. A. O. Hubbard
of Melbourne.

The object of the meeting having
been stated from the chair, it w'as
*inanimously resolved to form a
County Bible Society to co-operate
with the Montreal Auxiliary Bible
Society; and a constitution which
bad been prepared, was reported,
and unanimously adopted.

On motion of Captain Maitland,
Agent of the Montreal Auxiliary
Bible Society, seconded by Mr. P.
V. Hibbard, it was

Resolved,--That we highly approve of the
i•esolution of the Stanstead Branch Bible
Society, to supply, in the shortes-t time prac-
ticable, every destitute famil3 within the
linits of this County with a copy of the Sa-
cred Scriptures; and every reader, under the
age of fifteen years, with a copy of the New
Testament.

On motion of Rev. Mr. Seelv,
Agent of the Vermont Bible Society,
seconded by Rlev. Mr. Baldwin of
Barnston, it was

Resolved,--That it is an auspicious feature
5n the formation of Bible Societies, that it

invites Christians of every name to meet on
common ground, and to co-operate in efforts
to circulate the Scriptures among their fel-
low men.

On motion of Rev. A. O. Hub-
bard, seconded by Rev. Lewis Sabine,
it w'as

Resore,-That while we slhould en-
deavour more and more to appreciate the
value of the Scriptures ourselves, we are
called upon, by every principle of obligation,
to nake greater efforts to cause their value
to be appreciated by others; that the distri-
bution of the Word of God may be attended
with as beneficial results as practicable.

friend of virtue and holiness, and the ap-
pointed instrument of regeneratin? and sav-
ing the soul, it is thne duty of eve y friend of
inaa to promnote, by all the means in bis
power, the speedy and universal spread of
the sacred Scriptures.

On motion of Deac. M. F. Cush-
ing of Barnston, seconded by Rev. A.
O. Hubi.bard, it was

Resolved,--.That in view of the greatness
of the enterprize in which we are engaged,
ve deeply feel, that it becones us to implore

the aid of the Most High.
The business of the meeting was

conducted with the greatest harmony;
and may we not hope that the effort
which bas been made will be attend-
ed with good not only to this imme-
diate vicinity, but to the Eastern
Townships generally ?

ADVICE TO CONVERTS.

Take the precious Bible, and not
the defective experiences and imper-
fect lives of fellow Christians, as your
standard of truth and duty. The
poorest helps may indeed be of use;
but the best should always be prefer-
red. With a perfect standard for
our constant guide, we shall be less
liable to wander, than when we un-
dertake to follow ,:iose implicitly,
who themselves are liable to err.
The instructions and prayers of' fel-
low Christians, are among the con-
stituted means of spiritual improve-
ment; and we would by no means
lesson their interest or depreciate
their importance. Social meetings
for mutual edification, are certainly
of great use; and these should not be
neglected. After all, every thjng
.should be brought to the unerring
standard, the precious word of God.
Come to this with a docile, child-like
temper; ask for the influences of the
heavenly interpreter; and taste of the
waters of life directly at the fountain,
whence they flow with unningled pu-
rity. Become Bible Christians, and
you will be substantially right, not-
withstanding the minor differences of
opinion which prevail among bre-
thren.

The Bible, the precious Bible,
this is the man of our counsel.
Even the Apostles of the Lord Jesus
do not ask us' to follow their stups,
except as they themselves follow the
Lord Jesus Christ.-Olive Branch.

The Archives du Christianisme
states that the Paris Bible Society
