Koru, JaPax, Oct. 12th, 1896, ‘;';

Just 2 few lines to tell you of my safe arrival in Kofu.
We bad a very disagreeable tri%—»nin all the way. (See
Miss Blackmore's letter in the December Learirr.] The
school was a very welcome sight, for we were tired and
dirty after being out in the mud and rein for three days.
In my first trip % realized all the disagreeables I had ever
heard about the journey to Kofu.

I am glad to say I enjoy the prospect of working here. 1
like the school, home, etec., very well so far. I have charge
of the evangelistic work, as you know, however. I had
charge in ths school until Miss Prestca retwrned, so have
hardly gotten hold of the outside work yet. I have scen
enough to kuow there is much more than we are going to
compass with our present force.

. Itisnice to be in the school work again, I enjoy the
teaehin%and being with the girls so much of the time.
Miss Preston has besn back a little over two weeks, and
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fegling ercouraged about herself. She has endeavored to
mpes3 too much in her work in the past, but is wisely
rying to be satisfied with less now. She is not doing full

aching in the school yet, and may not be able to do so
or some time. We will be good to her, and give her a
chance to gain strength, for she truly deserves it for her
faithful work here in the past.

We are looking forward to a visit from Drs. Macdonald
rnd Scott. The new Kusakaki church is to be opened next
Saturday, and Dr. Scott is to preach. Then they both
preach in Kofu on Sunday.

We have sixty-two girls in our school, and know of two
others who are coming the first of next month,

I have eight meetings a month. Two other places want
me, but I am saying ‘“ No > until after Christmas at least, as
1 must devote time to study.

Iam very well. It is so good to be back again in the
work, and to feel equal to one’s duties. I know you do mot
forget me when you say *‘ Our Father.”

To-night is ¢‘ the feast of the moon.” Every one (who can)
eats sweet potatoes for supper, and goes out to gaze on the
full moon. The streets seem to be very gay and noisy.

We will all remember you at the coraing annual meeting,
May the Father guide and direct you all.

From Miss Alcorn.
14 Torrt Zara, Toryo, Oct. 23rd, 1896.
I should have written you before, but knew you were

going on your trip to the Maritime Provinces. To think
you were in Sackville! and of course saw our Colleges.

Every inch there is dear to me. For seven years it was my = -

home, and my training for life was received there.

You told me in your last note I wonld be gladly welcomed
here. We were met with tears. Miss Munro had so hoped
for help, that when she saw it really had come there was &
reaction. All fears and doubts that troubled me on nearing
a new and antried sphere of work, were soon dispersed in
the .joy of being where there was sach a need of workers.
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I often wondered at Mount "Allison of what use certain
experiences could ever be to me. Now I see one should be
well tried before going to a mission field, and feel thankful
for the lessons learned. It would be a loss to the mission
work to have to train workers here.

The beauty in seeing so many of our girls such earnest
Christians is inspiring, and a stranger to the foreign work
is so impressed that the labor has not been in vain. The
greatness of the work overcomes me, and I am striving to
remember, when this thought comes, that the work is
God’s ; mine is to do faithfully and well just what lies at
hand—with the individual and not the multitude, for a
soul fully converted and filled with the Christ spirit can go
out as leaven among her own people and accomplish what a
foreigne. can never do.

CHINA.
From Miss Brackbill.
CHEN-TU, Oct. 14th, 1896.

Work is geing on briskly here, and good progress is being
made. Mrs. Kilborn has one ward and the dispensary part,
nearly completed. (Xt is the native building on the new
property that is being fitted up as & hospital.) The upper
part of the house, which we shall be obliged to use as liv-
ing rooms until we have & house built, is arranged as they
wish it for wards afterward. The wall surrounding the
whole place is nearly half done, and would have been farther
along had it not been for constant rain the last week or twc.
As soon as this place is enclosed, i.e., wall finished, we will
put up the gateway, “ ting,” and schools.

All are well, and we feel much more comfortable since
getting in this house, as the other was old and musty.
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Miss Foster, our latest missionary to China, writes from
Ichang, Nov. 2nd, 1896 :

The Lord has richly blessed us with travelling mercies
thus far, and we are trusting Him to go with usall the way.

We spent three weeks in Shanghai, making purchases tor
the trip. We will take a houseboat from Ichang, and hope
that Mr. Hartwell will have all arrangements made, so that
we can ccntinuz our journey in a day or so.

I have taken a few lessons in Chinese, and expect to study
on the houseboat. Mr. Hartwell thinks we shall not be
able to reach Chen-tu before the first of January.

So far I have had excellent health, and ‘“am kept by tue
power of God through faith unto salvation,”

CHINESE WORK.

Vicroria, B.C.

Some time since Miss Morgan wrote :

The work I love already, although it is scarcely begun.
Oh! 1 feel as if T must *‘ shake up ” Chinatown. Now, does
that sound conceited ? I don’t think 1 can do it, but I long
to. I have already visited enough among the people there
to realize in a degree what work there is to be done. How
it is to be accomplished is another question. Prayer is a
powerful weapon, and faith is another. It is our privilege
as workers to use both, and will not God honor them? I
want each day to live 50 near the Father that He will guide
my every thought and action, and lead me as He sees best,
It is glorious to be back in the work again.

Oct. 16th.—If more girls do not enter th~ Home the work
in the future will be almost entirely evangelistic, unless we
can start a school among the children of Chinatown. I have
already spoken of that to some of the Chinese merchants.
Mont of the little boys go to the public achool, and as yet
the mothers do not see the necessity of educating their little
daughters,

I hope something can be done after a while, but one has
to work slowly and patiently.
