British Guiana.—Friendly correspond-
cuce and intercourse have been icnewcd
with the Presbytery of Demerara and Es-
sequibo.  The Rev. Weillimm Gray has leen
appointed to the vacant parish of St. Jumes's,
in room of the Rev. J. MTIhvraith, minister
of the pavish of All-Saints, who resigned
his charge. The Rev. J. Wallis of Aber-
decp has been appointed to St. Mark’s
Chuich und parish, and the Rev. Mr. Duff
has been transferred to All-Saints, Berbice.

Mauritius.—Very satisfuctory accounts
have beenteceived from the Rev. Mr. Beaton.
The Church which is now building for him
will soon be completed, and opered for pub-
lic worship. But to defray the expenses of
this crection an udditional £1000 will still
be required. Some progress, however, bas
been made in realizing this sum. This is
the first Scotch church in that &lony.

The Report dweils with pleasure updn
the fact, that a growing anxiciy is manifcst-
ed by our Colonial brethren to reimburse the
Scheme for the sums expended on their be-
half.  Nexletter token could be given that
the. power of religion is making itself known
iu their bearts, and no greater encourage-
=0ent could woll be affordod to the frionds of
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the Scheme than 1o find, that those that
were but recently the objects of their bounty
have become their fellow-workers in the
vineyard of the Lord. On one point, we
tegret to say, the Report is unfavourable.
Breat as the spiritual destitution is, and
wide ag is the field of lubour in Nova Scotia,
aud other districts of British North Xmer-
ica, few are found among the licentiates of
the Church who are willing to give them-
selves up to the work. We trust such a
complaint cannot long continue to be made;
'nnd our prayer is, thut the Lord would put
it into the hearts of His servants to gird on
their armour, and go forth anong those
whose peculiar claims of country and birth
adddfresh bonds to our Christian brother.
hood.

Wide as i3 the purview of the Schemes
which we bavo noticed,. nll of them are yet
within the jimits of our Christian patriotism.
And in the more extended outflowings of
our missionary philanthropy it might well
be said, ** The world isall before us whero to
choose!” Icathen and Mohawmmedan na-
tions lie outstretched in the long vista of
the unenlightened places of the carth. The
realws of idolatry, with their false sanctities,
and their deeds of inveterate cruelty, present
an urgent ficld of labour. Fair to the out-
ward eye, often have they excited the spirit
of conquest, and many of them have been
vanguished by the arms of our country. It
is for the Church, aitracted by the darkness
and i-norance of soul which: pervade them,
to mmntain 2 nobler war, and wave the
banner of a more exalted victory.. But it
is not by the force of violenee, and the power
of armies, that we scek to dash their idols
{rom their pedestals, We ask not the fire
of heaven, vor the blasting influcnce of un-
carthly terror, to asnibilate their temples.
Wo forget not the sacred language : * Not
by ight, nor by power, but by my Spirit,
saith the Lord ;" apd thus, while we go forth
inour great undertaking, we must assail
these benighted lands with the strong spirit
of Christian love, the quenchless energy of
heavenly zeal, and the meckness of the Gos-
pel of peace. Gladly de we contemplate
the fact, that the Chburch of Christ has re-
cognized the glory of her office; and that
jthe time has gone by when an earthly gen-
eral might point, in rcbuke, to her march-
ing orders: *Go ye into all the world,
and preach the Gospel to every creature.”
Much, indced, has yet to be done; but we
believe the spirit of shissionary labour is
awakened. For the present, its widest ex-
odus is to be found in the Scheme of

Foreigy Missioxs.

We will glance shortly at the operations
of this Scheme for the past year.

Calcutta.—This station assumés an im-
portance, not less from the enlarged field
of usefulness which it has opened up tb our
agency abroad; than from the fact, that op-
crations began® thare. which have since been
extended to the othéet Prosidenciés of Hindus-
tan. Here the Miasionz is chiefly carried on

through meaus of education. As st home,
so abroad, it was evident, that if we attempt~
cd to clear away the mass of superstition
and prejudice in the people, the blow must
be struck at the root. Aud an experience
of thirty years has sorved to confirm the
wisdom and, sagacity of this mode of oper-
ation. The institation is conducted by
Messrs. Ogilvic and Asderson, aided by a
staff of native and European assistants,

From the report of the annuel exomina-
tion it appears, that the number of pupils
who have received instruction in the courso
of the ycar amounts to 1032,

The following are the castes to which the
pupils belong, and the number connected
with: each ;—

Brohminy, .. ... .. 200
Hindus,.... { Kaystos, . . . . ... . 369
Other castes, . .... 336,
Mohammedons, . ccoevevees. BT

Tho Institation was not so crowded as
formerly, while more than 1100 pupils at-
tended. DBut this is chiefly owing to tho
fact, that other schools, under Government
patronage, have been opened in Caleutta,
Still the number of pupils 38 more than
enough, considering the labours in which
cur Inissionaries are otherwise engaged.
The training in the Institution is directed
chiefly to impart a knowledge of Christianity
to.the pupils,and, at the same time, tends
to cultivate their intcllectual faculties, by
imbuing their minds with sound principles
and useful knowledge. Comparatively few,
however, have hitherto made an opew pro-
fession of Christianity. The cases of four
young men are specislly mentioned. There
i8, however, a different feeling towards I?ne
Gospel than existed some. ycars ago. Nor
peed we fear that, if the means of enlight-
enment be supplied, tbe trath will not pre-
vail. But while thus engaged in the religi-
ous cducation of the young, the adult
population has not been neglected. At a
vative chapel there is preaching in the
Bengalee almost every cvening, and the
audicaces have becn large, anll gencrally
attentive.

Medras.—In this Presidency the benefit
of the enlarged premises has begun to be
felt. From au account of the aunual cxam-
ination of the Institution, at which the
Right Honourable Sir Henry Pottinger
presided, it appears that, since the close of
the year, about 40 additional pupils bad
been enrolled, Twe branch schools, with
75 pupils, bad been cstablished during the
year,—one at Trivatoor, and another at
Vellore; and there were then 709 native
children, of both sexes, recciving daily re-
gularinstruction in thedoctrines and procepts-
of the Gospel, and in.what tended to fit
them for usefulness in the present life. A
native catechist had been employed by the
Mission, and public worship for natives was
regularly dispensed in the Institution (in
Tamil) on Sabbath,«~the attendance varying
from 40 to 100, JThe Report of the Com-
mittee gpeaks highly of the liberal conduct
of the IMissionary Association of the Uni-



Yersity of Glasgow, in undertaking to sup-
port tho mative catechist cmployed; aud
mention is likewise made of a grant by the
Misslonary Association of the lgfuivcrsity of
Edinburgh, in connexion with the school at
Vellore, established through the Cluistiun
zeul of the late Licut. Cook, The Aberdeen,
Universities’ Missionary Associution have
also renewed their grant of £185 for scholar-,
ships, to students aitending the Madms Ine
stitation, 1

Bombay.—On 12th July 1653, Messrs.|
Wallace, I'ergusop, and White were ovdain-
ed to the office of the holy ministry, and s
apart a8 tnissionarics of’ the Chuvel in India,
On their arrival there, they were enabled,
after a short interval, to resume the classes
of the institution,

The Church is deeply iudebied to the
Rev, Dr. Sievenson, aud to the hearty co-
operation of lis colleague. Prompted by
that missionary spirit he has so long cherish-
od, Dr. Stevenson did not hesitato to underygo
the labour and fatigue of conducting the In-
stitution iu the absence of all foreign aid;
and by the help merely of a single assistant,
and 2 few tonitors, not only succceded in
keeping it alive, but in quickening it into
greater vigour and efficiency. Whale, for
wany months, we ‘had no missionary what-
ever ut Bombay, his services were unspa:-
ingly given, in tho midst of other dutics by
no means light or unimportant.

The Report contains on account of the
affectivg circumstances which kave caused
the return of Mr. Ferguson to this country
for the present,

After paying a high tribute to the memo-
ry of the late Dr. Brunton,—long the con-
vener of the Commitiee,—~it contains an
appeal to more strenuous cffort, which we do
well to reiterate,  Would, dndeed, that the
day of small things were ended, and the day
of greater things bezun! ¢ Verily,” in the
words of the Heport, « there is much land
to be possessed ; aud still, while the millions
of Indl, relieved from the oppression of
native ‘tyrants, by British arms, are groan-
ing uader a yoke the most eppressive, and
a tyranny the most releatless, the iron of
which is in every soul, does it betome us to
pray without ceasing and watch to the end,
that in every province the ery may be heard:

How beautiful on the miountains are the
feet of him that bringeth sood tidings, that
publisheth peace, that saith uato Zion, Thy
God refgocth?”

The revenue of this Scheme for the past
yeur amonnted to £3553, 13, 9d. Thissum
shews an increase over the former year of
£1405, 13s. 2d. ; but it includes the muni-
ficent legacy of £1100 by the late BMr.
Macfio. "It is gratifying to notice that the
expense of the Mission has been Jargely met
by our covntrymen abroad,

1 can tell you for your encourage-
ment, as the result of an cxperience which
during the fifteen years that 1 have spent in
these Provinces, has been preuy cxtensive,
that, wherever you go, you will” witness the
manifestation of great earnestness to hear the
gospel; that you will mect with a kindly
welcome, and hospitable reception in every
dwelling. The demand for vour services will
be great; for, had we a dozen more, we could
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find ample work for themall, 1t is anarduous

The vumber of Vaudos parishes is fifieen,
conimming 2 populaton of conwdirably wore
than 20,000, 'L he vailey of the Lucerna, or,
as it is called wn French, Lucerne, has six, St
Jean, La Tour, Villar, and Bobbi, with the”
two lateral valleys of Rora and Anrgregna,
each forming one pansh.  The chuerch of St.
Lawrence in Angrogna has stood since 1555.
The valley of Perouse has four parishes, Si
Genwamn, Prarustin, Pomaret, and Pramol,
which 1s ut the head of the lateral valley of
Rasillacd.

The valley of St. alarun has five parishes :
Ville Seice, Munciile, and Jussel, with the
fwo mountaye panshes of Rodoret and Pra,
whieh hie w the lateral valley of Prali.

These fifteen Va: dois panishes are exclusive
of ‘Tunn, Pignerol, Genea, and Nice, and
other cities and places in Piedmont, and 1he
Sardiuan terntorics, where there are Vaudos
residrnt. Tt was not Gl Jately that Yaudois
waorslap was allowed at Pignerol ; but there
is there a small congrepatton, to which B
Charhonnier preaches. The Vaudois Church
1s Presbyterian 1o 1ts form of government. Tt
is governed by a Synod, which meets every
three years, eleets five of 1s members, three
pastors and two Jaymen, to adminisier its
fuuctions, and tius executive body is caMed
the Table or Board, Formerly 1t was Arian
and anu-Evangelical. Now it is decidedly
Ercangelical, and its present Moderator is M,
Revel, who has visited England and America
with his wife ; who 18 berself very active in
the management of the affairs of the Vaudois
churches.

Christ’s true Church on carth consists
only of the living christians that aro to be
found scattered up and down in different
countrics and the different ceclesiastical loca-
lities. "They form that part of his mystical
body which is now in the world, 'They aro
united in an invisible, but in the closest
sense.  They are the branches of one tree.
They are compactly built together as living
stones in the one glorious temple. They are
separate from the world, and joincd together
in him,

How then should” this living unity out-
wardly mauifest itsell? If we Jook at the
christian world we find the present manifes-
tation to be thus. The living members of
Clwist are estranged from cach other, They
are mingled up in strange combinations with
the dead, arraycd against other combinativns
similarly constituted. ‘The spiritual and
carnal are knit together in one seet, which
is alienated from another sect made up of
the same diverse materials. Christ's soldi-
ers are to be found fighting side by side
with his encmics, against other companics
made up also of his cnemies and friends.
His body in its outward manifestation is
divided and the seporate members of it
enter into and form constituent parts of
other bodies whick, like Nebuchadnezzar's
image, are made up of gold iron and clay.

Such is the meluncholy aspect that the
christian world presents.  And the mere
statement of it is suflicient to show that the
outward churchis very fair removed fiom
what it should be ; that it should mournever
its present state and strive carnestly after
something better,  What this better iy, is
very plain. The: invisible sheuld be ever
striving 1o make itself visible, the inner
unity to manifest itsclf in an outward unity.
As in nature the life in the plant, projeets
the outward form .and shape of the plant,
so should the hidden living church project
an outward form corresponding to itself.
Why should it be that the gng are thus
allied with the dead, and yed against
other similar combinations. Why should it
be that a christiun who agrees with an un.
regenerate man on the smallest minutizo
of doctrine, and differs from another true
christian on some nonessential point—should
be scparated from Qs fellow member in
Christ, and incorporated with him who' has
no part in -the matter. Like should:draw
to like, the living.to-the -living, the dend
to the dead. Other bonds of union are all
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tiifling and accidental compared with the
cverlasting union of those who are onc in
Chrigt.  His ckildren ave eternally separate
from the children of Adam, and have no
part with them.

Undoubtedly the outward chureh should
represent the inward; and towards this
blessed consutmation the individunl members
of it should labour and strive. There is
something exceedingly sinful in the satisfuac-
tion and composure with which so many look
upon the ontward divided state of the
church. There should be no contentment
with the present state. It capnot be the
proper the ultimate state, This will not be
reached until the fellow-members of Christ
are all separated from their associations with
sinaers and joined together in one fold.  No
one can read the seriptures with attention
without seeing that it is their end and object
to conform the outward with the inward.

How carnestly in his last intercessory
prayer, did Christ implove the Pather that

men within her pale. You may.destroy crror
after error, and they may be convinced by
your exposure, but the one great idea which
retains them is this one of Catholieity, but
after all it is only a false semblance of the
true scriptural idea.

We sce the same thing in
the Apostolic writings.  The apostles labour-
cd and prayed that thore might be no schism
in the body. They spake of division as the
rending of Christ's body—aud it must be
i fearful sin, since it is thus represented.
When some of the carlier converts manifest-
ed a tendeney to split up and range them-
solves under difierent leaders, taking their
names, as has been the custom in subsequent
times, St7 Paul exclaims “Is Christ divided.
Was Paul crucified for you, or were ye bap-
tised in the name of Paul?” They strove
that as there was but one Lord, one faith,
and one baptism, so also there might be but
one outward communion—as there was but
onc shepherd so there might be but one
sheep fold.  Were Taul to come down from
heaven. he would cry out in our cars as he
did to the Corinthians, *Is Christ divided?”
ITe would weep bitter tears as he often wept
before, over the nresent divided state of the

hristian Church ; he would labour again,
night and day, to separate the living from
the dead, and to make the outward cocsten-
sive with and corresponding to the inuer
churck. No age cver degencrated so far
from the scripturc idea on this subject asour
own.” We hear of churches now, but in the
Bible, save when the cpithetis applied to
individual congregations, or to national
branches, we hear only of the Church, that
vine which wiggbrou;nt from Egypt and
planted in Canaan ; and of which the natural
branches, the Jews, being unfaithful, were
lopped off; into which the Gentiles were
grafted, and with which the root and the
stem being always one and the same, the
ancient children of God shall onee more be
joinad and bring forth ggh clusters of fruit.
The Romish idea of catholicity has much in
it that is seripiural and true; and as every
ane knows this one idea is their chicf strength.

And doubtless'

of the living from the dead; and that they
took the Church with them.

And when separate they laboured on the
ancicnt and scriptural basis, to realise an
outward unity. They were not contented
with their differences.  They held syrods
and conventions in order to realise the unity
of the fith; and though the separate na-
tionz! churches reformed out of Popery in
different ways, they agréed not to unchurch
cach other, but 10 regard cach other as sis-
ters, to sympathize with and pray for each
other, and seck as far as possible a complete
conformity. And they agreed also on ano-
ther subject.  1lolding themselves tobe true
and seriptural, though. doubtless, imperfeet
branches of Christ’s Chureh, they condemned
the sectarics who separated from them as not
being justificd by sufficient grounds and
therefore as guilty of grievous sin.  Butin
later times, instead of further Reformation,
some of the churches have fallen back, and
partly because the idea of unity was lost;
divisions have been vastly muitiplicd, till
now there are those to be found, professing
christians, who actually advocate division as
a thing desirable and useful.  Nowundoubt-
cdly there is scarcely a single evil with
which it cannot be shown that some acciden-
1l good is connccted. There are certain
advantages connected with slavery, with des-
potism ; and good often comes out of quar-
rlling and war. But it would justbe as
proper for a christian to advocate the gene-
ral propriety of these, or to advocate ro#nry
and murder, as to advocate and defend the
divided state of the chiristian church.  There
arc others who advocate chiistian union on
the ground of expedicney; and no doubt
their arguments are good, so far as they go.
But this is, afterall, a poor superficial foun-
dation on which to rest the question. It
rests on 2 fundamental csssential principle
of christianity, that the outward should cor-
respond to the inward. The church is im-
perfect, it is cxisting in sin so0 longas it

is cut up into scperate sections; so long as

the living members of Christ’s body ' ars
allied with the dend membors of Adam’s
body, and arrayed against other like combina-
tions. And it exists in still deeper sin when
it Joses the idea and ceases to feel the want
of unity.

The history of the divisions of the last
centuries s, for the most part, as followa.
In the churches of the Relormation some
error or abuse has arisen—or as seems incis
dental to all earthly institutions, a period of
laxnese and indifievence has oome over them.

’arties dissatisfied have withdrawn and built
up separate organizations. The outward
disunity, as is always the case, has been fol-

“[lowed by inward disunion, by alicnation and

unchariiablencss; and they have disliked
each other generally, as has been said, in pro-
portion to the strength of the ties that have
been rent asunder. The breach has been wid-
cned by time. Other similar separations have
taken place among those who separated, till
now we have the present divided state of the
church—the idea of unity alwmost lost ; and
a fatal facility for still further separation
allowed by general christian opinion.  Little
astonishment and little grief is felt now at
the news of a new seet.  This course has not
tended certainly to realize Christ’'s prayer
with regard to his body, to make the out-
ward correspond with the inward.  The
other course open to the Jissatisfied was
this, to have had regard to the future as
well as the present; to have remained with
the ancient communion—to have testified
against what they thought its crrors, and to
have laboured and prayed for their rectifica-
tion.

This was the apostolic plan with regard
to the churches that fell into sin—even into
the most grievous sins.

And this would doubtless have been the
proper coitrse in the case of many, if not of
most of the divisions of these last centuries.

'It. would have been morein accordance with

Christ’s last prayer aud apostolic example
than the actual course that has been followed.
The great question with regard to any divi-
sion is this, what according to New Testa-
ment principles justifies a division. Where-
ever the cssential doctrines of the gospel are
at stake, as at the Reformation, it is plainly
imperative, and the going out party take the
Church with them. But unless there be
somcthing essential at stake, if the disatis-
faction rclate only to some outward matter
far away from the casentials of christianity,
the apostolic course is the proper one; and
separation, if resorted to, is unjustifiable and
unauthorised.

It is therefore a subject well worthy of
grave consideration whether in any case 2
church and the body that separates from it
can both be justified in their existence.

Home Missions.

It is to be hoped that no time will be
lost in providing the different vacant congre-
gations wilhin our bounds, with acceptable




and pious pastors. They have certainly
strong claims upon the sympathy and liber-
ality of the parent Church, and their breth-
ren in the colonics. They have manifested
the strength and steadfastness of their atiach-
ment in the most trying circumstances and
amid repéated and painful disappo.ntments,
and several of them in regard to numbers
and resources, we arc assured, arein as pros-
perous a condition, as at any former period.

But after this necessary and important
work has been fully completed, and every
self-sustainigg congregation supplied with a
stated ministry, much still remains, amidst
the increasing population of Nova Scotia to
be accomplished. There are in all dircctions
new settlements opeuning up, coniaining in
smaller or larger numbers, adherents of the
Church, which require to be occasiomally
visited ; and there are in some dislricts.such
a numerous collection of families living in
the same neighourhood as would soon forma
united and prosperous congregation, if® care-
fully attended to. Every clergyman who
bas visited the province kuows, that thereis
still much land to be occupicd and possessed.

If other religious denominations are re-
doubling their exertions In sepport of Ilome
Missions, surcly the Church of Seotland,
which has of late years been so reduced in
numbers, and enfecbled in strength by seces-
sion and desertion, ought certainly to make
estraordinary efforts to recover her lost
ground.  We hope she has not lost her
wonted energy and vitality, and we have no
reason to believe that her ministers and
members are more deficient in zeal in piety

or liberality than other Christian Churches.
The urgent necessity for ITome Missions

must become appareut even to the most ordi-

nary observer, from the siwple and well

the Church of Scotland in larger or smaller
numbers in every county of the provinee,
whilst the ministers of that Church are only
to be found in the two counties of Malifax
and Picton.  Surely this is a state of thiugs
which ought no longer to exist, if it canat
all be remedied.  And that it can be reme-

» easily suggest a plan whichNf carried into
i execution, would greatly enlarge our mission-
' ary operations and incrcase the efficiency of
our church. But weshall leave our readers
to ponder over this momentous subject for
another month, and in the meantime we
shall be most happy to reecive such hints
and suggestions, as our generousand pious
friends way consider advisableand necessas,

He was afterwards for several years minister
of the Calvinist congreestion of L\mcnbur%',
on its conncction with the Church of Scotland,
and ended his days in the island of New-
foundland, after organizing the first Presbyter-
ian Church that had been formed in the island.
No person who licard him préach, more espe-
cially during the last ycars of his public min-
istry, could casily forget his powerful com-
manding talents and earnest and forcible elo-
quence, and his death about the 50th year of
hisage produced a deep and solemn impression,
not wuly upon the minds of lus bereaved flock:

‘Wallace and Pugwash.

Qur readers will learn with much satisfac-'

tion that the Rev. George Harper; M. A.
Missionary, who latcly spent a few weeks in
Halifax, during which he had varions oppor-
tunities of preaching (we have every reason
to believe, with acceptance.) to the congrega-
tions of St. Matthew’s and St. Andrew’s, is
now cngzaged 1 supriving the vacancies in
these really destitute localities.  Tor the last
fourteen or fifleen years, they have been
altogether without w mmister of their own,
receiving only occasional scrvices framn our
Missionuries. Two years ago, much to their
credit, considering the circumstances in wiich
they were placed, the prople of Wallace
crected a handsome Churels in the Village,
capable of holding between four and five
hundred.  ‘They have also, we believe, funds

in hand nearly suffic.cut to build a Manse.!

On the first Sabbah Mr. Yarper preached,
the Church was nearly full; and more would

willingly have attended had the unews of lus|
arival been wmore widely spread.  Though|
seceral of the older people belonging to thesey
districts are, unaturally cnoungh, desirous of |

These
two localities, together with several small
preaching statious which unght be estabhshed
for 1the bernefit of those residing in the more
semote parts of the district, wonld afford a
most interesting field for the energics of an
active Missionary, and present a spliere of
uscfulness sccond to nouc m tho Colony.
