OVER LAND AND SEA.

Prof. William Sloane, in his recent **Life of Dr. Mec-
Cosh, " gives these words as the last which came from
the pen of the venerable ex-president of Princeton Col-
lege: “Farewell, hill and dale, mountain and valley,
river and brook, lake and outflow, forest and shady dell,
suu and moon, earth and sky. ... Welcome what
immeasurably exceeds all these—Heaven with its glory!
Heaven with its angels that excel in strength! Heaven
with the spirits of just men made perfect! Heaven with
Jesus Himself, so full of tenderness! Heaven with the
Father, Son, and Holy Ghost. "

The present visit of the Czar of Russia to Scotland
has forced upon the people of Great Britain an instructive
contrast between monarchy in Russia and England.
As the “ Spectator " says, **The spectacle of an armored
train traversing pacific and highly civilized Scotland,
through deserted and guarded stations, over viaducts
and bridges policed as if they were jewelers’ windows,
is a strange and unpleasant one to people whose princes
come and go in hansc m cabs, but it is the logical out-
come of a system of which Nicholas is the victim, not
the author. " Every foot of every road traversed by the

Czar hasbeen guarded by Russian and Englishdetectives
and police.

Itis announced that Mr. D. L. Moody will lead an
evangelistic campaignin New York and Jersey City
during November. We understand that it has been
decided to ask all the pastors of Brooklyn, New York,
and Jersey City to unite in an invitation asking Mr.
Moody to spend the entire month of November, and as
much longer as possible, in the evangelistic work in
this vicinity.

Commander Ballington Booth ivas ordained *‘a
prebyter of he evangelical Churches,” by Bishep
Fallows, of the Reformed Episcepal Church, it is
reported, in the presence and with the approbation of
Presbyterian, Congregational and Methodist ministers.
The reason given for this act on the part of the bishop
and the approbation of the other ministers present, is
thatitis the aim of the Volunteers, of whom Ballington
Boothis the commander, to be an auxiliary of the
Church, It is alleged that this marks with greater
definiteness the difference betwean the organization of
which he is the head, and the Salvation Army.

A writer in the Paris Reowe has just made a study of
the Protestant and Roman Catholic religious in the
German Empire, and finds the Protestants to number
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31,000,000 to 17,000,000 Cathr’ics. Catholics are more
numerousin Bavaria than elsewhere, but apparently
not so robust in the faith. They are easily aroused by
attacks on the Church; but, on the other hard, they are
intolerant of clerical dictation and discipline.

The king of Korea has issued aa edict bewailing the
amount of noney annually squandered upon the worship
of idols. His Majesty has already destroyed thirty
temples in and about Seoul.

Orders have been sent to London for g,000 hymn-
books, and 5,000 catechisms, to be sold in the Fiji
Islands. The Fiji Islanders gave nearly $25000 to
foreign missions last year.

According to the Belfast I¥ituess the evangelical
work of the Irish Presbyterian Church among Roman
Catholics at home is becoming at once morc aggressive
and more hopeful. We are glad to see, it says in a
recent number, that the Irish Mission is showing signs
of enlargement. Soon we trust the day will come when
a band of preachers will be sent into the field. During
the summer a good start has been made by sending
theolngical students, two and two, through the markets
and fairs of the South, and they met with nothing but
friendly welcome. Testimonies in abundanceure forth-
coming as to the efficacy and excellence of their work.
The common people heard them gladly, and many copies
of the Word ot God have been sold. Colporteurs are
also diligent. The access to the people is, generally
speaking, easy. They have found, that a great change
has come over the people. The people are thinking
for themselves. They are not the slaves of the priests
that they were a few years ago.

The Protestant Truth Society of Pittsburgh Pa, has
arrangedfor a series of public meetings during the
winter todiscuss the claims and dogmas of Romanism
The first meeting was held in the lecture hall of the new
Carnegie Library when both floors and gallery were
crowded with an attentive audience, including not 2
few Roman Catholics. Thisis the practical reply to
the Mission of the Paulist Fathers a few months ago in
the samecity. These last gave out that every question
sent in would be answered by them. Itis claimed that
scores of respectful and perlinent questions had been
sent them of which no notice was taken whatever.
Some of these will be dealt with to show that they are
fatal to Romanist positions.

Thousands of young men have gone from home,
during the past few days, to college and university.
They will be missed at home, and they will miss home
and its influences and restraints. Many hopes centre
in them, and many prayers will arise for them that they
may be preserved from harm, and especially that they
may be kept from sin. Christian influences thrown
around them will tell mightly upon them and their
futurelite. May God bless and keep them for usafulness
and happiness and the best success.
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Sunday Street Cars.

The Toronto Ministerial Association had no other
choice than to passthe resolution against Sunday Street
Cars at its meeting on Monday. The ministers of the
city will be found on the right side in this contest, at
least so far as they are represented in the Ministerial
Association. The ministers wield great power in a
question such as this and its exercise will affect the
vote very matenally. The deputation from the Lord's
Day Alhance made out a complete case, and their
representations resulted in the following resolution:
** Having heard from the representatives of the deputa-
tion from the Ontario Lord's Day Alliance, we the
members of this Ministerial Association, desire torecord
our hearty sympathy with the object of the Lord’s Day
Alliance, and hereby pledge ourselves to do all in our
power to advance the claims of the Alliance, both by
our moral support and by stimulating the morality of
our people, and by co-operating with them in furnishing
material aid.” In speaking to this resolution a remark-
able speech was made by the Rev. Mr. Pringle of St.
Paul, Mina., in the course of which ha said: ¢ The
running of Sunday street cars will result in the handing
over of the city to the worst elements. It will not be
felt at first, but in a short time the whole city will be in
the hands of Sunday pleasureseckers. The City
Council will be controlled by such a class, and every-
thing will be contaminated. Then, again, there will be
a centralization of religion, and the rich will come into
the city to worship, and the missions will be ruined. It
will result, finally, in a stirring up in religion of the
masses against the classes. He spoke from his experi-
ence in American cities, and with a deep sense of the
gravity of the situation.

The Late Archbishop of Canterbury.

The whole English speaking world was startled a’
few days ago by the news of the tragically sudden and
unexpected death of Dr. Benson, Archbishop of Canter-
busy. It took place duriug a service on Sunday
morning in Hawarden Church where he was visiting
for a day or two as the guest of Mr. Gladstone, who
had promoted him to this exalted see from that of
Truro. Dr. Benson was an accomplished scholar and
A most successful administrator under whom the
church has prospered. The great event of his arch-
bishopric was his judgment in the famous charges
against the Bishop of Lincoln for ritualistic practices.
It did not give satisfaction to any one but it has given
a period of peace from legal controversy. He did not
closely identify himself with any of the parties in the
church, endeavoring by timely compromises to leave
room for them all to develop their characteristic
excellencies in freedom, believing that in due time the
excrescences would disappear of themselves. As for

himself he preferred to be called a deep churchman
rather than either high low or broad. Considerable
attention was drawn quite receatly to his dignifiecd
utterance regarding the Pope’s refusal to acknowledge
the validity of Anglivan Orders. He wisely tock the
ground that the decision possessed little interest in
view of the fact that the Holy Spirit had signally
blessed their ministry. To such a Sanction the Pope's
recognition would add nothing, At the time of his
death he had just returned trom Ireland whither he had
gone at the invitatiou of Lord Plunket, Archbishop of
Dublin, to take part in the consecration of the Cathedral
of Kildare, While in Dublin a garden party was given
in his honor by Lord Plunket who among others invited
all the Presbyterian ministers of the city and suburbs
together with their wives to meet the Primate. Not
for centuries before had any Archbishop of Canterbury
visited Ireland in connection with an ecclesiastical
function.

They Love The Queen.

Now and then instances come to light which: prove that
a friendly feeling for Great Britain exists in the United
States. An example was given when Mr. B. Fay Mills made
hisnotable speech on Armenia last summer, and weare happy
n recording another which has come direct to us from
Pittsburgh as indicated in the following lotter from The
Presbyterian Messenger Co,

City Mission Work in New Yori:

The Federation of Christian Cbuzches in New York has
had taken a c reful census of one representative district in
the city with a view of ascertaining the church affiliations
of the people. The resuits have been tabulated and the
significance of the figures thoroughly analysed by the
cnergetic secretary in a valuable pamphlet which ought to
be placed in the haods of every city missionary in America.
On the basis of these figures it is estimated that the non-
church going population of New York almost reaches one
niillion and exceeds the aggregate population of the five
northwestern states, Wyoming, Montreal, Idaho, Washing-
ton and Oregon. The Federation feels that it is high time
something carnest, energetic and concerted was done for the
evangelization of this millica of souls.

Now there is no doubt that the difficulties in the way
of reaching such a population as that which has been
gathered in the commercial metropoliz of the new world
are enormous. Drawn largely from the non-church going
classes 1n the old world they have no associations that give
religious workers of any church ready access tothem. Vet
such a showing is startling encugh and ought to be a
trampet call to action on the part of all the churches. It
must not be supposed however, that they have been hitherto
mactive. They have all realized their responsibility in
large measure and have spared neither work nor money
in seeking to reach the masses. In fact their mistake seems
to have been in distributing their resources too lavishly.
They have established missions without number but with
the best intentions in the world have managed them in such
a way as to paupenze the people instead of raising them to
a higher plain of self respect by throwing on them as early
as possible the burden of self-support and the responsibility
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of self-control. It isnot well {or asto boast of our Canadian
methods in Heme and City mission work but whatever
success we have had has been due to the rigid insistence
upon the priunciple of selfsupport at the very carliest
moment, and as expericnce lengthens we are only the more
confirmed in our adhesion toit. The soup-kitchen method
ought to be reserved for unexpected emergencies.

Gormen Religious Religious Intelligencer :—The marked
Bentlment.  change in favor of religion in the
higher circles of Germany is attributed to the influence
of the Empress, who is a woman of strong and sincere
religious convictions.

patty ; when he endeavors to make his church or his pulpit
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serve the cause of rny one party as against other partics,
instead of the cause of pure purposes and a ncble spirit in
all parties. Then he puts politics into his church, and
degrades if he does not also divide it. Putting the church
into politics is quite another matter, Xu their antagonism
to the union of church and State, many Americans have
uriconsciously adopted a theory of secularism which is as
untenable in philosophy as it is immoral in tendency.
Christianity is social as well as individual. Religion is the
att of living, and concerns life in the State as truly and
directly as it concerns life in business, in society, or evenin
tha church.

Young Puoplo's Lhe Assembly’s Committee on Young
Studios, People’s Societies has, through its con-
veaer, Rev. R. D. Fraser M.A., Bowmanville, issued a brief
circular containing useful hints for the purpose of bringing
the doctrine, polity, history, and work of the church
adequately before the young people through their societies,
The circular suggests a plan of study, and helps which will
be found useful, and a list of standard books, at cheap
prices, which ought to be read by all the members of the
church, young and old. Under the heading of * General
Survey"” a syllabus is given which comprises an admirable
course of study and it is to be hoped ministers will strongly
recommend its use. The work of the Commiittee is shown
by this circular to be of exceeding great importance to the
church and it has come none too soon asan educating force
into the field.
APrinocly Collection. A despatchfrom New York since, our
last 1ssue, gives the following graphic description of a
remarkable meeting held in Carnegie Hall there. The
meeting was held for the purpose of delivering the sermon
before the thirteenth annual convention of the Christian
Missionary Alliance, the climax of two weeks of meetings.
The Rev. A. B. Simpson, president and founder of the
Alhance, delvered the missionary sermon. It was a simple
address, describing the missionary endeavors of Plulip,
Peter, Paul and Barnabas. The point that he impressed
on the audience was that the missionary was not a hero.
He simply was paying his debts to God. Mr. Simpson’s
plea had its effect. Women in all parts of the house were
wiping their eyes. Men were growing fidgety. Mr. Simp-
son continued, telling of missionaries who laid down their
lives in their work and of marvellous sacrifices to help them.
Afterwards ushers passed through the audience issuing
pledge cards. It was impossibie to count the money as
fast as it went in, but at the afternoon meeting it was
announced that the morning collection had netted $110,000,
more than $8o,000 being in cash and stocks, the rest in
pledges.

Modorn Grook. An effort is being made among the
colleges abroad to have Greek pronounced and read as
it is in Greece to-day. The movement originated in
Greece, and the matter has been laid before the French
and German Governments through the Grecian ambas-
sadors, and has received favorable consideration.
Russia has expressed willingness to accept the reform.
It has already been adopted by a number of institu-
tions on this side the Atlantic both in the United
States and Canada, including such as the Harvard
Divinity School and the Presbyterian College Montreal.
It ought to become universal. Greek is a living
language not a dead one, and it ought to be pro-
nounced everywhere as it is by the people who speak it
as is ‘the case with any other. The English
language has no doubt changed its pronunciation a
good deal since Chaucer’s time and cven since
Shakespeare’s time, but no one dreams of insisting on
their mode of pronouncing as the only classical one.
No one really knows how Socrates and Plato pro-
nounced their words, but even if we did it would be
pure pedantry to set it up as the standard to-day for a
tongue that is actually spoken by several milions of

people.

Church Economy vs. Persistent Begging.

Presbytenans have the credit, and we believe deservedly
so, of having a good share of ** common sense,” and their
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representatives in out General Assembly may be depended
on ultimately to do what is right in regard to ¢ Church
Economy.” We may not live to see it, but the size of the
Assembly will be reduced, trienoial or quadrennial meetings
will be substituted for annual meetings and one treasurer of
the Presbyterian Church, instead of half a dozen, will
receipt for and pay out the money given to carry on her
work.

But, some one may be ready to ask, and many have
asked, is there not a type of economy in Church
matters that 15 mecan? Why should the great and rich
Presbyterian Church be ‘! harping ' on economy? We are
proud of her, of her position, her prestige and her work.
Why should she not be broad and generous and liberal in
\he administration of her affairs? What ate fifty or sixty
thousand dollars, the amount of the Contingent Fund for
one year, to our church, to pay the expenses of the delegates
who come to Saratoga from the ends of the earth? Why
should not these brethren come together every year when
there is money enough and to spare in this Contingent
Fund? And why should not each Board of the church have
a treasurer to assist in the work of the Board?

If these expensesare necessary to the prosperity and
success of the church, let us have them, It would be poor
cconomy to curtail them. But in the judgment of many
practical and successful men, who are rich because they
practiced economy in their personal business, these expenses
are not necessary. .

If practicing economy in the administration of the
Church in the line suggested by the overtures going to the
Assembly is mean or small, as has been intimated, one
unworthy of our great church, is there not a typeof “‘begging”
that is equally unworthy of our Church? The past year has
been a year of * persistent begging,” as every pastor and
church session and Sabbath-school scholar knows, from
young and old, rich and poor. This is true to such an
extent that in some quarters the impression has been
made that the preat business of the Church is to
gather money. We received a file of the Assembly
Herald recently, neatly covered, as though no one expected
to peruse it often. It contains valuable church literature,
but the seven-tenths of its contents is a type of begging.
It passes the hne that seperates solicitation and begging.
The methods resorted to for raising money in some localities,
in New Yok forexample, have not met with the approbation
of Presbyterian people generally. Those who inaugurated
them no doubt meant well, but they were not wise. The
Presbytenan Church s conservative in her doctrines, and
she chould be 1n her methods of administration.

Butisit not true that those who compliin of this
“ persistent begging * belong to a class of men who are
wanting 1n hberality and in love to the cause of missions?
That may be so, but it s also true that intelligent Christian
men 1n the Presbytenan Church must be allowed to be
the'r own judgesas to the objects and the extent to which
they give money. 1tis certanly true that there are liberal,
loyal Presbyterians, who would at this time very much
prefer “Church economy "to **persistent begging.” —Pres-
byterian Journal.

It is enough to know that
here is a graphic indication of Christ's authority as
iudge on thatdread day.

THERE WILL BE A DEFINITE, FORMAL AND DECLARATIVE

JUDLGMENT.

This judgment will be universal. Itis disputed whether
the words **all nations™ in the phrase “before Him
shall be gathered all nations,” means the Gentiles
exclusively or all mankind. It makes little difference.
The passage unguestionably includes the Gentile and
heathen world. Other passages teachus that Jews and
Christians are included in the judgment. This para-

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graph certainly emphasizes the treatment of the heathen
at the last day.

The judgment will be public, Great stress is latd
on the fact that there will be a vast assemblage. All
nations will be there. The angels will be wilnesses,
The judgment will be so made that all can at once see
the distinction. The judgment will not be a trial but a
declaration of the final verdict. God witl give notice to
the universe where He assigns each one and why.
There have been judgments before. God has been
trying men duriog their life. When at death they pass
to their respective abodes, judgment is pasised upon
them, and they know what it is., At the last judgment
nothing remains but to anounce to the assembled
untverse God’s justdealing with eachman. Thereason
for this great scenic display at the end of the earthly
dispensation is that the universe may recognize God's
justice and see that His government is wisely and fairly
administered. The atonement and the judgment are
beth rooted on the same necessity, namely, that men
must be made to see that God 1s justand good in His
dealings with mankind in order that seeing this they
may, if possible, be induced to love Him and if not, be
without excuse for their rebellion.

THE LAST JUDGMENT \WILL OCCUR WHEM ( ‘RIST COMES.

The coming of Christ, the end of the world 2ad the
last judgment apparently occur near together. There
is certainly a time fixed for judgment, and Christ is to
come in great glory to act as judge. Already in this
paragraph in token of the grandeur of His coming and
the solemnity of the day, He calls Himstlf by a new name.
He now terms Himself ¢ King.” Clirist is in fact
inevitably the judge. We must range .rselveson one
side or the other of Him. We canrot avoid deciding
for or against Him. With His :an in His hand He is
constantly sifting men. The last judgment is but the
continuation of daily judgments that Heis passing on all.
THE LAST JUDGMENT SEPARATES MEN INTO TWO CLASSES.,

It is-not always easy in ordinary life to distinguish
between good and bad men. The outward conduct does
not invariably show the inward character. There are
gradations and it is always clear that there is a sharp
difference. But the judgment brings this’ out. There
are two classes and no more, the good and the bad, the
saved and the lost. It is eminen.ly fitting these should
be separated.

They could not be happy together. It would destroy
heaven to introduce into it those whose characters are
utterly repugnant to Christ's followers. It would only
add to the torture of the lost to force them into the
companionship of the saints.

More than this the essence of penalty hereafter is
separation from God. The punishment awarded is
** Depart fromme.” Theincorrigible sinner has chosen
his fate, he has rejected God, there is nothing left but
for him to seek the companionship and share the lot of
the devil and his angels.

THE TBST OF THE JUDGMENT WILL BE LOVE.

Christ will search every man for proofs of loyalty.
The proof is to be found in his endeavor to obey the laws
of God. Alldivine law centres in love and whoever
shows himself under the control of love by secking to
benefit his fellow man is reconciled to God and accept-
able to Christ. Whoever is actuated by a spiritof love
is moved no less by the influence of faith, for he does
his good deeds because he believes in God and desires
to please Him. We are to be ¢*judged for the deeds
done in the body,” but those deeds are done either
from motives of love or selfishness. Here is, not the
ground of salvation, but the test by which salvation is
determined. If we have accepted Chiist in recognized
faith, the act will show itself in love. If we have
never known the historic Christ and have lived and
died under heathen conditions, we yet may be saved,
provided a life of love shows that e are joined in spirit
to our God and have a faith faculty which would have
blossomed out in unmistakable faith in Christ had the
ricen and shone Sun of Righteousness upon it.

THE RESULT OF THE JUDGMENT WILL BE IRREVOCABLE.
The language of our Saviour on this point is explicit.

- ¢ These shall go away into cternal punishment: but

the righteousinto eternal life,” The word is the same
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in both clauses and whatever its force in one it
has the same force in the other, Whatever the
word translated ‘‘cternal” may be thought to
mean, the whole sentence plainly means that Christ is
the Supreme Judge, that there is no appeal from His
decisions, and that the lot of those who have appeared
befora His judgment-seat is fixed and a finality. From
Christ's decrce there is no escape. IEach goes to his
own place according to his merit or demerit, £1d there
hestays.

The Aged Ministers’ Fund and Its Claims,

No more worthy fund comes before the church and
certainly none which should more thoroughly be pro-
tected against possible shrinkage, than a fund which not-
withstanding the strenuous efforts put forth is yet able
only to give a very moderste allowance to those aged
servants of the church, whose declining ycars should
be made as pleasant as possible by those wh se position
andpossessionsensurethemagainsttheperplexitiesof life,

The natural result of a growirg church is that for
some time at least the number of ministers secking
retirement on account ot advancing age will increase,—
There are now 81 annuitants receiving aid from * o
funds and the annuitants range from $100 to $275 per
annum according to years of service rendered in the
pastorate. The committee is permitted by the rules to
supplement the annuity ifit finds good reason, and
the state of the fund permits, but beyond a small ad-
dition to two of those on the fund the committee has
not been warranted to make additions, and this year the
fund commences the year with a deficit.

Last year it required $1683, to meet the demands.
With th .uomber added last assembly the net increase
tothe expenditure will be $1330 so that there will be
needed $18 181 to pay even the modified allowance, If
annuitants were paid as the rules require, and as in
justice they should be paid—the fund would require
$20.000.

To meet the demands the fund has three sources of
income, viz.—

It will be seen that an earnest effort must be made
to increase the congregational collections—,which have
decreas ? during late years.—In 1892 when the com-
mittee had $g350 of a royalty from the Hymnal comm ttee
the congregational collections were $8554. Ministers pay
rates according to their age, when ordained, and it is
now an obligation on each young minister to connect
with the fund, or forfeit all claims to benefit. One thing
ought to be said here about those on the fund, the great
majority of them have rendered valuable service in
pioneer work in the church; some of them have spent
the most of thcir time in congregations which have
never been able to afford large salaries, while some
have but very meagre support.—The age of retirement
is fixed at 70 unlessincase of infirmity. The average
age of those applying at last Assembly for retirement
on the ground of age was 74 years and the average
service rendered was 39 5-12 years. Surely economy
cannot go farther than in the administration of this
fund, and 1t well befits the church to keep its claims to
the front. If the church would cultivate the spirit of
reverence no better object could be placed before our
young peoples societie’s than an interest in the well-
being of those who have guided our early steps in the
way of life and for the credit of the church, as well as
the comfort of the aged men, let the congregations see
that in their distribution of the money collected for
the schemes the Aged Ministers’ Fund is accorded a
fair proportion,

The following notice waslately givenin an English
pulpit: **Theserviceon Sundaymorningisat10o:30a.m.

Young men are not excluded from the weeknight service,
The seats in the front portion of the church have been
carefully examined.

Knox Colilege, Toronto.

The Convocation of Knox College tovk place on the 7th inst.,
§n Dloor street church. It was preceded by a meeting of Presby-
tery in the same place, for the purpose of inducting the now
profeasors, Rev. James Ballantyue, to tho chair of apologetics and
Church history, and Rev. Geo. Liviogstono Robinson, Ph. D., to
the obair of Old Testament literaturc ond oxegeais. Tho Rev. Dr.
Parsons acted as Moderator of Presbytery, and among thoio
present were :—Rev. Dr. Caven, Principsl of Knox Coliege ; Dr.
McLaren, Dr. Gregg, Dr. McCurdy, Dr. Proudfoot, Dr. Wardrope,
Chancellor Burwash of Victoria University, Dr. John Burwash, Dr.
Wallace, Dr. Badgloy, Dr. Newman. Besides ths members of the
Toronto Preabytery, almost all of whom were preseut., wero tho

following from out of town:—Rave. Dr. Gray and Dr. Grsnt,
Qrillia, ¥r, Hutt, Ingersoll, W, J. Clark, London ; Dr. Hamilton,
Motherwoll, Dr. Laing, Dundas , W. Farquharton, Ciaude, Johin
Currie, Belmont, R, D. Fraser, Bowmanville.

Hon, Thos. Ballantyne, the fatler of Prof. Ballantyne, watcked
the proccedings with eapecial intersst. Mr. W. Mortimer Clark,
Chairmao, and Rev, Wm. Burns, Secrotary of the College Doard,
wore also there.  Tho servico began with the singing of the 78th
Pealm. Dr, Parsons read from tho Soripture, Ephesians iv. 7 24,
and offered up prayer. Then the acting Moderator, in & sentenco
or two, explained the circumatances of tho professorial appoint-
ments and stated the authority upon ichick tho Presbytery
purposed to proceed with the induction. Professors Robinson and
Ballantyno then roso and answered in the affirmative the questions
ordered to bo put to those who are introduced into tho ministry
and teachiogs of the Cburch. Dr. Parsons then invoked a Divine
blessing upon these brethren. By the authority of the General
Astombly and in the name of the Presbytery of Toronto, Dr.
Parscas formully snd solemnly pronounced tho words whereby the
new professors, were inducted into their new offices. “ And may
God bless both of you and give you strength,” bo added. This
over, the ministera £:.1 past Dr. Robinson and Prof. Ballantyno
and exchanged greetings. Rev. Dr. Wardropo, by appointment,
addreased the new professors, and a more impressive deliverance it
wouid be impossible for them to listen to. .

Theao ceremonies over, Rev. Dr. Caven, praceeding to the
chair, declared Convocation open. Heo extended a most cordial
wolcoms to the new professors. The facalty and astudents, hosaid,
had ssked permiasion to join with the Ssnate and the Board in
welcoming the brethren. Speaking for himaelf, he might be per-
mitted to say that it was a great comfort and relief that the two
different provinces of 1ostruction which were committed to him
wore now to bo divided, and that Old Testament studies in their
entiroty would be in tho hands of one who was very competent to
deal with them. Ho desired to swelcome Dr. Robinson, who came
from another land and from another church. Ho would wolcome
him no less hoartily than if ho hud been born in Canadaand trained
in the Capads Presbyterian Church. The Church of Christ wasnot
acquainted with any national distinctions or boundaries. Prof.
Ballantyne had returned, after swhat seemed tosome of them a very
brief period, to the balls with which ho was familiar a fow years
ago, and it was a great joy to thoso who had been called to be
toackers to know that they would havo Mr. Ballantyne associsied
with them in tho studies of the college. Dr. Caven pablicly
cxprossed tho thanks of the college to the brethren who had so
willingly consented to discharge the duties of theso cbairs, which
were now permancatly filled, during the past two yesrs. He
welcomed tho studenta to the college, those who were roturning to
it and those who had come for the first time. Dr. Caven made a
most feeling allunion to the death of Mr. J. H. Brown and to the
alarmingly sudden death of Mr, J. B. Torranco, who, with his
wife, was drowaed in Sparrow Lake. Of the attainments of theso
two atudents ho spoke in the higheat terms.

Dr. Robinzon then proceedod to deliver the inaugural lecture a
very brief summary of which appeara in another colomn. He was
followed by Rev. Prof. Ballantyno whoao brief speech was in
excellent taste. He oxpressed his appreciation of tho high and
solemn offico whioh had besn committed to him. He accepted tho
honor and promised to apply all the gifts that ho posscssod with
tho eingle view of the wolfare of tho collego and the Charch, In
the memory of what Knox College had been to him he desired to be
» dutiful and helpful son.

Rav, Chancellor Burwash, of Victorin University, pronounced
o benediction.

Presbyterian College Montreal.

Ths formal oponing of tho resbyterian Colloge Montreal for
the sossion 1800 7 took placo on Wedneaday evening "th Qctober
in tho David Morcico Hall. The Rev. Prof. Campbell, in tho
absence of tho Principal, occupied the chair. Oa the platform
weore Profossors Conssirat Jorimgoer, Ross, Rev. Dr. Darclay, Dr.
Robt. Campbell, Rev, A, J. Mowatt, Rov. I. MacGillivray, Rev.
I. Myles Crombie, Rov, I. R. MoLeod of Three Rivers and Mr.
David Morrico. The nuain portion of tho hall was well fllled, a
largo number of students and friends of the Collego being present.

Aftor tho usual devotional ozoroises, which were conducted by
the Rev. A. J. Mowatt, Prof. Campholl in'roduced tho Rev. Dr.
Barclay to deliver the opening lacture to the students,

Dr., Barclay had ontitled bis Jooturo ** Dootrine and Info.” The
title had boen giwvou before the leoture was writton, but what he
wantod to impreas most atrongly upon them was the meaning and
valuo of doctrinal teaohing in relation to life. Tho discourse was
a vigorous dofenco of the nocessity of religion sud therofore of
religious doctrine to the permanent maintenanco of morality.

In theso dsys, remarkod the speaker, thero wero peopls who
waro willing to affirm that the world conld get on very well with-
out a God and without s religion. They belioved tunt a moral
codo was ail that was nccessary to kecp mankind within bounds,
and they spoke of morality us being cotirely distinct from religion,
They were willing to oleminats Gud and religlon from the world.
Qao writer rejoiced that they had mado the *finestimable
distinction betwcen morality and religion.” Bat they might as
well try to koep tho plant permanently alive after the stalk bad
beon separated from the root. After the root bad produced the
plant and the flowers thess might be presorved for a limited period
{or careful treatment. DBut the root alone could producs them and
only when remaining united with this would they truly live.
Morality conld not oxist without religion as roligion could not
exist without & God. Morality and religion wero inscparable, as
past history had abundauatly shown, notwithetanding 1solated cases
of individuala that might at firat seem to point to the contrary
conolusion. Morality was the ontcome of religion and in the pro-
portion that a nation was religious, just in that proportion would
it be moral, When Moses gave the law to Israel ho did not
content bimself with sinply announcing the rule of right and
wrong. He gave it forco and sanction to their consciences by
represcnting 1t as distinctly the will of God. Obedienco to God
was virtuo, disobedience was sin. And all subsequent experience
had shown tho wisdom of that procedure. In proof of thisone
nced only refer to the familiar case of the excesses committed in the
French Revolation when God was dethroned and reason put in His
place. All laws having for their object tho good of mankind had
been founded upon religion, and without religion no true respect
for law and order conld bo inatilled in tho mind cf the individual.

Following out this principle the lecturer procecded to show
thut doctrine was simply tho truth of religion without which it
could not be communicated, and that evoery important doctrine of
religion had its distinctly practical side which it was easy to
discover. Scveral of the leading doctrines of Christianity wero
taken up in succesaion in order to illustrate this; such aa the
doctrino of tho being and charscter of God, the incarnation and
tho atonement. Dr. Barolay concluded with an carneat appeal to
tho students to pursuo their atndies during the coming scssion
with such diligenco as would fit them to urge theso doctrines in
the most praclical way.

Profeszor Scrimger then read a lotter from Rev. Dr. MaoVicar,
written from Florence Italy rted Sept. 21st, in which the latter
referred to tho fact that he was absont from the collego opening
for the first time in thirty yoars. During that period many
changes had taken place. Many had passed away from among
their friends, but their good works lived after them. Only fonr
remained now who wore present at tho first moetingheld for the
organization of the Collego in Terrace Bank, viz., Mrs. Redpath,
Sic William Dawson, John Stirling and himsolf. It scemed hard
to him to reconcile his absence now with his scnse of duty, but he
thaunked thoze who had made it poasible for him to bo absent
witbout induly interfering with the work of the College. The
dato of his rotarn was still uncertain. It might be at tho end of
the session or it might becarlier, Dr. Scrimger added that private
letters received indicated the enjoyment of cxcellent health so far
during his holiday. Ho aonounced that while fourtcon students
bad graduated last acszion aoventeon now names had been added to
their list for the present ono. About one hundred new books had
been added to the Library during tho vacation, ninety of which
were worka zelected from the most recent theological publicationy,

preseated by Mr. David Morzice, the Chairman of the Board.

Ths Execative of the Homo Mission Committee of the Synod
Manitobs and tho North-West mot in Knox Ohurch, Winnipog of
recently, for the purposs of passing the olaims for services ren-
dered in the mission flelds during the past summer, and to arzange
for the proeeocntion of the work during the coming winter, There
wero present, the cvnviner, Rov. Dr. Roberteon ; the secretary,
Rev. James Farquharson, Pilot Mouund; Prinoipal King, Rev.
Poter Wright, Portage la Prairie; Rov. H. C. Satherland, ¥Moz-
den; and the Rev. C. W. Gordon.

The olaims presented by the presbyleries and passcd were as
followa: Prosbytery of Superior, $309; Winnipeg, $1,351 ; Rock
Lake, $668; Portagela Prairie, $676; Glonboro, $228; Brandon,
$208; Minnedosa, $1,881; Melita, §817; Regins, $2,806. Thess
claimsdo not embraceany of the conntry west of Moose Jaw, all the
congregations and stations between thaat point and thoPacifisbsing
included in the Synod of British Columbia.

It was found in reviewing the work of the balf year that the
prospeots wero never bettor tban at the present, The health of all
the missionaries has been good with one exception. The com-
mittee bad to Jament tho deash of Ar. J. H. Brown, who Iabored
at Pierson. Mr. Brown was & brillians student of the University
of Toronto, carrying cff in that institntion the honors of bis year,
receiving the go'd medal in claesics andin political economy. His
success in Knox College was equally great ; andinaddition tothat,
he wags a man of singular devotedoets {o his work and gave
promiee of being a great acquisition to the ministry of the
Charch. ]

The committec is considering the question of supply for the
coming winter finds, notwithstanding tbo appointments alrcady
made, ol students of Manitoba College, that over thirty flelds in
the Syncd are pow vacant, Quite a number of missions are also
vaoant in the Synod of British Columbia., The committes had
before it a number of applications for appointments; but it is
feared thas, aftor miesions bave been aseignod to all applicants, a
number of fields, as in former years, will be unprovided for.

To show tho oxtent of t$he work done by the Presbyterian
Church in tho country west of Lake Superior, the figuzes may bo
sdded for tne Synod of British Columbia for the past year. The
Prosbytery of Calgary gets $1,5642.60; the now Presbytery of
Edmonton, §2,894; the Prosbytory of Kamloops, $2,686.90; the
Preshytery of Westminster, $800 ; and tho Preebytery of Viotoris,
$784.565.

Tha work wag considerably extended in the mining disiricts of
British Colambis last season, missionaries being at work at New
Douver, Kaslo, Ainswortb, Nelson, Trail, Rosslsnd, Grand Forks,
Midway and Fairview. The Cburch also appointed two mission-
arios to the Cariboo and Lillooet country.

In other parts of British Columbia there have boen extensions
also. In 1886 the Church had ono congrogation in the whols
provines, and now it has sixtsen congregations, and thirty-six
separdte missions, or a staff of Afty two men whero twelve years
sgo it iad only one.

Trovouts.—Skill in architecturo and in sculpture, and in paini-
ing scems to bave boen denied the Jewish people. Thoir religion
forbadeit. Thkey had an aversion to all arts of the ‘¢ graver,” to
images and forms cut in atones, lest thoy break the commandment
of God. *¢ Thou shalt not make unto thoo any gravenimages,” and
becauss of this they wore inferior in the work of art. Josephus
writes, ‘* When Vitellius, governor of Syris, was going to pass
through Judea with a Roman army, to make war sgainst the
Arablans, the chief of the Jows met bhim, and carnestly entreated
him tolead his army another way: for they could not bear the
aight of those images which wero in the onsigns, under which they
marched.** Pootic foeling and the power of song belonged to the
Jews.

VErsE nY VEnrse.—1, ' Hiram kiog of Tyre.”~—It must have
beon at tho beginning of Rolomon's reign that these ambassadors
wero seat, that being the usual custom. Ho zent to condole with
8olomon, on the death of David. As be bas intimate alliance with
David, and built bis palace, (2 Sam. v. 11), he wished to maintain
the samo good understanding with his son, of whoss wisdom he had
uo donbt heard. Ho loved tho son bacauze bo had alwaysloved the
faiher.—Clark.

V. 3. “‘Thou knoweat.” —By this Solomon recalled and acknow-
“~1ged the close friendship betwesn hia father aud Hiram. Then

assured him by stating the conditien of affeirs at thattime, that
the friandship waa 2:ill agreeable botweea himself and hisfather’s

Iriend. There was no reflection upon David in this mesnage to
Hiram, rather a tender recolleation of tho life and strugglo of his
father.

V. 4. “The Lord my God hath given me reat on every side.”--
A grateful acknowledgement oi God's dealings, a fulfilment of tho
promise of 1 Chron, xxil, 9, and thisquiokened Bolomon’s purposeto
act in tho timne of peace. No wars made it Impossible, to enter
upon the work of building the temple ; no instrument of Ratan to
oppoae it, or divert them from it. **No adversary like the Phil.
{stines or Moabites, who were formerly anxious to reduce Israel te
» state of subjection : no evil ineident like therebellion of Absalom,
or the curse of famine or plaguz.”—Whedon.

V. 5. “Ipurpose to build an bouss,”—This was nod a sl
devised act, ‘The motive was not ¢ ambition, the love of glory, the
love of pomp, but the divine will, and the oharge of his father, and
this Bolomon made known to Hiram. 6. “Command thoun that
they hew me cedar trees.”—It wonld seem as if that part of
Lebanon where the cedars graw belonged to Hiram's dominion. It
is truo that **all Lobanon™ waa given to Israel, Josh. 13, but they
did not take ft—B8pence. ¢‘Any that can skill to hew timber.”—
Israel in the things of God, wero a wise and understandin  poople,

yot in the arts, inferior to their neighbors, who knew how to hew

and prepare wood for building.

V. 7. **He rejoloed greatly.”’—Because Bolomon desired to con-
tinue thofriendship which had existed between David and Hiraw,
and Lecause the plans of David weve to be carried cut. By 8olo-
mon’s mexsage Hiram might be assured that peaco was to contioue,
and profitablo bmuainess carried on between the two nationd.

V. 8. “I will-do all thy desire.”—The contract was drawn out
formally in a written dooument, (2 Chron. ii. 11) which according
to Josephus, was preserved both in the Jowish and S8yrisn recorde.
—J. B. & B, Hiram enterol into agreement after he had vonsidered
it. **Timber of fir.”—-The fir tres is often mentioned in connection
with the cedar. It was a lofty, ornamentsl tree thet grew on
Lsbanon often called oypress, and was used in making ships, spears,
and musical instroments. 'We see from 2 Chron. il. 7-18 that Solo-
non desired also a Phoenician artisan.

V. 9. 9By tho sea In floate.”~Tho timber was cut on the
western aides of Lebanon, and thense convoyed probably by bheasts
of burden, to the Meditarranean sea; there it was bound together
in rafts, and floated along the coast to Jopps, and thence conveyed
again overland to Jerusalem. 2 Chrun. ii. 16. Tho timber was
probably hewn out and prepared for use, in the mountain, thoe
making transportation easier.—Whedon.

V. 11. “Tweaty thousand measures of wheat.”—About 222,000
bushels, *“Twenty meagsures of pure oll.”—Onc hundred oacks,
each containing six buckets. Pure oil isthe fineat, such as comes
from the olives by pounding and not by pressing. =This was for
Hiram’s household; beaides this, according to 2 Cbron. ii. 10, he
farnished Hiram's servants, the hewers 20,000 measurcs of beaten
wheat, 20,000 measures of barley, 20,000 baths of wine, and 20,000
baths of oil, commen oil. The Iand of Israel abounded in grain and
oll, while in this respsct Phonicia was poor.—Whedon. This was
supplied yearly, during tho time Hiram furnishsd materials for
Solomon.

V. 12, *“The Lord gave Solomon wisdom.”—To act in all busi-
ness matters with Hiram, and in using bis warking force, for the
preparation of building the temple. Ho moved in divine orderin
all his procesdings. ‘‘Made a league.’—A covenant. Covonsuts
wore ratified by thoslaughter of viotims. Gen.xv.18. Jer. xxxiv.
8, 18, 19,
