EDITORIAL NOTES.

. When the Senate at the close of the last Session of the Domivion Par-
liament most unexpectedly threw out the Siort Line Bill, we condemned
their action as an injustice to Halifax, but stated that there was one gleam
of hope, and that was in the possibility that Sir John had caured the mea-
sure to be burked in the Senate, in order to give the Grand Trunk an oppor-
tunity to compete with the Canadian Pacific. The Bill, as passed by the

ouse, gave exclusive running powers to the C. P. R. over the Intercolonial,
and if it had passed the Senate the Grand Trunk would have had to
abandon a scheme just then maturing to extend the Termiscouata R.R. to

Moncton, and in this way to obtain a short line, all on Canadian territory,
to Halifax, The advantages of having competing lines to Halifax, as we
then pointed out, would be very beneficial, and we exprassed the hope that
the Senate's action had been caused by s desire to aid .he Grand Trank in
its efforts to reach Halifax by a short line of its own. This explanation of
the cause of the Senate’s action has since been proved to be the correct one,
and we must now congratulate the much abused Upper Hou.s on its being
the means of killing legislation that in the long tun would have been detri-

. The example of Switzerland has been aptly cited as one which conclu-
sively proves that the highest spirit of nationality and patriotism may co-cxist
with the use of even more than two languages. To a certain extent the
Empire of Austria migh: be sdduced as another instance. But we need g0
no further than Great Britain and Ireland for further confirmation. Besides
the Gaelic spoken in parts of Ireland and the Highlands of Scotland, Wales
atill stands conspicuous as an instance. It is only of late years, since the
Principality has been permested with railways, that English has gained much
currency. Welsh is atill almost universally spoken, and in every city and
town one, and in many instances two or more, of the local newspapers are
published in that language, in which it is now farther considered that the
clergy of the established church in Wales should be able to preach. The
circumstances of the United Kingdom have not called for the recognition of
these tongues as official, but if Wales should obtain Home Rule, there could
be no legitimate objection to the sanction of Welsh in thst function should
the people desire it, which, however, in view of the growth of theuse ot Eug-
lish is scarcely probable. And there is certainly no lack of patriotism,
either in the Principality or in Scotland.

It is always satisfaclory to be able to record an act of magnanimity ;
especially so when it emanates from a persob with whose general courseand
opinions wo do not coincide. When the Torouto University was burned
words of sympathy flowed froely from all parts. It would have excited no
comment if the Quebec Government had done no more, but Mr. Mercier not
only sympathises, but gives solid evidence of his concern in moving in the
Quebec House of Assembly a vote ~f $10,000 for tho benefit of the injured
u stitution.  This is a noble act, ana .ught to go far to mitigate the abomin-
_abf;e race prejudices which lesser politicians have so shamefully sought to
inflame.

ZIudia and The Colonics has the following paragraph :— It is only a
few days since a speech of Professor Goldwin Smith, in New York, upon
the relations between Canads, the United States and Great Britain, attracted
much attention in the English newspapers. To show with what importance
the Canadian press regards the utterances of the Professor, it may be men-
tioned that the Toronto Empire only had a paragraph of some dozen lines
dealing with the matter ! *¢ If Canada may unfortnnately be assumed to be
Dr, Goldwin Smith's country, he is a sufficiently conspicuous example of
the axiom that a prophet has no honor where ke is best known. The
Empire's twelve lines or so will doobtless be thought to be an *illigant
sufficiency  of notice of the worthy Professor’s unpatriotic lucubrations.

The ill-judged slien law of the United States has been brought to bear
upon a Canadian clergyman recently called by a church at Lewisburg, Penn.
It weuld, we think, be far better even for the United States to allow such
matters to regulate themselve . by the far morecfficient meaus of the laws of
supply and demand, and we are inciined to deprecate the introduction of
any such legislation in Canada. The Dominiun Parliament has already
this session given evidence of a good deal of sound sense, and we trust
that it will operate in this matter in accordance with the suggestion of Sir
John Macdonald to prevent the introduction of an alien bill into the Cana-
dian Parliament. Such s measure would, in our opinion, be not only
entirely uncalled for, but of a decidedly mischievous tendency. e arenot
yot in a position to tamper with immigration,

No clearer and more favorable testimony to the value of our national
institutions could be desired than is embodied in the following opinion of
Sir Charles Dilke, than whom, it may be added, no living publiciat has a
broader and firmer grasp of the conditions and potentialities of the embryo
nations which at present go to the making of Greater Britain.  The lucid
utterance of such an authority is in tho highest dcgree satisfactory :—
‘ Canada, like Switzerland, seems to ha.e reached the ideal of a federal
power as traced by de Tocqueville when he said that what was needed was
that the central power should be given immense prerogatives, and should be
energetic in its action towards the Provinces, whilst the Provinces themselves
were to have perfect local freedom, the sphere of the central power being
strictly defined by the constitution. Cunada possesses the combination ot
central dignity and strength of government, with locsl liberty and variety in
the Provinces, and when the completion of the federativa of Australis by
the entrance into it of the mother coloay, if not of New Zealand, presents
us with a similar picture at the other extremity of the Pacific, three Evglish-
speaking Federal powers will dominate that greatest ocean ot the world.
Canadisn federation is declared by Sir Henry Parkes to be the model on
which the future institutions of the British states of Australia areto bebuiltup.”

The British position on the Behring Sea question has béen set forth ina
decision rendered by Mr. Justice Drake of the Supreme Court of British
Columbia—that the United States has no jurisdiction beyond the onv marine
lesgue limit. The case was one for damasges for breach of a sealing con-
tract, the defendant contending that it was invalid for the reason that sealing
in Behring Sea was in violation of United States statutes. All the parties
were, it appears, American citizens, and there is some suspicion that the
action was a trap designed to lead to a British legal acknowledgment of the
Ubpited States jurisdiction, but it may be deemed a fortunate accident as
leading to a decision having the weight of legal authority of a Provincial
Supreme Court, Bralstrect observes in reference to this subject that it
is understood that an endeavor is being made by Mr. Blaine and Sir Julian.
Pauancefote to reach an agreement which will remove this question from the
field of contention, possibly without requiring eithor Goveroment to relin.
quish its theory as to jurisdiction in the sea.” Whatever settlement may be
arrived at it is to be hoped that there will be no concession whatever to a
claim which the United States hes not even ventured to formulate officially,
and of which the best American papers are fain to acknowledge the futility,
Such concession would be nothing less than disgraceful, and moreover
would affect the rights of other nations as well as our own.
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It might well be thought that the large crop of troubles that has been
reaped in the States from the craze for foolish and asusational marriages
might have so operated on what remains of common sense in that coun-
try as 10 put a stop to the folly, but it scems that the childish persons who
play at being citizens of the Great Republic are as idiotic ns ever. t'wo of
these idiots, who had never seen each other, are reported to have recently
contracted a inarriage by telephone, which is declared to be binding, thougt:
the marrying mogistrate is crimisally liable for performing the ceremony
without securing the license. The extraordinary statement is nirde in con-
nection with the affair that the couple have secured a license, and will live
together and make the most of it, while, at the samc titwe, proceediogs for a
divorce are hinted at. In order to further complicate the matter it is
reported that the man was to have been married in two months to anather
woman. Of course it may be a mere sensational story, but, even so, it is
typical of the levity and laose state of morality in regard to marriage which
Ercv;ils, and which Cunada may be thankful that her higher standard exompts

er from. *

The St. John Globe has an article on the recent loyalty address of the
Dominion Parliament, and a manifesto of the Nationul Club of Montreal,
which is rather a curiosity as showing a considerable amount of ingenuity
in indirecily insinuaiing the Globe's annexation proclivities. The expression
of opinion by the Club, says the Qlobe, that the address ¢ wasinopportune”
was quite as unnecessary as the address itself. “ We do not believe that the
American people care whether we do or do not pass loysl addresses ta the
Queen. It is none of their business, and they are not likely to concern
themselves over the subject.” This may or may not be. It may be true
of the better sort of Americans, but if the tail-twisters manifest indifference
it is probably of the same kingd as that of the Globe whose dislike to it is
but thinly veiled. ¢ Nevertheless,” the Qlobe continues, * there is some
significance to people in Canada over the pascage of the resolution of con-
demnation by the Club National,inasmuch as it was followed by a declaration
that the club desites * to have established an independent nationality in the
vast domaios of British North America free from all European attachments.’
Doubtless the desiga of the Club National would be to have this new nation-

- ality a republic in government, and that at once brings up the question if
ong republic would suffice both for Canadians and Americans.” It is evi-
dent enough that the wish is father to the thought, and it is only unfortunate
for our contemporary’s desire that the awakening patriotism of Canada
l‘:‘als shown pretty clearly that one republic will not suflice, for Canadisns at

events.

The fear has been expressed by a section of the Press that the Dual
Language question is not finally settled, We do not share that apprehen-
sion, but think the country is to be congratulated on the fair compromise
effected, the nature and extent of the majosity which adopted Sir John
Thompson’s amendment indicating unmistakably that Parliament has brought
to ita cansideration a spirit of sober sense and patriotic judgment. The
Jesuit Bill agitation, the meaningless Equal Rights propaganda, and Mr.
McCarthy’s mischievous urgency of the question undes coasidersation, have
called for condemnation as much as did the race and religion cry so shame-
fully got up ou the infamy of Ricl. It has fortunately been recoganized that
diversity of language need be no bar to national unity, which can ouly be
sustained by the mutual toloration and respect for the other race whick it is
the first duty of every Canadian to cultivate to the utmost of his power. As
in other false and partizan issues a complete ventilation clears the air. The
Jeeuit agitation is defunct ; the Equal Rights fad will follow it into vblivion,
and the recent debate on the Dual Language will result in a better compre-
hension of the conditions of the Canadian confederacy, a larger spirit of
conciliation and toleration, and, it may be confidently hoped, will be the
first step towards the consummation of that friendly appreciation of each
other which will lead to Frenchraan and Briton dwelling side by side in
peace and ubity, and continuing to build up the great nationality which
nature has pointed out as our destiny, and of which circumstances are
rapidly tending to the fulfilment.

A large deputation of citizens of Toronto waited on the Minister of
Education for Ontario recently and urged that the Canadian Flag be hoisted
at the public schools on days when national events are celebrated. The
Miniater consented to give effect to the views of the denutation. But the
occurrence affords matter to the Toronto Qloba for some suceing remarks
on the flag. Certainly the flag itself, as s flag, is nut calculated to excite
much admiration, but, until we get an improved desigo, it staeds for the
Canadian Nationality and ought to command respect and patriotic feeling
accordingly. It is quite time that our youth at the schools were accustomed
to attach some sentiment to an ** cutward and visible sign " of nationality,
and we trust the example of Ontario will not be lost on other Provinces,
In this connection we notice that the Montreal Witness deplores the decad-
ence of * God Save the Queen” in the schoels. “ Some Ontario schools”
it says, “teach music to a small extent, and the Natiopal Anthem comes in
for a share of attention. Are there not many who do not teach it? Imag-
ine a gentleman starting the National Anthem in a key suitable to all 2nd
finding bat & half dozen of the guests joining, while the whole assemblage
of youthfal students held their peace, thongh pressed to join in the anthem.
It was a surprise, in one of the largest British and Protestant schools in
Eastern Ontario. Inquiry led to the spologetic announcement by one of
the inspectors that there was no music taught in many of the public schools.
1f the Dominion flag floated over all our achools, if there were more of the
National Anthem heard in them, Capadizas would find patriotism casier to
cultivate and its root deeper than it is at present’”” We entirely agree with
the Witnes.

Attention has been called from time to time to the advisability ot les-
sening as much as poasible the shock and strain which horses usually sustain
in setting heavy loads in motion. This desidoratum has been provided for by
traces having a spiral spring where they join the whiffle-tree.  Where it has
been used in New York and Paris a marked improvement in the condition
of horses has been observed. It is well worth attention,

The Montreal Daily Witnoss temarks that « Gas Maters are not infernal
machines invented by gas companies to cheat consumers, as consumers seem
to suppose. They are but machines which, when in order—aad all crnsum-
ers can have their gas moters inspected when they suspect them to be out
of order—measure with machine-like accuracy the amount of .cubic feet of
gas which passes through them, and, like grocers’ and butchers' scales, they
are inspected, tested and stamped by a Government inspector. If consumers
find their gas bills moderate one quarter and high the next, without any
appreciable change in the habits of the household in using gas, they should
investigate for themselves the causes.” No doubt these remarks, and some
others which follow them as to the reasonable care which should bo exer-
cised by consumers as to leaks, etc., are only fair to the gas companies, but
a year or so-azo we drew sitention to an apparently authoritative statement
in a New York paper, that meters kept in o hot place registered a consump-
tion in oxcess of the quantity supposed to be burned.  Qur scientific know-
ledge does not enable us to pronounce on the correctness of this statement,
but we remarked on it that gas meters, espzcially in Eagland, were very
frequently placed in the kitchen, and that it was within our personal exper-
ience that they frequently shcwed a consumption, during a period wheu it
was well known that comparatively little had bren utilized equal to a period
in which the consumption had been large. It may b: quite worth while for
houscholders, especially as the days grow longer, to give atteution to this
possibility.

It is a commonly cherisbed idea with people who do not grasp national
and constitutional conditions that freedom of speech is inherent in
republican forms of governmant, and restricted in monarchies. Whenever
Canada becomes independent she will doubtless furnish an instance con-
firmatory of the popular belief, for the reascn that her institutions are more
directly modelied on British lines. But we nced not look far to assure our-
selves of its general fallacy. To say nothing of the terrorism of the great
French Revolution of 100 years ago, we need only look backas faras theanti-
slavery agiiation in the United Btates to remember that an abolitionist in
the South, or a pro-slaver, man in the North dared not open their mouths.
It xas only with great persopal danger that an Englishman could venture to
uphold his own country during the civil war, and st that period no one who
expressed toleration of the South was safe, while it was Mr. Seward’s boast
that a tinkle of his bell would at any moment consign 2 mn to Fort Lafay-
ette. In France the action of the authoritics towards the Orleans family
instances the nervous intolerance of a republic, and the recent prohibition
of any reference to Henri 4, the first and greatest of the Bourbons, caps the
climax of timid and suspicious absurdity, while, if accounts are to be at all
believed, freedom of speech is a negation in Brazil at the present moment.
It is unnecessary to multiply instances, though they aro * plenty as black-
berries,” but the contrast in this respect between hbeniy of expression in
such countries, and its absolute freedom in Great Britain and Canada is
well worthy of consideration. What would happen to a man in the United
States who should advocate the cession of one of them to the Dominion, or
decry their institutions, yet, while we still retain and are content for the
present with our British connection, more than one jovraal loses no oppor-
tunity of expressing, directly or indirectly, their intense dislike of everything
British, and their preference for the neighboring republic, with Bo worse
consequences than the reprobation of public opinion.

A very hopeful sign for Halifax is the opening of an office of the Grand
Trunk Railway in this city, as it indicates a change of policy on the part of
that great corporation in regard 1o the Maritime Provinces. When the
Grand Trunk sold to the Intercolonial the road from River du Loup to Levis
it was a virtual confession that they 4id not value the traffic of the Mari-
time Provinces, and self-interest led them to favor as much as possible their
branch to Portland as an outlet for their winter freight. As long as they
pursued this policy there was very little hope of Halifax ever becomiog the
Winter Port of the Dominion, as through freight over the L. C. R had to
pass over the Grand Trunk to and from Montreal and Quebec, and vexa-
tious delays in its delivery soon threw the service into discredit. Wedo not
mean to say that the Grand Trunk deliberately tried 10 hamper the traffic
to Halifax, but as they had the Portland route to provide for, it can bz easily
understood that their heart was not with the Halifax route. We always con-
sidered that the Grand Trunk had underestimated the advantages of Halifax
as & winter outlet for their business, and also that they had not enquired into
the large coal freights that might bz sccured in NovaScotia, and itis a matter
for congratulation that an entire change of policy in this respect has now
been adopted. The proposed short line over the Termiscouata Railway, to
complete which the gap between Edmunston and Moncton has to be con-
structed, will give the Grand Trunk direct connection with H:lifax by a
route somewhat shorter than the present C, P. R. Line. The Grand Truok
is backing up the proposed line, and an appropziation will be asked to 2id
it. We feel certain that the required amount will be voted, as the new road
opens up a fine timber country, and its completion is a simple act of jus-
tice to Nova Scotia, a fulfilling of promises repeatedly made only to be
broken. The new road, when completed, will prove of inestimable value
to Halifax, and every effort should be made by our citizens to aid the pro-
ject, as it will make Halifax beyond question the Winter Port of the
Dominion,

The French authorities have forbidden the production of Bernhard:'s

The Prince of \Wales opened the new great cavtilever bridge over the
Forth, near Edinburgh, on Wednesday. It was a holiday in Edinburgh.

During the year 1880, no less than 108 persons lost their lives through
uas in the United States. This is a greater number of deaths than have
been caused by electricity during the last ten years.

Lord Sydney's death is a great Joss to Queen Victoria, and she feels it
keenly. For years his chief daily work was to send a letter to the Queen,
relating all the social and political un dits of the day.

The Duke of Seville has been pardoned by the Queen of Spain. He
was condemned to banmishment in 1886 for speaking of Her Majesty in
insulting terms because she refused him an audience.

Prince Henry, only brother of the Emperor of Germany is in a very
delicate conditionof health, While on a shooting expedition at Corfu
recently he sustained a heavy fall and internal iojuries.

Sir Morell Mackepzie has been awarded £r,500 damages in his libel
suit against the St James Gazette. Dr. Mackenzie had a similar suit
against the London Times, and the jury in that case awarded him £1s0
damages.

Russia is #aid to be making vigorous endeavors on her south-eastern
frontier to prevent the invasion of the cholera. The great severity of the
diseasec is abated in Mesopotania, but it is feared the cessation is ouly
temporary.

Although both Gladstone snd Tennyson are reported ill from heavy
colds, Cardinal Newman has entered his vineticth year in better health
than usual, and promises to outlive the Pope, though it is of coarse out of
the question that he will ever see Rome again. It is reported from the
Eternal City that the influenza has worked great physical havoc among the
more sged Cardinals, a number of whom are still so ill that fatal results are
feared,
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‘The Russian Government has purchased a steamer to convey prisoners
on their way to Siberia down the Volga, insiead of sending them on the old
barges which made tho voyage a terrible cruelty. It is reported the Czare-
witch will make s tour in Siberia next summer.

A committee has been formed in London, with branches at Newcastle
and other places, to endeavor to secure a mitigation of the trentment
accorded political prisoners in Siberis. A number of Workmen's Clubs and
Radical and Socislist Asscciations will hold a demonstration in Hyde Park,
March 9, in favor of the cxiles in Siberia.

The rabbit-proof fence erected by New South Wales and Queensland
will be 887 miles in length. It is estimated that it will cost about £30,000,
The completion of the scheme being cartied out by the two governments
will embrace 887 miles of fencing, of which 627 miles will have been
erected by New South Wales and 200 by Queensland,

institution, established at some central point in the West Indies, will ot be
gainsaid. Is there sufficient of the necessary enterprising spirit in our
Caribbean Colonies to set the matter going ?

By the death of Sir Robert Kane, the hero of the Calliope burricane at
Apiu has lost his father. The Calliope was intercepted at Port Said on her
way home from the Pacific, through the difficulty over the Mskololo affair,
but we now learn that the gallant old vessel left Zanzibar for Portsmouth
on February 15, to be paid off. It goes without saying that Captain Kane

and his men will receive a hearty welcome when they reach the Old
Country.

The steamer Quetta, which sailed from Cooktown, Queensland, for
London, has Leen lost at sea. The Quetta bad 280 souls on bosrd, of
whom only 160 were saved, Colored meu belonging to the crew took
possession of the best boats and refused to let any one else enter. The
survivors took the other boats and landed at Adolphus Island, three miles

from the szene of the wreck, from which they were rescued by the steamer
Albatross,

By the death of the Ear] of Shavnon, his eldest son, Viscount Boyle,
formerly a member of the North-West Council of Csnada, succeeds the
deceased peer as the Sixth Earl of Shanron. His Lordship was born on
May 15th, 1860, educated st Eton, and scived for some years as an oflicer
in the Rifle Brigade. Latterly he was a *“rancher” in the North-west
Territories. He was always very popular, both as a settler and as a repre
sentative in the Legislature. Itis undetstood that the new Earl will coutest
one of the North-west constituencies for a seat in the Dominion Parliament
at the approaching general election, in which event there is a possibility of

his holding a seat in the Fnglish House of Lords and the Cansdian House
of Commons at the same time.

JOTTINGS FROM OTTAWA.

At last the curtain has been rung down upon the concluding act of the
great dua) Janguago debate, and Parliament has returned to its wallowing—
hee resumed its dul) round of work, wherein lato sittings are a weariness of
tho flesh, and ermpty gulleries resound to still emptier arguments by orators
in the bsck bonches, who conceive it a duty owed to their cobstituents to
encumber Hansard with turgid harangues upor subjects they sro about as
conversant with as they are with the cosmic gas theory of Kant, or the
value of the inherent vowel in Egyptian hieroglyphics.

In many respects tho detate on the dual language question was the most
remarkable that has taken place tn the Canadian House of Coraons. For
ono thing it was the first time in the history of the Dominion that a
deliberate and organized attsck had been made upon the privileges of the
French minoritv, and it was also the first timo that our statesmen were
enshled in the august arena of Parliament to show to the world that racial
divergencies are in nowiso » menance to the integrity and stability of the
federation.  Moreover it was a potable debate in that party lives were
completely wiped out, and Liberal and Conservative warriors who had
thumped snd pummelled each other vigorously but the duy befors; and
who were resdy to do 80 again as soon as this national crisis was over, here
Jjoined bands in lofty patriotism—

**Then none was for a party,
Then all were for the atate I”

to avert the disasler that reckless hands would have wrought.

Of course the ** Equal Rights" propagandists aver that there was no
sincerity in the action of the leading men of both parties in amalgamating
88 they did on this issue, and that they were oniy pandering to the French
vote. But I bave more faith in the moral worth of such men as Blake,
Cartwright, Sir John Macdonald and Sir John Thompson than to believe
them capable of such a swall-souled proceeding. And sgain who would
give credence to the charges of this feeble faction now$ 1Its utterances are
but the delirious ravings of an entity iu articuls mortis. Its threnody was
supg in the Commons when the division was taken on Sir John Thompson’s
amendment. Surely it ought to appreciate the necessity of its getting under
ground with as little delay as yossible.

By the way Mr. Blake, for the first time in two years, made a sot
Parlismentary speech during the debate referred to. It waa an able effor!,
most elaborately prepared, delivered largely from manuscript, axd chiefly
remarkable for the effective rebuko it administered to men in bis own
party who had linked themsolves to the ill-advised crusade egainst the
French langusge. Only a day or two before Mr. Blake had made s few
remsarks in relation to the attack of the Hull mob made upon Miss Wright,
the Evangelist, in the course of which he most severelly snubbed Mr. Jobn
Charlton, one of the most prominent reformers in the Houeo, but who bad
gone wrong on the dual langusge question, and who acted as Mr. McCarthy's
lieutonsnt throughout the debate for his intemperate remarks against the
French-Catholic residents of the city of Hull. Mz, Charlton bitterly
resented his ex-lesder's criticistn of bis action, and relations between the
two men are anything but cordial.

1t is strange, but novertheless quite trae, that the splitting up of parlies
in this dual language crusade has been more disastrous to the Liberal party
than to the Ministerialists, although the issue was expected to be quite the
other way. Possibly thero could have been no better test of its political
cffect then that offered by the Haldimand election, coming as it did whon
the question was bewng fought out in Parliament, and being, moreover, 8
contest in a strong Protestant and erstwhile Liberal constituency, where
tbere was every roason fo believe an emphatic pronouncoment world pass
sgsinst tho Government's aititude on the question. For Mr. Coiter's former
majority of 46 to be transformed into & majority of 239 for Dr. Montague
shows that the tempest was an ill-wind to Mr. Colter's political friends rather
than to the Government. In fact this disastrous reverse is openly atiributed
by many Liberals to the sction of their leaders in tho House in joining
bands with the Government on this question, They say that although both
parties pandered to the French, yot Sir Jobn Macdonald was only consis-
tently following up the policy he has slways cbserved towards them, while
Blake, Cartwright & Co., in forming an alliance with the Nationalists, are
alienating all their old supporters in Obtario who refuse to tramplo the
priacipges of true Liberalism under their foct for the sako of catching votes

sitting room.  Ask adozen of the oldest women in the place to come to
dinper, send for them, and send them home afterwsrd warm and snug
in somo sort of vehicle that is easdy got into and out of. Do whatever
you like to entortain them, but let it be with a view to entertsining them
and 1o ono else (but yourself, you will have as good a time as they do) this
particular time. Let it be a genuine old folks' party. They will treasure
such a red-letter day the season through.

With the weather what it is it is not so incongruous to see the shop
windows filled with spring importations of cotton fabrics as it is at this
season in some winters. Scotch ginghams are imported in large quantities,
relailing from 374 to 75 cts. per yard, and many of them are pretty enough
to be married in. The manufacturers aro outdoing themselves in producing
exquisite shades and combinations of tints this year. Tho newest ginghams
frow Glasgow Mills are the brocades, these cost 75 cts, and ave really silk
one way. They are s0 pretty they train themselves as foulsrd silk does,
still velvet or surah will be used for cuffs and gilets on the draped waists.
These dresses are not laundered of course. They must go to the professional
cleaner to be rejuvenated, but with care they will last & season through and
look nice if pressed occasionslly (should they become wrinkled) with a
warm iron. The leading shades are tho numerous blues and greens, and
their names are legion. They range from the faint grayish blus of old tapes-
try to navy blue, and from the palest water green to the darkest shade of
“ bottle " green, with the preference for all the new tints that verge on
yellow tones of green and on the gray tints of blues. DBesides these are
grays, pinks, reds in all manner of shades, and every tint is shown not alone
in plain goods but in combination with one, two or a half-dozen other colors.
Young Iadies will wear the brocades and the gsy plaids, while soberer ma-
trons will select the quiet solid shades, many of which have borders along
one selvage of deep vandyke points in whito lace designs. Designs {(known
a8 the croisé pattern) in stripes rosembling lace insertion on plain and fide
barred and checked and fancifully woven grounds are among the prettiest
50 ct, gingbams. One lovely pattern is in delicate pink and spring-leaf
green tints, daicty as can be. Lent is utilized by dressmakers to fill orders
for cutton gowns, and cottons are shown of late years thus early on that
account. The designs for the spring follow the general fashions of the win-
ter. Elegant simplicity will be the ruls ; decoration but not garish effeot.
in gingham dreases, straight full skirts, draped waists and full sleeves will
predominate,

You will find this a toothsome maat pis. One quart of cold boiled meat
cut into dice, two_slices of bacon cut into small pieces, four potatoes cut
into dice and par-boiled ton minutes, Fill a baking dish with potatoes,
meat and bacon, and covor with brown sauce, made by molting one table-
spoonful of butier, add one tablespoonful of onion and one tablespoonful

of carrot, cut fino ; fry until yollow, then add two tablespooufuls of flour
and brown. Pour on slowly one pint of brown stock. Soison. Cover
with paste, aud bake threo-quarters of an hour. The lower part of the
round, which is a rathor tough picco, such as is usod for braising, is good
onough for this. About threo pouuds of solid moat is roquired for a
medium-sized pia. ‘The liquor in which the moat is boilod will do nicely
for the stock., Bo cireful not 4 burn the oarrots or onions, as Lhey are apt
te ““catch " on tho pan io frying. After tho buttor has browned, patin the
flour, and if it should bo too stiff add a bit more butter and pour on the
stock, stirring togothor thoroughly. A littlo Worcestorshire sauce or mush-
room catsup may be added. If tho tasto of bacon is nou iiked, add beef
enough to make up the quantity of meat. After tho mixture is in tho deep
baking dish, sot away to cool, as the crust should not bo put on while any
stoam is rising. Whon cool put on the crust, and tinish with a gatherad rim
of paste. This is a good way to use up piecos of beefstoak and roast beef.
For tho pasta follow this recipo: One pint of flovr, one cup of butter,
ono-half teaspoonful of salt. Chop well, and mix into a stiif dough with ice
water, ‘Thisis the easiest kind of pasto to make, Half lard may be used or
part drippings. Lard and butter together mako tho most tender and flaky
crust. Chop the buttor and flour to a fine yellow meal, but do not chop
enough to melt the butter, Add the water slowly, mixing with the chopping
knifo, Use as little flour in moulding as possible, and pound out tho paste
instoad of rolling. Paste is botter mado the day bofors wanted for the pies,
and kept in a cold place.

INDUSTRIAL NOTES.

Tho large shoo factory of Messrs, Robt. Taylor & Co. is 140 feot long, 40
feot wide and five storeys high, giving 28,000 fest of floor space, and
oxtends from Bruuswick to Albermarle St, The building has cost in the
neighborhood of 870,000, and the machinery about 316,000, and over 180
hands will be in full employment in a few weeks. At present the output
is from 3,000 to 4,000 pairs per week, and, it is expaoted, will soon be 4,500
pairs, The extonsive machinery and labor-saving and multiply.ng appli-
ances are woll up to the latest standards, und onsure the performance of an
immenso amount of work by overy individusl employed. The factory is
divided into departments on a thoroughly well considerca system, and places
the names of Messrs, Taylor & Co. on the meritorious list of enterprising
and enocrgetic manufacturers,

A New Fisu Propucr.— A company has besn organized in Halifax, with
a capital of 200,000, of which 30 per cent, has been paid ia, for the manu-
facture of steam compressed codfish. The process is thus described in the
Halifax Herald :

The fish are taken into the cellar, skinu d and thoroughly washed.
Tho skins, fins, and tails are ulilized in the maaufacturo of glue. The fish
are then elevated to the-top story, where they are cooked by steam in com-
partments, Next the bones araall taken out and the fish passed through
blanketed rollers, undor which process the moisture is all extracted, Then
they pa.3 into the ¢ shrodder’ on the third floor, where they are reduced to a
fibre, having the appearance of fine wool.

Thence by means of an endless band, it passes to the dry box, whera it is
partially dried by steam and fan blast. From this box it descends through a
shoot to a large drying drum on the second floor, where the drying precess
is completed. After remaining in this drum, heated 120 degreos, about an
hour, it is retaken by bucket belts to the flaor above, and packed by mac-
hinery into one pound cardboard packages. Those packages are labelled
after the style of a lobster can and shippod in cases containing 40 lbs. each,
The pasteboard packages are made by machinery in thoe building.

The advantages claimed are that it is cheaper thau other fish. Each
pound package of steam compressod contains equal to more than thres
pounds of ordinary green salted or boneless fish ; and more than two pounds
of ordinary fish, The consumer gets nothing but fish—tho very essence of
fish, all ready for eating. It is mors convenient for consumption, as it can
ba prepared quicker thau any othor article of diet. It is the most con-
venient for ship’s stores, and for shipment. All the nutrition in the fish is
retained. Itis the cheapest fish in the market. It is the most compact and
cheapeat for tramsportation, and has the groat advantage of not being
affected by climatic changes—as other salt fish aro,

The company now has 25 hands at work and erpeots to I1oreases the
number {0 40. It is now manufacturing at the rate of about two tons a day,
and has & capacity of ten tons daily or 120,000 quintals yearly.

. The New Glasgow Iron, Cosl and Railwsy Co'y., have made a contract
with tho Stellarton brick company for the supply duaring this year of 650,
000 red bricks. This will ensuro a season's work for the brick works and
looks like businees on tho part of the Iron gompany.
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At the meeting of the Bras d’'Or Limo Cowpany, Limited, which waa
held in the city yesterday afternoon, tho dircotors roported that upwards of
20,000 barrels of lime had been manufactured, and that, including the esles
of rock, 6,000 tons of limo stono had boon quarried. 7Tho demand both at
home and abroad had far excreded tho supply, ond the Company are now
proparing to doublo its output for the incumying scason, Tho limo is
recognized in Boston ond olsewhoro to Lo an A No. 1 article, and it is
probable that the development of this industry during tho uoxt few years
will be phenomonal. Tho works of the Company are catablished at Marblo
Mountain, C, B., and compriso one patent draw kiln with a capacity of 120
barzels per day, with a second draw kiln under coustruction, an extenrive
storshouso, a coooper shiop, a bsrrel factory, tram-ways snd wharves, a stosm
wood boat, aud dwelling houses for tho Manager and ewployces. The
Compeny has during tho past year put in circulation in Cape Dreton a large
amount of ready mouey, which has been a groat advantage to the people
Jiving in the vicinity of the works, ‘The Company also buru lime for the
city trade nosr 3 mile House. The directors speak with confidence as to the
outlook for the business, and congratuluto Mauagor Maclachlan upon bhie
oversight of the Cowpany's afluire.

The Grand
Trunk Railway authoritics have v »n in Ottaw« duting the week, and are
pushing for an appropriation towards the extension of the ‘Temiscouata Ruil-
way from Edmunston to Mouoton. ITulifsx should eupport this movement
vigorously. ‘Tho Criminal Ao is being amended o as to enable the courts
to deal summarily with polygamista, These msuy mated individuals need
to be dealt with quickly and severely, otherwise the orime of polygamy will
certainly increase in our widst, Mr. Charlton's bill for the better obser-
vancs of the Sabbath will impose many now restrictions which will not
have public support, Legislation in advance of public opinion is, generally
speaking, inoparative,

ProvinoiaL.—A large aumber of private and local bills Liave had their
first and second readings during the waok. Many of these, such for example
a8 those authorizing cortain trustees of church property to sell the same, or
acte incorporating certain cemsteries, are not of general public intereat, but
they invulvo 1sboriour work upon the part of the committeea of the house ;
and demand cs much attention from the members as would sight desfts,
Tho introduction of a bill to incorporate the Canadu Explosive Company,
created no bitle merriment, and Mr. McCoy, who introduced the same in a
liutnorous vein, assnred the house that it bad nothing to do with Repeal.
In discuseing the report of the committea upon printing, the matier of pub-
lishing in full the dobatas of the houso was briefly considered. The Prov-
inoial Secretary and Mr. Weeks claimed that such publication was necessary
in order to place the views of public men squarely before tho couantry,
but e, Androwe averred that it was a waste of money, and that very few
people had sufficiont apate time to wade through the reporta. The Attor-
ney-General paid a welt dererved compliment to ths Provincial Librarian for
his painstaking work in preparing the excellent catalogue of the books in
the library which was now at the command of the members. Attorney-
General Longley certainly desarves credit for his persistent efforts to abolish
thst relic of berbarism, imprisonment for debt. If imprisonment could pay
a debt it might be well enough. It can neither sstisfy debs, nor in any way
discharge the obligations of the horest debior, but it can, and frequently
does, prevent the honest debtor from dissharging hin liabilities. Thess are
considerstions which should lesd every fair-mir sn to give this bill his
liberal support, and its passage can only be burk: .,y men who 1egard all
debtors as criminals, and who have not discernmeus enough to distinguish
between honest and dishonest debtors.

COMMERCIAL.

The general aspect of businessand its conditions have, during the past
week, remained unchanged, no new feature having developed. The weather
has been vasiable and, on the whole, unfavorablo. Most dealers admit that
trade is more than usually late in opening this spring. This is largely due
to the fact that buyers aro generally holding off in the hope of getting better
vorms. These it is not likely that they will fiad conceded. It isanancient
axiom that “a fair price should not be rejected,” and it applies equslly
well to either side in a transaction. Money is and hes been a rare com-
modity with farmers, because of their reluctance to part with their produce
except ot fancy prices and the poor crop in some branches. All influences
have, of course, restricted the actusl consumptive purchasing of merchan-
dise, Therefure trade moves with more or less friotion, and caution is pre-
dowinant with all in ths manuner with which orders are filled. As far as
ascertained payments have been as good ar expected, but just now there ars
few facts upon which to baso an opivion of what the rest of the month may
turn out in this direction. The conditions, as judged from the present look-
out, lead ua to anticipats a state of quistness in businesa av present.

Cablo advices show continued irregularity in the speculative
branch of tho British markets with a naturally unfavorable bearing of the
samo upon legitimate busincss.

Provisions,—OQur market has boon quiet during the week with prices
practioally unchangod, Tho offerings of dressed hogs were light and only »
fow sales woro mado in a jobbing way. Receipts were small.  Chicigo pork
advancod Bo. to 74e. Lard partially sympathized, going up 3c. to Ge. British
provision quotations have romained steady and firm.

Butrer.~Very littlo new busines:s has been done during the wack in

Cneese.~Tho market has coutinued firm. Trado has not heeu really
brisk but more businoss has certainly been transacted, and the spring opon
ing is as favorable a8 could bo expected.

Fnuir.—Little is doing in this line in our local market. MeKittrick,
Hamilton & Co.'s roport on market for Canadian and American apples, for
woek ending 15th February, 1890, is as follows:—* Daring tho pist two
weeks our market has beon very steady, and prices have besen well waia-
tained at about our quotations, For tho last few days the demand his hean
very strong and eome high ficures have boon roached, Canadian Bildwins
selling yesterday as bigh ns 29s 6d, Ben Davis 27s to 28s, while Greonings
which now show some signs of being soft made 23s6d. Maines also sold
well up to 258 6d. We have had large quantitios of New York Russets,
the bulk of which comoe to hand in poor condition, and the quality being
nobs of the best, they only made 16s to 18s. Ouno or two lots boing rather
better sold at 20s to 21s. The condition has been gonerally very good, but
Yyestorday wo noticed several parcels, particularly Maino fruit, which appeared
to be touched by frost, but we trust this is not so, as if buyers once find this
to be the case, it will make them very cautious, and they will buy sparingly.”

Sugar.—The domand for sugars of all grades has of lato boon good and
Bteady, but speculative interest scoms to have died out. Tho faeling is
strong and granulated is stiff at quotations. Yellows aro also strong. The
situstion of the market appears to be sound, and thero is good reason to
expect that a good volume of trade will be offected this season.

Moraeses.—Business in molasses has been on the wheio quiet with a
moderate movement at steady figuros.

Tea.—The tea business has been very quiet of late hero, and tho fow
teansactions that have beon accomplished were at ateady prices.

MINING.

Thero is now overy reaeon to belicve that a large amount of capital will
Lo invested in Nova Scotian gold mines during the coming summer and
sutumn. The large returna from the Aunsud Mines at gIonugue, the
steady output from Salmon River and the Oxford Company’s property, the
largo yield of the Withrow, Central Rawdon, Oldbam and numerous other
districts, notably the Touquoy Mino at Maose River, the Sherbrooke Mine
and the Palgrave property, coupled with many rich mines in Queon’s and
Lunoenburg Counties huve drawn tho attention of capitalists to this Province,
and it is now freely acknowtodgod that with wise minagewent Nova Scotian
gold mines are tho bewt of investments, There is perfect freedom from
wild and ruinous speculation, tho mines being worked on sound business
principles and yi-lding hapdsome returns on the capital invested. In
Yammouth County some large lesds of low grade ore aro mow being
devoloped, and tho results have been ro oncouraging that oxtonsive plants
and machinery ¢o crush and treat the ores havo beon ordered, and in a short
time will bo in active oporstion. Still it is astonisaing, with such excellent
results, that the business has not attained to greater proportions. Wore our
mines situated in some almost inaccessable region, thoy would cause great
excitement and a wild rush to get to them, but huaters for tho precious
metal find it hard to believo that it can be obtained without privation and
exposure, as is tho case here, and for this reason ths volume of business is
nat £o greatas it would be were tho difficuities to be overcome much greater.
This slow progress at the stary will prove beneficial in the long rum, us
there will be no reaction, but steady advance, aud years after the speculs-
‘tive gold ficlds of to-day have been forgotten, the minus of Nova Scotia will
be producing in s constantly incroasing ratio.

Soutt Uxiacke.—The Withrow lead has been struck oa the Thompson
property, and, as will be gseen from the returns, the quartz is rich in gold.

The Withrow Mine still keeps up its large average yield, the official
ret.ux}')nil at tho Mines Office for February being 69% ozs. from 20 tons quartz
crushed.

The oflicial returns from the Thompson property, elsewhero referred to,
have not yet been recoived at the Mines Office. It is reported, however,

that a crushing of four tons yielded 50 oza. gold—124 ozs. por ton is not to
be speezed ut.

SsLyuox River—The Dufferin Mine returns for February 160 oz3, gold
from 500 tons quartz crushed.

MoxtaGue.—The heavy rains of thisand last week have flooded some of
the properties in this district, glving the boys a well earned holiday.

New discoveries of iron ore are reported in Colcheater County.

The annus! meeting of the Nova Scotia Gold Minsrs' Association was
held at the Hslifax Hote! on Tuesday afternoon, when ths following office-
bearars were elected for the ensuing year: President, Geo. W. Stuart
Vice do., J. M. Roid; Secretsry-Treasuter, T. K. Gue. The various com-
mittees were ro-appointed. In the evening the members enjoyed & banguet,
which was prepared in the usual supsrior manuer of the Halifax.

MirripsiGate DisTricT.—Work has been recommenced upon a small acale
on the property of the Daluth Gold Mining Co. Tt is of a prospectiog
character, but the resuliz thus far have been most encouraging.

Wo have jrequently celled attention to the superior facilities this Prov-
ince nffords for the manufactura of iron and for iron ship building, and we
therefure fully endorse the fullowing article from the Montreal Daily Star:

Smir Buitpine In Cayapa.—Whose fault is it that, in a countty such
as Canada, containing iron and coal in unlimited quantity, and these lying
side by side, practically nothing has been done 10 promote iron or steel ship
building? True, at Owen Sound tho Polsons have a ship yard for steel
ttoamers, but everything metsllic that enters into their vesssls has to bo car-
ried there, and they build only such vessels, and theses for lake servics only,
as canuot ascend tho canals. This is a purely exceptional branch of ship
building and not to bo cousted into competitive building. The only pos-
sible rival in Canada of the British ship- yards is Nova Scotis, because of
the unlimited supply of raw material and the cheapacss with which the
plates may he made and tho ship put togethes. In that province theoy have
every kind of soft coal and every variety of iron, and vast deposits of these
Iying near the surface, reducing mining expeuses to the lowest possible
figure ; the veins are thick and the doposits inexhaustibie; and since the
two great requisites for cheap iron and steel are in close contiguity, avoiding
long hauls of one to tho other, and the supply and cost of labor can be
made satisfactory, there apporrato be 1o good reason why the production
of steol or iron ships bas not been established in Novs Scotia. We appre-
bend that the delsy in inaugurating this, as in 6o many other Canadisn in-
dustrice, srises from want of confidence in ourselves. Poople aro appalled
by the oxtent of the iron shipyards on the Clyda and Tyns, and imagine
that there is no use in attempling to compets with the wealth and resources
of those great establishments. This is a delusion which we should
promptly get rid oi. Dritish capital is wonderfully cosmopolitan, and it
will come 10 Canada to build iron and steel ships if it can bo shown that
thia 0 bo duno profitably. Now who has sttempted to make this clear?
Who han grappled with the problem? We doubt if ansthing whatever has
bren dowe in this direction. If it hss, we have never beard of it. How
| few abroad know suytbing about the facilities which Nova Scotia in parti-
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cular oflers for iron ship building | Has anything whatever been done_by
any public or other authority lo enlighten capitslists on this paint? The
provincial government and Boards of Trade would aeem to b thu parties
who should movo in such a matter, but up to the present writing they bave
givon no eign, The government of Nova Scoya is int rested, ov the score
of revenue, in moving. Within a fow years its incowo from tho-royalty on
coal mined had doubled, ita receipts at present being over $150,000 a year.
With iron ehipbuilding iv full blast, the dowand for coal and the revenue
therefrom would soon double agaig, 10 say nothing of 2 royslty from iron
mined. Tho Legislaturo and the Bootde of Trade ave all decply interested
in tho cstablishment of an irdustry callivg for the utilization of a mota
which now lies in the bowela Lf the carth absolutely worthless, hut shich
may ho made to dithurse millions of Jollurs in wages among skilled artisane,
while tlimulating a score ot other industiiea,

Leascs aro now granted for gold, silver, cosl, irop, copper, lead, tin, and
precious stones. For all theso mirverals titles are given ditect from the
Ciowan, the royalty nod 1ental being moderate.  There nro somo portions of
the Provinco where the owners ¢f the soil have the right to some or all of
the ahove mincrals, with the exception of gold and silver, and discovercrs of
such minerals should, in al) cases, a sure themselves of the facts in 1egard
to the ewnership of the minerals before muking their di-coveries pub.ic
All other metals than the ones nbove enumtrated are granted 1o the owners of
the soil, fiom whom titles must be obtained. The Mining Act provides a
simple means, by arbitiation, for tho cntry on private lands to work-pro,-or-
ties leas:d from the Crown wheb a private agreement canpot be made.

Applications for wines or mineral rights aro made to the Depariment of
Mines, which iz oue of the departments presided over by the Comumnissioner
