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EDITORIAL NOTES.

From 1871 to 1881, there was an increase of 300 per cent. in the

population of Manitoba. The Winnipeg Times believes that the increase
for the current decade will be over Goo per cent.

Some papers in Ontario—none, however, of the leading ones—opeuly
advocate annexation. The Ayr Recorder (Liberal) begins an editorial with
“What a beautiful State of the Amcrican Union Ontatio would form 1"
Ang the rest of the article is in the same strain,

. “ AnOttawa College Graduate” writing to the Mobtreal Post, says that
his Alma Maler is destined to be the University of the Dominion. We
would iike to hear from any person that knows of a College in the
Dominion of which the same has not been said.

Newspapers are not slow in leraldiug the doings of politicians, but
they seldom devote space to chronicling the successes of mercantile men.
This appears to us somewhat strange, sceing that the press is mainly
supported by the mercantile community. Knowing journalists should look
well to windward, for even the “ ass knowcth his master’s crib.”

The Montreal Mock Parliament has Leen convencd, and the wotk of
the session promises to be carried cn in a lively and interesting manner.
Such an organization would be useful in Halifax were it not that we huve
in this city, during the winter months, a real genuine parliament with a
speaker and members seated with covered heads. Halifax wants a com-
mercial parliament ; her people have had a surfeit of politics.

The Canadian American and the Montreal Star think that the spirit
of independence is gradually becoming stronger throughout Cavada. It
would ‘probably assert itself mcre strongly if it once were shown that
separation from Great Dritain would, necessarily make us richer or happicr

than we now are. .

A Chinaman isa Juxury in Cavada. The A acricans looked forward
to making the Dominion a dumping ground for their wup -uous Celestials,
but found to their surprise that a Customs Tax of 850 per head was
exacted by the Dominion Government upon every Chinaman entering
Canadian territory.  Uncle Sam never thought of this dodge to keep out
the Asiatic hordes, but in Canada we believe in taxing luxurics, and we all
kuow cheap labor to be a decided luxury.

The Congo State, which has been carved out of theside of Africa, in
order that a grand experiment might be tricd by the Internatiunal Associ-
ation, is again disturbed with internal dissensions, and the Kiog of the
Belgians calls pitcously for assistance to aid in restoring order. A man
canuot sorve lwo masters, and the people of, the Congo State may find it
difticult to carry out the wishes of three or more sovercigns, to say nothing'
of those holding less dignificd but more lucrative positions under the
Association.

‘The Young Liberals, in their meeting at ‘l'oronto, resolved, that pro-
vincial subsidies should be discontinued, and direct taxation be tesorted
to for local needs. These young men evidently labor under the impressio:
that Ontario is the milch cow of the Dominion. If they would but visit
Nova &cotia, we might sitcceed in couvincing them that Acadia is the best
milker in the herd—at lcast so many of us think.

The Battleford Ierald says that some adveuturers are going about
the Indians inciting them to revolt, and assuring them of assistance from
over the border. It is also said that the daring half-breed leader, Dumont,
is at the head of a small army of men. ‘There is little probability in the
latter rumor, and no serious uprising of the Indians need be expected for
some time to come. An-effort should be made, however, to catch and
punish the miscroants who are so devoid of human feeling as to turn the
tomahawk of the Indian against the peaceful homes of the white settlers.

‘The small pox epidemic in Montreal will probably injure the trade of
that city for some time, if not permanently. The dread of infection from
Montreal goods has really little foundation. From April 15tto September
sth, only six deaths occurred in the business wards of-the city. Add to
this that all goods shipped frumn Montreal are sv tuoroughly fumigated that
there is no possibility of infection.  Nevertheless the. wholesale trade of
Montreal will undoubtediy suffer, especially in the west, where her young
and vigorous rival Toronto will not fail 10 profit by the “ill wind.”

The present unpopularity of Lord Wolseley is said to be mainly
attributable to the manrer in which he has dealt with the Suakim con-
tingent ol the Soudanesc army.  General Graham recomimended 170 officers
and non-commissioned officers for preferment. Lord Wolseley has reduced
the number t» 6o, and military critics naturally want-to know whether
General Graham, who was present at Suakim, or Lord Wolseley, who was
absent during the entire Suakin campaign, can best judge as to tho merits
of the ofticers.

In Ontario, Quebec, Manitoba, and Prince Edward Island, one long
school-term in the year is preferred to tgo short oues. In almost all the
States of the American Union, the school-term is about ten and 2 balf
months in durativcn—Dbeginning the latter part of August or the first of
September, euding in July—ard is, of course, identical with the school-
year. Ifere we still adhere to an arbitrary, unnatural and unnecessary
division of the year into two short, broken-up terms. All our school
inspectors, almust all our clergymon, probably all of our.college profcusors,
and the vast mujurity of our common school teachers that hold higher
grades, are anxious to hive one long term supplant the two short ones.
The short terms ¢ must'go.”

A curious piece of prophetic journalism has just come to light. A
French paper, having learned that Riel's appeal to the Court of Queen’s
Bench had not been allowed, published a somewhat .detailed .account of
his exccution, Journalists are often tcmpted to imagine the-details of an
event which they consider surz to take place. A few years. ago, when
Hanlon was beating his opponents one by one in almost exactly the same
style, daily papers which made a point of supplying the latest sporting
news used to have an account of cach race set up beforehand. Then, when
the first brief telegram arrived, saying that Hanlan had won by so many
lengths, they made a change or two. struck off their papers and in a few
minutes had them selling in the streets to the cry of *“All about the boat-
race!” ‘This is a mild form of imposition, compared with that of the
French paper above mentioned.

An instrumont has been invented in France for aiding in the rosuscitation
of persons apparently drowned. or who fiom any cause have heen tomporar-
ily deprived of animation. It consists of a eyliuder of sheot iron large
enough to contain tho body of an adult person. It is clised ut one end,
and the fuanimate individual is inserted, feet foremost, in the recoptacle, as
far as tho weck, around which thero is placed & padale diaphragm, fastened
to tho cylinder so as to bo air tight.  An air pump, rttached to an opening
in tho tube, creates a partial vacuum, and theu the outer atmosphere, by its
own piessure. forces its way into the lungs by the mouth aud nostrils, which
aro loft oxposed. By a reversed action of the pump, the air is allowed to
ro-entor Lthe cylinder, and respiration is theieby caublished. A gliss plate
inserted in the iron casing enables the operator to wateh the movements of
tho chest, which riees and falls as in lifo. with the working of the pump.
The action may be ropeated cigirteen times in a minuto, an oxact imitation of
natural breathing beivg thus produced.

Speaking lately iu favor of cremation in infections cases Sir Spencer
Weolls mentioned that an epideimic of searlet fever has bheen caused in o
country town by tho opening of the grves of persons who had died with
the diseaso thirty years proviously, tho germs of infection having retained
their vitality for nearly « third of a century.

Canrnon,—Camphor is made in Japan in this way : After atree is folled
to the carth, it iz cut up into chips, which are laid in a tub or large iron pot
filled with water, and placed over a slow fire.  rhrough holes in 'the bottom
of the tub steam slowly 1ises, and. heating the chips, generates oil aud
camphor. Ot course, the tub with the chips has a closely fitting cover.
From this tub a bamboo pipe leads to a succession of other tubs with bam-
boo connections, and the last of these tnbsis divided into two compartients,
one above the other, the divided floor being perforated with small holes t)
allow the water and ol to pass to the upper compartment. The upper com-
partment i8 supplied with a straw layer which eatches and hol | the camphor
i crystals in deposit as it passes to the cooting process.  ‘The camphor is
then separated from tho straw. packed in wooden tubs, and ready for the
market. The oil is used by the natives for illuminating and other purposes.
~The Druyqyist.

Bi-Surrape or CanpoN ror Hravacur —A medieal paper cills atten
tion to a siinple and at the samo time wonderifully efiicient treatment for
many kinds of headache. It iz nothing moro nor less thau a solution of the
bi-sulphide of carbon. A wide-mouth glass-stoppered bottle is half filled with
cofton or a fine sponge, and upon this two or three drachms of tho solution
arc poured. Tho mouth of tho bottle is to ve applied to tho templo or as
Rear as possible to the soat of pain, so closely that none of the volatile vapor
may escape, and retained there four or five minutes or longer. 1t may bo
reapplied, if necessary, several times in the day, and it genernlly acts like
magic, giving immediate rolief. ’

At the Danish sciontific station in South Greenland, at Numortalik, heat

and mosquitoes in summer are 8o troublesome as to be suyggestive of a tropi-
cal climate.

Watenr-Prooring MarERiarn.—When paraffine is thoroughly mixed with
linseed oil, cast into small blocks, an:d allowed to cool, it may bo used to
make any fabric, as cloth, folt, and leather, water-proof by rubbing it with
such & blotk, and ironing afterward to cqualize the distribution of the
material in the pores. If too much is not put on the matetial may be made
to bo only impervious to water, but not to air, a3 the very small greasy pores
repel the wator but not the air.

The majority favored the
scheme, but owing 10 their being « lage minority, the Synod agreed to post:
pone tho matter for the present. Almost @ whole afterncon was takon up
with the petition of ex-principal Ross for an increase of his retiring allow-
unce, which ended in the Synod deciding to grant bim a retiring allowance
of §900 a year. During ono of its sessions a telegram was received from
Rev. Geo. Christie, announcing the death of his son, Rev. Thos. Christie,
lato missionary of the Synod in Trinidad, at Kelseyville, Californin. Tho
news had a very depressing cffect, and prayer wae offered for the widow nud
relatives. Very satisfactory reports were 1cad in connection with the Homeo
Missions, Foreign Missions, Augmentation, and Widows' and Oephans’
Fund. A very intoresting discussion took place on Collego matters. The
proposal to have a sumwier instead of « winter session at Pine Grove College,
Hulifax, was opposed, and no action was taken, though the scheme could
]m}) carried. On Friday evening tho Synod. adjournad to mect noxt year
at Truro.

PROVINCIAL EXHIBITION IN HALIFAX.

It must be admitted that Exhibitions in Halifax have not, as a rule,
been successfully managed, but it is quite evident that no General Pro-
vincial Exhibition can be successful when held in points lying east and
west of the city.

The recent Exhibition in Kentville was carried out with skill aud energy,
but it was after all poorly patronized as far as the castern part of the
Province was concerned.  The same is true of western *Nova Scotia with
regard to the Provincial Exhibitions held :n ‘I'ruro, and ut is therefore
‘apparent that for a General Provincial Exiubition a more central locality
should be selected.  Halifax offers to ¢xhibitora a market for their produce,
and so far as we can learn is regarded by our prominent agriculturists as
the proper place in which to hold the Aunual Provincial Exhibition. If
some of our leading citizens would take this matter energetically in hamd,
we might, next autumu, have a Provincial Exhibition worthy the name;
and were it managed with the same care, farethought and economy as
have been those held in Kentville and Truro, it would undoubtedly prove
a grand success. .

COAL ROYALTY.

Two weeks ago the Block House Mine, Cow Bay, was to be sold by
sherifi’s sale at the suit of the Local Government.” The Government's
greund of action was that the mine owed 812,000 in royalty. The Bank
of Nova Scotia, having a mortgage on the proj .rty, prevented the sale.

Much sympathy is felt for Mr. Belloni, the owner of the mine. He

done much more, perhaps, than any other one man towards building
up the Cape Breton coal ttade ; and the Government is freely censured for
Prosecuting him in his difficulties. In our .own opinion, however, the
Government is not blameable for enforcing” the law, if this be done in all
Cases of arrcars in royalty payments. We heartily endorse the following
¢xpression of opinion, from the last issue of the Trades’ Journal ; --

“ Seeing the Government has adopted mensures to recover the amount
of royalty due by the proprictor of the Block House, it is only fair to him
and to those companies which have regularly paid the royalty, that all
Companies who have not paid, should be treated in a similar way to the
Proprictor of the Block louse. It will not do for the Government to
make fish of one and fiesh of the other. No matter.how influential o

company, or its members, may be, let the Government collect the royalty
due. ‘Theie are more persons indebted to the Government for royalty than
the proprictor of the Block IHouse, and it remains for the Government to
take the same active measures for its recovery as in this case.”

‘The Block Houee is a leading collicry in Cape Breton Co. It and the
other collicries in that county have usually been strictly punctual in paying
the royalty. Cape Breton County has always been remembered when
money was to be collected, and always overlooked when moncy was to be
disbursed Ly the Government.  Under these circumstances, it is no matter
of surprise that the action of the Government ‘secms unbecomingly harsh,
and meets in certain quarters with unqualified condemnation.

THE SHORT LINE —A SURVEY NECKSSARY.

It is well our “city fathers” are up and doing in the matter of the Short
Line Railway, They have declared themselves in favour of the Combina-
tion as opposed to the International Line, and as the prospects of the
latter road are far from encouraging, we should lose no time in uniting our
forces with thoie of Quebec to secure the survey requisite to establish the -
practicability of a road which would undoubtedly be the shortest and best
line from Montreal to a Canadian Atlantic scaport. The interests of
Quebec and Halifax are as one in this question, and every cilort should
be mado to have the survey made before the next session of Parliament,

The C. P. R. Company have no longer any interest in the construction
of the Pope railway, and it should therefore not be difficult for Quebec and
Halifax to succeed in securing the object they have in view. :

What we now want is not a wordy discussion, but a joint deputation
from Halifax and Quebec to urge upon the Government the necessity of
an immediate survey of the forty or fifty miles of unsurveyed line. We
believe that the Government would grant this survey, and we urge upon
those interested the vital necessity of immediate action,

SERVIA.

Speaking ata banquetin London recently, the Servian Minjster pro-
fessed regret for the recent action of the Roumelians. e maintained that
the Treaty of Berlin ought to be adhered to. It was the dissensions of
Bulgarians, Servians and Greeks that had first enabled the Turks to bring
them under subjection. Now Bulgarians, Servians, Greeks and Turks
should come to an understanding which would make them strung within
and without. He deprecated any.attempt to bring about the preponderance
of one of these nations over the others as tending to destroy the inde-
pendence of the Balkanic peninsula. It was in the interest of that
independence that his sovereign, King Milan, had demanded either the
enforcing of the Treaty of Berlin or the readjustment of power among the
Balkanic States. ‘The Servian Minister spoke very reasonably, but it is a
question whether the Servian Government is acting on such liberal motives.
It demands the territory known as Old Servia ; and this demand is sup-
ported by Austrian influence,

«?lcstlou of Probibition vs, Livense, and have made armngements with two representa-
tive writers to contribute each nlternato week o communication upon tho subject. Wo
boliove our readers will be interested in a fair and manly discission of this burnin: ques
tion, and we trust the writens will deal with the subject In a manner becoming broad and
lberal-minded men.

LIBERTY OF MAN.

Mr. Paruell, in the incolence ol anticipated triumph (in which he will
probably be disappointed) has mmdo the mistake of a promature avowal of
the real, und ho sceks tho dismemberment of the Empire. s ferocious
clientele promptly supplements the avnouncement by savage anticipations
of the walign delights of contributing to the destruction of England.

Tho methods of the Prohibitionist Propaganda boems a not distant
rosemblanco to those of the Irish agitators.

The fierco intolerance, of which they are unable to suppress the ex-
pression, should act as a warning to the people as {o the nature of the
aloomy tyrauny of which thoy aro allowiag themselves to he made the
glaves.  Prohibition Legins lo thiuk itselfl strong eneugh to throw aside the
wask of philanthropy, and to boldly proclatn its lust of power, its spirit
of pursecution, its freedom from the restiaints of justice, aud its liberty to
advanco by crooked and sinister steps of expediency.

The last is pliuly avowed by one of its ablest advocates in tho
declaration of the temporary oxpediency of legislating against the poorer
citizon, until it shall be strong enongh to contiol all.

Its freedom from the restraints of any sense of justice, in its denunci-
ations of compeusation to lawful businesses which it proposes lo ruin.

Its lust for political power, in the recent Convention at which it declared
itself political, secking to bind ils adlerents to vots for Prohibitionists
aiobe, and proclaiming its determination to oxclude from the servico of the
Stato all who refuse to submit to its dictation and 1epeat its shibboleth.
Howover sound 2 man may be un other issucs, however able and upright,
(says s contewporary) he is to be voted down unless he will deelare Pro-
hibition to bo the best remedy for drunkenness. Even total abstinence
will avail him nothing if ho presumes to exorcise his free judgment in the
preferonce of' other methods to the Scott Act.

Its apirit of persccution, and its insolent intolerancoe have been rccontly
domonstrated by a cortain Rov. 1. Wallace, who * hns apparently con-
vinced himself that overy ono who is opposed to him on this subject is a
child of perdition.” This violent person “would fino the liquor dealers
for their sins in the past, a3 woll as ruin them for the future,” and * from
all churches which have not synodically ondorsed tho Scott Act, ho with-
holds the title of Evangelical.” The opinions of a fanatic of this

doscription are, of courso, worthloss, but thoy are au oxample of the lengths

to which presumption, ignorance, aud impudence are devoloped in vuigar

minds by the consciousuess of a supposed popular support,

If theso woro the goneral sentiments of Christinn privsts and ministers,
Christinnity would indeed bo dragged in tho dirt.  Happily they are net,
and not only would moust respectable mmmsters of Religion disclaim with
ghamo and atagust so truculent an mtolerance, but a lmge number are to bo
found who distinetly disapprove of the Prohibition legislation.

Not & month ago the Rov. D.J, MacDounell published an ologuent
pratest agiuet ‘thu narrow tyranny of his Presbytetian brothren on vhis
question, and about two yoars ago the following opinions were olicited by
a Committeo of tho Legislature of Mnssachusutts :—

“ Right Rov. Bishop Manton Lastburn, of Massachusetts, whoss oxperi-
enco for many yems of prohibitory Jaw had proved to him its baneful effuet,
spoke as follows : * I am iu fuvorof a license law, because it would restrain
the sale of liquor.

Barnard, of Doston, spoaks : * Have beon a Minister
of tho Guspel liere for 35 years, and tny obsorvation of the working of
prohibition ia that I nover have known ao much drunkonuess, and nover
know 8o much bad‘lignor to be nsed.’

“ Rov. N. Adams, 33 years oxperivnco in Dostou as a clergyman : ¢ Pro-
hibition is a failure. I boliove a liconse law to Lo tho only way of restrict-
ing the sile of ardent spirits. Most of the clergy of ny church think s
I do on this matter.

“Rov. E. Edson, D.D., Lowell, Mass,: ¢The tendency of Prohibitory
law in my neighborhood has been to increase drunkoenness,’

“Rev. B. I, Clark: ¢Tho offect of tho rohibitory lw lins been
disastrous to the causo of temperance from my own observation. I boliove
tl‘wro is' moro drunkenness and an increaso in drinking among the pooror
classes,

“Rov. Leonard Baicon, D.1),, Now [lavon, Ct., pastor of the Fiist
Church for 42 yoars : ¢ So fur ns my obsorvation in the town of Now Haven
goes thare is moto intopoeranco now (undor prohibition) than there ever
veus before.

“ Rev. George 8. Lllis, D D., Charlestown, Maes., a ministor thore for 27
years: ‘Lam by prevopt and oxample opposed to everything like intom-
porance, but I fiel that the !aw has no right to infringe upon my porsonal
liberty. If jou pass any law above the wnoral standard of tho mass of the
community, it tonds to bring all laws into contempt.’

* Rev. Michael Hartney, Salom, Mass., a priest of J0 years' oxporionco
there : ¢ The Prohibitory law has proved a failure. I think u liconse law
will put down low groggories and diminish to n great extent thu evil of
private and furtive salo of liquors.'

“Rov. G. B. Ido, D.D., Springtield, Masc., w Baptist clergyman of 15
years® exporionco : * The sale of liyuor is ns opon as the doors arc.’

“ Rov. I'athor Sheahan; Taunton, Mass., 0 well-known Catholic clorgy-
man of 17 vears' exporionco: ‘1 find that the Irohibitory law has
increasod drinking greatly”

“ Itov. R. II. Noale, D.1), Boston, pastor of tho First Baplist Church
for 30 yems: ‘I mustsay I am obliged to accotd with the testinfony I have
heanl. Thoro seoms to be an increaso of intempoerance. This is under tho
Prohibitory law.’

“ Rov. E. P. Wells, of the Episcopal Cnureh, Boston : ¢ I h.liove most
fully there has been an increass in the number of drinking places undor
Prohibition.’

“TRov. J. A. Bollas, D.D., Boston Protestant Episcopal Church, congro-
gation of about 2,000: ¢ I mean to say that your Prohibition only increases
the evil, it leads to moro drinking and domomlizes the community on the

question of drunkonness as a sin.””

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THE FRENCIH DRAMA,

(Continued.)

With the 18th century began a now era, not only in litorature, but in
tho whole Fronch world.  Absolutism, as an elastic thread, being drawn too
tishtly, had broken itself ; the people covered with nud the tomb of the
despolic Louis XIV ; the Regont, and sovn after Louis XV, occupied tho
despised Throue. The Lords were sunk in debauchary, the Parliaments
divided and uncertain, oven the clergy, corrupted by the Court, wero without
faith, as without morals, and neither knew nor cared to dofend the Rehgion
of which thoy weiu tho ropresontatives. In this decrepitude of all auciont
groatness, one power alone continued to increase public opivion, of which
literature mado itself intorpreter aud guide ; that literature, which in the
past had Loon considered as an oruament and decoration to socioty, now
began to show itself as society's soul ; writers discussed Governments and
peoplo, sounded the dopths of public pawer, and established principles which
thoy desited to give thoir rulors for bases on which to work. 'The numborof
writers increased, and their influonco was folt in every grade of socicty.

The ovolutions of gunius or rovolutions of manucls which took place in
Franco ab various limes scom always to have beon cither suggested vr bast-
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ened by tho influence of somo neighboring nation,  In the 16th century,
Italy'as Renaizeancyd, in tho 17th the heroic nction and expression of Spain,
in tho 18th contury the libarty to examiunoe all, and apeak freoly, the applica-
tion ut literaturo to tho political intercst of the natiun, the materinlism and
prosaic colouring of thought in England, led to tho rovolutivn in letters,
ecionce, and mnnners, which was uradergone by the world of French thought
Ot tho four groat men* who stand out as leaders of the now philoso]ﬁly,
Voltaire is tho ano who gave the signal for the attack, a pout, drumatist, his
torian, philosophes, and universal wiiter; ho made all tho provailing ideas
to puxs beforo tho tritunal of his uncompromising good sense, 1eceiving o
rejecting them, according as they stoodl the test,

Ho was a delicate child, but with great promise of litemry talent: as ho
himaelf says, he made verses boforo ha was out of tho crulle.  Sowe essays
of lus still existing, and wntten at the age of twelve, show no marks of
infopcy. Haviug recited from momory beforo the celebmted Ninon de
I'Fuclos, & poum of Rousseau ; she was so pleased with the hoy that she
lofé him u legacy of 2000 livres, to buy a library. Deing obliged by the
custom of the day to leave the family name, Arouet, for his older brother,
ho adopted that of Voltaire, siten hocomoe famous. His fathor wishad him
to study law, and ho was seut to tho cquity-schools, after leaving tho College
of Louis lo Grand, but finding it agreed butlittle with his tastes and inclina.
tion, he gavo it up in disgust, and devoted himself to literaturo and general
study. Boing introduced through Ninon de I'Enclos to the highest rociety
in Paris, which then was wicked as woll as witty, ho euon hecame quite at
homo awong his rather unpriucipled companions, and his futher disapprov-
ing of his modo of life, sent him with the French Miuister, a8 his Page, to
Holluud, Hero, however, Voltaite foll in love with a daughter of a refugeo
in Holland, and Lo was sont back to Paris to resume his gny carcor.  Teing
accused (fulsely, however) of having wiitton a sstire on the Goverinout, he
war confined for a year and-a-half in the Ihstile. During Ins confinement,
hie planned the “ Hemriade,” o poems on the Court of Henry 1V, which had
been suggested to him by conversations with tho elder Canmnrtin, on the life
of that King and Sully, and fimished s trigedy * (Edipe,” which. when
porformed in 1718, was not only u euceess with the public, but mollified
the author's stern old parent.-who fiom this time lot him follow his own
inclinations.  Voltaire’s Henriade was first published in Fogland by sub-
scription, and here hie became acquainted with the distinguiched scholars of
the diy—Dolivghroke, Pope, Congrove, Collins, Tindal, and Newton and
Loche,  Ho studied diligently ; in his drawns also, from this time, may be
traced a distinet inflnence from Shakespeare, which, however, ho would not
allow, not having, or pretending not to have, any particular admimtion for
tho great mun,

In 1750, Voltaire visited Froderick the Great, at 'otsdam ; for sometime
they wero friendly, but, probably, because of Voltiire’s rather severo criti-
cizms on the Monnrch's Jterary productions, a quairel voon took place, nnd
they wero not recor ciled till the publication of Voltaire's works in 1757,
when Frederick renewed his «orrespondenco with the poet, and seut him his
own bust in porcelnin, with the inscriptiou vire smmortali. Voltaire, hew-
ever, hud meanwhile revenged himself in the amusing but scandulows—*¢ 17
privee du roi de Prusse,” which was found among his papers, and published,
as no doubt. he had intended it to be. Jean Jacques Rousseaun having sent
him his celebrated tyeatise, which had gained the prize ¢f tho Academy of
Dijou, Voltaire returned him an answer at once so fattering and so
sntirical, that the anthor of *Emile " heeamo his irveconcilable enomy.  'he
Zmpress Catherme of Russia sent him many flatterving letters and presents,
n statun was erected to him by the literati of Parig, and all men of distive-
tion xought his suciety. But Voltaire wes not happy , he became weiry of
his quiet life in Fernoy, Rayas de Gox, wheie he had lived for more than
twenty yearz, and in 1775 went onco miore to Paris.  Hero ho was recaived
with enthusissm by the French peoplo ; actors implored him to writo some
thing for them. ¢ Tancréde-was written in his 66th year, and when Trenre,
which ho had brought with him, was performed, it was received with raptur-
ous applause. It was after tho performance” of this pieco that tho Freuch
Academy seot him their congratulations, and placed his bust by the side of
Corneille.  He was himeelf present at the sixth representation, and when he
had sat down in his box, a pluyer entered, and presented him with a laurel
wreath ; his bust also was crowned in the theatro at the conclusiou of the
piece. All theso excitements were too much for his now aged frame. * 1
havo come,” said he, “to Paris, to find my glory and my grave.” Ie took
a large doso of opium, without the advico of his physician, 1o induce sleep,
and this is supposed to havo hastened his death, which took place May 30th,
1778, Tho Archbishop of Paris, a3 with Moliére, refused the body Christinn
butial, Voltoire having died without tho last vites of the Church; it was
thercforo interred privately at Neollicies,a Bernadine Abbey ; and by decreo
of tho National Assembly,in 1791, the remains were placed in the Pantheon,
in Paris, near those of I' T. Roseenu.

It is a common error to cousider Voltairo an Atheist ; ho was nothing of
the sort. Indced, his firm belief 1n Gop drew upon him the ridiculo of
many of his brother philosophers, who considered such a belief an evidenco
of ictellectual infirnuty. Ho discarded revelation, but upheld the truths of
natural religion. e was, in fact, a Deist, niuch as Collins, Tindal, Boling-
bioke and Wollaston, in Epgland. In his adaptation to tho difforent schools
of thought, ho has been rather-unfairly accused of hypocrisy, of being a
Frec-thinker in Londun, a Cartesian at Versailles, n Christian at Nancy, and
an Infidel at Berlin. It has also Leen snid of his chamcter that he had sen-
sibility without aflection : that ho was voluptuous without passions, open
without . sincerity, and liberal without generusity ; steadfast to nothing by
choice, but to everything by irregular starts of fancy. Somo of this hardlv

agrees with tho many evidences which wo havo of his open-handed jenerosity
and the bold eloquenco which ho emyloyed ngainat all that seemed 10 coutra
veno hia idea of freedom and independanee. Though he often injared the
cauao of roligion by his attacks on its svivants, lus hostility always aroso
from diggust nt their into'lsrance and poiscenting spitit. Mo otlerad his aid
aud protection to many porsecuted persuna, the most notable of whuin was
Jean Calns, who, with his family, hul been the victim of a fanatical porsecu-
tivn. He also 1escued a daughter of Corncille from great want, and hal her
cducated at his own expense.

Wo are now consilering Voltairo as o dramatist , of his poelry, histuties,
satires, al philosophio trentises, wo have nothing to do. ‘Though Voltaire
wrote xote fino (ragedies, his gonins was not cesentinlly dramatic ; many of
hia tragedies aro but theories expounded ; his object seems to havo beon to
row in mon's minds the ideas tor which he combated ; his Liter tragedies are
,nothing moro than dialogue discussions, 1t has beon said that *¢ his porson-
ages a1 «ilualiona, eometimos chaiacters, but very rarely wen.”

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OUR BOSTON LETTER.
Bostoy, Oct. oth, 1885,

The sensations experienced by one who has just veturned from a flying
visit to his nativo burgh, after an absenco from it of fivo years or so in
another city, are gomowhat poeenliar, to say the leawst.  And when the ox-
tremes in question ave places of such broad contrast as Iilifax and DBoston,
the uncommon nature of one's feelinga ix all the more marked  Thero is u
saying, now hecome trite—so fur ag Halifax is concerned, at any rite—that
it is oiten well to sco ourseives as othera xe: us I one thought thore was
somo truth in this, that romo good effects were always certain to 1esult from
this gazing st cue’s virtuea and imperfections throngh a stranger’s spectacles,
but iju the case of Hlifsx, alas! I fear no such cifect hus ever been
producad.

Of all the erities of a city «r atown, I do not know who has a better
right to criticizo than one of its own sous. It is thoreforo with a sort of
feeling of divino right that I take this oceasiou to relate in brief n fow
impressions relativo to my native city, as seen through Americinized oyes
and through a Do«on atmospheie  Like the late lamented George Wash.
ington I am ufllicted with a certain amount of candor, and the latter
attribute compels wo in this present inatance to find fault with Halifax,
And yet 1itis woto in svriow than in anger that 1 thus give way to this
unpleasant proceediog.

Do my brother or sister Halifaxinus who have never stined fiom out
the confines of their city's sacred precinetz desire to know what feeling is
uppermost in the mind of the visiting prorligal from * tle Stites” when he
first sets foot in his native place after the absoneo I have named? 1 can
tell them, for I Know it by recent orvperience. It is the desire to imme-
diately charter a steamer for home!  Shocking, this may be, but it is
novortholess truo ; for coming fresh from the enervating influences of tho
American city’s bustlo and activity and impressive stateliness with the edgo
of its effcet searcely dulled by the forty hours' sea voyage, and filled with
mingled fealings of hope aud fear s to how lie shall find his native city,
he is rudely shocked at the contrast hie experiences when he is thrust, like
a friendless orphan, upou its shores.  Lven the warm reception of waiting
friends fuils to chase away his grvesomo thoughts, and in this failure and
dizappointed framo of min-l he remaing,—well, until he has once more
become acclimated. .

Five or ten - years mean mueh for a city like Boston,—for Halifax, in a
progressive sense, they mean aliwa.t nothing. For Boston a decado means
an ontire regeneration, for lalifax a fow additional coats of paint. Five
years in tho Hub is equivalent tn a vew period of existenco ; in Halifax
it stands for the loss of a few more bricks from its pavements, & small
inerease in its consus reports, and perhaps to offset this, the birth of a new
idea or two in tho mighty and farreaching minds of its city fathers. It
wiay be cruel, perhaps, to say this, but it v ust bo 1emembered we are now
looking at things through spectacles fitted with American glasses, which are
warranted not to distant, oxaggerate or belittle, or money refunded. Tt is
true that after a short sojourn the prodigal son becomes a little more
recouciled to his surroundings, cspeeially as Nova Scotinu hospitality in
general and the lalifax vaviety in particular is calculated to make oven tho
wost emphatic grumbler lapse into quictude ; but nevertheless o is glad to
get back to his husks and devete ‘the remainder of his life to the endeavor
to cor.vinco himself that his visit-down-cast only oceurred in a dreamn.

I can imagine that an Englishman coming to Halifax ean- live thero and
flonrish liko a green bay tree, but to the average American mind, the
determined sormoloncy and listless lethargy into which the city has fallen
and persists in staying is something stupendous. It is wore typical of a
city in some cffete monarchy iun Earope than of one of the geographical
aoms in the great and growing American contiuent. As a city. its peoplo
have great opportunities, as a province. almost boundless ones; nnd yot
they let them slip unheeded thiough their fingers, like a grensed pig at a
fair. The city and province allows its best and brightest sons and daugh-
ters to go oft in thousands to furnish good citizens to the United States,
and extend unto themselves hearty congratulations nt the fact that their
oxodus * gives a bolter chance for those who remain!” Of the doings of
tho busy outside world they reck wot, and whother the fair wind of business
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prospority blows uvar or not they cannot tell, for they aro all bolow dock
taking thoir * sicata” with no one on the watch ahove. To tho casunl
obsorvor it would appear that thoro waa nothing at all in fuct in which
their enorgies woro bronght into play, excopt in the thrilling and momontous
isano ns to which political party is tho most perfidivus in principle and
villainous in memboership, the *ins” ort* s * outs.”” It atrikes mo, looking
through thoso glasses mentioned, that if the people and the press wero to pay
n littlo greater attention to-more vital matters and a little less 1o thoe interests
of ths Iuo ribhon or the ved 1ibbon political party, they would profit more
by it thomselves and mako things a littio casier for posterity. Somo day a
;\fosos will riso in their midst and make a grand atlempt to lead the Nown
Scotinn Taraolites out of their wilderness of apathy, but if the peoplo them-
solves do unot make an effosit to remove roto of the deadwood that lhias
accumnlated, the coming Moses i8 going to have a hard task to accomplish,
Thero is a timo and placo for everything, and the proper time for the
indulgence in polities by those who have to carn thoir bread is about the
poriod sot for elections  1ts over indulgence at any other timo is vory apt
to produce sociul dyspepsia, for which the ouly romedy is a univeraal
“gwear ofl.” .

The peoplo of Halifux have many sins of omission to answer for boforo
the bar of a progressivo public spirit. It is an unpalatable fact, yel none
tho less true, that thoy have brought upon themrelves much ridiculo from
Awmorican tonguce and pons, 8o that the namo of Ialifax has almost cotno
to bo a synonym for all that means retrogression. And those who come
froam thero to wrest a botter living from Awmerican 20il than they could get
from their own aro tho ones who know it,  While the prople are deeply
ongrossed with tho mighty problem whether Sir Grabael Numbsiull of the
“outs” is an outrageous liar and swindler or an upright Christian soldier,
and whether the Honorable Samuel Glowgow of the ** ins” isn convicted
horgo-thiof or a sclf-sacrificing martyr to tho cause, their hard-working
brothers und sisters and sons and danghters, tired of their, neglectful treat:
mont and inappreciation, aro slinking dejectedly through the back door that
is so accommodatingly loft on tho swing and turning their faces to the
United States. Tho ono looking to the rising, the other intent upon the
solting sun. Dut then thir zives more breathing room for those that are
left, you know ! and lalifax and the Province are so terribly over-crowded,
that ]it is noxt to a miracle that there is any chauco for the gruss to grow
at all.

Lam willing to admit that Halifax Jahors nnder many gravo natural
disadvantages, being as it wore meroly an outside sontinel in the ladgo of
Canadisn citios ; but these can all be, in a measuro, overcome and neutralized.
It may be, a3 ono of tho thinkivy men of the city said to me recently, a
sort of jumping-off place—and of this thero cannot boe the slightest doubt.
sinco in a figuntive sowse it has beon subjected to quito a” jumping-off
process of late years,—but it is bottor 10 have it a first-class place of that
character than a sort of Atlontis above ground. 1 am afraid, however, that
thu chief mill-stono about its neck is the fact that the majority of its people
do not want to sco any botter stato of things, aud this 1s whero the future
Moses is going to need all the magic rods that the factories ean turn out.

But perhaps I am exceeding twy criticizing prerogatives, so the American
spectacles snust be taken of' and laid away for somo futuro oceasion.

THE ANGLO-SAXON RACE.

Your contributor Surtor-Ilesartus has an interesting article with the
above heading, in your issue of the 18th Sept. Much that 18 advanced in
that article is unquestionably true, and much is probably correct. But
thore are points horo and there which cannot he so veadily conceded.

IL may %e granted that, even in Eugland proper, our Teutoniam is not
freo from admixture, and that the conquering raco, as it presonts itself
to-day, might fairly be called 8 Saxon-Celtic Empire.

But there is a limitation in degree. Ninoteen-twentioths of the inhabi-
tants of Ireland may pLossibly come of Celtic stock, tho' we kuow that, even
in Ireland, there have beon large admixtures <which are matters of modern
history, while others are surmised, which, if they really took place, are
pre-historic.

But I thiok the assumption that nine-tenths of Scotland is Coltic cannot
pass without quostion in view of the fact that the Highlanders have always
regarded the Lowlanders as Saxons and called thent by that name.  Still
it 18 no more than a question. 1 have not the weans at hand «of forming
a definito opinion as to the degree which the Lowlanders correspond to the
Gaelic approbrium.

Still more open to question is the assumption that the Normans of the
time of the Conquest were moro than * half Celtic.” Tho original Celtic
population of Gaul was overlaid, first by tha Roman, afterwards by the
Frank. The Iloman supervoned. JIo had only occupied Normandy a
hundred and fifty years at the dato of tho Couquest, and wae, as Freeman
says, “a disguised kinsman ;” (of tho Saxon) “he was a Dane who had

no into Gaul to got covered with a Fronch varnish, and who came into
land to bo wushed clean again.” '

No doubt the original Celtic stock in Gaul improssed its characteristies
on each and all of it¢ successive conquerors. But of all those conquerors
the Norman, with his haughty exclusiveness, was probably tho laast affectod
by Celtic influences, already twice diluted—thrico indeed, if we take account
of the Burgundians.

But the statement that the word Angle is derived from *“ An Gael,” is
that which most challenges disputo.

This is an age of historieal vo-habilitation. The process has been tried
on Richard IIL, Lucrecin Borgia, Mary of Scotland, lenry VIIL, and

othors, bub with little offuct in tho direction of sottiug aside the common.
l)lnco verdict of gonoral history, which, howover faulty in dotxils, scoms to
ive maiutained the instinots of common sense us to the general character
of porsenages ossontinlly truculont, I do uot think tho vordict of Dr,
MoKay will altor tha generally received concoption of tho origic of the
word “ Anglo.”

In fact De. McKny himself, if correctly quoted, avinces o crudity incon-
sistont with sonnd authority. Whan he says t* * ** overy woll-roail scholar
now knows them (the Angles) to ho an imaginary people that nover oxisted
ns spoken of, and that are mentionnd as ‘ntitics only by ill-informad,
suporficial seribos,” ho adds to n loosencss of style which is in itsolf cal-
culated to nrouse siispicion, the more deflnito fault of ignoring tho historian

‘who is genorally acknowledged to stand first in Lurope in Saxon research,

* Now, of all Low-Duteh-apoaking lands,” says the groat historian of the
Norman Conquest, it is those-very Duchics (Sleswick, &c.) which must
always have tho cloacst interest for us Englishmen. I said that, besides
our own England here in Dritain, besidos the Now Jugland boyond tho
occan, there was yot another England oldor than all. It is’in these Duchies
thut wo find it. Tho namo of Auglia, which sesms in earlior timos to haveo
reached ovor a much larger region both north and south of the Eyder, is
still borno by a small district in Sowthern Sleswick, forming a sort of corner
betweon the Baltic and the river Slic. Thatland is the oldest England, the
land which has always unintersuptedly borne tho English name, no doubt
from timos older by many agos than the firat Eniﬂish settlamonts in Britain,
And I may add that there, in its oldest secats. the English name has beon
found opon to tho samo sport of words for which it has supplied materials
in ita nowor home. I need not tell for tho len thousandth time tho tale of
Popo Gregory and thoso who wore * Non Angli, sod Angeli.” But it muay
bo loss widely known that an anciont German writer gravely discusses
whother the English, alike in tho older or the newer Anglia, woro so called
from thoir anyelic forces, or bocause thoy dwelt in n corner, or angle, of
the land.”

Tho above passago occurs in Lho midst of an eclaborate philological

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THE SCHOOL BOARD'S RECENT ACTION.

Mn. Eoiton,—Tho Halifax School Board has decided to mako the
higher d-wartments of St. Patrick's School a Cutholie High School. A
vory strange rosolution with regard to this school was at the same tune
adopted by the Board—somo of its moembera, I understand, not being thon
aware of tho object and ulterior motivo of tho movo : it was resolved that
tho sccond teacher in that school *“shall hold a Grade A, liconso.”  Tho
incumbent need not bo a apecialist to the slightest extent ; he need not hy a

‘Those having fish coming to market,
find it very diffienlt to make salos, Mackerol are not arriving in any
quantity, some No. 3 largs. No 3, and small arrive almost daily in
small lots and aro sold at 3.90, 32.90 and 81.00 ; thoso that can hold will
not sell at theso prices, but aro looking forwaml lo an advance, wo
must confess that wo ses but little prospect nhead for an advance, not only
in tho above quality of fish, but.in herring, codfish or haddock,

Sanxon.—Very fow have he:n vold sinco our last isawo  Wu hiave only
heard of onoe small lot which was placed at 89,62 per bbl. for No. 1.

Hennina.—Thero seems to bo little or no enquiry tor fat split horring,
and there are nono selling. ‘Lhore are some lot< in store which aro bold for
higher prices than are offered.  ‘Thoy are selling at about $2.75 10 £3.00 in
small lots from vessols as thoy arrive. Some Labrador herring were on the
market o fow duys ngo, and were sold, wo think, at about 3300 per bbl.
They wore not large and would only inspect No 2.

ALEwiIvEs.—There aro now but vory fow arriving, prico is about as last

quoted. ,

Coprisu.—Shore Tolqual are not coming to market vory freely. In
fact, wo doubt if thero are the usual quantities to come this season ; but
thoss that can hold them back will do 8o as long as it is possible, with the
hope of an advance. We quoto to-day, $2.26 to 32,60 per qtl.

Haddock are not vory plentiful.  Wo think that the cateh of haddack is
not so large this season as forinerly. DPrices aro about the same as our last
quotation, 1.90 to 22 0J per qtl.

Bank codfish have arrived proity freely the past few days. Thero ave
to-day several cargoes on the market without purchasors, last silo 2,10 por
qtl. Wo aro of opinion that next scason will see very littlo differenco in
price betwoon bank and shore codfish. ‘Those engaged in the Dank fishing
the past season have paid much moroe attention than formerly to making
theiy fish, and they are quite suitable for nearly all of the West India

rsore.  Of course it will all depend on hyw well thoy are mude.

Advices from Boston up to 9th inst. state that receipts from the
mackerel fleet aro much moro oncouraging. It is roported that fifty sail of
seinors had good fishing off Capo Ann on Sthinst. Also reported that a
larzo body of mackerel is off Nunso, and tha' the market boats latoly
arriving have brought in good trips. Eleven miarket boats arrived this
a. m. with 50 {o 250 bbls. each of fresh mackerel.  They preaict that the
mackerel fleet will do well during the remainder of the season. Bluo fish
have not yet left Massachusetts Bay, and they are still quite plentiful around
the north aud west side of Cupe Cod. The existence of blue fish in the
Bay accounts for the muackerol Leing off Nanset instead of inside the Capo.

As it shells casily, cut with the duw upon it, let it cure in small loose
bunches, and draw it to the barn when slightly woist.

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SERMON PREACHEID IN KING'S COLLEGE CHAPEL, WINDSOR,
On Sunday Afternoon, Getober 11, 1885, by the Rev. lsasc Brock, M. Ao
Professor of Divinity, and Acting Phresident of Ring's Collega
Joghua 12 9= B eteogg and of a good cournge,

Threo times over in the courso of four verses aro these words of Jehovah
addressed to Joshua.  An anduons work Jay before Joshun and Isravl—tho
conquest of Conaun. i -entering on this wotk they needed not to b
faint.hearted, they needed above all things to “bo strovg and of a ygood
counge.” God gives thew a solid veason why they might be strong and of
a good cournge : Ilis presence was to go with them.  God sayg, - ho strong
and of & good courage ; be not afraid, neither bo thou dismayed.” Why1
# For tho Lord thy God is with thee whithersoover thou geest.”  As long as
Israe] was faithful to her God, Jehovah's presence was with them ; and thal
presence was the pledgo of progress and of vietory, ultimately, of safety and
of peace.

*“ o sirgby and of » good comage.”  Surcly those are not uusuitable
words for us to-day. We have begun in this University another collogiate
year,  We have begen our work of higher education in this Collegs under
new auspices, in some respects under new conditions  Difliculties have
beset this College in the past; those difiiculties a0 by no means surmonsted
us yet.  Cartzinly we ehall not overcome them by being fuint-liearted ; no,
we need to ¢ bo strong and of a good courage”  Wo need to realize the
presence with us of Him whoso latest promise to his people was, “ [ am
with you all the days, even unto tha consummation of the age.”

The Past, the Present, and the Future, are to engoge our thoughts for a
fow minutes this afternoon.

. Lo TuE rasm.

When 1 think of joug lute President who has returned to work in
England, and his illustrious predecessors, specially of ons whose portmit
adorus your Convocation Hall ; when I thisk of several of your able and
honored Professors in the past ; when I think of your numerous benefac-
tors ; and when finally I think of” the many sons of King’s who have gone
forth to ditterent professions, and various spheres of duty, who have been,
or who are s credit to this University, surely we have cause for devout
thanksgiviny to God in this retrospect of the past. Surely wo cannot but
fiel, especially thoseaf us who have only recently become counnected with
this University, that woe are entering on an ivheritanco rich in honored
panies,

Sons of King's who Aare been a credit to this University,~—1 cannot allow
this occasion to pass without a briof reference to one whose carly death,
since tho close of your last collegiate year, has caused profound griel to all
who knew him, and the worth of his services to our beloved Clinreh,
Among the most faithiul, devoted, earnest, scholarly, and vloquent priests of
the Anglican Church in this land stood the Rev. George Wright Hodgson,
Master of Aits of this University. During the term of his residence here
Professors and Students alike were conscions of the blessed and potent in-
fluences for good that radiated from his rooms. Yew of us can hope
to imitate his learped and fervid cloquenco as he pleaded the claims of
his Master and his Master's Church, or as he urged upon our uceeptance the
cause of the Church of England Temperance Society, as it was my privilege
to bear him last year in Halifax. But oh ! let us one and all, leachers and
taught, seck to follow him as he followed Jesus. May we like him bo filled
with intense love to our dear Lord ; and like hitn with a fearless, beeause
intelligent love to our epiritunl mothor, the English branch of the Holy
Catholic Church.  May the memory of his holy and pure, devout and cainest
life, long be cherished by the sons of King's. I rejoice to know that a move-
ment has been initisted in Halifax to perpetuato amongst us the memory of
Geargoe Hodgson's all teo brief life of service here ou warth for Christ and
Hie Church. In his last will and testament our depaited brother remem
bered his Alma Mater.  Tho munificent gift of his own carefully eelected
and therefore most valuable library to our College Library, and other
benefactions thatare to follow, will enroll his name amongst the'most honored
benefactors {0 our Universit®.

The Pagt.—We belong to an ancient University, ancient for this'new land.
In three years King's Collego will celebmte her centonary.  Thisis the oldest
University in the Maritimo Provinces, and the oldest Chwich of Eugland
University in the whole Dominion. But we belong, most of us at least, to
a for @ore ancient Church, a Chureh whose history reaches buck 1o Darker
and Cranmer of Reformation days; back to Osmund of Salisbury and
Lanfranc of Caunterbury of Norman days; back to King Alfred, and the
venetable Bede, to St. Chad of Lichfield, and St. Aidan of Lindisfarne, and
St. Augustine of Kent, of Saxon days; back to ¥t. Columba of Jona, and
St. Patrick of Ireland, and St. Alban of Verulam, of Celtic Jdays; and back
to those devoted missionaries of the Churches of Gaul, who. probably carly
in the second century, planted the Church of God in Britain. Oue contin-
uous unbroken life marks the history of our Church, and identifies the
Anglican Church of to day—a gieat treo that covers all lauds—with the
tiny secd which was sown some cighteen centuries ago in the- uvnpropitious
80il of the Britain of the Druids, and the Roman legions.

Amongst other studies here, wo are specially called to study the history
and the principles of our ancient Church. I trust one result of this study
will be a deepeding of our.intelligent lovo for our Church ; and I trust that
another result will” be that hereafter in our appointed spheres of duty and
influence, whether as ordained ministers or as laymen, we may be so well
instructed in the history and principles of our beloved Church, that wa may
‘ be strong and of a good courage ™ in defence of our spiritual mother, when
people fuil 10 appreciate hier, or when they mistepresent ber, or when they
assail her.

1I—THE PRESENT.
It needs not that 1 recount hero the arrangements which the Bomd of
.o

Governors of this University hava made for carrying ou the work of this
Collego for the present colleginte year.  Our newspapers havo ncquainted you
with thoso arrangomonts. A greant work is before na; professovs and stu.
domts alike. 1t is not a work of reconstruction ; this has already beou dono
for us by the Board of Governurs who have partinlly recoustructed this
Collego on its formor lines. Novertheless, a great work is before us all, to
infuse into our veconstructed University, with God’s help and blessing, some
portion of its pristine vigour and hiv 5 und to maintain, aad in some cases
10 restore thronghout thu Muritime Provinces confidence in their only
Church of England College. This can only be done by onrnest and thor-
ough work on tho part of professors and students, und by the most cordinl
unity amougst ourselves, It needs no words of mine to couvines you that
if our Collego is to do » good worlk, if it is to 16tain, or to win buck confi-
denee, 1 must abovo all thinge bo at unity in itsolf.

My brother professors, (1 think T may ventuio to answer for them) and
myself will try with God's help to do our part in this great work ; and you, my
dezr friends and younger brothers, who aie here prepming for your life-work,
whether in the sacred wiuistry of our Chureh, or in other professions, must
with Ged's help try to do yours; by cheerful compliance with tho rules
whigh govern our colleginto life—Dby carnest and faithful diligence in your
various sludies—by the devout and regular uso of all the meaus of grce
alforded you here—and tho older residents by seeking by word and examplo
t9 exert an influenco for good vver those who have moroe lately como arongst
us.  Well 1 know tho blessing of this intluence to a young student. I can
look back to tho perils of the first year at Oxtord,and can reeall with
thankfuluess the blessing of the wise counsel and guidance of an older und
more experienced undergraduate,

[ am very thankful that as 1o numbers we have opeucd this new
collegiate year with fairer prospects than somo of our friends anticipated.
Somo twenty-sevon students at least, including graduates come for the special
study of Divinity or other potions of our course, will bs prosecuting their
studies under the auspices of King's College during this tevm, This is an
increaso over last year : and if greater publicity is given (as ought to be) to
our College aud its advantages, wo mny look, | trust, for a still further
inerease in the not distant future.

Tu carrying on the work hefore us wo must all, professors and students,
strivo o “bo strong and of a good cournge” And our source of strength
and courage is that of God's Isracl, thirty-threo centuties age'—Johovah's
Presence.  Only, a nearer Preseace is ours, and oune. more full of sweeb
human sympathy since the Holy Tncarnation.  Jesus, the Son of God, and
the Son of St. Mary the Virgin, is with us : our God, and yet our Irother.
Lot us diligontly and 1everently uso all tho helps we possess hero to make
real in our hearts and lives this blessed, sustaining, restful Prestuco : privale
prayer and meditation on God's Holy Word —the daily morning and cvening
prayer in this. Sanctuary—and above ail our weokly Eucharist, to which
comivg ¢ with n true penitent heart, and livaly fuith,” tho real Presence of
Jesus is assured to us—for thus teaches our Church whon we receive that
holy Sncrament, “we spirilually cat tho flesh of Christ, and drink Ilis
blood ; then we dwell in Chuist and Christ in us ; we ave oune with Christ,
and Christ with us.”

11L.—rug rurune.

It is, or it ought to be, well known, that though this is a Church of
England Univewsity, it is open to all. No articlss of faith have to be
signed, 1o cieeds accepted beforo our degrees in Arts can be taken, Dut
though our University is rightly open to all, without distinction of ereed,
yot its support falls mainly on tho members of our Church in the.Provinces
of Nova Scotia and New Brunswick. ‘I'ic future of this University there-
fore turns wainly on the question whether the Churchmen of both the
Maritiinp Provinees will rally round it, and accord it their generous suppost.
The stutemonts in .forenco to the finances of this College which have
recently been sent fu ¢, together with the earnest appeal of the Nishop of
this Diocese, supply e Churchmen of Nova Scotia with the information
they need in regard to the present position of King's College. Iam glad
10 learn that a similar appeal, with the sanction of the Metropolitan of
Canada, will very shortly be sent tothe Churchmen of New Brumswick.
The fivancial statement shows that the prosent outlook of the College is
not very encouraging. I trust however, that the appeals from the venerablo
Bishops of aur Church in these Provinces will stir Churchmen to united
action in this matter: this is absolutely necessary if our Universily is to
retain that independent life which it has hitherto maintained through the
vicissitudes of vinety-seven years. If the Church-people not only of Nova
Scotia but also of Now Brunswick rally round their ancient University ; if
at this crisis of its history they accord it their gencrous suppori, then with
the blessing of God Old King's will live and not die, aud declare to
succeeding generativns the works of the Lord.

In the prosccution of the arduous work befora ts we shall have the
heartiest sympathy, 1 am suro, of the muny warm friends of this College in
Windsor, several of whom are with us to-day ; and the heartiest sympathy
also of the Head Master of our Collegiate School (row one of the governors
of this University) and of the boys under his care, many of whom”wo hopo
to welcome in duo season.to tako their course in this- College, and some of
whom, T hope, are even now looking forward to entering the ranks of tho
ministry of the Church of God in these Provinces.

Let us all thon, whatever our.gphero of duty may bo, enter upon, and
carry out our allotted work in the spirit of humble depondence on God’s
blossing. Let us nimat following Jesus Christ, abd being wade more and
more like unto Him. Let us strive to realize His Presence with us in our

.daily work, and then though conscious of much weakness in ourselves, and

many shortcomings and imperfections, wo shall “ be strong, and of a good

courage,” knowing thut Ilo is with us who has said, * Las witd vou
ALwaAYs.” .
