fecd puîmps, an autonatic receiving putp and a large suc
tion ptililp, with twelve-icli cylinder and tent inch stroke.

These are ini addition to the sttuff ptimps, t wo ini îînmiber,

whici aid iln supplying the paper machine. There is also,
most notable of ail, wlat is known as an Uiderwriter's fire
pumip, a liandsoie and pîowerfuil machine, capable of throwing
a thouîsand gallons of wtater a minute. This puîmp is prosided
with four deliery pipes of one and an eiglith incies Cadi,
and is capable of sending its deltge of water, n.ot only ove-
both milis of the Riverside company, but ail of tle surrouînd
ing property within a radiuîs or tw ltndred yards, reaching as
far as the Franklin papier mills. A certain iead of steamn is kept
uipon the boiler at ail lours of the day and niglit, so that tii-;

piil)u niay bue ready for service. at ai instant's notice, wlien
ever its aid shal be requiired. Tle mii!l is also provided throtigl
out with autoimatic sprinklers and other aippliances for subduing
ant incipient conflagration.

While ini the lower section of the plaat, amiong the ponderois
eiginiery whici nay hie denoiniiated the "vitails" of the establkli-
ment, one shouild give at least a passiig glance at the five great
filters, put ini by the New Vork Filter Co., whichi take the
ordinary Connecticut river water by the million gallons and
transfori it into a Iltid of sparklinlg clearnîess, sucl as is indis-

pensable in the production -of ti higlh grade paper turned out
fromî tiis planit.

The ventilation and wariiiinîg of the enîtire mill is done lby
the Stuirtevanit leating systeim, in whicli a seve-.foot fan, draw.-
ing air througli a systei of steai pipes, by whicli it is waried,
forces it to ail of the roois, mainitaining aiy degree of temper.
ture iecessary for the confort of the inmiates. Of course this

does îlot applly to the ligli telliperatire rCqtiretd ini the dryilig

lofts, which are leated by a systei of steai pipes of thîeir own.
Tie Sturtevait fan also answers an opposite purpose ins stiuer,
when il ca be made to bring cool air ini the samse mauler. thus
keeping downi the leat aînd mîaintaining a perfect system of
ventilation, without the iecssity of ope'.mg winîdows to invite
dust and dratuglts.

laving taken tis general sturvey of the planît and somîe of
its special departieits, we are ready to accomîîpany the " rasw
iaterial," as it is uinloaded fromn tle cars at the doors of the

mill, and miakes its initeresting vay tirotigli the seseral sta;es
of maufacttre. he storage capacity of the plant, at presenît.
is practically uilimitetd , but the front or nortierti building is
tesigiei e.spressly for this use, and it alone is capiable of reteis
ing an illiielse supply. .\fter Ile rags liasC passed through tle
disters. whiiici do tieir disagrecable work scry eficitntly, the.
are taken to the sorting tales, where they are carefull> in

speclti, e> ting which will not iakc paper beiig reiiosete.
A certaii aionuit of ctuttiig is nîecessarily done liere, the tables
being provided svith the regulation cuttiig knives: but iio.st tif

this work is iowv done bv ithe twso cuitting machines tlrougli
swhicl the rags are ne.t passed. One of these cutters does the
vork of a sm11all armv of womuen, with eIual or even greater hier

feetioi.
Througi tie flour the chipped rags are fed to two rotary

anid they are located in a high and roomny apartmîîent, where the
fittimgs, tanks and stocks are easily accessible from cvery dirve-
tion.

These are two inii numiber, twentvtwo feet it depth and
thirteen feet in diameter ; with one of tihen a Marsh.all rcfie limg
engine is connected, for giving that fineness of finish which is
ils special province. 'he stuff.chcst room is adjacent to the
engiie rooi, and is o5 by 37 feet, hIght and pleasant.

The machine roomxî is ai aparttent of which any mill miglt

just1 be proud. It is i75 feet in length *by 65 feet iii width.
it contains at present a single i oo-inch 'ourdrinier machine,
manufactured by the Rice, Barton & Fales Machine and I ron
Compaiv, but there is ample floor space for the second ma-
chine of like si.e, which will be added in dle tgie. Thlis
mîîachinle, which is capable of imaking a web of papier fll 91
mches in) width, is provided with ail the latest attachments, in-
eliding a Marshall driving train, white the motive power for
this machine comes fromt an Improved Greene stean engine of
75 liorse power, which is located in the eigiie rooi adjoiniig.

There are four drying lofts, occupying two floors oier the
finishing Toom proper, with a capacity for receiviig the full out-

put of ten or a do.cn tons daily of which the miiil will evenîtially
lie capable. These are fitted with poles and racks of the most
approved forin, and when filled with piaper are kept ai a tem-

perature of fromt 1oa to 1o5 degrees. Two or three davs and
nights in this teiperature prepares the paper for the subsemuent
processes. Adjoining the drying roons are two apartaments of
similar siue, usually designated as " jogging" rooms ; but they
are more generally spoken of as storage roons, the company say,
their machine working so nicely that very little "jogging " is
recluired.

The finishinîg root is a charinngly liglit and attractine
apartment, facing the tracks of the Boston &. Maine railroad,
and laving generous windows upon two sides. The machiner
here is of the very best grade which can be made, and wtithi the

Il the construction of suchi a perfect plant as that of " the

hie mill is now cliipped throighuut to supply ils one
machine, and all arraigemcients have been made for adding
another machine of similar capacity any time in the fi uture
withi the machmlery constittting ils coimplemnicit. he foii-
dation work for this enlargemîîent lias ail beei dtie, and i
additional buildings ill be required. The icessary imîachiliery
cani be added at a cost not excecding fifteen per cent. of that
alircady invested in the plant. The date wlhen this will be (hole
lias înot beei fi.ed, and all will depend uipon the genral business
condition and the paper market. The machine now iii oper.
ation is capable of turniig out rive tons a day of tle highî-grade
paliers made by thie company; and both mills coibined have a
capacity of from ten to twelve tons daily', depenIdinig tipoi the
class of product being mntutifactured.
