Mr. Gibb,
Minister of Inland Revenue; and the Hon. Mr. Campbell,
Minister of the Interior. The latter D'-partment, it will be
remembered, was constituted last session, and takes the place
of that of the Secretary of State for the Provinces, and in somte
cases of that of the Secretary of State. ''he duties of the
office extend over a wide field, and embrace matters of the
highest importance, requiring the management of a mari of

tried ability and thorough business capacity. In this respect
the new Minister il ail that can be desired, and the only
regret that can be felt must be at the loss sustained by the

Post-office Department of a very efficient head. We doubt
not, however, that under Mr. O'Connor's direction, the htter
Department will in no way deteriorate in efficiency. The
Minister of the interior, according to the recent Act, h-as the
control and management of thie affairs of the North-West
Territories, and is Superintendent-Generai of Indian affaira,
managing the lands and prope!rty of the Indians throughout
the Dominion. Ie alseo controls and manages all Crown
lands, being the property of the Dominion, incliitirng
Ordnance and Admiralty lande, and all other public lands not

This northern fexnce ratn down to the river Exploits, along the
batik of which another fence was raised, with openings at
particular plactes for the de'er to go to the river and swim
acros. Thesie opierings were called passes. A number of
mnen now got within the fence, and fron the widers eclosure
they drove thein to the narrower part, or to paas' ,i of the
river where othiersi wtte stationied, and thus killed tihe deer at
their leisure. The'se dar-fen are actutily seen, to extend
thirty miles on tlte River Exploits, and how far into tise in-
terior no white mian cit tsll. They were formed by fel litg
trest and iixst have cost irîtienae labour. The tribe which
Constructei tit-in origirtil y mutti have been nuierous and
powerful, thougi nsow withoutt a sintgle living representative.

?st'NN'Ssl xîe-sW.i TUK CDEERi.

The Inlitnxs, espeially tilt' i-Macs, have another method
of capturing tihe- dei'r, which if it were not well attested
would iceei tlinot linrdsbe. Soime of these I ndian uitnters
will actitally runs idown ai istag. DTly whieti fat la the stag
worthsucih ti iduous plttrutit, and then only is le liable to
such fatigued -xihauctionu. Tho hunter will commence the
chiasie arly in lits' day, aind follow it up twithout intermission
and before iniglht will make the stag lis prey witoiut firing a
shot. Thie stag, tut irt, s'asily outtetrips his î>ursueIr, but after
a ran of four Or live milesi ie stops and is bIy and by over-
tatkî-nt. li e lies d ssown fatigued btlut iagain surprised ; and
thus the -,ichase is kept lup. iîtntil thue poor stag li despair of
eludiiig Lis pur tster, pluant s into a pool or morass to escape,
tuait at length witinîîltg the ditilay.

IAiS or'fIT: clioo.

It is re'markablei hiat th horns of the cariboo vary more
thatany other spcieotf leerir uei t, no two adult stagis have
horns pr-eise'ly alike. Somte very remrkable Lorns are to be
seen here. On, pair il so lofty that when reversed on the
shotulders of a man ive feet ten incihes in height, the bornut
touch the ground. Another pair lias thirty-two pointsii, in-

eluiding tho-e tnionc ebrow-antler, which is palmatsed, while
the other is a more snag. Theise horns with just sufficient
s'ktîll left to hold thiii toge-ther, weigh thirty-two pounds.

Otisers are pierfe-ctly stralight like those of a pricket, and with
the Irow-arntle'rs of einilatr formî. The cariboo is remarkably
tenlacious of life.

unA rsPRiACT:cE.

Sitme years ago a barbarous practic 'was in vogue among
the- half-Fretncisettlers who thn't occipied the Bay of Islands
cri the wet'ern coast 'he cariboo, in their southern iltgra-
tions, werec in the hissLsît of swilmning across a narrow part of
a large lake call-d Dee'rPrnd, n tUe bsanks of which, at that
season, wre id' btLoth ni and canoes. Whlie' a lerd] Lad
nite'ril tise watter and swatm sutiien'tly far to admit a pursuit

tis cant es were Ia',tily lituniiced tailn the chase began. On
ccming up with tih ulder, knivses were drawni and deep gashes
mîtade on th, rutp of e-ach der to asertain which was fattest,
and thse insstatily kille wi ith tomahawks, while scores of
wotuided and blec'ditg anim ais were alloweI to escape.

Ti slain, , pe'rtiaps sixtv or seventy in iuimbter, were thenu col-
hected and tow-d to the Humbr River, wlishdowd fromthe
Deer iond to the sttleet, som'e fifteen triles, and thence
into the seia. As tise H blltsrler ol this part has soue ratpids
anid tas'de it doses inot admitnt of caoce snavigation, and the
deer were conqu'ntly aIiow:d t tioat to the settlements,

wher laif n'ver arrivedt, and half of those which did w'ere
carried by the iurrent isut to si. 'he savase cruelty of these
itiitrs mritet with a jst retribution. 'l'he deer forsook the

routs' enttirely, and i n igtet'' by a path far in the interior

wliere tit cruel band of mani l 'annot reach them.

THE ROTHSCIIiLDS.
T

he foiinder of ithe creat house of Rothchuid, Meyer Ansehtn
Riithschild, was born in the inis.'ratle. iLftby Juden-gase in
Frankforton-the-Main, in the year 174. At eleven, lie lost
his parteits ; b .t friends kept him at school a few years lonizr
and thteri, packing up his few clothes, he took a stout stick in
his hands and wailked to Hanover. lere lie found a plate
with a nmuall banker and money-chaitger, and, by dint of ex-
trime ptarsiiim.ny, managtLd to sav' a little ioney out of his

mis"rable salary. With this capital let returned to Frankfort
in 1773. Jus' one hundred years ago. lie established him-
sels as a broker and monevy-flende'r in the Juitn-gasse; hung
up a Rid Shield (Roth :Sclil) over his dour, and tookt unto
hiise'lf a wife. The Landgrave of Hets'.e Casstel miade %hi
acqiaintianc'e; and, ater ithe bombardment of Frankfort by

Niapoln, Rttschild was ippointed banker to the LImndgrave
antd his Court. When the further troubles came ipon' Ger-
manv the Landgrave handed over about a quarte'r ofa million
of poun;d sterling to Ioth'schild to takecare of Meyer em-
ployt'd the mone' to great advantage, and when hle died he
wast worth a million. On the restoration of the Landgrave to

hiis posselSsions, the son returned t iin the quarter of a miu-
iiontwhiich he lad detosited with Me'er for safe keeping,
'lbe Landgrave was o delightetd a tihis honeit and con-
seieutious act that he knighted yonng RothsIchild tupoi the
spot. Although Anselm, the. eldest son, was the nominal
head of the irm, it was Nathan who inherited his father's
epirit. Nathan was born in September, 1777. le left his
home at Frankfort in 1798, at the age of twenty-one, and
opeued a small place of business asa banker and nttey-lendher
at Manchester, which city lie is said to have reache'd with £84
in bis pocket, after payingt his travelling ex enses. By dint of
shrew'dness, perieverance, and self-denial, however,hie'had 6o
successfully conducteicd bis operations that he carine from

aic'he'st'r to London with a capital of£200,i000 at lis com-
mand.i. le engaged ilargelv in apeulations in the publie funds,
a safe step considering the supply of infornmation which he
rec' iv'ed fron abroad ; and, iS he realized vast prorits, his
£200,00 added a fresh n' i" to il. Ht. iad an abidinr Lfaith in
the valin of Il news"--we manitits value in a pecuniary seris

-seeing that it placed him aihad tif all cotitoLri. He al
a 'taff of agents Oit the continent constantly following the
armîie's, and directedt to send carrier pige.ois with reports of

te nuoit important army movernents i i'ipher under their
wings. But when Napoleon returned frotn Elba, lie saw that

arfairs upon the continent needed hi persoirl suervision.
le was presetnt at the battle of Waterloo ; rushied off to Lot-

don with inconiceivable rapidity ; pretended that ail was lost ;
seeretly bought up every scrap of;governront:îtsecurities ; and,
when the real news carme, found be Lad netted a million by
the traisaction. It was Nathan who laid down the princiie
that the continiued prosperity of the houie woull best be pro-
rmonted by the interrtuarriage of tic various brtnches-a princi pie
whi:h was for many years adhered to. Ie dreamred of estab-
li'thing a sort of royal caste of Iotciihild.-buît ithe drentam
canitot now hoe ver realized. Another gentration bas sprung
ny;i the icad of the ECnglish hobouse is a baronrt, and two of
the Rothschilds3 have iseats in Parlianent ; the Ruthschilds
now own both Gunnersbury Park in Middlesex and Tring Park
in lHertfoîrdshire, and Menitore in Buckinghamshire; and
some of their handsomue Jewe.ss daughters have vxchanged
theitihruaelitish mîîaidl'tie .names >o Christian îurnames. Th
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caste is broken in upon the wall of severaucols ino longer
standing; and Jewist wealth lias now becoie ln the matri-
inonial market an article of exchange for Christiant blood and
noble titles.

utensils in perfect order by the tixne. she must
begin preparations for dinner. The cleaning
and keeping in order the whole of the kitchen
precincts ilevolve, urpon her ; therefore the
first tasks in the moriîng must be to 'îlean
and make ready for us'e kitchen grate, stove,
oven and boiler, to light lhe tire, and set the
water on for breakfast. 'Tlien follows the
carrying out of that portion of housework
assigned to lier, the sweepitng of the hall,
cleaning the door steps, and the putting i
order of the diniing rooa, in which the grate
and fire irons miist be cleaned and polisied,
and the fireu laid ready to be kiidled if re-
quired, and the entire room thoroughly swept,
duteLd, and re-arranged, without any altera-
tions in the ordinary position of the various
