The invoice shall lie properly cer-
iflied and shall faithfully represent the transaction between

tIle seller of the goods and the' importer in respect of seh

goods, and shall truly exhibit the actual price paid and- to

be paid for the goods by the importer nmakiing entry flere-

of, incliudiig the cost of coverings of any kind antd all

charges and expenses incident to placing the goods in con-

dhlion pneled ready for shipment direct te Canada. 11.

Lods lona jide exportedl to Canada fron any country, but
passing in transitu through another country, shal be vaiied

for dnty as if they vere imîîported directly from suci lirst

mentioned counitry, subject to the following conditions,
niimely:

(a) The bill of Jnding for the transportation of the goods
to Canada shall show the ultimate destination of the goois,
from the place of original shipittent to bc a port iil Can-

ada, without any contingency of diversion, and thei goods
shall not be entered for conisunption or for warehouse, or
reinain unclaimeid, or remain for any purpose o-hier thian
their transhipmnent or transit in any intermediate country.
(b) Lhe said bill of lading for the transportation of the

goods from the port of original shipment to Canada, or a
certified copy or copies ther-eof, and such further evidence
as tlie coliector iay require to establish the direct expor-
tation of the goods from thei place.of original shipmeniit to a

port in Canada, as hereinbefore provided, togetlier with a

proper invoice of the goods, slall be produced by thel im-
porter to the collector of ceustoins at the port of entry;
provided that a custons certificate shocwing the translip-
ment of the goods in a British or foreign port, withiout'
cnàtry thereat, for consumiption or for warehouse, or for any
other purpose than their transportation in transitu to the

port o! destination in Canada, nuay be reqIired by the said
collector as further evidence, in any case where hie l deems
it necessary, in addition to the bill of lading; provided also
that any original bill of lading wlien so prodiuced to the
collector, and narked vith the customs stanmp, inay be re-
turned if a "''Transitu Statemiient?" (in a forni approved by
the Minister of Custons) containing the iaterial facts set
forth in the bill of lading respecting the consignmnent, in-
cluding package inarks and freiglit charges, le filed with
the collector and be by hiln cempared with the particulars
in the origiinal bill of lading.

(c) Goods subject to an ad valoriem duty, not imported
in conformity with these regulations, shall te valued and
appraised at their fair market value, as sold for honie con-
sumption in the principal mi'arkets of the last country
whiience the goods were transported into Canada, as at
the time whien ithe sanie were! exported from such country.

Note-Until 1st Septemtber, 1900, collectors may use dis-
cretion in respect of the production of original bills of lad-
ing when other proof is furnishied establishîing to their sat-
isfaction the bona fide exportation of goods to Canada as
above prescribed when passing in transitu ithrouxgi an in-

teriediate country.

GROCERY NOTES.

Modern customu las brouglt about a condition of. trade

respecting well-knowvn specialties not at all favorable to
the ordinary ietailer. Once any article biecomes recog-
lized, either' on its intrinsie imerits oir ttrough fite nie-
lilim f ndvertisiig, a certain percentage of the retail

trade. amiong whicli departinental stores are conspicuous,
begin cutting Ilie price, thus aiding its sale bot depriving
the ieguiar dealer of any profit iin its handling. .The

anufacturers could stop this by refusing to sel[ t.o cit-
rate stores, but as they prove in this nainer the greatest
distributors besides being free advertisers, tle Nvers have
hesitated in cutting off' their best trade. Furtliermore,
there are, in proprietary inedicines, for instance, su xaany
varleties claiiing eitrit for the one aliment hit it lias
bîeconie a race for preference nnong many proprietors.
'o lold froni their best trade would be to drive at a
slo'wer. pace id tlereby give aîlversaries a. better chaiee.

Tlhe National Association of Retail Druggists of the
United States lias persevcringly urged tliat proprietary
iaiiiufactiirers distrilbtte their goods only throuîgh regn-

larly establisheld drng jobbing-iouses, and these vholesale
distributers should sell only to legitimiate retail pharia-
cists. The vork of flie associatio'n lias airecdy accoîm-
plished very satisfactory resulis. At the last annial
meeting of the National Wlio'esale Uruggists' Association
the imemnbers gave tlic plan Ilteir heaIrty indorscoîemet. Re-
cently the proprietary nifacturers, actinîg individially;
have expressed tleir intention to ftlke sucli action as wiil
protect the reputation of fleir repective products. Sixty-
One of the largest m.iî îîfactuirers xwi cl send a. coinîîun-
nication to a selectedlist or wlolesale distributers an-
nouicing a rebate, on puricliases in coisideratioI of l-
holding priiciples. Follloing are somne of fhic clauses:
"Belleving tiiat the sale of our gools to aggressive cutters
and brolkers is detrimnental not only to onr busincss but to
liat of hIe retail frade as vell, we will degline to sell our-
preparations to alny parnty suo ppljying snel iiietrs or brolk-
ors, directly or indire ctly, witih our goods n itny price.

Owinîg te'ole the accidents which are liabie to occur
in every printing office we were inade to say in a portion
ot last wcek's issue that feit hats were not miade in Can-
a'da, iistead of there is only a limited class of such'ead
gear not made here. The error ias discovered in time
for the iecessary correction to, be made except in a few
copies.

This industry hias never flourished to any considerable
extent in Canada, the foason being that it is based on.
"sty3le" and "get up". which ilmake it one of the fancy in-
dustries which te be permanently profitable must be car-
ried on under conditions of population which do net
exist hre. Hats niust please the fastidious wearers,
each one of whoin lias his special hobby in form, colour,
finislh, etc. We sec no great difficulty in solving the 47th
problem in Ihe first book of Euclid. But there is a.hat
problem we iever could solve. nor over will. This is:
wvhy, when the bat 'worn list Spring is reinoved
'ikom winter quartars and put in its place this season, we
are i'ciinded on looking in a mirror of the line of Burns
wî'hich w are noved to apply tO ourselves for buying
such a hat:

So great is tle Tamaiîorplosis produced in a. nan's ap-
pearance when lie dons a hat Out of "stylc" When the
retail dleiler solves this problen, Why our ideas of style

11e is
iaipered by distano from the main distributing centre,
buit so fur lias prospered and paid bis way, a record
few of bis comîpetitors catn.boast. of. In Toronto ar
aiîmbitioiis concern called tlic Aimerican Felt Hat Co.,
camie to trouble a. few years ago and pa'uid their creditors
Ifhe price of a 3-cent postage 'stamp in the dollar. Phoe-
iix-like thicy rose fron their ashes and are now going
ahîead by tle lelp of ncw bloocd and more capital. There
is a simaîll industry iii Chaibly, P.Q., and another in St:
J01iin, P.Q., both cf wbich are flourishing in a small way.
Aiotier firnm in this frade, in this city, is called the Globe
Hat Works. The lading and far the largest industry
of tbis cbass is carried on.by the old and webl known
firn of M1essrs. James Coristine & Co., of this city, who
mîaîiîîfaicturc felt liats for men and ailso for ladies.

Tlic great bulk of this kind, as of other classes of hats
worni in Canada coic froi Enîgland, where the li trade
nost floiimishîes. A few are iiipqrtcl fron the United
Sitas. A bat of the finest quality of thîis elass sclls re-

il ait $5, but tihe greater portion are bought at $1.50 to
ti $2.5 ! i Octobier, 1S94, ire gave an illustration of
ftie risk attcdant npn dcaliig in a fancy article that
Varies in styl every season. "If the retailer hlad no
expi'sc o beau othier thai the cost of tle goods and did

fair coi'oîit of husiness, there would b litle te fear of
fus fîinfire, but ihose mmuîst le reckoned 'with as is well
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shown by a little tabla illustation previously pub-
Iished in these columns:

12 hats bought at $2 .... .. , $24
8 of them sold at $3 ... ..... 24

The 9th hat parys living expenses; the 10th hat pays rent
and clerks; the 1lth hat goes to bad stock, and the 12th.
is left for profit. There is no account taken of bad
debts in the foregoing for which every prudent trader
makes provision, as ignoring it has brought many a re-
tailer to disaster."

The icessity of liaving sets of new blocks made cacli
season, in! order to ieet the demands of fashioi, adds
very~imaterially to the cost of manuufactiuring felt bats,
as the blocks are costly and of epheineral value. If the
woerers of goods that vary in style froin year to year were
to follow the Chinese custom of keeping one style of rai-
ment unchanged for centiiries, dressing for botli sexes
would be far less expensive-but much less trade would
be done in all kinds of clothing and personal adornments.

Tfe iunigrani miay bave flic
care of an aged or infirin parent or sister, or other re-
lative, who is unfit for life in such a ilocation. Or lie
miay lave fastes aInaC Ile iecans to gratify tleim, wlich
caiinot be indulged too fari away from a townu or city to
admit of frequent, visits. A musical armateur, for ii-
staince, and tiey înow alboemîd in flic agricultural districts
in fie old couinty, and in Europe geneally, wouild feel
li'e toe b not worth liviig, however large his returns,
wreuo lia enutirely isolnted.

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MIN1NG EXCHANGES.
liing Exchanges are undergoiug a' considerable

amount of caustic criticisn just ndw. The Stock Ex-
cihangô is unable to wholly exclude operatiois of a doubt-
ful character, but before amy stock can bo quoted on ils
list the boua lide nature of lie enterprise iust be estab-
lisied'to its satisfaction. The Miniug Exchanges ap-

pear to have been less carefui of the interests of their
patrons. Doubts are freely expresssed whether there
are any such mines as have been made the basis of cer-
tain alleged'joint stock compa'ies. There is reason to
believe that in sone cases no organization existed, the
whole affair being only on paper. Scrip certificates were
put on the market which represented nothing of value,,
they were intended only as gambliag tools. To whatever
extent any miniig exchange lias been thc scene of oper-
ations in scrip of this class it has been so truly a gamb-
ling den as to core within the purview of the law
againsi such resorts. Those who have the management
of these exchanges cwe it to theinselves to prevent any
seiuities being handled therein that are of doubtful
character. There lias nothing occurrcd recently
to account for the depressed condition of the
niarket for miliing stocks, except the exposures whieli
have been made of soe many being mnere fakes. A year
augo an ofier was inade te purchase a tew shares of a cer-
tain iiiniiig company. The offer iras repudiated, as it
was said smnall transactions coiulad not he engaged in. A
faw days ago the broker who held his head so high over
a small bid, oered to sell as few as live or ton shares of
the sanie stock ihich a year ago wras only on sale in lots
of 100 and upwards. Long before the mining stock
boomu broke out, and during its contionuance we warned

it specuoting in such very uncertain securities, and
e- showed liow inevitable was a reaction. Soine of our

readers had caution eougli to take licd,and their umoney
is noy sale in their purses or in soid investnents. Sonie
others saw the bail dangliug before then, wlio, though'
warued that there was a hook hidden, snatcled at ihe
bait and are nox squirning to get free. . They wanted
experience and they have got their desire, though, froin
sone facts kniown to us, they have paid very dear for
their whistle. IL may be taken as sound doctrine that
any stock net ollicially listed on the regular Stock Ex-
change is a desirable security to a;void, so long as nining
exchanges decline to protect operators front fakes and
fakirs, somne of whoin are no better than thimtble-riggers
at a fair.

MR. J. J. KENNY ON THE IULL-OTTYA FIRE.

Mr. J. J. Kenny, Vice4President and ifatiager of the
Western Assurance Conmpany, lias issued a circular to the
company's agents respecting the Hiull-Ottawa conflagra-
tion. 'Jlie views of so experienced an underwriter will'
be found of interest and valne to property owners gener-
ally, as, well as to those engaged in fire insurance busih
ncss. - 3fr. Xcnny drins alttention to the liability of all
cities and towns to similar disasters as overtook funl
]n 3877 St. Jolin, N.B., suffered an even more serions
loss tonards which the insuranîce companies conttibutecd
over six millions of dollars. In 1897 Windsor, N.S.,
aud in 1898, New Westminster, B.C., were nearly wiped
out by lire, which entùiled heavy losses on the insurance
companeis.

Mr. Kenny regards the fire protection in Hnll and Ot-

tara to have been "better tIan thai t niie-tentis ot
the towns in Canada." So seriotius a statemeot ulade by
one havig coiplete, expert' information demands the
attention of those municipal officials and ratepayers i

towîns and villages where lire protection is defectiv. To
expose a place to the hazard of destruction by lire im

order to save the cost of adequate lire protectioi is cul-
pable negligence. So serious a charge, as is iuplied
hy r. Kenny's statemnti, against the prudence 'of our
municipal rulers suggests legislation mnaking it impera-
tive for municipal corporations to provide ample lire
prptection. This service is equally as nnportant as Po-
lice protection, and its cost is too small te justify the
prevalent neglect.

Another lesson draiwn by Mr. î(enny fron the recent
conflagration is the necessity of lire insurance commpan-
ies having large assets to enable them to tmeet sudden
losses of a large amount. "During the past iwenty-
fire years toni joint stock lire coeupanies, which have
been organizcd in Canada, and whii wrote business be-
low the recognized tariff rates, have, owing to unfavor-
able -experience, disceotinued business having practical-
ly lost their entire capital." It is obvious tliat fire im-

surance companies hose assets are restricted cat only
Iind safety in writing a. few and small risks iii aiy given
area, as, otherwise, a conflagration, the chanev of which
is always present, would reider them incapable of pay
ing the heavy losses entailed by such a calaamity. 'Tlie
absence in se mîany towns and villages of a building law
lias led to whole streets and rows of diVrclings, being
built et woid, as nas the case et ull. In places )vhcre
this condition prevails lire insurance companies need to
bc cureful in carrying risks, and the zeal of local agents
ni such localities needs to be restrained when they on-
deavour to put too îmnny eggs i one basket.

Mr. Kenny regards the late lire as proof tiat the pre-
seit rates nced to be maintaimed if iot advanced. le
wrrites: "The reports of the superintendeuce of isur-
nce for the Dominion show that during the last thirty-
ole years (the period embraced in these returns) thcc
had been but a very smail margin of profit on Canadian
business uip to the close of the year 1.899. Tins profit
has been more than absorbed by the Ottawa and' ull
losses. lu addition to the Canadian comipanies that
bave been forced to retire from busimess, a nunîber of
British an'd Amnerican companies have witidrain tron
Canada, owing to their unfavorable experience ii this
field. These results are ample varrani for rfutsnmg to
mcet the competition et companies which offer to accepi
business below tariff rates, thtese rates being shoni to
have failed to yield sufficient premiums to lie coin-
pamies, as a whole, to pay the losses and expenses upon
Canadian business." In regard te the rates charged for
tire insurance, property owners and the compan ies stand
in the relation et buyer and seller. If a mlerchalit offers
goods at a price nhich his coipetitor declares do n1L
yield a living prtfit, the public wil net abatain' froin
purclhasing 'goeds at the lower pric becanse such trade
is declaied te be unprofitablc. 'he is, liowvnrc, fhis
difitence, the buyer at a store at once ts te gods
he pays for, but the buyer of lire insurance' nlysntres
a promise to deliver thé goods. If the Co'pany has
ecngaged tO delirer noi- tian'it 'ias the means te proride
the buyer has paid lis money, his 'preiins, biit iill
probably not get what he bought, that is, indciniity in
case of a 1oss by fire.' '' It i manifosf thefreore tlaf é ch
policy holder has a direct interes in a lir iiisuatiecoi
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pany boing so managed as to ha liîîaneally strong enough
to niect its obligatlons ieiiever tficy are due.

Another lessonî of tie Hul lire pointcd out by Mr
Kenny is, "'The impoitance of proporty owners carrying
insirance )ioportiunate to value." He remarks: "J'lh
proprietors of somne of the largest ininufalcturing estaib
lislunients destioyed it Otta.wn, relying Upol whiat they,
regarded as ample (ire protection on Cheir own premises

in addlifion Io tt11; gordd by the City, and upon thîeil
supposed isolation ro external exposture, hnd recently1
larl'gely reduced l ir inisurnc. As a resuilt they sus
tfa'iiel veiy lienvy direct losses, besides bi serions in
direct loss throuigh sispeision of business." 'lIis les
son w nfreed by reenit Coiiients upon the foll y o
oiie lirge man iactirer ,whose il-jtulged painoioly iua
led hii o largely rdeihce lis iisirance wiereby he su f
fered n very hetavy loss.

loyalty to he Empirc. The charge is iade that, as one
Aiiericau paper says, almost.daily, "England eau find
millions to kilbor wound the peuple of the Transvaal,
but allos imyriads of the Qiueen's subjects in India to
die of fainiie." A famine in a British possession syn-
clirnizing' with a war ta defend another British posses-
Sion is a most lamentable coincidence, no doubt. But,
lhe way in which these two events are associated by
Aierican papers is imost illogical and unfair. If the
war wvs just amd nlecessary it -was not umade any less so
by oecurrîng during a famine in India. Was Great
Britain to allow the Boers to overrun lier colonies in
South Afnica and drivae lier out of that egion becaise a
famine. was devastating another pari of lier possessionlsv?
Suppose a nin lias a herd of cattle on a farimi distant
froi bis home which lie hecars are beimg stoien or threat-
ened to bc stolen by marauders, and, on another farna
other eattle are needîng special provision of food, is heo
to whiolly abandon one property because anohlier cails
tur extra attention to its needs? Suppose lie is attend-
ing o botLh cases, is il just ho reproacli him for having
two troubles on his handsal the saine tiune?

It is not truc that England is in any way responsible
for the Indiau familn, as is inplicd by soine of hier cri-
Lies. England is powerful, but sha does des not con-
trol tle weather, but the àamine resulted fromt drougil,
for which Provideuce is respdnsible, no Britisht rule.
Thera were -famines in India far worse thanthe preseit
une, long before it came.into the handsof,the Englisi.
To mitigate the horrors of such famines no efforts were
made before British rule was established. To Eng-
land the natives owe their protection fron such terrifie
scourges as formerly swept over liudustan, and the
alleviation ai those which have since- occurred. . Great
Britain has opened roads; lias constructed irrigation
wvorks; has establisied food depots; has organized a relief
system, and. founded hospitals all ,ver India. Inade-
quate these imay be, but hauman power; preventative 01
alleviative, compared withm the awful forces of Nature, is
weakess. lie natives are far iorc lightly.taxed than
they vere under their native rulers, and for half a cen-
tury not a single charge has ever been made of boodling
against an English official in India. What taxes ane
paid ae spent in India, alnost wholly on, anid entirely
foi the beneit of the natives.

It is assumed that it is the imperative duty of the gov-
rnidit ai Eiglanud ta feed the starving population of a

district in ildia. The duty is-not provable, save by ar-
gummients which are capable of boing carried ta logical is-
suies fromi whicli those wlho favour such arguimments would
revolt. -l.Te famines to which India is, and ever .has
been periodically. subject, ivoul d be materially lessened
in severity vere the natives moire willing to be guided
by the British., But lhey refuse to cultivatethcir.lands
as is neeessary to raise orqpslarge enoaugh ta yield a re-
serve for years of deficieuncy. They refuse also to in-
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iiigrato froi districts over-populated to vacant axeas
where a faminle never ocdurs. Such ob ti y.'cives
their British rulers frnn responsibility for the suferiig
cauised by fauine, as,the natives might ivoid it to a large
extent if Lhey were to uct as their rulers desire. But,
il is not true, ltiat the British rulers of hudia neglect the
faninu-strickni. The expenditure on relief is pro-
digious, it is stated.o be $400,000 daily. This, toc,
iiust bc considered, the natives of India have not the

physical or moral vitality to bear the strain of a Auline
which olher raices have slhown. They die quickly when
food. is scarce and thcy. imake no efort tu escape fron
their calamitous surrotuindings.

When the Aibove circtuistances are given their due
weight in judging the question wve submit tlul ,hom
charge made against Great Britain thait the wair in South

Africa is responsible for the herrible distress froin famile
in India, as it takes funds whieh would otherwise be
used to alleviate sùch suiltring, is 'iiot proven," but is a
malicious slander of British rule in India.

TUE ENEGLISIU BANGUAGE IN TIE EAST.

The Chines listr at \hahsington las given his
views to thc public in regard 'to. ie Englisli language.
lie rites: "I amn not partial t he Euglish language,
but il lias evidently come to stay, and it iiay already bc
called the comunercial languaguof the Orient. l all the
treaty ports and important centres of lih East it holds a

place in the school ad counting-house which no ailoer
hminguage can elaiimm. It is spoken in the streets of Shang-
liai, it is taught in the schools of Yokoh.ama, and il las
obtained such a vogue tha menrchants of ait ailoer na-
tions resident in the Eust iake use of il in their business
and rii their fanueilis. If there is ta bu an internaLiolit
language, it w'ill be English." The Cluinese Minister
reairds it as imost desirable'for the spellng of English
to be apprôxiuatd more closely to the pronnciation, as,
were this donc, îIt would be much more aasily learnt and
ils use becomne more general by Che natives of China and

ller Asiatic countries, wvhere il is the only foreign lan-
guage that is popular. We sympathize with this desire,
but are puzzled to discover the nmethod by whieh il
could be attained. He suggests "plionetie spelhug" as
the renmedy for this trouble. But this would imiake con-
fusion more confounded. No two peaples pronounce
the samme grap of letteis by the saie sounds. There
is no absolute, umuversal rule recognized for pronouncing
individual letters, or combinations of themn. A PIole,
or a Welshnan, secs no dilliculty in pronouncii3g strings
ai consonanits, and scholars of these races have assured
us that their words are spelt phonetically. Yet, what
are ve to make for instance of the following couplet
from a Polish poem by the Buras of Poland, wlio, says
his Lranslator, "is celebratcd for the truly delightful,
iîelodious flow af his verse,"

"Wszyotko sie dzivnie plecie,
A ktoby chjcial wszyoLkiego rozuien dochodzie !"

Those jaw-breaking words are writteni pihonoLically,
according to Polish ideas, , ore Englisl1 words spelt
phonetically the difficulties of learning its proiîîncia-
tion by foreigners would mot b lessened,,it would only
mnake confusion more confounded as every people would
then pronounce Englisb accarding ta thei national ide as
as lo the, sound;represented by a combination of letters.
Lhis.is a point entirely ignored:by those. spelling:reforum-

erswho are desirous of having English promnunced s c it
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is si>e]t.' 'flic verdict of the Chinese ambassador that,
"If there is to be an international language it wil be
English," proves tLigt Ekinglisli is more readily learnit,
miore easily proiiounced, iore expressive, and compre-
liensive than any other tongue.

We cain aîssuredily suppliy both ceai aud
iron te Emiopè ebenper itan ihe United States, and if this
is a permîansent change inu conseuene of wlich Europe
will affeod c. continsuous market for both articles, althouglh

a vayitng one as to quantitity, wse shalu il Ie tible tit lIast to
devellop o1nur greatfi stores of bothi minerais and buil up

liactein iron anid stcel on a. seale whici seied
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quite impossiblebut a few years ago, whuIe tie eifect on
our own ra ilway and other construction morlzkind upon our
existing ianufactures which reqmire iron -as a raw mate-
rial nust be niost lîelpful to Canada as a whvole. The fact
that flic recent rise in the prices o! iron, lumber ani otMier
structural imaterials vis so unreasonable ii its proportions
is iiifortinate and the elîcc whieh lias already been ad-
iniiistered nîeed casse no surprise. Wlien prices go be-
yoiid a certain range coist'riction work of nlinost all Icinis
is greatly rediiced lis flie natim'al result. There is not as
muîîîch railrocad or house blildinîg or construîetion of aniy
kind going on as inst year, and doubtless in view of the
strain on hi li oney mariievî kethis is just as Well. Still froim
cities and tcwis large and simall, thîrouîglout all Canada
ve hear hie stateme'it repeated tliat houses lire well occi-
pied and tiat there alis been a decided iiprovemiient in
renits. -Reports fron twelve or fifteenîmanufneturing
towns and cities in Ontario state tiat almîost all classes' of
îîî iianufnetirers have. done an niiusually large and profitable
businiess uirîing flie last year and that the fldeiand1
foi ail eisses of goods, except structural ima-
terials, Continues. Nevertheless, although trade gen-
erally sîeis te be in a liealthyy ' condition,

tlire sre soie signs whicl pruident people should
watch Nitli enre. 'Tlîe lianldsome balaneu in our1' favour
between our iinports anîsd our cixports has been clainged to
a balaice against lis, altiougli of mloderate proportions;
thse staples which lave declined are those wsicli generally
lead a downard wnve in prices; the vhlne cf capital ai-
ready fixed in new ventures, and not available ss liquiid
enpitail, lias alreaîdy iflected tlie cost of imoiey; snd in

flic North West sit least, there tre cletrly too large stocks
in the liainds of miercliaiits, due'to flie iiiild winter, flic
sirilces and other mininsg troubles inBritisli Colmiiiîbin, anîd
flic restricted pnying power , of manîy fariners whio
have inveeId their savings in purclases of iien' land. As
the retailers lispîose of tlie ligl-priced goods pnrehased
lsst year, tlieîinainufaetuîrers and wholesale -importers can-
nîot expect that the retailers vill refill their shelves as
rcadily as in 1899.

Tise6imditions of flic lunber trade have already been
suggested. After very high prices enabling nîew and old
stocks to be readily sold vitli large profit', sales have been
rendered ditficult by flie check te building. Operations
in the wroodls lave been made expensive by the general rise
in piices, while the muild winter has made it probable thaf
quantties of logs w-ill not -float down te flie mills. Alto-
getihier the oitlook is not' as satisfactory as last season.

Our own careful examination of assy ofilee rece-
ords, liowever, gives $16,000,000 for the iulkon', lmning a
total for Canada of. $20,000,000. This yoar flic resuits irill
lue larger. Tt is of course iunfortimnte for flic llonlilke
region hai t he lush 'f'o Cape Nome in Alaskn mny lessen
flic supply. of labour nnd thus preve-nt ie reduction of
wnges te n more rensonable figom. But fhe adverse in-
fluence of lhis can only betenporay.

As iwe have so ofte ibeen obliged to refer fa tie cii.-
rency and other bisiness conditionsi tlei United States, if
is a pleasure ta record that at list the gold slansdard ins
been definitely confirmed by legisîntion. Althougli no at
tempt to impprove the banlcing sysiemu in ifs principles lins
been made, the conditions of flic presefnt-syste'm liave been
rendered less nbearable by some amenadments, and for
ftle immediate future iere will probably he sufficient cur-
renîcy for the wants of the people.

Wlile we are greatly pleasei fto see ouir trade with Grent
Britain grow so rapidly it would he foolis fo ninimizcthe
value of our relations ith the Unitcd States. Tiere are
nlways sane fralnk w'riters in iliat country who firy to keep
before tie people the value of mitiial gond relations be-
tween flic United States and tie ritishm Empire.

Otir coluns are so full of bank sta-
tistics, etc., there is a plethora in this
issue of financial matter. There is
enough te create considerable disturb-
ance in the money market in the state
of affairs in China, if recent reports are
reliable. Se far as that power ils con-
cerned short worlk could be made of it,
but out of the action of a number of
powers there may arise disputes which
will lead. to an European war. The
situation is grave, but the persistence
of China is se unlikely that an early

settlement is expected before the pow--
ers Jave a chance te get at logger-'
lcads. To us the outlook for the
wlcat crop is the moast important ques-
tion of hie day. The weather has
been so unfavourable in the North
West as to have changed the bright
prospects of. a few weels ago into
alarm over the yield being likely te
be below an average. This means a
reduced income for Canada next year
of several millions of dollars wvith con-
sequent restriction of trade. In con-
nection with the banli statements there
will be considerable. curiosity excited
as te the why and wherefore of seme
banks losing se anch business last
year when trade was unprecedentedly
prosperous, and sme other banks-fail-
ing te acquire anything like what
would be their proportion of the in-
creased business which flowed se frec-
ly into other banlks. Wly, for instance,

should one of our large city banks have
less discounts this year than in 1898 by
1½% por cent., while one of its neigh-
houirs increased its diséounts since:1898
by 60 per cent.? There seems little
prosi)ect of the bank rate being re-
duced this Fall, as trade is se active
in England as te create a demand for
mney tlat keeps up rates. The lo-
cnl stock market is quiet. Pacifie has
been - selling at 91 te 91%; Eloctrie,
202; Toronto St., 08;½; but transactions
have been trifling. Consols are dovu to
101. The tourist season is in full blast
in Europe, which draws largely on the
muoney resources of this continent,
tiiongli not te the extent expected, as
tlhe Paris Exhibition is net drawing
the crowds looked for. The politicians
of France have been so restless as te
liav excited timidity abroad and they
have clone much te injure the Exhibi-
tion by persistently alienating the

T HE Seventy-eighth Annual Meeting of this Company was held on Friday, 25th May, igoo, when the Directors' Report

for the year ending December 3 1st, 1899, was presented.

FIRE DEPARTMENT.

The Fire Premiums, after Deducting Re-insurances, amounted to $1,882,368, as against $1,819,404
in 1898, showing an increase of $62,964, and the Losses, after making the same deduction ta $1,055,346,
as against $1,045,960 in 1898.

The Premium Reserve Fund, ta cover unexpired Policies, will stand at $843,000, and the Fire General

LIFE DEPARTMENT.
The total nuniber'of Policies in force on 3rst December last was 10,706, assuring, with Bonuses $39,250,615.

Of this sumn $3,422,617 was re-assured with other Offices, thus reducing the ultimate liability of the Company to $35,827,998.
The arnount of the Life Funds at the same date, including the Investment Reserve Fund of $150,000

amounted ta $15,122,618.

QUINQUENNIAL VALUATION A1D DISTRIBUTION OF PROFITS.
The Quinquennial Valuation of the liabilities under the company's Life Policies and Annuity Contracts bas been

made as at 31st December last, and the results, together with full details of'the bbusiness, are contained in the Actuary's
Report. Of the Total Profits of the Life Departient for the five years arnounting to $2,119,298, inclusive of the
balance brought forward from the previous Quinquennium, it is proposed to divide $1,650,000, and of this sum the
Policy holders take $1,320,000, and the Proprietors $830,000, in accordance with the constitution of the
Company.
