These
uniform guides were developed at the first declassification meeting
of the representatives of the three Governments in Nove-.,,ber ., 1947 ,
at Washington ., D .C ., and were revise3 at a second meeting held at
Harwell, England, in September, 1948 .

At the forthcoming third ni_- eti ng, the guides :+ill be
revievred ii. the light of tecrnicaï. develcp~~:er.ts of he pas' 12
months . The purpose of the revie;, is to assist in maintair.ing
maximum security of the ii,for: ::ntion hLld in common by the participat-
ing nations .
