| Saururus Cernuus. Pon't‘ede_ria'Cordat.a

Sat{rurus cé¥nuus, commonly. known
as the “Lizard’s. Tail,” is a desirable
aquatic to.colonize in your water gar-
den. The plant is. cxtremely hardy
and very free flowering, and as a rule
;;.et:ztims a height of from twe to three

Sinee the Lizard’'s Tail is one of our
own native aguaties, it will naturally
affer little or no difficulty of culture,

The leaves are a delightful very
deep rich green, heart-shaped and
borne on winged petioles. The flow-
ers are very sweet and characteristic,
being creamy white, in long" slender
racemes drooping amang. the dark
leaves. 4

The Lizard’s Tail blooms in early
summ{er. not being a true spring
blooming aquatic. It is a plant that
few amateurs attempt, why, the rea-
son i3 not clear.

Another early and also late sum-
mer blooming aquatic is the Pickerel
weed, or, hotanically speaking,  the
Pontederia. cordata.

Now, . without the slightest doubt,
this is one of our handsomest and
most showy summer flowering
aquatics.

A strong, vigorous waterside plarg
deeply rooted; it grows native from
Nova Scotia to Florida,

The leaves are .rather. erect, ovate
in outline with a heart-shaped base,
very darK. green, very lustrous, and
borne on stout, elongated petioles,

But one can never forget the proud
beauty of the tall flower spike, peer.
icg curiously aloft among the forest
of surrounding green. No other
aquatic is the least similar. Thig one
stands alone, This great blue spike
lasts many weeks after it has reached
its maturity, before any sign of
fading begins to show.

No more satisfactory plant could
be chosen for the lly pool than this
one. Once colonized, it will remain
for years reproducing its roots slowly
but nevertheless surely. :

The plant can be seen in its native
state, in many of the sghallow ponds
and quiet pcols near this city. We
ourselves have gathered the great
spikes from just beyond the western
borders of High Park, often around
;‘l:eu?m “Belt Line,” and occasionally
o € region of Rosedale. Therefore

“From a survey of the city by dis-
tricts, made in order to ascertain the
number of dwellings vacant and for
rent, it was found there were 437
dwellings to let at rentals ranging
from $8 to §50 a month within the city
limits. There were 56 houses at ren-
tals of $15 and under, but the great
majority of these were in the outlying
districts; 150 houses from $16 to $25
gcsnthly and the remainder from $30.to

“It is a lamentable fact that wi
the high cost of. living the departtr:
ment of health has to confiscate and de
stroy thousands of tohs of food every
year, one of my inspectors having
to condemn and have sent to the
crematory, over 1100 pounds of poultry
from one firm, during the past month.
Tlg‘oy had no system of cold storage.

Much of this unnecessary waste
of food could be prevented by a
proper system of cold storage. Hav-
ing in view this imprevement to our
present system, I have had a care-
ful inspection made of all cold stor-
age plants in the city, and submit
herewith the following brief report
in connection therewith:

: Only One Large Plant.

-"There is but one large cold storage
plant with considerable space for the
storage of general food products. This
plant is used by a number of wholesale
and retail 'merchants and by some pri-
vate persons for the storage of meats,
po‘\‘xltry. fish, eggs, butter and fruit.

This plant also supplies the chiil-
Tooms of two fish merchants, one
large wholesale bufcher and several
provision commission firms, with a
temperature as low as zero if required.
in addition to this there are large
plants at four packing houses, and
two considerable-sized plants at St
Lawrence market; 'also a number of
small private plants thruout the city.

“The principal articles kept in' cold
storage are beef, lamb, veal, poultry,
fish, eggs and butter.

“In going thru these plants from
time to time I find large quanti‘ies
of those articles are kept for long per-
fods. Beef, lamb and veal, six to nine
months; poultry, ten to eleven months
and. sometimes longer: fish, six
months; eggs and butter, eight to ten
months, :

@reat Amount of Meats in Storage.

“There is at the present time a very
large number of lambs stored, I es-
| timate there are 100,000 carcases; beef
and veal'in large quantities; many tons
of butter and hundreds of cases of
eRzs. ;
“Poultry has' been stored in much
larger quantities this season. 1 es-
timate there are from three to four
hundred thousand head in storage at
the present time.

“There is a system or chain of cold
storage plants situated within a ra-
dus of 150 miles around Toronto,
used by Toronto companies to store
meats, poultry, eggs and butter, which
makes it almost impossible to estimate
quantities of these articles that should
be estimated in Toronto’s cold stor-
age stock.

“The reason for having these plants
outside Toronto is the ficilities they
offer for storage of this class of ar-
ticle in the district they are produced,
and can be shipped to any point de-
sired. Fish 'is not stored to a very
large extent in Toronto, the stocks

of sea food being kept in cold storage

Lake fish form the prificipal part of
the stocks kept in Toronto, = .
No "Inspection of Cold Sterage Plants.

“With referente to the inspection of
articles of food placed in cold storage,
I beg to say there is no system of in-
spection, apart from that at the abat-
toir, where beef, lamb, veal and pork
are Kkilled. under -inspection.  ‘There
is very little to fear from this class
of goods being placed in cold storage
in bad condition, as there is every
pcssible chance of its being seen by an
inspector when removed and placed on
the market or in the - retail . stores,
With poultry it is very  different.
Large quantities are received dressed,
and may be packed'and' stored, when
unfit for storage, kept for months, and
then sold in original packages difegt
to hotels, restaurants, etc., with little
possibility of an inspector seeing them.

“This would also apply to quantities
of poulfry which have Deen left over
from salés; and altho not in a state to
be confiscated, are far from being in a
fit condition to store on account of
the insides being left in. and decompo-
sition ‘setting up inside, creating gases,
which permeate the flesh, and when
thawed out. and cooked, become very
apparent. This applies more espocially
to geese, as the fat of those birds so
rarely turns rancid.

“Phere” deing no possibility of an
improvement in . any article of food
placed in cold storage and frozenm, it is
of great importance that none but
those in prime condition should be al-
lowed to be -stored.

No Records of Date of Storage.

“THere is no system of checking any
artitles of food when placed in cold
storage, and no record kept of date
when packed, or any mark to Indicate
how long these articles remalin, jin
storage.

“There is much to be desired In the
handling of some articles of food in
cold storage, and great improvements
could be in -the ventilation of
some -of the plants/ This s evident
in the public cold sforage plant, where
room .or space is rehted.’and the owner
puts-his articles m and takes them out
as desired. There being no ventilation
other -than ‘by the door, the air soon
becomes vitiated. * |
j Meat Exposed to Rats.

“Many articlés of food, such as loins
of heef and racks of lamb, are stacked
loose on the floor, wWwithout covers, ex-
posed, in many cases, to the attack
of rats and mice, and on this account,
much meat has to be condemned and
destroved.

“The want of ventilation is very
apparent. in the ice-box in common use
! thruout the city. In most cases the
jce is placed in the top chamber to
cool the air, but as those boxes are
generally placed at the back of .ne
etore there is very liftle direnl or fresh
outside air can get into them, and dur-

but good places to store meat in.

“Meat that is not perfectly sound
when placed in cold. storage will be
immediately condemned when it shows
bad condition. I am framing regula-
tions governing all cold storage which
will protect the public.”

BUILDING WOULD COST

Lord Chelmsford Tells Empire
Club Particulars of Proposed
Dominion House in London.

PRESENT OFFICES DINGY

Better Accommodation Needed if
Canada is to Compete; With
Other Countries.

Fourteen million dollars is the esti-
mated cost of the project of Earl Grey
for.a dominion house in Aldwych, said
Lorg Chelmsford, in addressing the

Conkey’s yesterday. In taking up the
advocacy of thig building, his lordship
eaid that Earl Grey was not actuated
by motives of gain, but by a desire to
give the dominions headquarters
wofthy of their importance at the
heart of the empire. The earl was
brepared tc hand the site over to the
dominions for the cost of the option
and some additional expenses. He had
g€cured an option on the land, three
acres in extent, in a place well fitted

for such a building, from the London
County Council for three years. Plans
bDrepared by the architéct of the new
Australian building had been secured
to give any interested person a notion
of what such a structure would look
like. These called for an eleven storey
building, three storeys of which would
be underground. The building would
have a frontage of 386 feet on the
Strand and 636 fet on Aldwych, and
after providing for all the room that
the dominions would require sufficient
office space would remain. for renting
to. give a revenue’ of $601,401 a year.
Allowing four per cent. interest on the
cost nf the structure, a surplus of $50,-
000 would be ed annually, and
this would be pwo a sinking fund to
pay off the'debt, 1t it was so minded.
Dingy, Dirty Offices.

Lord Cheimsford said the present
dingy, dirty offices of the Dominion
on Victoria street were unworthy of
Canada
to send over the new high commis-
sioner from Canada to the present offi-
ces and ask him to compete with Sir
George Reid, that seductive, energetic
advocate of Australia, in the fine new
building which that commonwealth is
erecting in Aldwych.

The plans, said Lord Chelmsford,
rrovided for a wonderful tower on the
proposed building, two feet higher than
the steeple of St. Paul's, and it would
serve as a landmark for Canada. In
this buflding could be stationed an in-
telligence bureau, a manufacturers’
hall ard other needed adjuncts to the
London headquarters of a country like

Canada.
Building Needéd,

Eari Grey, He sald, had first been
made aware of the need of such a
building by his inability to secure in-
formation about where he could buy
Canadian apples.

This was an opportunity of securing
vacant land in the centre of London,
he said, that might not happen agair
in another century. “You cannot get
vacant land in the centre of London.”
he sald, “like you can om the prairie
or even in the suburbs of Toronto.”

The Dominion Government, he said,
was studving the scheme.

Sir William Mulock =aid that he ap-
proved the project. .It was better than
dreadnoughts. “If you have to econo-
mize.” said he, “buy this site at th-
cost of cne and a third dreadnoughts.”
