Define Future.

“Germa.ny and ' Austria-Hungary
have the intention to define further
the fate of these regions.in agree-
ment with their populations.

“Germany is ready, after the com-
pletion of Russian demobiMzation, to
evacuate .the regions which are east
of the above line. So far as 1t is
not stated otherwise,. Idvonia and
Esthonia must immediately be clear-
ed of Russian troops and Red
Guards. :

“Livonia and Esthonia will be oc-
cupied by German police until the
date when the constitution of the re-
spective countries shall guarantee
their social - security and political
order, All inhabitants who were ar-
rested for political reasons must be
released immediately»

“Russia will conclude peace with
the Ukrainian people’'s  republic,
Ukraine and Finland will be imme-
diately evacuated by Russian troops
and Red Guards,

The Florizel would have
to proceed southward along the coast
toward Cape Race about 60 miles dis-
tant, Mariners here think she prob-
ably put her head seaward to ride out
the storm and that when the wind
moderated somewhat toward morning

ed south of Cape Race, tiurned west-
ward. The ship struck in Broad
Cove about b a.m. She sent one wire-
. legs message of distress which was're~
celvdd at the Cape Race radio station,
saying that she was ashore and in im-
minent danger of destruction. Her
wireless apparatus worked haltingly
and soon was silent,

Nothing further was heard from her,
and as the cove is - in g remote and
sparsely settled district it was not
until iate in the farenoon that a repcue
party reached the scene. They dis-
covered the Florizel lying well fn-
#jore, and subjected to a merclless
pounding by the heavy seas.

Small boats could not live in the
surf, and efforts to escape from the
ship were hopeless, while in the ab-
sence of life-saving equipment no as-
sistance could be rendered from shore.

Men could be- seen on the bridge
signaling for help, and some had lash-
ed themeselves In the rigging.

Gradually under the buffeting of the
waves tae hull disappeared from view,:

THE DAY’S EVENTS REVIEWED

_Trotzky and Lenine for Russia again
have accepted the German peace
terms and have consented to prostrate
their ocountry under a foreign yoke.
The decree to wage guerilla warfare
has passed unheeded by the Russian
soldiery, debauched by agitators, and
the Russian populace shows an equal
contempt for the sorry figure of the
Bolshevik leaders and s refusing to
obey their behests. The Germans have
over-run Livonia and are drawing
. near Reval, at Minsk they are astride
one of-the main roads to Moscow, and
in the Ukraine they and the Austrians
are advancing on Kiev. The Bolshe-
viki in panic Have published -appeal
after appeal, but their manifestations
of poltroonery merely make the panic
worse. The Germans have not ac-
cepted the Bolshevik offer to accept
the German peace terms. They report
the meeting of resistance at some
points. They are gathering in a few
prisoners as they proceed. In the
south they are only 100 miles north
of Kiev.

IDLE ALBERTA MINES

CAN SUPPLY WEST

Three Million Tons of American An-‘

thracite Could Be Devoted to
East.

Special to The Toronto :World.

Galt, Feb. 24.—That a ‘repetition of
the coal scarcity of this winter .in
Ontario can be averted if western
Canada makes full use of the coal
beds of Alberta was the declaration
of ‘'H. C. Anderson, president of the
Nortliern Alberta Coal Operators’ As-
sociation, when in conference sevoeral
hours last night witlh the executive
committee . appointed by the conven-
tion held here on Feb. 11 to consider
ways of preventing a fuel shortage
next winter. Mr. Anderson was one of
a committee of two sent by his as-
sociation to Ottawa to place before
Fuel Controller Magrath and the gov-
ernment the fact that the Alberta coal
mines can provide the entire fuel re-
quiremenits of western Canada and
part of the northern states. Mr. An-
derson made the statement that-at tae
present time the mines in Alberta
were standing idle because of lack of
orders, which situation was brought
about by the fact that while Alberta
could supply all the fuel western Can-
ada required, 3,000,000 tons of Penn-
sylvania coal was in competition with
the Alberta product. Mr.- Anderson
suggested that if Ontarto and that
part of Quebec short of fuel made
proper representations to the Ottawa
authorities to have this American
supply of 3,000,000 tons diverted to
the needy parts of Canada it would to
a great extent relieve the situation in
Ontario.

Toronto public bodies have been
communicated with by the commitiee
to make arrangements for a big pro-
vincial convention to take up the fuel
situation and urge Controller Magrath
to take immediate steps to meet the
fuel shoxtage in— this province and
Quebec and to divert the American
coal at present being supplied por-
tions of western Canada.

Poles ’Conﬁnue to Censure

the Ukrainian peace treaty and the
resumption of military operations

against the Russians. ' German news-
papers reflect the irritation caused by
the attitude of the Poles. In a de-
spatch from The Hague on this sub-
ject the correspondent of the Ex-
change Telegraph Company quotes a
message from Vienna repeating the
report current several days ago that
dissolution of the reichrath was ex-’
pected unless the Poles ceased their
attacks.

GRAND RIVER GOES DOWN

Much Ice Piled up at Brantford and
Thaw Will do Damage.

Brantford, Feb. 24—The Grand
River waterg went down so low over
the week-end that Cockshutt road
was once more freed of water, and
a big gang of men at once went to
work clearing the huge ice blocks
away to allow traffic to get thru after
five days’ blockade.

“Austria-Hungary is not participat-
ing in the military action which Ger-
many is at present taking against
Russia- There has been no advance
of Austro-Hungarian troops into
Ukraine, with which we are at peace.

“With regard to Rumamia, an armis-
tice exists betjveen Austria-Hungary
and that country. Peace negotiations
will begin within thefnext few days.”

The premier’s statement was receiv-
ed with applause from all parts of the
house.

Labor:shonld have a bigger voice
the decisions relating to indusirial
problems after the war, and also a
&reater part in the administration of
‘3¢ government. This was the gist of
the address of James T. Gunn de-
livered yesterday afternoon before the
Retail Clerks’ Association at its meet-
dng in the Labor Temple.

The period of reconstruction would
immediately follow the close of the
war, and the speaker felt that in view
of the sacrifices which Ilabor had
made during the war it would be only
just to make certain of = condition
as to the security of employment and
the comfo obtainable only thru a
living wage. “Labor,” said Mr. Gunn,

“will have to take a greater part in

the administration. of education, and
will have to endeavor to train men

_ from its ranks with a view to making

them better read and more widely in-
formed. I1t°'will be necessary to bring
the privileges of university training
into the ranks of the working men and
women just as has been done by the
‘Workers' Educational Association of
Great Britain.

‘“The political problems of labor af-
ter the war will have to be solved by
the establishment of a national group
composed of labor organizations who
have progressed along certain lines of
concerted action, -and such a group
will naturally have to be comprised of
representatives of bot organized and
unorgamized labor.”

Christian Science was discovered by
Mary Baker Eddy in the year 1566.
Her instant recovery from the results
of a serious aeccident, through the
spiritual understanding of a passage
in Matthew’s gospel, was the falling
apple which led to the unfoldment of
scientific Christianity.

Mrs, Eddy was well fitted for her
great work of making clear to the
world the all-might of thé one Mind,
Of Puritan ancestry, sie was reared
in the atmosphere of a Christian home.
¥rom childhood she had been deeply
religious. She was a profound stu-
dent of the Bible, and meditated dalily
and hourly - upon its truths. Her
knowledge of Greek and Hebrew gave
her some acquaintance with the ori-
ginal texts. As (er thought went
forth in longing desire to know God,
she inevitably came in contact, and
later into collision, with human sys-
tems which purported, to interpret God
or sought to usurp H'le power as the
healer of all our diseases. Her first
struggles were evidently with schol-
. astic theology, a theology which she
had sounded to its depths and had
found inadequate to supply the great
human need, for the reason that it
attempted to explain God from a cor-
poreal standpoint and was, therefore,
bereft of healing power.

opposition. History has proved that

| “allured to brighter worlds and led the
| way.,” ‘“The carnal mind,” said Paul,
| “ijs enmity against God; for it is not
subject to the law of God, neither in-
| deed can be.” Jesus experienced the
{ full force of the carnal mind's ‘hatred
| of truth. That was the cup whose
| dregs he drank and he said ‘that his
followers should all drink of it. It is
not surprising, therefore, that oppo-

Mrs. Eddy inaugurated. For more
| than a quarter of a century she stood
alone and, sustained only by her un-
faltering trust in God, her absolute re-

Christian Science practitioners estab-
lishied themselves in cities and vil-
lages, healing the sick and reclaim-
ing the sinner through the prayer
which understands the all-power of
God. Today the whole world knows,
of Mrs. Eddy's work: It has not yet
grasped the full measure of her
achievements, but it is beginning to
understand the value of her teachings
for the redemption of the race.

CAPITAL AND LABOR
; MUST BE RECONCILED

Labor Has Mld;—Grnt Strides Lately
and .1s Demanding Greater Power
All Along Line.

That the relation between labor and
capital has rapidly changed of’  late
| was the stateme.nt_‘ made by Profes-
Sor R. M. Maclver, speaking under
the auspices of the Royal Canadian
Institute at the University School Sat-
urday evening. A, century ago labor
was fighting blindly: for the mere right
to organize, he sald, with the govern-
ment openly on thesopposing-side, but
today labor felt conscious of i1ts power
and had widened its claims,
was highly important that these new
claims should be thoroly understood,
“For they will have to be faced in
the near future,” warned Proféessor
Maclver. .

“Labor is no lofiger demanding sim
ply a living wage. It is demanding
greater power. This is revealed, for

ing recent years. ‘There are more dis-
putes today over union rights than
over wages, and in the present spirit
of labor the only hope of success for
plans to bring labor and capital in
harmony lies in admitting labor to
some share of the control, for any-
thing short of that will leave labor
in the position of a commodity, and
it is against this' attitude that labor
is now protesting.” He asked them
what was to be done to meet this new
situation, as he was confident that
something should be done quickly. He
explained what had been don& in
Great Britain, and quoted from the
recent report issued by the British
Government after a careful survey
had been taken of the labor situation.
‘“Labor should take part in the affairs
of the community as partners rather
than as servants,” he read; and from
another .one, known as the Whitley
report, he quoted a passage which ad-
vocated a system of joint industrial
councils in the wvarious industries,
composed of representatives of em-
ployer and employed, which councils
would have very wide jurisdiction not
only in respect of demobilization and
industrial restoration, but in respect
of problems such as conditions of em-
ployment, adjustment of wages and
the protection of workers.

‘“This plan, which has been adopted
by Great Britain, will doubtless ' help
to tide over the many difficultief af-
ter the war; and it leads us to ask,
what are we doing to meet that prob-
lem? Our necessity is different, but
equally great. There are many rea-
sons why we cannot adopt a plan like
the one mentioned. There are the spe-
cial complications in our situation. We
have a different relation existing be-
tween agriculture and industry. We
have a special problem of immigra-
tion, and we have a racially mixed
hody of workers. These and other
complications make it necessary for
us to seek our own solution. Are we
doing so? Let us hope that the solu-
tion is being sought, but we must go
on enquiring for it until it 1s actual-
ly produced.”

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Keeping Open Good Roads in
. Winter,

In many parts of United. States,
especially during the past three
months of unusual snowfalls, the
80od roads have been kept open for
motor traffic; also for team traffie,
thruout the entire winter. The
Wweather was no more severe in On-
tario than in these states, yet very
little effort in this direction was put
forth here.

The World has been giving some

to point out that one mile of the five
mfles of good road on the Don road
had been kept open all winter—good
for motors and sleighs—by a private
user of the road, by five treatments
of a grader-pulled by horses. The
same treatment applied to the whole
Don road ‘would have kept it all
opened at a cost of about a hundred
dollars! But nothing was done; the
so-called York Highways Commission
was unable to do anything: not even
to dig out the one bad grift on the
road. They confessed /tﬁery had no
equipment or any desire to do any-
thing; and tho appealed to by the
minister of® highways, they did -not
respond. They have not yet dug out
the one bad drift; and they allowed
water that accumulated on the high-
er’levels to flow down the roadway,
instead of into the culverts.

If Mayor Church and the citizens
of Toronto and the citizens of the
County of York will look at the
Concrete Highway Magazine for Feb-
ruary they will/see how the roads
in Michigan—a country like Ontario
—were kept open by a grader drawn
by a motor truck. By doing this
regular deliveries of coal were kept
up and ammunition was traanlported__.’

In Pennsylvania the state highway
department worked out successful
plans in this direction. And they
bought fifteen snowplows for use on
the main roads.

But so far the department of high-
ways in Ontario has had no policy
in this direction; apparently they
have no effective control over the so-
called highways commissions and
their officers.

Inasmuch as Toronto has voted
large sums for these roads; also the’
province, it looks as if the time had
more than arrived when, in the inter-
est of those who pay toward- these
roads, the policy followed in the
States might be adopted here.

In the meantime Mayor Church, in
the interest of Toronto’s grants to
good roads, should make an investi-
gation into the facts and see if we're
getting what we ought to get for our
money. Even the legislature might
take up the subject with a view of
getting results similar to those of
Michigan and Pennsylvania,

The Real Evil.

We are now in a fair position to
Judge of the results of the liberation
of destructive forces from the work
of the Bolsheviki in Russia. The
history of the past informs all think-
ing men that the path of progress is
the path of constructive evolution,
Whether the . Bolsheviki, under
Trotzky and Lenine, had the same aim
as the Germans or not, their methods
have brought about the same result.
They had no constructive ability.
They could only tear down and de-
stroy. It takes no prophet to say
that exactly similar results would
follow in Britain, in France, in the
United States or in Camnada, if the
forces of destruction, the non-con-
structive elements of society, were
permitted to run riot as they have
done in Russia, What are these re-
sults? They are, briefly, the de-
moralization of society; the placing
of power in the hands of the merely
blind brute forces; the turning loose
of the viclous elements; the cessa-
tion of labor, with the consequent
stoppage of all supplies, fuel, food,
clothing, the necessaries of life.:

It is contended from this that the
whole weight of the popular au-
thority in democratic countries
should be placed behind the  con-
structive forces of the nation, of any

words, the destructive episode is the
reaction from another destructive
agency. Tle destructive force was
in the first instance exerted by the
constructive forces. Autocracy,

More briefly still, it became selfish.
Selfishness is the most destruetive
force wielded by humanity, and
sooner or later it leads to the over-
throw of all comstructive effort ex-
erted in its own behalf.

doom was a certainty. Kerensky
commanded respect and was success-
ful to the/extent he worked for
others,

The lesson for the comstructive
elements, so-called, in the social or-
ganism is plain, Unless capital, cor-
porationism, unionism, power of any
kind, exerts itself for the unselfish
development of the it will as-

uredly bring about inevitable re-
action which arouses the forces of
destruction. No man can live for
himself, and no body of men can live
for themselves. Nor can any nation
live wholly for itself apart frgm hu-
manity, In this fact lies the doom
of Germany. But the gravity of the
lesson is . not less for all who follow
the principles which inspire Ger
many. In the degree of their failure
to live for the common welfare they
suffer and will suffer,

The loyalty of the entente allies
to unselfish aims is the surest token
of their ultimate success in the war.

There is a time to build up, and
there is a time to pull down. Neither
destruction mor construction are
right or wrong in themselves. 1t is
the motive behind, the selfishness
or the unselfishness, that makes them
evil or good.

The Railways and Electric Power

Desperate efforts are being made
all over Canada to head off public
ownership of the railways; so also
are they doing the same thing in the
States. )

on the subject as to their own views;
but they are giving a great deal of
space to paid reading matter suppliea
by the raflways.

Adam Beck’'s deputation, asking thaw
the Grand Trunk be taken over, has
been interpreted in many papers as
unfriendly to the movement. The
World does not yet so accept it.
Tho why the minister of public
works should go out of his way to

The Grand Trunk is offering all
kinds of opposition to being na-
tionalized.

them.

Land for Soldiers. ’

Delegate R. F. Hamer of West To-

Determined Effort to Stamp
Out Venereal Disease in
This Province.

Ontario’s determination to wipe out
the wacial 2 oblem _is fast
taking’ form; éviderice which
Mr. Justice Hodgins secured acting as
a commissioner to investigate condi-
tions is now in the hands of the -gov-
ernment, it is understood. f

As a result of this evidence and the
report which' the commissioner will
submit within a few days, drastic
legislation will be introduced in the
legislature during the present session
which, it is thought, will have _far-
reaching effects in dealing with the
situation,

Details of the evidence handed in
have not been made public, but it is
understood a recommendation will be
made to the effect that every medical
health officer, if he has information or
reason to: believe that any person is
suffering from venereal disease and
has infection or is liable to infect an-
other will be given power to require
that person to go to a physician for
examination,

Compel Treatment.

If it is shown’ that the person is
infected the medical health flicer
would be in a position to compel him
or her to submit to medical treatment
and obey certain restrictions and regu-
lations as may be established regard-
ing his or her conduct. The law may
require that person to be isolated for
a period or treatment‘in a house of
detention.

rulers or their allies. “Thru dark days
and fair days let us trust one an-
other and some day we will achieve
such a victory as, pray God, may end
wars forever,” he said- The toast was
replied to by A. A. Higginson and Dr.

He
sald fuses were the most delicate and
dm\cdl', of all munitions to produce,
and Canada was not supposed to be
able to make them, but now Canada
was turning out 2,760,000 a month of
such a high grade that the imperial
munitions board congratulated ‘'the
turers on them.
uch ekill is now exhibited by the
ufacturers, and such facilities are
now available, that we are makdns
munitions for the United States,” sald
Mr. Rowell. - “Great Britain at the
present time is placing no orders with
us, but we are makimg 20,000 cartridge
cases, 7,000,000 shells and 100 000 fuse
lugs for the United States.”
o Airplanes and Ships.

“We are also building airplanes,”
said the speaker. '“American men are
coming over to profit by our experi-
ence. Three hundred airplanes a
month are being turned out, and all
the planes in 500 Royal Fying, Corps
encampments are made in Canada,
and many that are used in the Ameri-
can camps. One thousan1 high grade
engines are being manufactured also.
Mhe imperial government has spent
ten millions on the RF.C. in C Canada.
The Borden aerodrome Wwas started
Feb. 9, 1917, and on April 1 the men
were flying 'from it.

Men Must Pay More in Order
to Avoid Insol-y

vency..

FEW ARE DISSATISFIED

Reorganizatign  Will Limit
Amounts of Pensions to
Those Retiring.

Out of the geveral hundred members
of ‘the fire brigade in Toronto there
are only a few, according to men who
have been on the force from 20 to 25
years, who are dissatisfied with the
pension fund and the way it is admin-
istered.

|and with that end in view circulated

a paper thru the different fire halls
adking the men to subscribe the
money. Instead of the chief order-
ing the paper to be destroyed or men
discharged, the chief tooki mo part
whatever in the thing and the fact
that the lawyer was engaged shows
that the chief didn’t care what the
men did so long as they were attend-
ing to their duties.

{While the older members of the
brigade state that they hold no brief
to Chief Smith, they draw attention
to the fact that he never takes an
active part in the affairs of the pen-
sion fund. If he attends a meeting
and is asked for an opinion he gives
it, but leaves the administration of
the fund entirely to the men., He
also is opposed to large pensions and
altho he is paying filve per cent. on
his salary of $4,600 a yedr, and is
going to pay seven, he is willing to
retire on a pension/of $1,600 a year
instead of half pay as has been the
custom formerly.

Pensions Limited.

Asked regarding some of the for-
mer members of the brigade who had
| paid small amounts into the fund and
drawn out large pensions, the older
members stated that they had to
keep faith with the members of the
brigade when the fund was started.
]The fact that an agreement wkis made
with every fireman that he would re-
tire on, half—pay after so many. yeays’
service entitled those men to half pay
when they had put in their service,
no  matter how, much or how little
they had paid lnto the fund. How-
ever, with the reorganization and the
new scale of pensions that phase
would be abolished.

Income ﬁcr Cow Increased Thru -ov
coming Active Members in Cow
esting Associations

®ix Jackson = County, Missouri,
dairymen, who have been members of’
a coW_testing association for the last
three. years, were able to increase
millk production 1606 pounds, ‘and
butterfat production 81 potnds sfor
each cow over the average: produc-
tion of their herds the first year. The
increased income from each cow was
$46.90. The average production of
their herds for the vear beéfore they
joined the cow tosting association is
not known, but it is safe to assume
that it did not exceed 175 pounds of
butterfat per cow. Tthe average pro-
duction of their herds the third year
of cow testing association work was
310 pounds of butterfat per cow.

This means that the butterfat pro-
duction was increased 135 pounds per
cow as a resvult of three years of
keeping records and testing, and be-
cause fof improved methods of feed-
ing and maragement and a closer
studs.' of the business by the farmers
which has been brought about. langely
thru the cow testing association. At
53 cents a pound for butterfat, the
average price received by the asso-
clation members during the last Yyear,
this increase was worth $71.56 for
each cow. There was an average of
131 cows in these six herds, which
meant an increase of $9373.06 a year
for their dainy products above what
they received from the same number
of cows before they became members
of the cow testing association. Also,
this does not take into account the
increase in the value of the herd be-
cause of its higher average production
and the consequent increased sclling
price of the cows and their offspring.
—Holstein Friesian News Bulletin.

PURCHASE SEEDS NOW

Johnston Advises Planning
Garden at Once for Plant-
'ing in' May.

L

On Monday last at the Technical
School the first of a ‘series of lectures
on vegetable growing was delivered by
8. C. Johnston, B.SA., wegetable
specialist of the Ontario department
of agriculture. These lectures are for
the bemetit of city and town dwellers
who are desirous of producing vege-
tables for their own table, thus help-
ing to conserve food for the allied ar-
rofes.

Mr. Johnston stated that the intend-
ing gardener can plan now what varie-
ties he would like to grow and can
also mnke u plan of the bed which is
to be planted. It is essential that.the
gardem be puanted according to some
aefinte plan or rule, as bhaphazard
planting will prove a failure. In lay-
ing out the ganden remember: -

1. Tall plants will be most effective
if placed behind low ones, not inter-
mingled with them.

2. The fences may be decorated with
vine crops, which may be supported
on ithe fences by means of strings or
lattice work. %

8. All- quickly maturing vegetables
should be planted in a portion of the
ganden by themselves sg that they may
be harvested and the ground used for
cther crops later on.

When to Plant.

Seeds should be purchased now oras
socn as the plan is completed, but it is
important that no seeds be planted till
the soil is sufficiently wanm. The heds
should. be prepared at an early date,
but the wmctupl planting should be
postponed until about the middle of
May.
