Any
issue of gold bonds would be saleable
in Europe after McKinley’s election,
and it would suffice to keep up the
Treasury gold reserve; but what was
indispensable was the cenversion of the
Treasury deficit into a surplus, coupl-
e€d with a thorough scheme of currency
reform, which should include the can-
cellation of greenbacks when redeem-
ed. This opinion is generally held in
Lombard-street, and is reflected by all
financial journals,
Bryan’s Nomination Causes Umrest.

The effect of Bryan'’s nomination is
causing social unrest,and political de-
moralization has been shown by the
heavy fall in American railway securi~
ties. If the lists of ‘stocks of a fort-
night ago and to-day be compared,the
decline will be found to run from 14
to 20 per cent. McKinley's nomination
was followed by a rise in. all classes
of American securities, but this move-
ment was checked by shrewd specula=
tors in New York, who sold heavily in
anticipation of the adoption of a silver
platform by the Democracy and the
consequent depression of the market,

Any permanent recovery in prices
cannot be looked for while the political
situation is clouded with uncertainty.
There are no buyers abroad for any-
thing American; investors are waiting
to find out whether Americans have
dropped the Eighth Commandment
from the Decalogue.

This 1s What Bome Delegates Call the
' Nominations Made by the
Populist Party.
8t. Louls, July 25.-~The National con«
vention of the Peoplé's party, after
four days of heat, turmoil and unlim-
ited oratory, completed its labors at
4,40 this afternoon and adjourmed sine

die.

Notwithstanding the recelpt of one
or more telegrams from “Willlam J.
Bryan declining to permit tne use of
his name on the Populist ticket uniess
Arthur Sewall, his associate on the
Chicago ticket, was also endorsed, Mr.
Bryan was put in formal nomination
as originally contemplated by Gen.
Weaver of Iowa and was seconded by
one or more spokesmen from every
State and territory with about ten ex-
ceptions, and on a ballot received 1042
votes against 321 for Col. Norton of
Chicago, who at the last moment was
selected as the  candidate of the un-
reconstructed “middle of the road” ele-
ment. It was the intention of this fac-
tion early in the_ morning ‘to ‘place
Eugene V.Debs in nomination and thus
to force the labor issue to the front,
but Mr. Debs telegraphed .declining to
serve and his telegram was respected.

Foreing 1t on Bryan.

Strenuous efforts were made, with-
out avail, by Ignatius Donnelly and
others to obtain some kind of an as-
surance that Mr. Bryan would accept
the nominatfon and stand upon the
platform, The permanent chairman,
Benator Allen of Nebraska, admitted
that he had received some kind of a
telegram from Mr. Bryan, but he sald
he had paid no attention to it. He
also sald he received one supposed to
be from Gov. Stone, but would not
open it until he réached his home in

ebraska.

Before adjourning, the . convention
adopted a resolution clothing the Na-
tlonal Committée with plenary powers
to do anything and everything which
the convention itself might have done
in session. This, ¢f course, authorized
it to_take down the mames of either
Mr. Bryan or Mr, Watson, or both, if
necessary, and to construct an entirety
new ticket.. The National Committee
was enlarged so as to consist of three
members from each State and terri-
tory, The power conferred upon this
cumbrous body -will eventually be
loéged In an Executive Committee of
manageable size,

The attendant. unsettled fceling
is intensified by the absence of definite
knowledge as to how far the proceea-
ings of the Chicago convention repre-

sent the real feeling and sentiments.

agitation has advanced so.far that
several Canadian banks and merchants
hayve already begun to refuse Ameri-
can silver. The Montreal Street Rail-
way says it will soon have to refuse
American silver from the public, be-
cause its bank, turn, will not ' ac-
cept it.from them: It Is very likely
that this condition will soon become
general. American silver will no doubt
disappear almost -entirely from Can-
ada before November next. There is
no good reason for allowing so much
American silver to circulate in this
country, even if we are confident of
its redemption in gold. Very little
Canadian silver circulates on the.other
side of the line. The advantagé s all
in favor of the United States, Not
only is there a‘ilarge amount of Am-
erican silver_ in circulation in Canada,
but a large part of this foreign coin is
mutilated. (The Americans themselves
some time ago recognized that the mu~
tilation of silver coins Wwas reaching
large proportions, and they refused to
accept them. Canada very naturally
became the dumping ground for this
disreputable money. The Americans
adopted - the only. -effective method of
preventing the plugging of silver coins.
They refused to accept them. When
those who are engaged in the business
of plugging coin find they cannot work
it off the nefarious traffic will come
to an end. Mutilated Canadian money
should be rejected as well as American.
The rejection of Amerfean silver will
cause a good deal of inconvenience to
Amerlca.ns visiting Canada, but for
our own protection ‘it will not be many
weeks before siich rejection will be forc-
ed upon us.
