This Upon the Retail Gro­

cers Lost Nlarbt.
A deputation from the wholesale fruit 

dealers of the city waited upon the Retail 
Grocer»' Association In St. George's Hall 
last night, for the purpose of conferring 
with them on the question of having a 
morning market. Instead of keeping It 
open all day, as Is now the ease. No decid­
ed steps were taken In the matter, but a 
committee was appointed to consider It, 
and also to confer with the wholesalers.

Mr. Napier Robinson spoke of the difficul­

ties he bed encountered In arriving at the 
present position of the nickel question. The 
statistics of the Ontario Mining Bureau, the 
customs returns, minerals and mines re­
turns, were not only conflicting, but seemed 
purposely misleading. He produced agreat 
array of figures for the year# 1882-97, In­
clusive, as tor these years only can all the 
official returns he shown In print. The 
year 1898 showed from unofficial sources 
nearly 14,000,000 pounds of nickel produced, 
or nearly double that of any other prevlo-is 
year, thus showing how the nickel Indus­
try Is Increasing.

Canada's Monopoly.
The Dominion, he said, was the only coun­

try In the world having nickel and Iron 
deposits. When he found In the various re­
turns not only millions of pounds, but mil­
lions of dollars variation, he eauie to the 
conclusion tnut the authorities were pur­
posely trying to mystify the people. If 
such differences were found In regard to 
nickel It was a fair deduction that similar 
discrepancies existed In other official re­
turns.

Sara Secretary Hay,

London, April 10.-A bine book giving the 
evidence obtained by the Indian Currency 
Inquiry Committee was published to-day. 
'It Includes a letter from the United States 
Secretary of State, Colonel John Hay, to 
Lord Aldenham, a director of the Bank of 
England, dated Nov. 25 last, saying : "The 
Washington Cabinet does not consider It 
expedient for the United States to re­
open the bimetallic question at present, in 
view of the character 
Ministry's reply to the bi-metalllc com­
mission In 1807." Colonel Hay added that 
the Cabinet was open to consider the ques-
til”rd AMenbam suggested before the com­
mittee that negotiations be entered Into Lpon the part of Great Britain with the 
United States, with the view to come to 
arrangements for the reopening of the 
Indian Mints at the ratio of 22 to 1, be­
cause be thought there was n possibility 
In the future "of the American Govern­
ment taking the bit In Its teeth and re­

efing the old ratio." He quoted colonel 
Hay's letter In support of bis views that 
the American Government was disposed to 
adopt the ratio of 22 to 1 and added : 
"I talked with Colonel Hay when he was 
here as ambassador and he seemed favor­
ably disposed to this ratio, but said :

The plain fact was, said the Minister of 

Customs, that the American, under the new 
tariff, pays $8 a ton, and the Englishman 
$6 a ton. It mattered not how low the gen­
eral tariff had been reduced, the fact re­
mained that the preferential tariff to Eng­
land was 25 per cent, lower.

After quoting the list of articles of gen­
eral consumption, referred to last session as 
being reduced under the preferential tariff, 
Mr. Paterson applied the reduction to the

Prediction Thut 100,000 Soldier» 
Will Be Necessary. bnlldln 

on the rear of this26
Manila, April 10.—Though hundreds of 

Filipinos are dally returning to their homes 
and are desirous of resuming peaceful pur­
suits, and though the proclamation Issued 
by the United States Philippine Commission 
has given au Impetus to this movement, 
the war is far from ended. One of the fore 
most American generals said recently : "We 
will see 100,000 soldiers In the Philippines 
before the Americans control the Islands," 
and a majority of the army are of bis 
opinion.

It Is generally considered that great re­
inforcements are necessary, there not being 
a sufficient number of American troops In 
the archipelago to make conquest of the 
Island of Luzon, and hold the ports oc­
cupied, and it Is thought that It would be 
cheaper In the long run and have a better 
effect upon the natives to establish Ameri­
can supremacy effectually and quickly, than 
to temporize with a score of rebellions.

Suggestion to Buy Them Off.
All the stories told by prisoners and 

friendly natives agree that a majority of 
the Insurgents would be glad to quit, but 
that there are enough professional revolu­
tionists left to Infest the country with bands 
of hundreds of men, and to demoralize busi­
ness for years to come. Some high Ameri­
cans believe that the Government would 
wisely expend money In buying off Aguln- 
aldo and bis clique of Influential Filipinos.

Foreigners In Manila think the Americans 
are too optimistic as to the effects of the 
proclamations. They say that the weakness 
of the proclamation lies In the fact that 
the natives have so long dealt with the 
Spaniards that they are unable to realize 
what Its words mean, and that the pnrport 
of Its promises is anything hot a snare.

Troops Getting Tired of It,
A majority of the Ufllted States volun­

teers are eager to return home, and “we 
did not enlist to fight niggers," Is a remark 
that Is constantly heard. While braver 
work than they arc doing Is Impossible to 
find, there Is small glory In gnerilla war­
fare, the dangers and hardships of which 
cannot be appreciated at home. The volun­
teers construe their enlistment “to the close 
of the war" to apply to the war with Spain 
and wish to be "relieved by regular*.’'

The Spanish system of defending Manila 
by n line of block houses may be adopted 
by the American authorities here during the 
wet season, as It requires fewer men than 
the trench defences, and lessens the chances 
of sickness among the defenders. Lieut.

Dr. Pyne and Mr. H. M. East asked the 
nse of Toronto streets to distribute power 
from the Anglo-American Electrical Supply 
Company to private consumers at 1% cents 
per horse power per hour. Unlike certain 
other companies they could offer to produce 
power within 18 months. They would even 
consider the matter of supplying It to the 
city. But the request to have equal priv­
ileges with the present company In the 
way of use of streets was not agreeable to 
Aid. Burns, who suggested, for Instance, 
laying underground conduits. Aid. Woods 
Insisted upon the company giving bonds or 
a deposit, but Mr. East did not see why 
they should be compelled to do more than 
other companies had been asked.

The Mayor saw no reason why the com­
pany, though, no donbt, substantial, had not 
strengthened Its position by securing 
charter. When Mr. East suggested an out­
cry for cheap power. His Worship with Aid. 
Burns pooh-poohed the Idea. He said that 
no outcry had ever been made about it 
excepting by power promoters. A report 
for the city had gone to show that very few 
would use electricity for power purposes at 
any rate. Then the Mayor and Aid. Burns 
fell fonl of Aid. Lynd and Woods. These 
latter said If you can get power cheaper 
by 50 per cent., as this company offers, 
why not give It to the consumers?

But one point was agreed upon, and that 
was that a forms 1 offer should be submitted 
and It must be by Wednesday. The Mayor 
said the city should tenr up Its own streets 
and do its own distributing, but If necessary, 
could tender for a power supply.

The Georgian Bay Canal may be­
come a practical question In four or five 
years, but it certainly would be foolish to 
commit the country to another big canal 
project before we have completed the en­
largement of the St. Lawrence system. The 
latter must have a fair trial before It Is 
condemned, for the undertaking of the 
Georgian Bay Canal 1» a virtual condemna­
tion and abandonment of the whole St. 
Lawrence system, upon which we have 
spent so many tens of millions of dollars. 
Let us complete and try the St. Lawrence 
14-foot waterway before we undertake any 
further experiments. If the enlarged sys­
tem falls to attract a share of the business 
that now seeks export by way of Buffalo 
It will be In order to build the new route 
by way of the Ottawa Itlver. The building 
of the proposed air line between Georgian 
Bay and Toronto has a prior claim for Gov­
ernment assistance, 
were to guarantee 2 per cent, on the cost 
of this line. It would only be $60,000 a 
year, and capital would soon be forthcom­
ing to build the line and submit to Govern­
mental regulation of rates. The transpor­
tation problem, as far as canals are con­
cerned, Is In a transition state. It would 
be madness to launch out Into a new and 
expensive project until we know what the 
present system Is capable of.

LUDELLATHE TARIFF NOT A DEAD ISSUE.
Not so long ago the Liberal party declared 

In favor of free trade, as they have It In 
England. They abandoned that policy and 
now they say that Canada has exactly the 
kind of tariff that is suited to the condi­
tions of the country. They state that the 
tariff la a dead Issue, that 1% that finality 
has been reached and there Is no need of 
farther tinkering with the tariff for ten 
year» at least. As Sir Wilfrid Laurier had 
to abandon bis free trade Ideas and adopt 
the protection tariff of the late Govern­
ment practically, as he found out, so he 
will find himself compelled before long to 
renounce his present cry that the tariff la a 
dead laane. The tariff la not a dead Issue. 
It will never be a dead Issue, as long ss 
the United States retains Its present hostile 
tariff. The sentiment In favor of protection 
is so strong la Canada that Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier will either have to accede to the 
demands of the people In this connection 
or else step down aud out of office. The 
Canadian people are almost boiling over 
with Indignation at the Government'a dllu- 
toriness In protecting Canadian interests 
against American aggression. According to 
Mr. Thompson, manager of the New Jersey 
refinery that treats Canadian nickel matte, 
for every $28,000 that is spent in Canada, 
for mining nickel ore and reducing it to 
matte $100,000 Is spent In the United States 
In reducing that matte to pure nickel. If 
there are eight hundred employed In pro­
ducing matte In and about Sudbury, there 
must be three times that number of work­
men In the United States who gain a Liveli­
hood by refining the matte that comes from 
Canada. The country Is righteously indig­
nant that this great force of United States 
workingmen should find employment In their 
own country through the foolish and stupid 
policy of the Canadian Government. Mr. 
Hardy was compelled to listen to the 
clamor that was raised In Ontario against 
United States lumbermen, and the capital­
ists who had secured a monopoly of Niagara 
Falls. Sir Wilfrid Laurier must likewise 
give heed to the storm that Is brewing be­
cause of his do-nothing policy. Canadians 
must be protected In their own markets 
against the manufacturers of the United 
States. That is what the people of this 
country will insist on. Mr. Sift on may tell 
us the tariff Is a dead Issue. We Imagine 
It was a pretty lively corpse that appear'd 
before the Government last week and de­
manded a $2 Import duty on United States 
lumber. Protection will be the issue of 
the next general election. A Dtngley tariff 
will do for Canada what It has accomplish­
ed for the United States. Greet Britain is 
getting ready to abandon her free trade 
delusion. Protection In the United States 
has developed the Industries of that country 
to such an extent that American manufac­
turers are now taking business from their 
British competitors In the latter's own ter­
ritory. In electric machinery, locomotives, 
structural iron work, bridges, the United 
States has outdistanced Great Britain. If 
the latter wishes to keep the United States 
out of Its markets it will be obliged to re­
sort to protection. No other recourse Is 
left open to it. The World does not sup­
port the request of the lumbermen for a $2 
duty on American lumber as a retaliation 
against the Dingley tariff of $2 on our lum­
ber. We support It because we believe It 
Is In the best Interests of the Dominion. 
The anti-American lumber policy which Mr. 
Hardy was forced to adopt Is now bringing 
forth good results. A contract has Just 
been made by Messrs. Fisher A Turner of 
Bay City, Mich., with James Playfair and 
Chew Bros, of Midland for cutting 20,000,- 
000 feet of logs Into lumber. Under the old 
regime all these logs would have been towed 
to Bay City and there manufactured Into 
lumber. Other American lumbermen arc 
making similar contracts with other Cana­
dian sawmills. The tariff issue Is not dead. 
It only sleeps.

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Needs An ImportCanada’s Trade
Daty on American Lumber to 

Keep Up the Pace.

IWhen the Georgian Bay lumbermen wait­
ed on Sir Wilfrid Laorler and his colleagues 
on Saturday last they bad a good care. 
Among the statements laid before the Gov­
ernment was one by ex-Aid. James Scott, 
Vice-President of the Georgian Bay Lumber 
Company. Mr. Scott's statement was as 
follows;

In asking the Government to consider the 
request of the Lumbermen's Association for 
the Imposition of an Import duty on lum­
ber, I do not base the argument on the 
usual economic theory of protection, for I 
know full well that the Government favors 
a policy, not of protection, but rather one 
of free trade, and that, for practical rea­
sons generally understood, the tariff at pre­
sent In force in Canada Is allowed to retain 
many features which are purely In the 
nature of protection, and It is because of 
this fact that the Interests of many of the 
Canadian Industries are fostered under the 
tariff I feel the greater liberty In urging 
the Government to a favorable view of the 
request of the association, and thus to pre­
vent Injury to another and most important 
Industry of our country.

A Great Industry.
The lumber Industry Is admitted to be, 

next to agriculture, the most hnportnnt In 
Canada, whether viewed from the army of 
men employed, and the consequent advan­
tage accruing therefrom, or from the value 
of the output of the mills and the addition 
to the country's wealth by the preparation 
of raw material for the consumer's use, or 
even from the value to the country of the 
manufactured article exported. The extent 
of the Investments in timber and plant, and 
the money spent In the active operations 
from the standing tree to the consumer's 
premises, or to the rail of the exporting 
vessel, are so great, and the ramifications 
of their Influence, direct and Indirect, on 
business generally, so numerous and so In­
tense that the prosperity of the lumber 
trade Is to a great extent the measure of 
the country's prosperity.

Lumber the Barometer.
When the lumber trade Is prosperous 

perlence and observation snow that the 
country is also prosperous, and vice versa.

In Demerara, which has been suffering

full development la near at hand.

Trinidad la Very Prosperous.
Trinidad Is very prosperous, and Mr. 

Chapman In speaking of Port of Spain, tne 
capital, said : "1 found here a very strong 
feeling In favor of closer trade relations 
with Canada, and many leading merchants 
expressed the desire to have a branch of 
one of our Canadian banks established 
amongst them, as they say that their bank­
ing facilities are not at all sufficient for the 
volume of trade carried on.”

The Political Situation.
He also makes an Important declaration 

as to the political situation In the British 
West Indies. "1 must say," he began, 
"that the reports given in the New York 
papers as regards discontent, political 
troubles and prospects of a revolution In 
the British West Indies, are all made oat 
of whole cloth, 
these Islands have been suffering for years 
the manifest Injustice of continental beet 
sugar producers bringing their sugar to 
England, aided by a bounty from the 
country of production of £3 per ton. This, 
of course, makes it unprofitable for tbe 
West India planters to hold ont, although 
economists agree that tbe difference to the 
British consumer Is hardly a farthing per 
pound.
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MICHIGAN AND BEET SUGAR.
A large number of new beet sugar fac­

tories will be built in the United States 
this year. A circumstance that Is of spe­
cial significance to Ontario Is the fact that 
eight of them will be located In Michigan. 
There Is already one factory In operation In 
that state. I ta success has apparently been 
so pronounced as to Justify the farmers go­
ing into the business In a wholesale way. 
We append a list of the new factories which 
it is expected will be in operation in Michi­
gan this fall:

That Is a matter entirely within the right 
of the Government of the United States, 
and is taken solely in the Interests of their 
lumberman, to reserve to him the markets 
of his country.

Reciprocity on reasonable terms Is fair, 
and Is all the Canadian asks, even If H 
be a reciprocity of tariffs as tending to 
equalise conditions. If reciprocity without 
tariffs can be had, well and good, the Can­
adian agrees to that. But if not, then f 
submit that he should not be subjected ;o 
It he tremendous disadvantage of being prac­
tically shut oat ol the American's borne 
market, and at tbe same time compelled to 1 
■barb his market with his competitor.

THE FINNS AT HOME.
A long article In Sunday's New York Tri­

bune is devoted to Finland and Its people. 
If we are to believe all that Is said about 
the Finns In this article they will certainly 
make a very desirable class of settlers for 
this country. In Finland, we are told, pan- 
lie opinion Is an jrreslstlble force, and ' it 
Is wholly enlisted on the side of morality 
and justice. The population has been 
spoken of as one Immense family of 2,500,- 
000, all the members of which, when once 
they have attained a certain standard of 
public usefulness, are more or less known 
to one another, and each one feels that In 
all the turning points of life the eyes of all 
his countrymen are fixed upon him, and a 
disgraceful act Is remembered for genera­
tions. A good name and fame, therefore, 
are a concrete reality In Finland, where 
without it a man Is disqualified from open­
ing" a place of business, from occupying a 
post of trust In the office of any large 
firm and from serving the State In any ca­
pacity.

They are grave, serions people, who un­
derstand a Joke even less than the Scotch, 
and chaff to them Is absolutely unintellig­
ible. Life Is a serions matter with them. 
They sing continually, but all their music 
Is sad and their dances have nothing relink­
ing or boisterous In them. Tbe men and 
women enjoy great freedom ; they are edu­
cated In the same schools, and are brought 
np to Ignore sex; the chaperon Is unknown, 
and still at social gatherings there Is an 
unexpected restraint. There Is no such 
thing as being “bested” by tbe Finns. 
They sell yon merchandise for what It Is. 
and If a competing merchant has a better 
article and you Insist on having It, the 
merchant will not try to puff his wares,

Be­
cause of these conditions, aud with ex*, 
trcmelv low lake freights from the .far 
west, lower than rail rates from the Geor­
gian Bay. American lumber has been deliv­
ered as far east as Toronto at prices with 
which the Canadian could uot compete with­
out serious loss, and in the cities and towgs 
of the western peninsula of Ontario the 
same was done.

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CANADA AND THE GREAT EXHI­
BITION.

The Dominion of Canada Is not unknown 
In Europe. The German Emperor has con­
descended to notice ns for our freshness In 
demanding the abrogation of the German 
treaty. The Czar has learned of Canada ns 
having the greatest railway system In the 
world, hi» own perhaps excepted, and as 
having afforded an asylum for the Douk- 
hobors of the Caucasus. France knows 11s 
well, and we have quite an acquaintanceship 
with the countries of Southern Europe. We 
arc known more or lesa extensively In 
China, Japan and other countries of the far 
East. All the world will be represented at 
tbe Paris Exhibition next year, and Inhabi­
tants from all parts of the globe will wend 
their way thither. It Is all-lmportnnt, 
therefore, that the Dominion should make 
n display worthy of her present position 
and her future greatness. Canada has some­
what of a reputation In the world. She 
ought to use the Paris Exhibition as a 
means of extending It. Tbe Paris Exhibi­
tion ought to prove the greatest Immigra­
tion advertisement that Canada has ever 
had. The amount of • space available for 
Canada is very small, being a little short 
of an acre, viz., 27,10-) square feet, In the 
British Colonial Building, and 12,000 In the 
British Building. The exhibit will be un­
der the control of the Dominion Govern­
ment, a commission having been appointed 
for this purpose. A pamphlet concerning 
the exhibition has been issued by the Gov­
ernment, and all who desire to be repre­
sented In the Canadian exhibit ought to get 
a copy of the pamphlet. The Government, 
we are told, proposes to arrange for some 
exhibit In certain classes, but even In those 
must very largely depend on the various 
local organizations and on private Indi­
viduals to supply specimens—for Instance, 
In mineral, agricultural, fishery or forestry 
exhibits—which will ensure a fair represen­
tation of all parts of the country. In the 
classes of manufactured articles the chief 
dependence must be place upon the enter­
prise of private companies and Individuals. 
The Government undertakes, at the public 
expense, the transportation of all exhibits 
from certain seaports of the Dominion to 
Paris, and to look after the exhibits at the 
fair. The Government caa afford to go to 
considerable trouble and expense In milking 
onr exhibit worthy of the occasion and of 
tbe opportunity.

Condition» Have Changed.
To-day the trade In lumber between Can­

ada and the United States stands on a dif­
ferent footing from that on which It stood 
In years gone by. As far back as 1870 a 
stiff Import duty was imposed by the 
United States, but the very favorable con- 

-dltions then prevailing here enabled the 
Canadian producer to compete with th« 
American producer In his own home 
market. Those condition* however, do 

exist, nor have they ex 
1 for a good many years. 

At present the cost of production is quite as 
high as, If not higher than In the United 
States. But the American producer has 
many advantage» over the Canadian. He 
has the advantage of being able to utilize 
nearly every part of tbe log at his mill 
door, and of being able to find at home In 
a. free market ready sale for all the pro­
duct*. Including what 1» to the Canadian 
an expensive waste. But the Canadian has 
to construct expensive plant for the de­
struction of such waste, and to Incur con­
siderable expense in running that plant— 
thus losing doubly as compared with the 
American. These facts are not seriously 
denied, or If denied, only by those who are 
Ignorant of them, or have a special inter­
est to be served by the contrary conten­
tion. Seeing that the Government 
through the Canadian Commission, h 
details concerning the relative costs of’lum­
ber, it Is not necessary to deal further with 
that point.

tariff. As an evidence of good faith of the 
members of the association I11 favor of reci­
procity in forest products, 1 beg to suggest 
that In carrying out their wishes In this 
matter power should be taken to remove M 
the duties by order In council. This will 
enable the Government to deal promptly 
with any movement which may he made be­
tween the two countries looking to fall* 
arrangements than now exist, or to modify 
or to remove entirely such restrictions as 
may be found to exist and desirable to deal 
with.

Along the western border as 
far as the Pacific Coast the keenness of 
competition Is felt from more favorable 
conditions which prevail on the American 
side, even If there were not a two-Uollar 
duty against the Canadian.

The Dominion Gov­
ernment has already granted $6000 a mile 
for about 80 miles of road, aud the Ontario 
Government has recently granted a bonus 
of $4000 a mile for the same portion, and 
about $1000 a mile for about 200 additional 
miles. Now the Dominion Government will 
at an early date be respectfully requested 
to pat up $6000 a mile for the portion of 
the road that It has not yet subsidized. 
What Is granted and what Is asked would 
total np to over $2,000,000 of public money.

Mr. James Conmee, the corpulent and 
smiling Provincial member from West Al- 
goma, chattering with The World at the 
itossln House last night, said he was going 
down to Ottawa to-day or to-morrow In 
the Interest of New Ontario.

Talking about the Ontario and Rainy 
River Railway, he pointed ont that there 
were great difficulties to be undertaken In 
Its construction, and consequently great ex­
pense. For about three miles the road had 
to be built across water. The C.P.R. bad 
surveyed the country through which the 
new road Is being built, but had abandoned 
that route owing to difficulties they had en­
countered. The Government at Ottawa has 
already been acquainted with the desire of 
the company for another million or so, but 
has not been waited upon In a formal way. 
A deputation will present the company's 
views very shortly.

As tutors, governesses, trav­
eling companions, good salaries are paid, es­
pecially among Americans; they range from 
$30 to $75 per month and expenses.

Commission house bsulness fell off consid­
erably, but there was evidence of an effort 
to stimulate interest In the market In some 
specialties again, now that Friday's de­
cline bad wiped ont weak holdings, 
large accounts were closed out to-day, caus­
ing the early decline. One block of 15,000 
shares of Brooklyn Transit was sold just 
after the opening. The Vanderbilt shares, 
which all advanced smartly, retained part 
of their rise. Gossip about subscription 
privilege advanced Great Northern pre­
ferred. Consolidated Gas broke 8 points, 
presumably because of the published Inter­
views with a prominent politician favoring 
municipal ownership of that Industry. The 
selling of the Grangers In the afternoon 
was due to apprehension as to the possible 
character of the Government crop state­
ment to be made known this afternoon. The 
market closed steady.

Another Instalment of the Chicago and 
Alton purchase money Is due this week, 
and there are several other Industrial 
undertakings which will require financing. 
1 he calling In of funds preparatory to 
these operations has been one of the main 
factors contributing to the pressure In the 
money market. Until these are ont of 
the way we may expect a more or less 
unsettled condition. But the best authori­
ties still look forward to a gradual relaxa­
tion under the Itifluences which normally 
at this period are working for the recup­
eration of local bank reserves.

Says The New York Commercial-Adver­
tiser: "The market as a whole has un­
questionably benefited by the collapse of 
the recent campaign for the rise. As In 
the case of February, the edifice of small 
holdings In the bands of those who bad 
hoped to sell again at a profit crumbled 
as soon as the fictitious support afforded 
by the wealthy speculators was withdrawn. 
Prices on the Stock Exchange have adjust 
ed themselves In nearer accord with the 
actual demand,and the market la In a posi­
tion once more to reflect the conditions 
of the business and financial world out­
side.'*

McIntyre A Wardwell say: Indications 
are that money will be rather sensitive this 
week. In view of Alton payment and one 
or two other large financial operations. 
This makes It unlikely that bull movement 
will revive In near future. Talk of Im­
portant Iron consolidation, larger than 
anything yet accomplished.
