MR. CHARLTON THROWS A BOMB
AMONG THE CABINET MINISTERS

With the Exception of Hon. Dr. Borden the Leaders of the
Liberal Party Left the House When the Member
‘ For North Norfolk Arose.

Ortawa, March 20.—(8pecial.)~John Chari.
ton broke loose from Sir Wilfrid Laurler's
professed policy and virtually from the Lib-
eral party this afternoon. He applied the
ncte of his recent Boston speech with
strong emphasis to the Canadian lumber in-
durtry, and reiterated Mr. Maclean's prio-
ciple of tariff for tariff as the best and
most self-respecting method of dealing with
the United States. The Government knew
what was coming and every Cabinet Minis-
ter, with the exception of Hon, Dr. Borden,
left the House before Mr, Charlion rose.
Wken Mr. Edwards was put up to reply to
him Sir Wilfrid Laurier and Mr. Paterson
came back with the latter to receive a fierce
but unintentional lunge from the member
for Russell, when he denounced the bigot
begotten free traders who are protectlonists
of théir own interests. The debate was the
most interesting of its kind that has been
heard during the present session.
Duties on Lumber.

Mr. Bennett moved “That in the opinion
of this House duties shou'ld be levied upon
lumber imported into Canada, correspond-
Ing with those now existing upon lumber
entering the United States.” After Mr.
Fielding’s announcement that no changes
would be made in the tariff Mr. Bennett
seid he sapposed his remarks would be in-
effective, but it was a duty he owed to his
constituents to press the matter upon the
attention of the House. Canada took the
last year $887,274 worth of oak, $398,211 of
pine, $199,000 worth of creosoted
timber, besides a comsiderable quantity of
staves from the United States. In view of
the heavy duty levied upon Canadian lum-
ber by the United States and the abundance
of wood in Canada, this importation should
be taxed.

Davis a Free Trader.

Mr. T. O. Davis opposed the resolution as
a free trader. Cheap lumber, he said, was
one of the attractions to immigrants offered
by Manitoba and the Northwest.

Col. Prior supported the motion in the in-
terest of the lnmbermen of British Colum-
bis. The reason Chinese and Japanese are
employed in the milis of British Columbia
is that thra want of protection the lum-
bermen make small profit and have to get
cheap labor. He believed it had been the
intentlon of the Government up to a few
days of the delivery of the Budget Speech
to place a duty on lumber, but for some
reason they had changed fheir minds and
left the Tumbermen ont in.the eold.

Tariff for Tariff.
Mr. Charlton rose, He declared himself

in favor of an import duty on lumber at
least to the extent of the American dufy.
He pointed to the results of the Omtario
policy, which had established a number
of sawmills on the north shore of Lake
Huron. These manufacturers naturally felt
that having brought their industry Inte
Canada they were entitled to some con
sideration. Their competitors on the Am-
erican side sent manufactured lumber free
into Canada. Tho the Canadian mills did
not fear the competition in high grade lum-
ber, there was a plethora of low grade lum-
ber in the United States and this was
dumped ~Into Canada to the serious dam-
age of the lumber industry.

Be Self-Respecting.

Mr. Charlton, continuing, said: “In our
dealings with the United States, what we
want to do is to try to secure their respect.
We can never secure their respect without
showing proper care of our own. [Ap-
ptause.] We should take care of our in-
terests on the same lines that they take
care of their interests. [Applause.] If we
take care of this industry: as they take
care of it on their side, we will secure the
respect of the Americans, and secure also
the operation of an influence on future ne-
gotiations, which wiil be of an important
character. In addition we will be doing an
act of justice to our own people. [Ap-
plause.] We should make it clear to the
American people that Canada at last intends
to stand on its own rights and protect its
own industries.

Theory ve. Praectice.

The theory of free trade is all right.
Its application, in many Instances, works
most injuriously to the interests of Can-
ada. [Renewed applanse.] As a matter
of sentiment alome, I belleve in meeting
the Americans with this duty. If for no
other reacon, I would belléve in it; but I
have offered strong reasons aside from the
gsentimental reason. 1 say, #f we adopt
this duty, we will eonfer a benefit upon
an important Canadian imnterest; that it
will produce a salutary influence upon
future negotiations. We will do what
must have the approbation of nineteen-
twentieths of the people of this Dominfon.
I say, if the Government do this, it would
redound to their credit for all future days.
[Loud Conservative cheers.]

Fiercely Free Trade.

W. C. Edwards was diametrically op-
posed to the views expressed by Mr. Charl-
ton, who, he believed, wasg a free trader
in all things, except where the lumber in-
dustry, in which he was Interested, was
concerned. Raising his good right hand
on high, Mr. Edwards declared: ‘‘Protec-
tion is the curse of the lmmberman; protec-
tlon is the curse of the agriculturist, the
miner and the fishermany it is the curse
of the man who is engaged in producing
the natural resources and.wealth of Can-

Newfoundland Coast Folk Rifle the
$50,000 Cargo of the Wrecked
Aquitaine,

WRECKERS ASSAULTED THE CREW.

Little Hope of Saving Any of the
valuable Wines—French In-
habitants Wrathy.

§t. John’s, Nfid,, March 20.—Fifty thou-
sand dollars’ worth of first-class French
wines and liguors, together with a large
cargo of miscellaneous goods, are being
looted from the French harque, Aquitaine,
which went ashore near the Burgeo Islands,
on Friday last, bound from Bayonne to St.
Pierre, Miquelon.

The Aquitaine was one of the first large
French fishing vessels coming out for the
fishermen on the Grand Banks. She over-
ran her distance and plumped into the coast
at Cape La Hune. Her crew left her In
terror the moment she struck, and the coast
fclk took charge of the ship and began re-
meving from her everything worth taking.

When the crew returned and interfered
the wreckers assaulted them. Then the
crew took the lifeboats and rowed along the
coast to a placa where the nearest magis-
trate resided. The magistrate wired the
authorities in St. John’s, whence a schoon-
er, boarded by coast guards, police and eivil
auvthorities, is hurrying towards the scene,

There is little hope of saving the cargo,
however. The wreckers have things prac-
tically in their own hands, and will probab-
ly have stripped the ship and gecreted the
eutire cargo along the coast before the New-
foundland officials.reach the barque.

On board the Aquitaine were 300 casks of
wine, 100 casks of assorted liquors and 1000

The customs depart-
ment has sent a tug with officials to the
scene.,

The crew insist that the vessel could be
refloated, and, therefore, the tug will at-
tempt to effect this. The French inhabi-
tants in St. Pierre are very much wrought
up over the affuir, especlally over the ai-
leged ill-treatment of the crew, and they
will demand that the matter be fully inves-
tigated. The colonial government will pro-
bably send a revenue cruiser to search the
coast and restore all of the cargo that can
be traced.

STEEL SHIPBUILDING IN CANADA
ABOUT TO BECOME A REALITY

Provisional Directors Met in Montreal Yesterday to Prepare to

Float Their Company, With

a Capital of $3.000,000—

Canada Will Be Given Preference.

Montreal, March 20,—(Special.)—The first
meeting of the Provisional Directors of the
Steel Shipbuilding Co. of the Lower Pro-
vince took place here to-day, Amongst
those present from St. Johp were: J H
Thomson of the well-known shipbuilding
firm, George MacAvity and Harvey Hard-
ing. The capital of the company will
be $3,000,000, and it promises to be a suc-
c¢ess. During an Anterview Mr. Thomson
said:

“During the last five years we have put
afloat nine steamers of the Battle Line,
and the next twelve monthts -will sec five
more built. Each of these steamers repre-

sents a capital of $200,000, or very nearly
$3,000,000 in all, and 95 per ¢ent. of this
bas been Canadian money."

KRITZINGER'S INVADERS BEATEN

Johannesburg Mines Partially Put
in Operation, and More to
Follow.

Cape Town, March 20.—J. P. Minaber, 8§,
Minaber and J. A, Neuwoudt were shot at
De Aar yesterday evening for treason and
murder, in pursuance of the sentence of a
court-martial, The death sentence was
passed a“week ago in conmcetion with the
wrecking of a train near 'Tasshosch, by
which five men were killed, Gen. Kitch-
ener confirmed the verdict. The garrison
was paraded and the -prisoners were led
out at-sunset. - Death was insfantaneous,
A Dutch minister amd relatives remained
with the prisoners till the end. Two oth-
ers concerned in the trafin wrecking were
sentenced to terms of five years' penal ser-
vitude.

Campbell’'s Column Had Fighting.
Durban, March 20,—Owing to.the Klip
River being flooded, Gen. Campbell's col-
umn has been unable to returp to Stand-
erton, from which point it went to bring
away the garrison at Vrede, which the
British evacuated, The column had heavy
fighting going to and coming from Vrede,
Gen. Campbell has about two hundred sick

and wounded. There are many bands of
roving Boers in the meighborhood of Stand-
erton.

Dual Language to be Adopted.

London, March 21.—The Cape Town cor-
respondent of The Daily Mail says he
learns on good authority that the British
Government will almost certainly adopt
the dual language system in the mew col-
onles, a decision which, he adds, will
cause disappointment in Cape Town.

Pessimistic and Puasillanimons.

London, March 20.—The Westminster Ga-
zette this  afternoon makes pessimistie
comment on Gen, Botha’s refusal to accept
the peace terms offered by Lord Kitchener,
and conmects this refusal with the situa-
tion in China. The Gazette says the
powers are at sixes and sevens in the Far
Bast, and that any day may see the com-
mencement of a struggle from which the
Boers may recover their own. The failure
of these peace negotiations means that the
military position im South Africa is not
yet decisive, it adds.

Kritzinger's Force Defeated.

Cape Town, March 20—A despatch from
Cradock, Cape Colony, xays Col. Corringe's
force engaged Kritzinge¥s force of Boers
March 15. The latter lost nine men Kkill-
ed and had seven men wonnded.

CONTAGIOUS GENEROSITY.

Mr, Carnegle's generosity s commend-
able, not only in itself, but because it has
aroused the benevolent Instincts of mauy
other people. His offer to bulld sixty-five
public lbraries in New York City had
an immediate effect in bringing forward
at least dieven eftizens who annoumce
thelr willingness to give land to the city,
ol which eleven of the libraries can be
bullt. According to The Brookiyn Eagle,
there need be mo surprise if the city found
it unnecessary to buy a single site. “There
are sixty-five generous men in this city,”
says The Eagle, ‘‘ready to assist in popu-
lar education in this way, and there !s
bound to be a rivalry for the privilege of
co-operating with Mr, Carnegle in the work
of carrying books to places easily accessi-
ble to the people,” If Toronto is not to par-
ticipate directly in Mr.Carnegle’s generosity,
there Is no reason why its wealthy citizeus
should not profit by the noble example he
has set, There are scores of people in
Teromto who could give away from one
hundred thousand to half a million dollars
without missing it. There is nothing this
city seems to lack so much as the spirit
of philanthropy among its wealthy resi-
dents, Millionaires are coming to the front
very rapidly in Toromto at the present
time, The lack of generosity om the part
of our people cannot be excused on the
ground that they have no money to give
away, The trouble lies in our want of
education along this pamticular lime, It is
to be hoped the example set by Mr. Car-
negie will exert an Influence among the
wealthy people of this city, There Is,
probabiy, ten dollars given to charitable
and  philanthropic institutions by the
people of Montreal to every one dollar

PROSPECTS OF DEVELOPMENT.

The smelting prospects that would be
opened up by the proposed railway con-
nection between the Crow’s Nest Pass coal
fields and the Great Northern system seem
very troublesome to the opponents of that
railway project. It is urged as am excuse
for obstruction that smelting enterprises
can succeed on the Canadian side under a
policy of isolition, and that the propesed
raliway connection would not Improve Ca-
nadian smelting prospects. If this were
true, if smelting could succeed under a
policy of rallway monopoly and isolation,
if smelting prospects would not be im-
proved by the proposed railway link, it
would not justify Parllament in refusing
a charter. But as this Is the only argu-
ment advanced in opposition- it may be
worth while to show how fallacious it is.
It is admitted that dry ores bearing silver
require, as a blend, the lead or wet ores
such as are found in abundance thruout the
eountry adjacent to the Crow’s Nest Pass
coal fields, but the advocates of isolation
urge that there Is a well-defined belt of
dry ore on the Canadlan side that will
be developed as soon as the demand arises,
This is true, and it is a fortunate circum-
stance for the Kootenay country, but the
dry ores so far developed are not of the
high grade necessary to make a profitable
blend with the Camadian lead ores, A
smelting expert must consider financial as
well as chemical results.

The richer his blends the lower is his
proportionate outlay for the subsequent
process of refining or separating the pre-
clous metals from the lead. The limit of
richness in his blends is fixed by the ore
avallable, and by the mecessity of making
a mixture that will melt without wasting
fuel, Another difficulty :lugrr-znrd to
blending Canadlam wet and dry ores is that
the latter frequently contain copper, which
makes an undesirable mixture with silver-
lead ores. The fact that many Canadian
dry ores are low-grade and contain copper
is not said in disparagement of them. It
merely shows that they are mot the ores
required for g profitable blend with the
lead ores of the Kootenay country, They
will be required by smelting experts and
will find markets where their spvch;l in-
gredients happen to be in demand. Cana-
dian ores mow find a market not only at
various points in the United States bnut as
far south as Peru. (Markets- must be as
varied as the chemical composition of the
ores from different mines. Ore from one
mine may find a market close at hand,
whereas from another mine adjacent it
may have to be transported to another
continent. This shows the absolute need
of freedom in transportation and commerce
for the adequate development of mining
and smelting, The dry ores required to
make a profitable blend with the wet ores
from the North Star and $t, Eugene mines
are scattered abundantly thru the adjacent
States close to the Canadiap boundary.

Our policy
shonld be to give the greatest possible free-
dom In transportation that the greatest
possible output of ore may be made avail-
able, When that policy opens the pro-
spects of a smelting enterprise, as at Fer-
nie, we must regard it as a plece of addi-
tional good fortune.

TAX REFORM.

The State of Colorado some time ago ap-
pointed a  commission <o investigate the
tax laws of New Zealand and New South
Wales.

the Legislature and the majority of the
vote of the people, An amend-
ment to this effect was passed by
the Senate by a vote of 26 to 6, and by
the House by a vote of 50 to 11. With
this substantial majority, it is pretty cer-
tain to receive the support of the popular
vote, which will give local option to amy
of the municipaltties in that State to abol-
ish taxation on improvements.

LABOR MEN SEE PREMIER ROSS

And Ask Him to Consider. Various
Suggestions Relating to the
Factory Act.

A deputation from the Trades Congress
of Canada and the local Trades and La-
bor Council waited upon Premier Ress last
night, with the request that the. Goyern-
ment consider several resoiutions that have
been passed by the former organization.
1he deputation was composed of Charles
Mardh, William Henderson and 3. Ober-
meyer, representing .the Trades Congiess
of ' Canada, and Johm Gardmer, Charles
Wheat and R. H. Cox, répfesenting the
}‘mdes and Labor Council.

The first matter brougiit before the Pre-
mier's attention was g resouition to the
€ffect, that. it be heveafter provided that
children working in factories ghall presest
ast school
teacher. A great d2a. of difficulty, it was
stated, had been experiencel by the fact
that children were working in factories
who were under age, and when the fac-
tory inspector had invesilgared cases that
were brought (o h's attention he had found
that, while the children looked to be un-
der age, their certificates wer:
signed by the parents, anl, ns a result,
nothing could be proved. The Govern-
ment was asked to enact legislation that
would prevent ¢his, by making it neces-
sary that the child’s last school teacher
should sign the certificate,

The second resolution was that the Gov-
ernment make a provision in the Kactory
Act whereby young girls and women wil
not be prevented from enjoying the regu-
lar statutory holidays. Te secure this,it is
asked that it be made a criminal offence
to retain any portion ¢f the employes’ pay
for such holidays takea.

The third resoluti:a was that the Gov-
ernment consider the advisability of
amending the Factory Act so that it will
be provided that all factorles, before com-
mencing Dusiness, shail first receive a per-
mit setting forth that ¢he At 15 being
adhered to, and a1so> that Inspectors be
appointed.

In addition to fire ¢scapvs c¢n tacteries,
the deputation aa%ked- that they also be
placed on school buildings.

The Shops’ Regulation Act,the deputation
sald, was practically ignored, and in large
stores employes were compelled to be on
their feet al' day, when the law sald stools
should be provided. They asked that the
law be more strictly enforced.

Another matter the deputation brought
np was the Act which provided that six
hands shall constitute a factory.”

Over 300 members of the Liberal-Conserva-
tive Association of the Province of Ontario
atiended the meeting of the assoclation,
which was held in Victoria Hall, BEast
Quecn-street, yesterday morning.

The Premier and Attorney-General
Begged for a Year to Feel the
Public Pulse.

SECOND DIVISION OF THE SESSION.

County OCouncils’ Act Gets a Re-
prieve for Twelve Monihs on &
Straight Party Vote.

The second division of the session took
place at the Legislature yesterday after
am animated debate upon Mr, Tucker's bill
to repeal the present County Councils Act.
The bill was opposed by the Governmeut,
who asked for a year's time to investi-
gate, The second reading was lost by an
adverse majority of tem.

Mr. Tucker’s bill proposed that the coun-
cil of every county shall consist of the
reeves ot"all villages amd townships with-
in the county and the mayors of all towns

not separated from the county for muni-
c¢ipal purposes.

Hon, K. J. Davis opposed the bill going
to committee. The Government would leg-
fslate on the matter next session.

Mr. Kidd vigorously advocated the send-
ing of the bil to committee, He de-
clared that there would be ‘‘war almost
in this Province if the present County
Councils Act Is not repealed.” It had intro-
duced party politics into municipal elec-
tions, The ‘“‘great Liberal organizer in the
East” had advised party polities in muni-
cipal affairs, The advice had been taken
in his riding, and all the Liberals were
left at home. |[Laughter.] He comsidered
Mr, Tucker’'s bill only needed a little im-
provement to make it a satisfactory bill.

Mr. Russell said the present act only
wanted time for a fair trial

Dr, Barr said there was no more umpop-
ular act tham the present County Councils
Act, which, on a non-partisan vote,
would be voted down by a two-thirds ma-
Jority.

Mr. W. R. Dempsey joined In condemn-
ing the present law.

On Principle He Opposed.

Hom. Mr. Dryden opposed the pirinciple
ccntained In the second clause of Mr.
Tucker's bill, of allowing members of the
county councils to vote in accordance with
the number of their constituents, om the
basis of one vote for each 500 inhabitants.
He favored a further reduction of the
size of county councils,

Hon. J. M. Gibson said he opposed any
radical chamge in the County Councilg Act
until after the county and township coun-
cils thruout the Province had been con-
sulted, This would be ascertained during
the coming year. The present act had
eliminated the scandal of sixty or seventy
conuty councillors meeting for a week to
discuss some comparatively unimportant
matter, A third of that number now do the
busginess, He edmitted that, under the
present act, the materdal available for
county council was mot as good as form-
erly, but he objected to hasty, radical
changes,

' Mr. Tucker, in reply to the Ministers,
said that the present act was never asked
for by the people.
