In
the light of what occurred at the Mon-
day night mass meeting at the Star
Theatre, this can scarcely be disputed.
He is a man who has risen from the
ranks to his present position. For years
he was a street car
knows what it is to ccllect fares anc
operate cars. His native ability as a
peacemaker is apparent to the cursory
observer. In speech, manner and gen-
eral appearances Daniel Dilworth is the
antithesin of the labor agitator. His
chief characteristic is deliberatism, tho
perfectly slert to every phase of a sit-
uation he may be discussing. Tall,
angular to a degree of awkwardness,
and of quiet demeanor, this man from
the ranks of labor rose to the occasion
Monday night, and in the face of prac-
tically unanimous opposition, in a brief
speech to the street railway employes
in the mass meeting completely chang-
ed the sentiment from one of immed-
fate decision in favor of a strike to a
disposition to await further efforts in
favor of a compromise. That he ac-
complished so much for peace and de-
lay is a striking tribute to his genius
and training in this line of work.
Made a Fair Proposition.

Discussing the subject, Mr. Dilworth
said: *“I recognized in & moment that
the committee from the Board of Trade
had made a fair proposition, and one
which, if followed to its natural se-
quence, would probably result in a
peaceful settlement of the trouble. In
any event, I knew that the brief -delay
would not injure the cause of the work-
men, and would, on the contrary,
strengthen our position. At the same
time I could easily see that the men
were in no temper to delay action. They
desired a settlement without a strike,
but they apparently felt that the com-}
pany had purposely delayed action un-}
til the eleventh hour to test the real
strength of the union, and they were
not disposed to take a chance that
would by delay permit the company to
secure men to put in their places. The
public must understand that this body
of men had been wrought up to a high
degree of resentment by reason of heing
forced by the company for weeks to
train men themselves on their cars to
take the places they were preparing to
vacate. This was very hard. The men
can hardly be blamed for having be-
come impatient. To offset this feeling
was my business, for it is the policy of
the International orgamization never to
strike so long as there is a reasonable
hope of securing what is desired by
other means.

Only as a Last Resort,

“It did not appear to me to be the
time for a strike, after the committee
from the Board of Trade had talked.
I told Organizer James McDonald that
we had a hard proposition on our hands
to prevent a strike being declared, but
I told the men very plainly that the In-
ternational organization would not en-
dorse a strike called, except as a last
resort. The men were still determined
to strike, and it looked for a minute as
if it would go to a vote. Had a vote
been taken, it would have been all off.
I was ably assisted in this work of
stemming the tide by Mr. McDonald. He
made a really powerful speech in sbe-
half of further time for a conference.
He has great influence with the men.
He has worked altogether about 14
vears for this company, and I hope
they may understand just how much
weight he cast on this occasion to pre-
vent a strike.

Can Avoid a Strike,

“I really believe now that we can
avoid a strike. However, the company
officials ought to understand that the
men are in no mood to permit much
delay. Why, the men wanted some pro-
vision arranged at the Tuesday morn-
ing mass meeting by which they could
strike during the day without a mom-
ent’'s notice, provided they were asked
to train any more men for the company.
This shows just how intense the feel-
ing is. I hope this statement will be
accepted in the proper spirit by the
company officials, and they will do
what they can to rush this conference
thru if they desire to avoid a strike.

Something Personal.

“Now as to our being satisfied with
out specific recognition of the union.

that the accused had no fare box, but
in his pockets he had, besides a fair
amount of money, a “digger,” 'two d¢-
tached tickets and two five-cent pieces.
Howland, after being cautioned, in
answer to a question declared that
he found the digger. P. C. Crowe then
asked him “what do you use that for?”
and he said, “I guess that is what I
am here for.”

T. C. Robinette, K.C., acting for
Howland, objected that Howland’s
statement could Not be used, as he nad‘
not been cautioned immediately betore

making the statement, and that P. C.
Crowe had no right to ask the ques-
tion. The Magistrate was inclined to
| attach weight to the objection, but ad-
mitted the evidence, subjezt to the ob-
jection., P. C. Crowe found in How-
land’s room 12 detached red tickets,
| two blues and two whites, the blues
ibelng in an envelope.

John Butler Caulfield, the Pinkerton
detective,explained that he knew HoWw-
land pretty well, and went to the To-
ronto Opera House with him on May
17. On the way home Howland said
he had taken $3 from his fare box that
day, and during the 12 months of his
employment he had taken about $300.
He claimed to have money out at in-
| terest. .May 17, while going west on
' a King-street car, Caulfield saw How-

land take down his fare box and dig
| out 25 cente. Sooner or later Howland
told Caulfield that the company would
find out, and those who .were tamper-
ing with the boxes would be discherg-
ed. So the only thing to do was to
take as much as rossible while they
could. On May 29, Caulfield saw HOw-
land dig 30 cents. Which, he. told the
detective, made 65 cents for the day.
If he had a good day his takings
would amount to about $1.50. On May
19, at the Ocean House, Howland told
Caulfield of taking $2.530 the day be- |
fore and of giving 50 cents to a cer-
tain person.

M.C.H. MACHINISTS MAY STRIKE.

Demands Made on Rallway Have
Not Been Granted.

St. Catharines, June 17.—A strike may be
fnaugurated this week by the machinists
employed by the Michigan Central Rall-
way.

He shows that
on July 4, 1809, an agreement was entorod
lm.u between the Master Plumbers' Associ-
ation and the Journeymen Plumbers' and
Steamfitters’ Association, which went into
effect in August of that year. One of the
clauges of the agreement was to the effeet
that the minimun rate of wages should be
e

27%e an hour and the maximum rate 32
an hour. On Mareh 10, 1902, a letter was
recelved from the Journeymen Plumbers’
Association demanding that the wage
clanse should be changed to read that thé
minimem wages shall be 37% cents an hour.
The Master Plumbers claim that the men
violated the agreement by not giving three
menths' notice of their intention to ask for
an amendment of the agreement. ;
There are now only 15 earrvinge and wagon
workers on strike. They represent only
two shops.

The deputies have grown arro-
gant and insolent in many collieries,
and parade the grounds with ritles upon
their shoulders ready to open fire at the
first sign of disorder. Their evident de-
sire to begin trouble has irritated the
strikers and their friends in many sec
! tions to measures of reprisal.
| Huge photographic cameras and
heavy loads of flashlight powders are
to be installed as part of the defences
of Fort Susquehanna at Nanticoke.

Colliery No. 5, at Nanticoke, or Fort
Susquehanna, as it is called, has been
fortified and garrisoned by the opera-
tors in a manner truly military, and is
in charge of a young ex-lieutenant, who
served in the Cuban campaign, and who
is a graduate of Yale. He has provid-
ed for the protection of the colliery in
a manner to excite the admiration of
military authorities and now to the
barbed wire entanglements, moats and
stockades, with eighty armed men and
a thousand feet of heavy fire hose, he
has added a battery of cameras.

It is the intention .of Commander
Jones to have several professional
photographers in readiness at the coll-
jery to take a number of photographs
of any crowd that attempts to make
a.nrtattac'k of any sort upon the coal
fort.

The idea is not original with Lieut.
Jones, having been used frequently with
great success in Germany in securing
evidence against individuals composing
a mob or gathering of rioters.

Lieut. Jones is the first man to adopt
the idea in this country however, and
will endeavor to make a success of this
feature that will attract the attention
and possibly the commendation of
army authorities, especially those deal-
ing with such problems as the handling
of crowds of strikers.

As many group photographs as pos-
sible will be taken of every gathering,
and these will be enlarged so as to
bring out clearly every individual face
in the group. With this evidence as a
basis, arrests will be made by the
wholesale, and the photographs will be
used to secure convictions.
