Gatherving of, Ministers.

From all parts of the country and
the Continent, British cabinet Ministers
came to London this morning to attend
the cabinet meeting which was regar.!-
ed as marking the most important phase
in the recent political history of th>
United Kingdom/| The Times voiced
public sentiment in saying it was &
“great occasion,” more important even
than the historic meeting when Homa
Rule was uppermost, for the main is-
sue to-day is the ‘“‘unity of the em-
pire.” Not since the fateful day when
the cabinet framed an answer to Presi-
dent XKruger's ultimatum had such
crowds gathered around Downing-
street. From early morning lojterars
assembled there in the hope of catch-
ing a glimpse of the political leaders.
However, when it was announced that
the cabinet would not meet until 3
o'clock the spectators dwindled away.

Balfour amd Chamberlain,

Mr. Balfour, who arrived in London
from Scotland yesterday evening, went
to Downing-street early. There a num-
ber of Treasury officials were closeted
ali the meorning{with Mr. Balfour's
secretaries, going Aver the statistics on
which the cabinet is supposed to bhase
jts decision for or against free trade,
Mr, Chamberlain, who was the centrai
figure in to-day's proceedings, left Bir-
mingham, accompanied by his wife. A
large crowd bade them farewell at the
ruilroad station. On their arrival here
Mrs. Chamberlain went to their Lon-
don home, and Mr. Chamberlain pro-
ceeded to the Colonial Office.

Chamberlain Hooted,

Upon the arrival of Mr. Chamberlaia
at Downing-street, he was loudly hoot
ed, A crowd of laborers employed on
the new government buildings in cpurze
of erection nearby joined in thidq un-
usual demonstration against the \(ol-
onial Secretary. Mr. Chambrlain, who
was accompanied by Gerald Balfovr,
president of the Board of Trade, show-
ed his customary indiffersance to *his
reception. The police eventually were
obliged to form double lines from Mr,
Balfour's house to the Foreign Offle,
80 as tp enable the cabinet Ministers
to enter the latter place,

After Three Hours,

The cabinet meeting ended at 5.50
p.m. It transpired that the predicted
division in the cabinet over Mr. Cham-
berlain's fiscal proposals did not aetu-
ally occur, tho a partial re-organiza-
tion of the ministry is probhable. Mr.
Ritche expressed his unalterable oppo-
sition to any change in the fiscal <ys-
tem, and nothing is believed to have oc:
curred to modify the opinion held this
morning, that he will resign the Chan
cellorship of the Exchequer. 1In splts
of the South African War Commission’s

N WESTERN  MARITORA

Eight Inches Fell in Some Localities
and Mercury Dropped to
Twenty-Four.

Winnipeg, Sept. 14.—(Special.)—The
storm which swept over Western and
Northwestern Manitoba on Saturday

has been recorded in several years at
this season. Snow to the depth of 8
fzches fell in some localities, but it is
itnpossible to gain accurate informa-
tion owing to many of the wires being
down. In ths city nearly 2 inches of
rain fell,

Most of the grain has been harvest-
ed, and the damage, it is thought, will
Lot be great. The grain in stock will
‘lbe damaged by discoloration unless the
Wweather turns warin, when there is
danger of its sprouting.

In many parts of the province there
was eight degrees of frost. Standing
grain will be fro:ted, but the chief dam-
age will be from damp, muggy weath-
er. The storm was not so severe in
the Territories, tho it is impossible to
secure information from the far west
owing to the wires being down,

The storm was first reported in Mon-
tana on Thursday last. where consider-
able snow fell, doing great damgge to
crops, It spread to Dakotu, Minne-
suta, Nebraska and Wisconsin.

CANADIANS AMONG DEAD
HOME FROM PHILIPPINES

Bodies Arrived on Transport Kil=
patrick Which Arrived From
Manila Saturday.

New York, Sept. 14.—(Special.)—Unit-
ed States transport Kilpatrick, which
arrived Saturday from Manila witn
bodies of 302 American soldiers killed
either in battle or by disease in the
Philippine Islands, began unloading its
burden of dead to-day. A guard of
honor was on the pier. Coffins were
hoisted one by one from the vessel's
hold and the boxes were laid out in
a long line on the pier. On the end
of each box was a card sivln; name,
rank, company and regiment of the
soldier whose body it contained.

Two placards were also pasted on
each box, one of each read, “This box
containg remains of United States soi=
d}lor. Express charges for transporta=
tion of which from New York to des=
tination will be paid by United States
Quartermaster of New York City.”

Tihe second read: “For sanitary rea-
sons this case must not be opened.”
Among the dead were four Canadians,
whose bodies were shipped to respective
homes to-day. They were:

MVALRY OF THE BARERS
MREVENTS WS OF BEAD

.

Price of Wheat and the Increased
‘Standard of Wages Would
Be Excuse.

—————

Bread in Toronto would certainly be
10 cents a large loaf at the present
moment were it not for the keen rivalry
among the city bakers, This seemed
to be the consensus of opinion among
the bakers of Toronto when asked by
The World yesterday as to the chances
of bread going up.

In speaking of the increased price in
Hamilton from 10 to 12 cents per four=
pound loaf retail, Geo, Weston of the
Model Bakery admitted that the in=
creases in wages and materials used
were partly responsible, altho the fact
4 remained that the pretsent price of
flour was a sufficient’ reason in itself
for the advance in the price of bread.
He thought that if there were not such
keen rivalry among the bread makers

here, who were each afraid of the
other's gaining some advaniage, the
price would be up now in Toronto. Mr,

\Wieston said that according to” his
books he pald during the past two
weeks 25 cents a bushel more for wheat
than he did last year at the same time.
He also thought that the farmers,
knowing the millers were short of
wheat, would continue to hold even
aflter their present busy time was over,
expecting to get $1 for their wheat.

The present price of Ontario wheat is
80c, while Manitoba No. 1 hard is
90c laid down in Toronto, and as the-
darge millers had _ cleaned out thair
stocks in anticipation of lower pricés
for this year's wheat, they are now aul
arxious and ready buyers, and conge-
quently these prices will likely con=
tinue firm. :

Thinks Wheat Shortage Won't Last

“A well-known grain merchant at the
Board of Trade talked to The World
on the situation, but desired his namea
withheld- He said that the present
high price of wheat was, in his esti=
mation, due to a great extent to mani=
pulation, as the present state of the
trade did not warrant such prices. It
was true that the farmers in Manitoba,
as in Ontario, were holding for higher
prices, but he thought in a few weeks
when ‘their harvesting was over many
would take advantage of present high
prices and sell; thus the price would
naturally drop somewhat. He thought
also that there was plenty of whedt for
local use, and as far as export-trade
was concerned the foreign buyers had
not yet shown any desire to purchase
Manitoba wheat in the New York mar-
ket, and therefore the shortage in
foreign countrics would not account
for the present advanced prices,

There i8, however, considerable ghort=
age in the wheat yield of Europe, as
shown by the official returns. In Rus~
sia alone it is estimated that there
will be 461,000,000 bushels of wheat
less than last year, while in England,
Germany and France there is a con%:
siderably reduced crop. This feature,
it ig felt, will undoubtedly cause an ine=
crease in prices in the near future, prob-
ably after the farmers have marketed
some of this year's crop.

Itis Alleged That Their Claims Are
Calculated to “'Deceive and
Mislead:"

Complaints were received some time
ago by the Registrar of Loan Compan-
les for Ontario from British Columblia,
and later several others from local peo-
ple regarding the operation of a com-
pany doing business under the name of
the Dominion Co-operative Home Build-
ing Association, with branches in Van
couver, Montreal and Toronto,

In March last the company removed
their head office from British Colum
bia to Toronto in the Toronto Arcade,
and have been doing business there for
some time. These complaints led the
Registrar to set his macninery in oper-
ation, and when it was discovered Ltat
the company were breaking the law, in-
formation was laid thru a gov-
ernment detective, and yesterday
the case was aired in the Po-
lice Court, with the result that the
c¢cmpany was convicted by Magistrate
Denison on a charge of carrying on bus..
Less under a title calculited to “de~
ceive and mislead” the public. An-
other charge was algo preferred against
them—that of carrying on a loan and
sliare business without proper registri-
tion. It is sald other companies will
alto be moved against.

In registering the conviction, the mag-
etrate gaid:

“Here on your procpectus you have,”
Le said, “the words ‘Dominion Co-opar
ative Home Building As:ociation, reg-
isiered partnership, Officers—W, J.
Holden, president; G. R. Holden, first
vice-president; A. J. Lawrence, second
Vice-president; A. E. Fawceti secre-
tary; H. H. Jones, treasurer: general
manager, H. H. Jones; accountant, A.
F. Fawcett; supervisor, G. R. Holden;
organizer eastern division, A. J. T.aw-
rence.’ You admit there are now only
three of you in the company, taat you
have no capital, and that you have
only dn ordinary partnérship. Now
what {s the meaning of those h'gh-
sounding names and that organiza‘tion
it it is not to impress the people that
you are some big, strong institution, if
it is not to ‘deceive and mislead ‘I'a
people’ in contravention of this nct?"

Mr. Holden maintained this was not
his purpose, but the magistrate could
not see it that way.

How Publie Are Misled,

The prosecution, in endeavoring to
prove that the name and title was mis-
lrading and deceptive, produced a re-|
ce:pt given by the Dominion Co-opéra-
tive Home Building Association to the |
representatives of the old Dominion
Fuilding and Loan Association for
money received by the latter compary,
but intended fcr the former to show
that the public were being deceived by
the title of the new concern, even so
far as to send their money to the >lid
company bearing a name so similar,and
in this case a company whose name “was
very well-known all over the countrv
and, therefore, a good one to trade
uron. It was algo held that the pres-
ence of the words ‘‘co-operative assc
ciation” tended to deceive the public
into thinking that the ooncern was in-
corporated under the “Ontario Co-op:ra-
tive Assoclation Act,” which i3 the ouly
act under which such companies can
register in order to be recognized by
law,

According to the evidence the associu-
tion consisted merely of a partnership
of three individuals doing the business
of a loan company, with terminating
ehares, but according to their .pro-
spectus evading the law laid down to
govern such companies. Moreover,
since 1900, the statutes provide thnt
Lo terminating share company can be
irncorporated, or if such are incorporat=
ed, can be registerzd. i ol

In republishing some of the cam=
paign material of the preferential trad=~
ers in Great Britain, The World hopes
that it is doing useful work for its
readers. October will be a busy month
for the public men of Great Britain.
and a month of historic interest. Free
traders and protectionists must agree
that the revival of an issue which is
supposed to have been gettled for half
& century is of the utmost importance.

RECIPROCITY OF TARIFFS,

Editor World: Many reports in the
United States press, from Fast to
West, indicate that there 18 n various
places in the United States an earnest
agitation to secure reciprocity of tar-
iffs with Canada. As yet they have
not furnished any definite plan and
are simply waddling fn darkness. The
only rational, that is, equitable plan
is for the United States to lower their
tariff to the level of the Canadian
tariff, and tnus, without any trouble
on the part of Canada, secure for

themselves a reciprocal tariff with
Car‘lad'a., The Canadians will endorse
their action,

Appurently
reciprocity
in selfish darkness that
cannot see that theirss and
ours, as their officials returns prove,
is the prohibition tariff. The fact was
made clear to a Toronto reporter in a
restaurant conversation between two
United States producers during our
Exhibition, who conceived that Can-
adian manufacturers had no right to
affix to their goods the adveitizing
oards, “Made in Canada,” and whizh
should be placed on the Canadian
goods on sale in every store in Can-
ada, that it was an Injustice to the
United States manufacturers. They
were too absorbed in their own ac-
quisitiveness to be able to see that the
present high United States tariff was
an effective boycott of the United
States government upon Canadian pro-
ducts, and proved, in the fact that
under the high or boycotting tariff of
the United States they last year sold
to Canada of goods Canadians can
miake, three times the amount they
bought of Canada. Under the recipro-
cal tariff above suggested Canuada
would be able to furnish the United
States with goods sufficient to reef-
procally balance the amount and thus
make an end of dralning Capnada of
moeney to pay for work in the United
States that Canadians can do them-
selves,

It is plain that if the sald United
States reciprocity agltatons earnestly
desire an equitable reciprocity tariff
their shibboleth should be “lower the
boycotting United States tariff to the
level of the Canadian tariff.”

A, W. Wright and T. W. H, Leavitt,
the Conservative organizers, have re-
!signed. and their resignations have
{been accepted. Four months ago it
' was known that they would take such
a step, when it was agreed that they
should continue as organizers until the
first of July. At that time the head-
quarters at 5 West King-street was
closed, and Messrs, Wright and Lea-
vitt removed to a room in the Man-
ning Chambers, which is the office of a
paving brick company, with which

Mr. Leavitt has become identified.
Mr, Wright intends to devote his
spare time to his fruit farm at

Niagara-on-the-Lake, tho he' ‘'may be
available as a campaign speaker in the

by-elections. He is a fluent speaker,
and has also had a wide experience
as a journalist. Mr. Leavitt will de-
vote his time to the interests of his
company, and will probably not be seen
again in the political arena.

A. Claude Macdonell, the secretary
of the Ontario Conservative Associa=
tion, said to The World that there was
no friction between the late organizers
and the party leaders, and that the
question of arrears of salary was not
the cause of the severance ot the or-
ganizers from the association. It is
well'known, however, that the party
is without funds to maintain a per-
manent organization, and that Messrs.
Wright and Leavitt decided to with-
draw and seek other employment be-
cause of this, Meantime Robert Bir-
mingham, the former organizer, will
be entrusted with the duty of over-
seeing the campaign work in North
Renfrew, where the candidate, Mr.

ASK MR, ROSS TO RESIGN,

1500 People in Dawson Pass a Com-
demnatory Resolation.

Dawson News: At a meeting held
recently in the Auditorium theatre last
night James Hamilton Ross, M.P.,was
requested to resign his seat and chal-
lenged to seek again the suffrage of
the people upon his record and that of
the government of which he is an ad-
herent. This was not an expression
of opindion by hoodlums. The men who
were present, no{ one of whom raised
his voice in protest, were among those
who helped to secure his election, and
were taken from all ranks, Merchants,
professional men, miners, capitalists
and mechanics, There was mnot a
protest, not a vote against the resolu-
tion which was unanimously carried.

Mr. Ress should long ago have sent
in his resignation. First, for the rea=-
son that his election was fraudulent
and secufed by corrupt means. Se-
cond, because he has betrayed the
people and broken the pledges made
when seeking their suffrages. Third,
because he is physically incapable of
representing the people of the Yukon
in the House of Commons, a fact al-
leged repeatedly during the election,
and as often denied.

This is a serious affair and not to
be treated lightly. Fifteen hundred
men, among them the most prominent
in all walks of life, joined in the de-
mand without one. dissentient vote, or
one protest, The opinions of such a
large number of citizens cannot be
disregarded, neitlrer can abuse and
derision of their efforts detract from
the significance of the incident.

The resolution was eminently a falr
one. Mr. Ross was invited to resign
and submit himself to the people for
re-election. This gives the gentleman
a chance to justify and redeem him-
self, and iIn the latter event he would
return to Ottawa stronger and more
able to represent the people.

“Early in Augmst, in the year 1874,
my father and myself were journeying
up Lake Rosseau with a party of
prospective settlers on the old steamer
Wenonah (long since destroyed by fire),
and when about a mile from the mouth

wheel observed a white object -floating
about a quarter of a mile away and 4i- |
rectly in the steamer’s tracks. At first
it was supposed to be an overturned
bark canoe, and on approaching the
captain said it was a drowned man
floating, and not having: a small boat
aboard, the steam was shut off and
the boat allowed to run slowly up to
the supposed floater, a man being s a-
tioned forward with a pike pole to draw
the object in to the side of the steanier,
but to our intense amazement the mo-
ment he jabbed his pike into the white
mass it was at once turned into an im-
mense fish, which immediately attack-
ed the steamer in the most ferocious
mwanner. Seizing the cutwater of the
boat in its mouth it tore a large por-
tion of it away, together with congid-
erable of the planking. The captain
rushed out of his cabin with a gun and
fired a heavy charge of buck-$hot and
slugs into the monster’s head at short
range, which did not seem to affect it
very much, and it was only after the
fish had been shot fifteen or twenty
times in the head that it was sufficient-
1y subdued to permit of its being de-
spatched with axes, and not until the
steamer was in a shattered and sink-
ing condition, the iron work on the
paddle wheel on one side being literal-
1y torn to pieces, and the rudder and
steering apparatus utterly disabled.

Buffalo Tourists’ Troublous Exper-
iences With Cold and Insects,

| Bugnlo News : “Good time!" sald
Dr, P!,.rnost Wende, who returned from
a-ten-day's outing spent in the wilds
of interior Canada. *“I should say we
|did have a good time, We nearly
perished from cold, almost dropped
out of sight in the mire at times, zot
stung by untamable, carniverous in-
s€cts and endured the horrors of un-
sanftary and untidy hotels en route,
but nevertheless I never enjoyed an
outing more in my life.”

: The well known specialist looks as
if he must have had a very good time.
He has been stung by insects until he
 Jooks like one of his own patients,
yWhen he begins treatment for sonie
unornamental disease. His forehead js
decorated with blotches and lumps.

“Black flies did that,” said Dr.
\\'(’4"(](‘. “"We were attacked by thre=
varieties of insects—mosquitos and
black flies in the camp and a small
demestic anfmal in the hotels, the kind
Ithn,z go after you when you are asleep.
{Of fthe three the mosquito was the
easiest to get along with.”

Dr. Wende was accompanied on his
trip by Maj. L. L. Babcock, Louis B.
Hart, Dr. Willis G. Gregory, and At-
torney Charles White, They went by
way of Toromto to Eau Claire, which
is north of the Muskoka region of
Canada and northeast of the Lake Nip-
issing region and then endured » 13-,
mile portage into the woods, and struck
as p'rlmitive a spot as there is on the
continent, probably.

“That portage was a caution,” said
Dr. Wende. “The road was so rough
that we got out of the wagons and
walked most of the way, and at times
We weuld sink into the mire nearly to
our waists,

traordinary. During the day it wouid
be hot, but at night icicles swould
form on our tents. We had to retain
 all our clothes and then wrap around
| us all the blankets and others things
we had.

“But with all our wraps we couldn’t
get warm all over at one time. We
made the mistake of taking cots and
the result was while the upper parts
of our bodies were warm our bhacks
would get cold, and the only way we
could warm our backs was to lie on
our faces and then our stomachs would
get cold. The only thing to do was
to keep rolling over all night and this
we did. The thermometer registered
about 20 above zero.

“We had glorious fishing, catching
beautiful speckled trout. Our fowl
was partridge and our meat, venison.
Where did the wvenison come from?
I can’t imagine. We didn’'t shoot it,
ag they are immune by law just now.
The meat was technically known in
camp as mutton., It was the best mut-
ton I ever tasted.”

 WITH RITES OF RELIGION

P

How Dawn of the 5664th Year From
"~ Creation of World Will
Be Marked,

preparations are being made by f'he
Jews for the month of Tisri, wherein
are celebrated the three most importan:
Jewish holy days. The first of these,
Rosh Ha-Shana, falls on Sept. 22, and
marks the commencement of the SUt-4th
Jewish year. The celebration of the
Jewish New Year is purely a relig-

ious festival. The year begins with the
month of Tisri and is fixed on immed-
iately atter the day of the mean new
mocon, provided the moon does not oc-
(,ur within the last six hours of :he
c¢ay, which begins and ends at 0 p.m.

In " ancient times the Jewith New
Year began on the first day of the fir-t
month, Nisan; on the fifteenth day of
which month the festival in commemor-
ation of the exodus from Egypt is stil]
celebrated. All of this was changed,
h'm‘\'ﬁver, during the Babylonian cap-
tivity of the Jews, The Persians, among
whom they dwelt, celebrated New
Year's day in the fall of the year,
and the Israelites, wishing to conform
¢ the customs of the
whom they dwelt, changed the day »f
their celebration to the first day of the
seventh month,

On this day they had,.however, ob-

sounding of the cornets, to announce
the approach of the Day of Atonement.
The trumpet is designed to rerve as 2
summons to all Israel to enter upon the
world of sanctification gnd to prepare
for the Day of Atonement. It is the
belief of the Jews that on New Year's
day the deeds of men are weighed and
their destinies determind.

_Atcnement Day is the day of na-
tional humiliation, the cnly fast day
commanded in the Mosalc law, and the

days. Business is suspended on that
day by the most liberal as well as tha
most orthodox Jews, and quiet per-
vades every Jewish community.

A peculiar form of sacrince is per-
formed by the strict Jew on the Aay
rreceding the atoniement. Having pro
vided himself with a fowl, properly
slain by the rabbi, he takes it by the
legs and with uplifted hands swings it
nine times over the heads of himself
ond his company, and at the same time
prays to God that the sins they have
been guilty of during the year may
enter into the fowl. He then presents
the fowl to the poor with a gift accord-
ing to his means,

A feast precedes the fast which is not
broken until sunsét of the next day.
I'uring the 24 hours from sunset to
sunset the orthodox Jews permit ne
food to pass their lips, and spend most
}nf the time in prayer. Every othodox’
| Jew over 13 years of age is expected tn
| observe this fast, while many of the
{ more devout remain in the synagogues
i during the whole period, standing upoi
jore spot and repeating over and over
again the prayers fcr the occasion,
Thesze prayers abound with declarations
of penitence; Seripture passages, de-
claring mercy and forgiveness. whici
| await repentant sinners, are constant-
| Iy recited, while the rabbi emphasiz2s

fatling to point out the futlity of mere
verbal repentance to receive pardon,

The «ins to be pandoned are the kind
committed by man against his Maker
more than by man against man. In
the latter class of wrongs it is insisted
that reparation must he made by the
injurer and the pardon of the injured
personally secured.

This most mournful of Jewish holy
days is succeeded five days later by
cight days of rej icing, which are known
ax the feast of Taternacles, which cor-
reeponds to the Christian Thanksgiv-
ing Day. - It is the third of the three
great festivals of the Hebrews, which
lasted from the 15th to the 22nd of Tix-
1i. The time of the festival fell in
the autumn, when the whole of the
chief fruits of the ground, the corn, ti2
wine and the olive were gathered. Its
duration was strictly only seven days,
put it was followed by a day of holy
convocation, distinguizghed by sacrifices
of its own, which was sometimes dc-
signated as the eighth day.
