Provincial Society for the Prevention of Tuberculosis Was Formed Last
Night With Dr. Thomas Walker as President—Governor Tweedie Pre-
sided at Important Meeting—Many Practical Addresses Were Delivered.

The speaker went on to show how pro-’
per hygiene and sanitation would prevent
the gpread of tuberculosis and the loss
of 'life. Speaking of what an association,
such as proposed, could do, he said they
should start a propaganda to educate the
people to.use proper care in looking af-
ter the sputum which was the means of
spreading contagion.

Professor W. T. Raymond, of the
University of New Brunswick, eaid he
wished by his presence to show that the
U. N. B. was in sympathy with the move-
ment. He thought the suggestion that
a propaganda be carried on to educate
people in the matter of preventing the
spread of the disease. espeeially among
the children in tle schools, was a good
one and would bave good results. He
understood that a chapter was to be add-
ed to the health readers, on tuberculosis,
and he thought it a good idea.

Dr. McIntosh at’ this point read the re-
port of the nominating committee. They
had selected the following officers:

Dr. MecIntosh said he hoped as many as
possible would sign the slips given them
at the door and become members of the
association.

Col. Turner was the next speaker and
he said he heartily endorsed all that the
previous speakers had said. He told of
the case of a man who had come to the
Salvation Army Home, and was found to
be suffering from tuberculosis. He had
been sent to the hospital but was refus-
ed admittance, and was brought back to
the army. He thought there should ' be
an ‘institution for such cases. He promis-
ed to do all in ‘his power to assist the
association.

Dr. Thomas Walker; the newly elécted
president, was the next epeaker. He
said he did not wish the people to feel
alarmed at what had been said about the
contagion from tuberculosis, as there was’
practically no danger if care was exercised
in looking after the sputum. The func-
tions of the society would be largely of
an instructive character, and he thought
the first thing to do was to try to have
the people lose their dread of fresh air.

“I don’t believe,” he said, ‘‘that in St.
John. there is a public school that is
properly ventilated, and 1 want Mr. Em-
erson to pay particular attention to what
I am saying. The schools need more

i prevent the spread of contagion. He spoke
{of the method, adopted in New York, of
i putting rules for prevention of contagion
i of the disease on the street car tickets, in
{place of having advertisements thereon,
{and in this way thousands of people were
reached each, day and were learning to
exercise proper precaution.

Much of the disease, he claimed, was
due to poverty. The ‘business men . could
do much by assisting the association and
80 helping their fellow men.

Dr. J. R. McIntosh seconded the resolu-
tion, which was thenr put and carried. |

His honor then appointed the following |
nominating committee: Rev. David Lang,
John'E. Wilson, M. P. P, Dr. J. R. Mc-
Intosh, R.'B. Emerson, Geo. A. Hender-
son and Dr. G. G, Melvin and this
committee then retired to prepare a re-
port. !

Ven. Archdeacon Raymond was next in-
twoduced. He spoke of“the changed view
regarding tuberculosis, how it had been
looked upon as an incurable disease, but
through the science of medicine a more
hapeful view now obtained. He advocated
the teaching of the children to exercise
proper care in expectoration and in sani-
tary habits. He hoped the crusade against
expectoration in the streets would be con-
tinued. The association, he thought,
should have the hearty sympathy of all.

Rev. Dr. Flanders was next called upon
and expressed his hearty sympathy with
the movement and assured the audience
that the Methodist clergy and people gen-
erally could be depended upon to do their
part to assist in the work. He referred
to the ignorance concerning proper precau-
tions against the spread of the disease,
and also to the apathy’ of the people.

“Why have we no scavenging system in
St. John?” he asked. “I can put any-
thing I like into barrels and have it
taken to the dump where it is scattered
by the sea breezes all over the city. When
1 ask, where is our scavenging system, I
am pointed to several old men who, with |
a basket in one hand and a pointed
stick in the other, (laughter), go about
and occasionally jab a piece of paper and
put ‘it into their basket. Oh, yes, we
have a scavenging system.” (Renewed
laughter.)

“How long are we to be without a
healthi officer in the schools? I am of
the opinion that a large part of the spread
of this disease has its origin in the
schools. (Hear, Hear.) ‘And we should
insist that such an officer be appointed.”

The speaker thought also that the asso-
ciation might awaken the board of health
to a proper recognition of their respon-
sibilities.

Rev. T. Hunter Boyd, who next spoke,
referred to the fact that he was connect-
ed with the Dominion Anti-Tuberculosis
Association, and was commissioned to ex-
presg the satisfaction with which they
viewed the proposal of an association be-
ing formed in New Brumswick. Apathy
was the greatest foe they had to fight.
He then dealt with the steps taken in
different countries to prevent the spread
of the disease, and told how in the last
congress at which the matter was discuss-
ed, there had been representatives from
all countries. China, Japan, Egypt, the
Philippines, Russia and all the European
countries were taking the matter up: The
formation of a eociety here was but fol-
lowing in the footsteps of other places.
