Troops Spread Along on Front of 66 
Miles — Austrians Destroy Towns to 
Prevent Use by Attacking Foe

Paris, May 26—The French War Office this afternoon repotted:—
“The checks inflicted upon the enemy yesterday in the regiqp of Angers and 

•t* a point to the north of the height of Lorette determined the Germans to 
come back with an attack of extreme violence. There was furious fighting last 
evening and during last night. We were successful in retaining all our gains. 
Our troops gave evidence of magnificent courage and showed splendid tenacity 
■of purpose,

‘The Germans in the beginning delivered a counter attack against the works 
captured by us to the northwest of Angres. Furious attempts to take this posi­
tion were made by them time and time again. In spite of the exceptionally in­
tense bombardment to which our troops were subjected, we retained possession 
of all of our new positions.

"Furthermore, at the end of the day we occupied almost entirely the posi­
tion near Bustal where we gained a footing in the afternoon. Here we are main­
taining ourselves under a violent fire. At the same time we have captured a 
trench of the enemy in the environs of Soucez. An artillery engagement of con­
siderable severity developed yesterday in the region of Soissons. There was an­
other such encounter near Rheims.

GREAT ATTACK — 1 ' ■ --................ -
OF AEROPLANES

Paris, May 26—A great air raid in 
which 208 bombs were dropped was 
made against German military depots on 

. Tuesday by a mighty 
aeroplanes.

Terrific night fighting has taken place 
in the Augres region, (south of LaBas- 

< see) and north of the Lorette heights, 
where the French not only held firm 
against the fiercest assaults of the Ger­
mans but gained new ground.

Official despatches show that attacks 
and counter attacks in the great battle 
between Arras and Neuve Chappelle are 
incessant by day and by night.

Of the bombs eighty-two were large 
bombs of a weight of about twenty- 
two pounds each, fourteen shells weigh- 

• a ing 220 pounds and fifty five weighing 
ninety-five pounds each. The effiicacy of 
this fire was proved at several points, 
particularly at the German aviation 
park located at Hervilly, where q han­
gar and a machine were set on fire at 
the German reserve aviation camp at 
Grand Priel, to the northwest of St.
Quentin, where a hangar was shattered 
and at the St. Quentin railroad station, 
where the gasoline supply tanks were 
destroyed.

Clash Together

The Nebraskan, Captain Green, is owned
Offensive operations resulting in the occupation of Austrian territory all 

along the frontier from Lombardy to the Adriatic are mentioned in an official 
statement issued last night by the War Office. Italian troops have seized vari­
ous towns in the Trentino and forced their way through mountain defiles. On 
the lower Isonzo attacks were continued to gain the line of the river. The Aus­
trians are reported to have retired, destroying bridges behind them* Italian 
aviators bombarded Monfalcone near the Gulf of Triest.

The bulletin caused great enthusiasm. It showed that the Italians were oc- 
- copying all the mountains between the Idiria and Isonzo rivers and that ad­
vancing, they had taken Cornions, which commands the road leading to Gor- 
izia, an important Austrian frontier station.

Passing from the north to the centre of eastern Friuli the report indicated 
that the Italians also had occupied the village of Versa, which is near the 
river of the same name and on the road to Gradisca Austria, and that, in ad­
dition, in Southern Friuli, Cervignano, another important Austrian frontier sta­
tion leading to Monfalcone and Triest had been taken.

The Giomale D’ltalia says: “The Italian advance occupies a front of 106 
kilometres (about 662-3 miles) and has as extreme points Catoretto on the 
north and the Gulf of Triest on the south. The first contingents of the Italians 
penetrated into Austrian territory ranging from two to four miles.”

The enemy’s medium calibre artillery opened fire on the Bay of Mbitrina, 
but without results. On the Caroia frontier, on the night of the 24th the Italians 
took by a bayonet attack the defile oi Val Dmferne and the extremity of 
Valdagno. They have disposed troops on the conquered heights between the 
Judrio and the Isonzo. Medium calibre artillery of the Austrians at Santa 
Maria and Santa Lucia to the southwest of Tolmino opened fire on the heights 
between the Judrio and Isonzo, but without result. Italian aviators bombard­
ed the electric power house and railroad station at Monfalcone.

MAKES FOR NEW YORK
The Nebraskan was torpedoed yesterday by à submarine forty 

miles west southwest of Fastnet, off the south coast of Ireland. The 
sea was calm at the time. The crew at omcè took to the boats and 
stood by the steamer*.

It was soon ascertained that the Nebraskan was not seriously 
damaged. She had been struck forward and her fore-holds were full 
of water The crew returned on board and got the vessel under way. 
No lives were lost among the crew. The Nebraskan did not carry 
any passengers.

This information was received today by the British Admiralty in 
London, and it was at once communicated to the American Embassy.

London, May 26—A message to Lloyds from Kinsale, Ireland, says that the 
Neèraskan passed that point at eleven o’clock, apparently bound for Queens­
town.

Passengers Transferred to Ameri­
can Battleship South Carolina— 
Crippled Steamer Trying to Get 
to Port But Water Gaining

New York, May 26—The steamer 
Ryndham, of the Holland American 
Line, bound from New York to Rotter­
dam with passengers and freight, collid­
ed with the Norwegian freight steamer 
Joseph J. Cuneo today off Nantucket 
Island. Wireless messages received here 
state that the Ryndham had transferred 
her passengers and part of her crew to 
the Cuneo, but that both vessels were 
badly damaged. It was reported that 
the Battleship Texas and another steam­
ship were going to their aid.

The Ryndam, a vessel of 7,976 tons, 
sailed from this port yesterday afternoon 
with seventy passengers in her first and 
second cabins and 116 in her third 
cabin.

Must Not Be Captured On his arrival he went to an old-fash­
ioned hotel in the Rue de Rivoli, faciug 
the Tuileries Gardens, and sent word of 
his presence to the British Embassy in 
the Faubourg St. Honore.

When the Rt. Hon. Sir Francis Bertie, 
the ambassador, heard about it he at 
once wired over to Buckingham Palace, 
but the King and Queen evidently de­
cided not tp interfere.

So the ambassador called upon the 
Prince of Wales and took him round to 
lunch with President Poincare, 
whole visit lasted less than four hours.

A fortnight later he made the same 
trip again, but this time with the previ­
ous knowledge of the king and with 
special permission from Field Marshal 
French.

He called upon General Gallieni, the 
military commandant of Paris, and spent 
several hours inspecting the elaborate 
system of trenches which have been dug 
around the capital so as to make it 
doubly secure against any future at­
tack.

The prince is an early riser and has 
generally finished his breakfast before 
8.80, when he reports to the commander- 
in-chief.
Marshal French receives the reports and 
gives out the day’s work opens out into 
the same hall as the staff officers’ room.

The morning talks with the “C. in C.” 
are never very prolonged, and at about 
9 o’clock the prince’s car is brought out 
of the headquarters garage across the 
street and he gets in and drives away. 
Growing Into Man

Sometimes he drives sixty miles before 
he gets to the officer whose reports and 
dispatches he is to hurry back to head­
quarters; sometimes his work consists 
in making observations as to the posi­
tions held, or as to details of the line of 
communications.

Sometimes again, there are secondary 
trenches to be laid out, and not infre­
quently surprise visits have to be paid 
to observation posts. Then, as often as 
he can, the prince visits the military 
hospitals.

The prince smokes a good deal, nearly 
always cigarettes, and he rarely goes to 
a hospital without filling his pockets 
with boxes of cigarettes, which he dis­
tributes to the wounded.

There can be no doubt that his ex­
perience at the front and the active 
open air life that he Is leading have 
brought about a remarkable change in 
the prince’s appearance. When he went 
out to France he was as youthful in his 
build as In his appearance, now he is 
growing into a man.

He is not and never will be very tall, 
but he is well knit and has time and 
again displayed the greatest endurance, 
so much so that the other officers on 
the staff all look upon him as the cham­
pion long distance walker.

More than once during his training he 
marched twenty-five miles in full kit 
with his company of the guards and 
proved the freshest man when they got 
back to barracks.

If the Prince of Wales were taken 
prisoner and held as a hostage by the 
Germans, very serious embarrassment 
might be caused to the allies, and their 
plans for the final settlement of the war 
would be gravely hampered.

This Earl Kitchener pointed out in his 
usual direct and forcible manner, but the 
young prince was not to be denied, and 
when he left the War Office it was with 
the promise that he would be attached 
to Field Marshal French’s staff at the 
headquarters of the British expedition­
ary forces in France.

THE WAR NEWS.
7The Italians appear to have struck 

the first effective blow. If Austria and 
Germany had any intention of making 
a swift descent upon Italian territory 
and establishing themselves there they 
have been too late. Today’s cables say 
that the Italians are well over the Aus­
trian border and occupying mountain 
positions from which it should be diffi-' 
çuit to dislodge them. A decided Italian 
luccess in the early stages of the con­
flict would have a great effect upon the 
whole situation east end west. It has 
been asserted, however, that a very pow­
erful Aqstro-German army is near the 
Italian border, and it would not be wise, 
)n view of past developments in other 
portions of the war theatre, to take too 
inuch for granted.

The news from the Dardanelles is still 
favorable to the Allies.. In the west, the 
British have lost some ground, due to 
the use of poisonous gas in great quanti­
ties by the Germans, but Sir John 
French says that with .iue precaution 
this form of attack can be met and de­
feated. This is a very important state­
ment, for their use of gas has given the 
Germans a distinct advantage in several 
recent engagements. The situation on the 
Russian front still continues somewhat 
unsatisfactory, although the Russian 
armies are still unbroken, and* are said 
to be preparing to regain lost ground. •

THE NEW CABINET
A very strong coalition government 

has been formed in Britain. There are 
twelve Liberals, eight Conservatives, one 
Laborite and Lord Kitchener, who is 
non,-partiean. The savage attacks of the 
Northdiffe papers on Kitchener have 
failed to displace him. Instead he will 
be enormously strengthened by the crea­
tion of the new portfblio of ministry of 
war munitions, at the head of which will 
be the redoubtable Mr. Lloyd George.

The new cabinet is a war cabinet. The 
fact that Sir Edward Carson, the uncom­
promising enemy of Home Rule, is in it 
is Efficient evidence that when the 
is over there will be a resumption of 
party affiliations. During the great im­
perial crisis, however, there is but one 
party. Mr. John Redtnond declined to 
enter the cabinet, but Ireland will con­
tinue to give the heartiest co-operation 
in the prosecution of the war.

Mr. Winston Churchill has given the 
highest proof of his desire to serve the 
country loyally.' He accepts an office 
whose duties are purely nominal, and 
gives place in the Admiralty to Mr. A. 
J. Balfour. Lord Haldane retires with 
the Order of Merit as an evidence of 
the government’s confidence. It was ex­
pected that Mr. F. E. Smith would get 
a portfolio, but his name is not in the 
list. It is a cabinet of strong men, with 
the whole country behind It, and we 
may anticipate an even more vigorous 
prosecution of the war than that of the 
stirring months since August last. 
There has never been in British his­
tory a more striking spectacle of a na­
tion consolidated for a great task. It 
gets an example for Canada, and it is 
high time Sir Robert Bbrden told the 
people whether he has caught the Brit­
ish inspiration or is still thinking of 
plunging this country into the, bitterness 
of political warfare.

end live stock bulletin just issued by 
the provincial government shows that 
seeding began in some parts of the is­
land on May 6, but was not general un­
til the 17th. A large quantity of ice in 
the straits unusually late kept the wea­
ther and the ground cold.

The out­
look for the new crop is above the av­
erage. Clover, except in the lower line 
section, has come through the winter in 
good condition.

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R 31The National Patriotic Fund Committee has decided on a basis of distribution of funds among the wives and children, and other 

dependents of volunteers. It Is estimated that a wife on her own account requires Thirty Dollars Per Month for her maintenance. The 
Canadian Government provides Twenty Dollars per month of this amount and the Patriotic Fund the remaining Ten Dollars, if required. 
Children between ten and fifteen years of age are allowed twenty-five cents per day ; from five to ten years of age, fifteen cents per day ; and 
under five years of age, ten cents per day. Thus a wife and three children of the ages of three, seven and twelve, may receive a total" month- 
ly allowance of Forty-five Dollars, of which Twenty Dollars is payable by the Canadian Government and Twenty-five Dollars by the Patriotic 
Fund. This is of course in addition to the Thirty-three Dollars per month paid to the soldier, and which may be assigned by him to his 
family.

Besides the above, provision is made for a compassionate allowance for temporary extraordinary need, such as accident, sickness, 

etc. In short, the whole purpose of the Patriotic Fund is so to supplement the Government allowance as to provide all reasonable comfort for 
the families of men on service. Such provision, in each individual case, is subject to the report of local committees, who shall consider all 
the circumstances of families affected, with respect to the earnings of members of such families, amounts received from former employer of 
the soldiers, and other sources of income.

German Press Defends Gas As More 
Humane Than Guns

Berlin Newspapers Exult Over Gains Near Y pres—Cologne 
C.*7*tt* Says President Wilson’s Observations 

“Sound Almost Like a Joke’’

Comment of the papers of Germany 
upon the recent success of the Germans 
by means of asphyxiating gas, is inter­
esting.

The Frankfurter Zeitung says:—
It is quite possible that our bombs 

and shells made it impossible for the 
enemy to remain to his trenches and ar­
tillery positions, and it is even probable 
that missiles, which emit poisonous gases 
have actually been used by us, since 
the German leaders hase made it plain 
that, as an answer to the treacherous 
missiles which have been used by the 
English and the French for many weeks 
past, we too shall employ gas boombs 
or whatever they are called. The 

' German leaders pointed out that con­
siderably more effective 
to be expected from German chemistry, 
and they were right

“But. however destructive these bombs 
and shells may have been, do the Eng­
lish and the other people think that it 
makes a serious difference whether hun­
dreds of guns and howitzers throw hun­
dreds of thousands of shells on a single 
tiny spot to order to destroy and break 
to atoms everything living there, and to 
make the German trenches intone terrible 
hell as was the case at Neuve Chapelle, 
or whether we throw a few shells which 
spread death in the air? These shells 
are not more deadly than the poison of 
English explosives, but they take effect 
over a wider area, produce a rapid end, 
and spare the torn bodies the tortures 
and pains of death.

» * *

After this new demonstration of the 
superior humanity of German methods, 
the Frankfurter Zeitung compares the 
results achieved as follows:

“The shells of Neuve Chapelle cost 
the Germans a trench and a village, but 
on the edge of the ruin the German ring 
remained firm and strong. How was It 
at Ypreg? The enemy was thrown back 
on a front of more than five and a half 
miles. Along this whole front we gain­
ed two miles. These figures would sig­
nify Httle in. comparison with the dis­
tance to toe sea, but our next goal is 
Ypres, and on the north we are now only 
a few kilometres from this stronghold.”

The congratulations of the 
Emperor were delivered by AdmirM 
von Muller- At noon the Kaiser gave à 
luncheon party, which was attended by 
the Crown Prince, and dt which Ad­
miral von Tlrpitz received messages from 
the Emperor Francis Joseph, the heads 
of all the German States, and the secre­
taries of state and ministers. And es­
pecially cordial greetings was sent from 
the German Industrialists who have 
grown rich on the construction of the 
German uavy.

At any rate this will be the 
effect in Germany of the promise that 
after the war America will give her sup­
port to both sides, when during the war 
she has so ably supported England and 
her allies alone with guns and rifles that 
ptiMic opinion in Germany has become 
accustomed to regard the United Stated 
as an ally of our enemies.

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WAS CARGO FOR ENEMY?

New york. May 26—After loading 
seven thousand tons of cargo, chiefly 
canned provisions, oil-cakes, cotton and 
rosin, and anchoring off the Statue of 
Liberty for several days, the American 
freighter Atlantic has returned to South 
Brooklyn and discharged her cargo.

The entrance .of Italy into the world 

war which began last August brings the 
number of states engaged in the conflict 
up to 11. Italy, allied with Germany 
and Austria Hungary since 1882 in the 
Triple Alliance, was called upon last 
summer shortly after the assassination 
of the Austrian Crown Prince at Sara­
jevo, Bosnia, to support the Germanic 
empires. She declined, and tliefe began 
a series of diplomatic negotiations which 
soon resolved themselves into efforts on 
the part of Germany and Austria-Hun­
gary to induce Italy to remain neutral. 
Von Buelow’s Failure 

Prince von Buelow, an astute German 
statesman, whose y-ife is an Italian wo­
man, says the Boston Post, was sent to 
Rome with instructions to do his ut­
most to save the situation. He labored 

^ indefatigably for months, but in vain. 
He offered Italy certain parts of Aus­
trian territory as the price of her neu­
trality, but her answer was always : “It 
is not enough.” It now appears that 
Austria did not really believe that Italy 
would enter the field against her,

In the meantime there had arisen in 
Italy a war party led by the “Irreden­
tists,” which made its .voice heard in 
no uncertain terms. Despatches - from 
Rome for months past have indicated 
that the. sentiment for active participa­
tion in the -war was far stronger than 
that in favor of continued neutrality- 

For months the diplomatic exchanges 
Iretween Vienna and Rome have been 
constant, but the most persistent efforts 
of the diplomats to keep Italy out of the 
war were futile. The Triple Alliance 
was announced by Italy May 4, but even 
after tills diplomatic endeavors were con­
tinued, Austria offering Italy further 
concessions as late as May 10.

Venetia, until her defeat in the Austro- 
German war of 1866 gave it to Italy- 
There was left in possession of Austria, 
however, the wedge of the Trent dis­
trict, as a menace to Italy.

The • territory to the eastward which 
Italy desires is made up principally of 
Istria. In early days a part of the Re­
public of Venice, it passed to Austria 
together with Dalmatia, with the aboli­
tion of the republic in 1797. In 1806, 
Austria was compelled by Napoleon to 
cede Istria to France, but in 1818, Austria 
seized it and has held it since that time.

Aside from the Dalmatian Islands, 
the territory sought by Italy includes I 
about 8,000 square miles, with more than 
1,000,000 inhabitants.

When the war began Italy’s army was 
considerably below the normal peace 
footing, estimated at 800,000 men. Al­
most half of these troops were in Tri­
poli. Three classes of men were call­
ed to the colors immediately and others 
were summoned from time to time until

The author of this dramatic revela­
tion of the German Emperor’s inner 
thoughts during the catastrophic days of 
last July and August signs himself as 
“Count Axel von Schwerlng.” The In­
transigeant of Paris, however, declares 
that this count is really Prince 
Fuerstenburg, who really did accompany 
the Kaiser on his yachting trip to Nor­
way in August. The Prince, it is also 
stated, made the revelations contained in 
his published memoirs to avenge on the
