Ave Invested Not Lest Than 
$27,000,000 Since British 

Occupation.
Windsor

Geneva, Oct. 26.—Not less than 
$27,000,000 has been Invested in Pales­
tine by Jews from the time the coun­
try was first occupied by the British 
until today, according to the first re­
port submitted by the Zionist organi­
zation, acting under Article 4 of the 
mandate as the Jewish agency, to the 
Mandates Commission of the League 
of Nations at its fifth session.

The report, which represents a 
unique document in Jewish as well as 
international history, shows that the 
investments in Palestine included those 
made by the Zionist organization, the 
Heron Hayesod, the Jewish National 
Fund and private Jewish investors.

It is pointed out that the Jewish 
population of Palestine is now more 
than 100,000. From the beginning of 
the British occupation to Sept. 1924, 
88,000 Jews entered Palestine, including 
5 000 returned pre-war residents. Ap­
proximately 187,600 acres of Palestine 
land are in possession of Jews, as 
against 100,000 acres which were in 
Jewish possession before the war. The 
Jewish National Fund alone has en­
larged its landholdings by 20,000 acres 
since the British occupation.

Wats Military Sector.
He declared that armed warfare 

must be preceded by a struggle against 
the inclinations to compromise, which 
are declared to be imbedded in a 
majority of the British workmen and 
against the ideas of evolution and the 
peaceful extermination of capitalism. 
Zinovieff says that only then will it be 
possible to count upon the complete 
success of an armed insurrection.

The letter complains that agitation 
and propaganda work in the British 
army and navy are weak, and suggests 
the desirability of having “cells” in 
every unit to rectify .this weakness. It 
also suggested that In the event of 
danger of war these “cells” could, with 
the aid of transport workers, paralyse 
all military preparations and make a 
start toward turning an imperialist 
war into a class war.

Zinovieff suggests also that the form­
ing of a military section of the British 
Communist party and attracting to it 
talented military specialists who, for 
one reason or another, have left the 
military service and hold Socialist 
views.

of the Communist Internationale, dat­
ed on ^ug. 15.

“This letter,” says the communica­
tion of Mr. Gregory, “contains instruc­
tions to British subjects to work for 
the violent overthrow of existing in­
stitutions in this country and for the 
subversion of His Majesty’s armed 
forces as a means to that end. It is 
my duty to inform you that His Ma­
jesty’s government cannot allow this 
propaganda and must regard it as di­
rect interference from the outside in 
British domestic affairs.”

Appeal to Communists.
Accompanying the letter of Mr. 

Gregory is a copy of M. Zlnovieff’s let­
ter, which is endorsed “Very secret.” 
This communication, which contains 
more than a 1,000 words, urges Brit­
ish Communists to continue to apply 
pressure to insure that the Bourgeoise 
campaign to prevent ratification of 
the recently concluded Anglo-Russian 
treaty shall not succeed and to exercise 
similar pressure in British Govern­
ment and Parliamentary circles in favor 
of ratification of the treaty.

The Zinovieff letter represents the 
Government of Premier MacDonald as 
having been compelled by the extrem­
ists of the Labor party to conclude 
the treaty and advocates “a campaign 
of disclosure of the foreign policy of 
MacDonald, which Zinovieff says rep­
resents “an inferior copy of the policy 
of the Curson government.”

Urging “comrades,” to strain every 
nerve to secure ratification of the 
treaty, Zinovieff in the letter observes 
that “This settlement of the relations 
between the two countries will assist 
in the revolutionisatlon of the inter­
national and British proletariat no less 
than a successful rising in any of the 
working districts of England, as the 
establishment of close contact between 
the British and the Russian proletar-

A social evening with music1 New York, Oct. 85—How Robert Im- 

brle, United States consul at Teheran, 
was stoned to death by natives as he 
lay unconscious upon an operating 
table, was related today by Joseph F. 
Kornfeld, United. States minister to 
Persia, jiist resigned, who returned on 
the Leviathan with a report of the 
tragedy which he will submit to the 
State Department at Washington.

“In Teheran, as in most Persian cit­
ies,”. Mr. Kornfeld related, “there are 
numerous drinking fountains, where 
are stationed self-constituted attend­
ants, who, in the name of a Moham­
medan saint, Ablias, solicit alms. At 
the time of the Imbrie affair, there had 
gained wide circulation the story of a 
miracle that was reputed to have oc­
curred at one of these fountains only a 
few weeks before.

“The story was that a native ap­
proached this fountain to fill a gomfd 
with water. ‘In the name of Abbas ?’. 
asked the films’ solicitor.

‘“No, in the name of Bahai,’ re­
plied the gourd hearer. Straightway 
he was stricken blind for the blas­
phemy* then, when he dropped to his 
knees and recanted with a prayer of 
apology directed 
Ms sight was restored.

“The fountain became the gathering 
place of thronged thousands, who tied 
themselves to it and lapped up the 
trickling, water, or fought their way to­
ward it and prayed. ‘

“Imbrie heard of this. One day he 
strapped on a camera and, with his 
aide, named Seymotir, drove In a ba­
rouche to the miracle spot, 
forced his way through the crowd to 
take a photograph. The natives surg­
ed around him, clamoring, and he fled 
to the barouche and drove away.

“Behind the carriage the infuriated 
natives ran, shouting ‘Stop him. The 
infidel has killed four of the faithful 
and poisoned the waters of the foun­
tain.’ ”

Although he was not wholly inform­
ed of events that immediately followed, 
said^Mr. Kornfeld, the gist of conflict­
ing imports was 'that the natives be­
lieved Imbrie’s camera to be a weapon 
which silently dispatched death.

“They overhauled Seymour in an 
alleyway, where he had taken refuge, 
and mauled him,” he continued. “They 
pursued Imbrie into a tea-shop ; they 
clubbed, him and carried him to a hos­
pital.

“Even then the outraged natives were 
not satisfied. They clamored for Im­
brie’s. life in atonement to their Mo­
hammedan saint, Abbas. They storm­
ed the hospital,, battered down the 
doors, and, finding Imbrie unconscious

New York, Oct. 25—After having 

masqueraded as a boy since her dis­
appearance from her home at 83 Divis­
ion avenue, Brooklyn, Oct. 12, caddied 
innumerable rounds on the public golf 
links at Forest Park and slept in a 
Y. M. C. A. and a men’s lodging house, 
Julia Hannigan, 15-year-old Brooklyn 
high school girl, was found at Broad­
way and Rodney street Thursday by 
Detective Gedrge L. O’Connor of the 
Missing Persons Bureau only a few 
blocks from her home.

Julia, her last 15 cents spent for 
coffee and rolls and a newspaper, was 
leaning against a pole reading the story 
of her adventure when Detective 
O’Connor accosted her. She was 
dressed in brown trousers, heavy bro- 
gans, a brown sweater and a felt hat, 
and, according to O’Connor, easily 
could have avoided detection.

In fact, her disguise was so good 
that when the detective took the girl 
to her home, her mother failed to 
recognize her.

Detective O’Connor took the girl to 
Manhattan police headquarters, where 
she told her story to Captain Ayres of 
the Missing Person Bureau. _

“I always wanted to be a’ boy,” she 
said. “I wanted the freedom that boys 
have.”

“How do you feel about it now?” 
asked Captain Ayres.

“Pm glad you found me,” she re­
plied.

Jim Thorpe, Indian athlete, who 
playel baseball in the Boston Twilight 
League last summer, is again manag­
ing and playing witn the Cantvn Bull­
dogs professional football team of Can­
ton, Ohio.

The sale of pitcher Lefty Groves, 
Baltimore twirler who led the Inter­
national League, for $100,000 to the 
New .York Giants a few days ago re­
calls this fact that Baltimore got only 
$9,000 from the Red Sox for Babe 
Ruth, who led the International League 
as a left-handed pitcher ip those days.

Jack Dunn had asked $10,000 for 
Ruth. Boston offered $7,860 but after 
bidding by other major teams raised 
to $9,000, finally agreeing to pay 
$10,000 if Ernie Shore, another pitcher, 
were thrown in on the deal.

St. John High and Rothesay Collegiate 
School at Rothesay this afternoon was 
called off because Rothesay re­
fused to play against the unregistered 
teamV the'

Thg difficûlties In the Interscholastic 
Rugby League came to a head soon 
.after Fredericton High played in St. 
’John. LThat game was played under 
protest. Later, when Rothesay and St. 
John met, that game was also protest­
ed and the U. N. B. Athletic Council, 
which donated the cup, ordered the 
game replayed.

The St. John High School side of the 
story is somewhat as follows:

When the representatives of the three 
school^ met at Rothesay to draw up a 
schedule, Egbert Cass, coach for Fred­
ericton, read a letter which he had re­
ceived from A. W. Covey, president of 
•the M. P. B. A. A. U. of C. This letter 
Unformed Mr. Cass that the teams in 
the league must be registered as ama­
teurs and no one above 19 years of age 
would be allowed to play on the teams.' 
•This letter was not acted upon by the 
executive of the league. St. John con­
tended that the M. P. B. A. A. U. of C. 
had been arbitrary in its ruling and had 
assumed the right to govern the schools 
without the consent of the members of 
the schools.

’ It was said that the different schools 
. should have been notified of the pro­

posed change and given time in which 
to discuss the plan and decide upon 
action. ' Instead the scheme was sprung 
without any special notification, 
local school decided that the rules of 
the Interscholastic League were not 
being violated by playing unregistered 
teams and that the amateur authorities 
shotfld not have made their decislbn 
without proper warning.

When the league was to open, W. J, 
3; Myles, principal of the' St. John High 
School, was asked to swear to the ages 
of the players on the school team. He 
said he was not in a position to make 
such a statement for he did not know 
the ages of all the boys.

After the Rothesay-St. John game, 
when the locals won, a notice came 
frorq the U. N. B. athletic authorities 
Informing the St. John club that the 
game must be played over. Last even­
ing word was received by the captain 
of the High School team that Rothe­
say would not play this afternoon.

St. John contends that the rules of 
the Tnterseholastic League support its 
action. These rules as published in the 
U. N. B. handbook say:

“Only bona fide students of the re­
spective schools shall be eligible to play.

Whether his defeat by Wills is an 
influencing factor or not, Firpo inti­
mated in opposing a Godfrey match 
that he was not eager for another 
mixed bout.

Pending the outcome of government 
litigation, Firpo will make no definite 
plans, but if he is cleared of the charges 
against him, Rickard believes the tem­
peramental South American will con­
sent to terms for several matches dur­
ing the winter here.

Hallowe’en Novelties ri
A highly important matter which 

has not hitherto been publicly brought 
out In the discussion of port matters 
was presented to The Tlmes-Star this 
morning by a prominent shipping man.

It is that at present, through a re­
cent agreement made by all the 
American trunk railroads, freight from 
any point in the United States can be 
shipped to Portland at the same rate 
as to New York, Boston or St. John. 
Previously this was not the case. It 
changes the whole situation, as now 
Portland can get cargo from any city 
In the U. S. or Canada and the ship­
per does not have tp pay anything ex­
tra for delivering his freight at any 
of those ports.

The State pier at Portland Is used, 
and there are no wharfage charges on 
export freight, whereas at St. John 
steamers have to pay side ahd top 
wharfage, so that, on the average, the 
steamer coming here is penalised by 
fiom $500 to $1,000 in port charges, 
besides the higher insurance oiF hull.

The Tlmes-Star's informant suggest­
ed that this very important feature of 
the situation should be frankly and 
fully considered by St. John in de­
ciding the question of port charges'and 
of meeting the competition of other 
ports.
