askedWashington, April 12. — Shipping 
complications of an extended character 
between the U. S. and Great Britain 
and her dominions are regarded here 
as not improvable as a result of a con­
troversy between the Washington and 
Ottawa Governments over two small 
vessels on the Great Lakes.

The ships were purchased from the 
shipping board under contracts which 
stipulated that they should not be used 
in any manner which would violate the 
laws of the U. S., and for that reason 
they were refused registry by the 
Canadian Government. The particular 
language contained in the contracts 
and held objectionable by the Cana­
dian Government, apparently with the 
backing of London, was drafted by the 
Department of Justice to prevent any 
purchaser of shipping board vessels 
from using them as rum-runners.

The Canadian authorities notified 
Secretary Hughes that they could not 
admit to Canadian registry ships 
which were subject to domestic laws 
of the U. S.

An answer to the Canadian note, 
Ti^|ded to Sir Auckland Geddes for 
transmission to the Ottawa Govern­
ment, contains a defence of the lan­
guage employed, and clearly states that 
the restrictions imposed upon oper­
ators of craft bought from the board 
are legal and enforceable from the U. 
S. point of view.

It is learned that the whole subject 
is under consideration at the London 
Foreign Office, and that a position sim­
ilar to that of Canada may be an­
nounced soon by the British Govern­
ment.

“Why do anti-unionists choose only 
the judgment of an Eratsian English 
churchman, Lord Halsbury, in prefer­
ence to the judgment of Lord Mc- 
Naughton and Lord Haldane, both of 
whom are distinguished Presbyterian 
lawyers,” continued the statement. 
“The judgment of the Law Lords, 
which anti-unionists applaud, had the 
effect of handing over the property, 
endowments, invested funds and build­
ings of the Free Church of Scotland 
throughout the whole of Scotland to a 
small minority, who were chiefly lo­
cated in the highlands. It created a 
situation so intolerable that the Brit­
ish House of Commons had to pass 
special legislation which virtually re­
versed the decision of the Law Lords. 
A commission was appointed for the 
apportionment of the property of the 
church, which probably gave less to 
the ‘wee-frees’ than they might have 
had, had they not gone into litigation.”

He 
declares that the next important task 
of public health authorities is to 
arouse and apply public opinion and 
an effective public demand for the 
adequate restoration of sunlight and 
milk to the urban population of the 
world.

“These two ipighty agents of nutri­
tion,” he says, are closely related and 
complementary. Our national supply 
of both, as compared to the United 
States, for instance, is deplorable, 
quantitatively and qualitatively. Ip 
some degree this may be due to inevit­
able gographical- necessity; but in a 
large degree it is due to our own neg­
ligence and ignorance."

There is a fine Imperial tradition 

attached to the name of Carnarvon, 
now unfortunately prominent through 
the death of the Earl who discovered 
the remarkable Egyptian relies in the 
tomb of Tutankhamen. The Earl who 
has just died spent much time and 
money in his Egyptian exploration and 
It may not be known, however, that 
he had Canadian interests, having been 
the owner of some property near the 
heart of Toronto. The discoveries in 
Egypt through his enterprise 
probably the most important in the 
history of that country, throwing a 
flood of light on civilization which ex­
isted there more than 3,000 years ago, 
will be best known for that enterprise, 
and revealing objects in the tomb val­
ued at such a sum as $10,000,000, if 
it is not futile to attempt to price the 
priceless.

The late Earl’s father, the fourth 
Earl of Carnarvon, was a distinguished 
figure in British public life. It was 
he who introduced in the British Par­
liament on February 19, 1867* the Brit­
ish North America Act creating the 
Confederation of the Dominion of 
Canada. He left the Cabinet before the 
act was finally passed owing to a dis­
taste for Disraeli’s Reform Bill. Re­
suming office in 1874, he endeavored 
to confer the boon of union on South 
Africa, but the time was not ripe. In 
1878 he again resigned out of opposi­
tion to Lord Beaeonsfield’s policy oh 
the Eastern question. On his party’s 
return to power in 1885 he became 
Lord Lieutenant of Ireland, hut his 
term of office was memorable for a 
conflict on a question of personal 
city between himself and Parnell ns to 
his negotiations with the latter with 
respect to Home Rule, and was ter­
minated by another premature resig­
nation. He was a man of extreme sen­
sitiveness, of worth and culture.

Carnarvon’s name occurred again in 
Canadian history through the “Car­
narvon Terms,” so called because in the 
middle ’70’s he mediated between Ot-

The House Famed For 

Millinery Since ! Manchester Liner Swings 
Almost Against Empress 
—Motor Boat is Sunk.

!

A motor launch belonging to Ed­
ward Doherty, a local ship lineman, 
was lost and a collision between the 
Manchester Producer and the bay 
steamer Empress was narrowly avert­
ed last evening about 6.15 o’clock 
while the Producer was being moved 
from Pettingill’s wharf to No. 15 berth.

The motor boat was at the Empress 
wharf, tied to a ladder close to the 
bow of the Empress, while Mr. 
Doherty was working on the Man­
chester Producer. After the ship’s' 
lines had been cast off, the two tugs 
working with her, the Neptune and 
the J. H. Hackett, started to move Her 
away from the wharf. In some way 
the big ship got out of position and 
swung in towards the Empress, where 
the latter was tied up at her own 
wharf. When the danger was seen the 
freighter’s engines were started, and 
she made her way out of danger, but 
not before she had struck the motor 
boat and her propeller had torn it bad­
ly and sunk it.

Mr. Doherty was on the wharf when 
the ship commenced to move, and 
made a jump into his boat in an effort 
to get it out of the way. He was un-, 
able to do any good, however, and was 
forced to climb the ladder to the wharf 
again when the Producer struck. The 
motor, he said, would prove a total 
loss. He had no insurance and his 
loss, he said, would aamount to about 
$1,000. Mr. Doherty added that a col­
lision between the two steamers was 
averted by a very narrow margin and 
that his boat was probably the saving 
factor.

S> Miss Pauline Allen of Cam­
bridge, Mass., Helped , to 
Save 600 Lives.

A Boston paper says:—
“Miss Pauline Allen, of Cambridge, 

a near east relief worker, was the 
heroine of a fire in Constantinople, ac­
cording to Associated Press despatches 
which tell the story of her bravery.

In the building on the Bosphorus 600 
Greek refugees were sheltered when 
the fire broke out. Prompt action 
was necessary to save them as the 
women refused to leave unless they 
first secured the bundles containing all 
their worldly possessions. They were 
even content to die without them.

Miss Allen headed a rescue party of 
56 men and officers from the destroy­
er McCormick under Capt. McCor­
mick. The Turkish police tried to 
stop them, but the bluejackets were 
not to be halted.

■ The Cambridge girl, cool in the 
crisis, directed the sailors where to go 
to effect the rescue of women and 
children in the burning building 
Many of the women had to be brought

After all were rescued, Miss Allen 
urged the bluejackets to turn their ef­
forts to the adjoining palaces occu­
pied by Princess Valma and Princess 
Tckie Sultane, both of which were 
saved. Nearly all the possessions of 
the refugees were also gathered up and 
taken out of the burning building by 
thi sailors.

Capt. McCormick warmly praised 
Miss Allen in a dispatch to the navy 
department. It is not by any means 
the first feat of outstanding heroism 
by Miss Allen. Last January she was 
in charge of a boat containing wo­
men refugees bound from Anatolia for 
a Greek port, and was exposed to the 
danger of typhus and smallpox which 
raged on board.”

Immortality of 
the body, it Is taught, is reserved solely 
for the 144,000 Israelites, who are to 
be chosen because of having lived a 
life of celibacy, self-denial and abne­
gation, as a reward for which they will 
be allowed to enjoy all the pleasures of 
life after the resurrection as no one 
has ever tasted them before.

Since the time of Mrs. Southcott 
the underlying philosophy of the faith 
has been about the same, but new 
prophets have added their own touches 
from time to time.

Several U. S. Cities Have Dis­

-V Washington, April 12. — Several 
changes in the relative size of the larger 
United States cities are indicated by 
new census bureau figures prepared on 
the assumption that growth condition 
prevailing in 1920 in the various locali­
ties are continuing.

The new estimates show that eight 
of the fifty largest municipalities have 
replaced their nearest rivals and that 
two have been shoved out of the fifty 
largest class.

Magazine)

The International Kindergarten 
Union will meet this year in Pitts­
burgh, Pa, April 16-20.

In Pittsburgh, as in St. John, the 
kindergartens were started by women 
who wished to give the children the 
joy and development of kindergar­
ten experience. Training classes were 
held at once to insure trained workers 
and before long a kindergarten college 
was established. Early in the career 
Pittsburgh, legislation was secured to 
allow the use of public funds for kin­
dergarten.
rapidly and some funds were appropri­
ated by the school board with the as­
sociation responsible for their dis­
bursement.

In 1912 the Board of Public Educa­
tion took over the whole system of 
kindergartens and gave the kinder- 
gartners a salary, ranging from 76 
to 90 dollars a month.

The kindergarten association, while 
relinquishing control and manage­
ment of the kindergartens, did not re­
linquish its place in the life of the 
child and the teacher and is still doing 
supplementary work. Helping to 
clothe the poor, looking after excur­
sions for them, and special luncheons, 
helping with mothers meetings, the 
members of the association are a very 
present help.

From one kindergarten started 30 
years ago the work has grown so, to­
day there are more than 9 kinder­
gartens employing 176 kindergarteners 
and assistants with a supervisor and 
a director. The department of the 
training school graduates each year a 
class of twenty or more who are ab­
sorbed into the city system.

The kindergartens have morning 
sessions daily. Three afternoons th< 
teachers have mother’s meetings, home 
visiting or conference classes ; the 
other afternoons being devoted to work 
in the "primary grades—stories—music 
—handwork, etc.

The salaries have advanced to a 
minimum of $1,200 a year. The kin­
dergarten department in Pittsburgh 
receives fine co-operation from the 
other departments of the school sys­
tem. The manual training depart­
ments this year made twenty-five 
hundred toys for the children at 
Christmas, the lumber being furnish­
ed by the Junior Red Cross, Salvaged 
from boxes, costing nothing, but furn­
ishing a valuable lesson in thrift,

The music in the kindergartens is 
supervised by the music department.

All who go to Pittsburgh are in­
vited to visit and see what the facil­
ities are in this department of edu­
cation and what are the accomplish­
ments. /
